Words of caution about dec­
orations for the holidays, burn­
ing Christmas wrappings and 
hazards faced in public places 
during the, appioaching holiday 
season are given by Fire Chief 
Robert McAllister. His message 
to Plymouthites and wishes for 
'1 safe Christmas, free from any 
tragedy, follows:

"If you decorate your house 
elaborately you’ll have a very 
serious hazard unless you use 
incombustible material. Elabor­
ate decorations are an important 
feature of most parties held in. 
clubs, dance balls, and other 
public places but terrible trag­
edies have occurred when small 
fires flashed across halls filled 
with combustible hangings. Many 
communities require that such 
decorations be treated to reduce 
flammability. Flanaeproofed ma­
terials can be purchased at many 
stores. Insist on them.

"Flame-proofing treatment is 
available for home use if com­
bustible materials are used 
However, metal, glass and as­
bestos decorations are available 
nearly e v e r y w h e r e  and are 
quite as attractive as those of the 
dangerous papei’, cotton, and 
pyroxylin. Fire-proofing of py­
roxylin is not possible.

"Cotton batting and paper in 
costumes will ignite easily and 
burn with great intensity. Santa 
Claus’ whiskers have led to 
jjhany Christmas tragedies. If 
you can’t find a good substitute, 
be sure and have them flame- 
proofed.

“Christmas wrapping burns 
like tinder and should be re­
moved as soon as px>ssible. See 
that all wrappings go into the 
waste basket and that it is taken 
out and, dumped in a covered 
metal barrel or incinerator as 
soon as it is filled.

"Be careful of heat operated 
toys and new electrical, gadgets 
if they do not bear the label of 
Underwriters’ Laboratofies, Inc.

"If your tree catches fire, call 
the fire department immediately. 
Learn the location- of your near­
est fire alarm box, or post the 
telephone number of the depart­
ment where it will be handy. 
Have your fire extinguisher 
checked and place it \^here it 
will be handy in case of fire. An 
additional measuie of fife pro­
tection is the garden hose con­
nected to a faucet within reach 
of the tree. '

“Clubs, stores and other pub­
lic p lac^  need especially to- b« 
careful of fire during the Christ­
mas holidays. Most of them will 
be decorated and most will be 
crowded during a large part of 
the time.

"Fire in any crowded public 
building may easily led to panic, 
for the exits are often inade­
quate to take care of so many 
people in a hurry. Flammable 
decorations should not be allow­
ed in any public building. Waste 
materials should be removed at 
once. No smoking should be al­
lowed in the building.

"Aisles and exits must be kept 
unobstructed and exits be clear­
ly marked. Sprinklers, hand hose 
and fire extinguishers should be 
kept ready to operate. Even bas­
kets of water, widely distributed, 
may mean the difference be­
tween a trivial flareup and a 
holocaust.”

Viennese Christmas Bread

WHY NOT HAVE a fireproof 
Christmas tree this year and 

thereby reduce one of the hazards 
of the holiday season? The United 
States department of agriculture 
has found a simple way to treat a 
tree so that it is reasonably fire­
proof, and at the same time it will 
retain its needles and its fresh look 
for longer than usuaL 

It is after a tree has lost its 
moisture in the hot, dry air of 
most houses and apartments that it 
becomes a fire hazard. So the trick 
is to fill the tree with extra mois- 
time before you trim it, just as you 
fill the stems of cut flowers with 
water. Reasoning from this simple 
fact, the department chemists tried 
substituting fire-resistive chemi­
cals in solution form, and found 
that a properly treated tree would 
not burn even when exposed to 
flame.

Of conrse, a home treated 
tree may not be entirely fire­
proof, because the tree must be 
freshly cut in order to absorb 
enough chemicals to achieve 
complete safety, but It will 
certainly be slower to catch 
fire than the dry, tinder-box 
trees with which we annually 
risk calamity.
Here is the method for giving 

the tree its fire-resistant proper­
ties. Get a freshly cut tree, if pos­
sible, for the cells of fresh trees 
are able to absorb more moisture 
than those where the trunk has 
dried. Saw the end of the tree in 
a V-shape to expose as much area 
as possible for absorbing the solu­
tion. Again, this is similar to the 
slant-cut ends of roses which come 
from the florists.

There is a choice of two fire- 
resistive chemicals for making the 
solution—ammonium sulfate or cal­
cium chloride. Dissolve either of

these In water in proportions of 1V4 
pints of water to one pound of the 
chemical. The quantity of chemi­
cal used should equal the weight 
of the tree. Place the cut end of 
the tree in the solution in a room 
of moderate temperature—55 to 65 
degrees Fahrenheit. Lot the tree 
stand in the solution a day or two, 
for the more it drinks of the solu­
tion the safer from fire it will be.

This treatment also solves the 
problem of getting a tree early, 
while there is a choice of the finest 
and most symetrical, and yet keep­
ing it fresh until time to trim the 
tree, and since it is always disap­
pointing to the children to have the 
needles fall off the tree before New 
Year’s Day, a treated tree will 
give more pleasure as well as more 
safety.

