37. The imoortance of diversifioation will be giveh more a t te n ­
tion in 1950 and wis“ investors will watch th«'ir bond m aturities  to 
see tha t  they are e ither short or svst->ma‘.ically staggered.

REAL ESTATE '
38. The citv real estate  outlook is uncertain. It should continue 

to  hold firm throughout 1950 due  to less available ren ta l spac^ 
<»used bv pulling down old s'.ructures to save taxes and to orovido 
nark ing  snaces Owing to high costs and the fear of World W ar ITT. 
there  will be little inclination to biiild new cit\' property. On the 
o ther  hand the nontinn-al m ovem ent out of our lar«p cities— in the 
in terest of decentralization—m ay cause prices to soften.

39. There  will continue to bo a fair dem and  during  1950 for 
subu rban  real esta te  with a shading ot prices for large places; but 
the  residential construction boom should continue well into 1950.

40. TVie dom-and for large commercial farrn acreage will be less 
du ring  1950: but small sustenance fa»Trvs. especially those located 
close to established communities, will hold up and, perhaps, in ­
crease in price.

41. T hem  will be some decrease ■during 1950 in industrial and 
p r iva te  building. The cost of simh building will decline a little and 
I9ie qua lity  of " 'o rkm ansh in  will improve. There  should be an in ­
crease during  1950 in publicly financed building.

42. There  will not be much change in business rentals  during
1950. bu t residential ren ts  will average higher in'^1950. Only as 
nropertv  owners are granted higher rentals  will there  be more 
houses h u i r  for ren ta l  purposes. ,

43. Mortgage interest rates during  1950 will continue about the 
sam e as during  1949.

44 . Th  ̂ r<>~nwth in indush-ial pensions should help real estate 
sales in Florida, California. New Mexico and Arizona.

GENERAL BUSINESS
45. Many business concerns find their  operations sliding down 

tow ard  the break-even  point. There  will not be as much m argin  be­
tw een  costs and selling prices during  1950 as during  1949. U nem ­
ploym ent will gradually  increase due to the  installation of labor 
sav ing  m achinery  and o ther causes.

46. M ilitary p reparedness will continue to bolster ggneral busi­
ness and em ploym ent during  1950, but this is not a healthy  develop­
m ent.

47. Excluding G overnm ent owned commodities, the physical 
stock piles of m anufacturers  will rem ain  about the  same during  
1950 as du ring  1949.

POLITICS
48. 1950 will be an election year. The Republican P a r ty  will 

rem ain  in the doghouse. The Adm inistra tion will continue to talk 
rad ically  against Wall S treet and the so-called “Selfish In te rests” , 
b u t  at heart  the Adm inistration will be fairly conservative. Its bark 
will be far worse than its bite.

49. The A dm inistra tion will continue to be sym pathetic  to o r ­
ganized labor unless someone like John  L. Lewis goes too far. In 
th a t  event, such a man will be made the w hipping boy, but with the 
consent of o ther prominent labor leaders.

50. The Congressional Elections of 1950 will not change the 
political s ta tus of Congress to any great extent.

line of business, the  custom er 
will be ‘boss/ W ith production 
capacity  be tte r  able to m eet con­
sum er demand, products  of the 
highest quality  and w ith  the 
most reasonable price tags will 
fare best.

“That is the  Am erican way of 
doing business. Every  day 140 
million people will cast the ir  
votes in the  m arke t  places of 
America for or against the  p ro d ­
ucts and services offered for sale, 
and those businesses which serve 
the public well will succeed. This 
process of free competition has 
inspired Am erican industry  to 
render  be tte r  service, and has 
been responsible for the  constant 
im provem ent in our s tandard  of 
living over the  years.

“The re tu rn  of healthy  busi­
ness conditions in 1950 will place 
a m uch g rea ter  responsibility u p ­
on the  salesman. The improved 
products  w'hich will come from 
the  e n g tn ^ r in g  departm en ts  and 
the facton^-rfDf industry  must 
now be .iufTld in competition with 
one another.

tWhile m any gifi cartons of Oregon fruit and Florida oranges 
w ere  received in P lym outn  as Christm as gifts, thousands and 
thousands  of gift cartons of apples grown in the vicinity of P lym outh  
w ere  shipped to m id-western  and southern  states.