Each family has its own tra­
dition as to whether th e  
trimmed tree should be a com­
plete surprise Christmas morn­
ing, or whether the children 
should be allowed to help dec­
orate it. We are heartily in 
favor of the latter. For one 
thing, we remember longer 
the celebration we help pre­
pare, and all parents want to 
give their children cherished 
memories of Christmases at 
borne.

In fact, it isn’t too early to get 
the box of Christmas things down 
from the attic and lot the children 
sort them. You can plan together 
what ornaments you will add this 
year, but by aU means let the 
children do the shopping for gew­
gaws. Give them a certain amount 
to spend and you’ll see more ser­
ious figuring, list making and 
counter sampling than you'd ex­
pend on a whole season’s shop­
ping!

Steam Pressure 
Needed For Safe 
Canning of Meal

Home-canned meat on your 
storage shelves will help .-spread 
your meat supply throughout the 
year and will be a wondi'i-ful 
lime-saver on bu.sy day.s.

Directions given by Michigan 
State college home economists for 
canning meat safely and holding 
food value and flavor will help 
you to can successfully.

Beef. veal, mutton, lamb, pork 
and rabbit may bo canned at 
home—and so can poultry. Meat 
mixtures arc not recommended 
for home canning. These include 
chile con came, stews or soups 
made with cereals and vegeta­
bles.

For safe canning, m.eat must be 
heated through and through in a 
steam pressure eanner. A boil- 
ing-w'ater bath, an oven, a 
steamer without pressure, or an 
open kett'le will not heat the 
moat hot enough to kill hactei ia 
and the meat may spoil or cause 
serious food poisoning. If you 
don't have, or can’t Ixurow, a 
steam-pressure eanner. pi’cservc 
the meat by curing oi^)freezing.

After the animal to be- canned 
has been butchered, it should he 
chilled at once and kept chilli’d 
until canning time. Chilled meat 
is easier to handle and calls for 
refrigeration or for weather that 
can be counted on to keep the 
moat at 40 degrees nr Inwei-. 
Meat held at temperatuies near 
freez,ing may be canned at any 
convenient time within a few 
days after killing.

Avoid freezing nieal. if possi­
ble. If it does fi'eeze. kc'cp it fi-n- 
zen until canning time. Thawed 
meat is very pei'ishable. Meat 
may be packed by eithei- the hot 
pack or raw pack method. It’s 
best not to fry meat before can­
ning. Salt does not help presei've 
meat in canning but may be add­
ed.

Plymouth Rotarians had the 
fortunate opportunity last Fri­
day to get some first-hand in­
formation on the troublesome 
situation in Indonesia from Wil­
lard C. Wichers, midwest direc­
tor of the Netherlands Informa­
tion Bureau.

What Mr. Wichers told the Ro­
tarians is far different than much 
of the propaganda which has 
flooded the country and which 
originated without much ques­
tion from Russian sources under 
control of the Russian dictator­
ship.

Mr. Wichers. a brother-in-law 
of Russell Daane of this city and 
a longtime resident of the city 
of Holland, has in recent years 
given much of his time and at­
tention to the Dutch East Indies, 
now known as Indonesia, prob­
lem and as a result knows inti­
mately of the conditions con­
fronting the rich and beautiful 
islands which make up the coun­
try of Indonesia.

Briefly he told of the richness 
of the islands making up the 
country, of the advent of Dutch 
traders into that part of the 
world more than three and a 
half centuries ago.

“Irrespective of what you may 
have read or been told, it has 
been the object of the Dutch in 
recent years to establish a free 
and independent nation, he as­
serted.

“Previous to the arrival of the 
Dutch in that part of the world, 
the East Indies had long been 
exploited, but during the last 
century and a half the Dutch 
have sought to bring enlighten­
ment and good will and advance­
ment to these 67 millions of peo­
ple.

"The Dutch have always had 
the good reputation of being the 
best colonizers in the world. 
Their object has been to raise 
the economic standards of the 
people.

“In Java under Dutch rule 
such a thing as a famine has 
been unknown, due entirelj* to 
the scientific agricultural proc­
esses inaugurated bv the Dutch.

"The object of the Dutch has 
been to educate these people for 
freedom, but with more than 25 
different racial groups to deal 
with; some skilled, some still 
almost in the cave-man stage and

with different religious groups, 
it has not been an easy task. Fre­
quently teachers have been driv­
en out and school houses burned 
down. But the literacy standards 
in Indonesia are far greater than 
in any other place in the Far 
East,” said Mr. Wichers.

“To make these islands a free 
Democratic nation such as we 
know is extremely important to 
all Democratic nations.

“The Republic you have heard 
about in that country is nothing 
more than a Hitler dictatorship 
in which less than a fifth of the 
population is involved.

“The Federation of States such 
as the Dutch favor, is a nation of 
all of the people of all of the 
islands.

“It was the Japs in Indonesia 
who were never disarmed, aided 
by Communists, who are trying 
to set up the so-called republic. 
The Dutch have never objected 
to a freely elected government. 
You should know that the Rus­
sians are largely responsible for 
the unfortunate conditions pre­
vailing in that country. As we 
see it, the danger lies in the fact 
that the government may be 
turned over to those not yet rea­
dy to run it. but it is our duty 
and our responsibility to see that 
this new government works 
rightly,” he concluded.