According to Leonard Millross, P ly m o u th ^ g e n t  of the  Railway- 
Express company, there  were more than  500 c an o n s  shipped as late 
as  M onday of last week by just one grower whos^Utfchard is located 
over  on the Eight Mile road east of Northville.

“I have not kept a record of the exact n u m b e r 'o f  cartons of 
copies w e have shipped out of P lym outh  this holidajHBgriod, bu t it 
will ru n  close to 6,000 cartons if not more,” said ^ r .  Millross yes­
terday.

“We expect tha t  it will be more than  double tha t  am ount next 
year, as people living in this locality who have friends and relatives 
i ^ a t e d  in s tates w here few apples are grown ane finding tha t  a gift 
carton  of Michigan gro\yn apples is a most popular gift,” he said.

To Mr. Millross can go m uch of the  credit for this newly created 
C hris tm as  fru it  business Sut of P lym outh. It was a num ber  of years 
ago w hen  he first tried to get apple grow-ers to work up a Christmas 
b ^ in e s s .  At first he had a little success, then  more and more, until 
DOW the  Railway Express apple business out of P lym outh  has gone 
w ay  beyond form er expectations.

Not so m any  years ago Mr. Millross made a trip  down to T en ­
nessee in an  effort to create a Chris.m as m arke t  for Michigan grown 
apples. His efforts at th a t  tim e w ere beneficial as now indicated by 
t r e  hundreds  and  hundreds of cartons of apples being shipped by 
express  to Tennessee and neighboring states.

Mr. Millross points out. however, tha t  this rapidly  growing 
C hristm as business for apple growers in this part  of Michigan is 
som ew hat handicapped  by a commodity ra te  th a t  favors Florida 
fru it  sh ipping over Michigan fruit. F lorida fru it  shippers can ship^ 
th e ir  crops to n o r the rn  points m uch cheaper than  M ichigan apple 
grow ers can ship the ir  fru it  to the  south. This is a problem  to be 
settled  in W ash ir i^ o n  w hen  “sta tesm en” get around to  t rea ting  all 
pa rts  of the  coun try  alike.

If you are going to put the  fish 
in frozen storage, clean them  b e ­
fore you freeze them. Scale, 
clean and wash, so the fish are 
ready  to cook w hen you take 
them  out of storage. Remove 
heads and fins. Small fish are 
usually left whole but large ones 
may be cut in s teaks or fillets.

Pu t just enough fish for one 
meal in a package so it will not 
be necessary to thaw  more than  
you will use at one time. W rap 
in m oistu rc-vapor-p roof  paper  or 
pack  ̂in containers lined with 
m ois tu re -vapor-p roof  material.

Many persons like to w rap  fish 
for baking in a lum inum  w ra p ­
ping. Then the fish may be baked 
right in the  wrapping. Fish 
should be frozen and stored at 
zero degrees Fahrenheit  or be­
low. Fat or oily fish m ay b e ­
come rancid if kept too long. 
Storage for such fish should be 
no longer than  four months. Lean 
fish m ay be kept six m onths or 
more.

gestions to Michigan lisherm en who plan to do some fishing w’hile 
in Florida this winter.

W ri.es Editor Weed: ^
"W hen \-o-ti go south this yc'ar—if \'ou w ant to have some real fun 

fishing—take a fly rod along to fish Mackerel.
"I know the dei-p sea fisiiing boys look down at m ackerel as 

just ‘eating fi.sh’ and not w hat they  would consider sport—but let 
them  tie in o a j^ound and one-half m ackerel on a four ounce eight 
and one-half or nine loot fly rod and they will change their  mind.

"I did—and now am not asham ed to sw ear th a t  pound for pound 
a m ackerela  will give you as much fight as our  big m outh  bass 
for a limited time. I don't th ink  they  will carry  on the  fight as long 
—but while you arc bringing them  to the boat will give even an  
experienced fisherman plenty of trouble.

"I hail my first—and it will not be my last I hope—experience 
fishing for mackerel with a fly rod off Sandy Hook about a m onth  
ago. The only change I m ade in my tackle  o ther than  as I regularly  
fish for bass out here was to substitu te  100 feet of eight pound leader 
Nylon for my regular line—its all under-w a te r  bait fishing and  not 
too far  out so the leader m ateria l enables one to have enough line 
so tha t  he could handle  a ‘blue’ or o ther larger fish if they  should 
hit the  bail.

“W hen we startl 'd fislnng we used a m eta l squid a t the  bottom 
of the line and put our hooks up about two feet baited w ith  a 
piece of chum. As the fish w.ere dowm about tw en ty  feet w hen  we 
first s ta r ted  fishing we caught as m any on the  spoon as on the 
bait bu t after  they had been chum m ed a while  they  came up and I 
took off the  spoon and fished w ith  just a hook on the  end of the  
leader line and baited with a piece of fish heart.

"This fishing is ju.st like bait fishing for blue gills or t ro u t—cast 
out as far as possible and let the  line settle gradually . They don’t 
hit ha rd —in fact they hard ly  hit at all bu t seem to suck the  bait  in. 
Once you hook them  though—look out.

“They are fast and pow erful and will give you quite  a scrap 
before you boat them. Som etimes you will .get one up to w here  he 
will see the boat and you’ll have to let him run  to save the  rod, thej^ 
have tha t  much power. In my book they sta r t  nearly  as fast as a 
bone fish—but of course don’t run as long or as far before you can 
tu rn  them. And if you should strike a school tha t  is feeding as we 
did they will bile like blue gills in the  fall—strikes as fast and as 
soon as you bait gets down to the ir  level.

“Mackerel fishing (either Spanish  or Cero) w ith  a fly rod is real 
fun in my book and you ought to give it a try  a t least once.”

and w ater  spots, a refinishing job 
is in order. Before you refinish a 
very large bulky  table, rem odel­
ing m ight be a good idea.

All the  favorite  varieties of  ̂
t ree  nuts  w ere harvested  a b u n - ' 
dan tly  this season to bring p len ­
tiful supplies for post-holiday 
use. Most families relish the rich 
crunchiness which these foods 
add to o rd inary  dishes, so good 
cooks will take  advantage  of rea ­
sonable prices.

Nuts have more to offer than  a 
delightful flavor. They all con­
tain  a generous am ount of fat. 
so th e y ’re good sources of ca l­
ories. This is good news for those 
people who are  try ing  to gain 
weight. The ones who are  avoid­
ing increased curves had be tte r  
use fhem sparingly.

T h e re ’s a goodly am ount of 
pro te in  in nuts, too. and while 
it’s not the  most efficient kind 
it m akes a real contribu tion  for 
tissue and blood building.

Nuts score on the ir  v itam in  B 
content, especially t h i a m i n e  
which helps to p reven t fatigue 
and irr itab il ity  along w ith  p ro ­
moting good digestion and appe ­
tite. And they  contain iron for 
build ing red blood cells and 
some calcium for sound bones 
and teeth.

With all this to offer, they  can't 
be considered as ju s t  plain lu x ­
uries. While they  a re  so rea ­
sonable in price, use them  gen­
erously.

1 cup finely cut nu tm eats  

V-i cup milk

and salt. Cream  shortening, add 
sugar a small am ount at a tim e 
and cream  until fluffy. Add hon ­
ey in thirds, beating until th o r ­
oughly blended after  each a d ­
dition. Add one-fourth  of flour 
m ix tu re  and beat until smooth. 
Add eggs which have been b ea t­
en  until  th ick  enough to pile up 
in bowl. Beat well. Add nuts. 
Add rem aining flour m ix tu re  a l ­
te rna te ly  with milk, beating a f ­
te r  each addition. Add vanilla. 
T urn  into greased 9x3x5 inch 
loaf pan. Bake in slow oven. 325 
degrees F., foi- about 1 hour and 
25 minutes. Frost with 7-m inute  
frosting, if liked, a f te r  the  cake 
is cool.

NOTE: To prevent separation
from  half to one cupful of n u t  qJ batter, have all ingredients at 
meats to your favorite  cake, room tem perature .
cookie or bread  m ixture . Chop 
the  nuts course or fine, depend ­
ing on personal taste, bu t chop 
them  or use a regu lar  nu t g r ind ­
e r  so they  w on’t be oily.
