Gives Secret of
Tasty Meat Stew

The secret of a magnificent
meat stew is a good basic recipe
to which Plymouth homemakers
can add whatever meat suits her
fancy and these are the first
steps in making any stew and
recipes for three meat flavoringst

First basic step: Cut up meat
into serving pieces. Then dust
lightly in flour that has been
mixed with 2 teaspoons salt. Heat
4 tablespoons of fat or salad oil
in a large, heavy skillet and
brown the meat well and quickly
on aU sides, turning the pieces
with a spoon instead of a fork
N you won't pierce the meat and
let the good aavory juices escape.

Now transfer your meat to a
heavy kettle or Dutch oven. Next
stir 1+ cup boiling (it must be
boiling) water into the skillet, at
the sgme time scraping down all
sthe rich crusty business around
the sides. Pour this flavorfiil
stock over the meat.

Right here add your flavor-
making bouquet garni; 1 bay
leaf, 4 sprigs parsley, stalk cel-
ery, several.celery tops. s whole
black peppets. 3 small onions. 1
carrot. Also) 1 medium potato for
thickening.

Second”asic step: After adding
the proper seasonings, cover the
kettle tightly and cook over very,
very low heat (this means so
slowly the stew barely, moves in
cooking) until you can pierce the
meat easily with a fork. (Allow
approximately 2 hours for lamb,

chicken or beef, lhours for
veal.) Now remove the meat
from the kettle. Then-strain the
stock, pushing the vegetables

through the strainer (they thick-
et the stow). Combine the strain-
ed stock and meat once again in
the big kettle. Then finish your
stew with whatever meat you
wish. Each stew serves .

This has already be-
come “big busings”.

TalaTiBion Is Big Business

It is estimated that 10 million
people watched our jlast national
political conventions on TV.
Double that number saw Tru-
man inaugurated. How many lo-
cal fans watched the Big League
games this summer and fall is
anybody’s guess. People who
never have been to a baseball
game, football game, boxing bout
or set foot inside a theater, have
become ardent home fans.

The folks who need this kind
of diversion most—rural dwell-,
ers—cannot yet get TV in their
homes. This is due both to the
limited number of stations per-
mitted by the FCC and to the
present limits of TV broadcast
radius. This will ultimately be
remedied. In fact, by the year’
end, the networks hopefully an-
ticipate nearly three million sets
in use. TV manufacturers, al-
ready beginning to count their
1949. profits*, believe the cash
registers will sing to the' merry
tune of a good $500,000,000 plus.

TV and Amutamenis

Practically every survey, con-
ducted thus far to measure the
“looking" audience, indicates that
people listen lesS now to regular
radio. The day may well come,
and soon, when A.M. radio will
be as obsolete as the old crystal
sets and earphones are today. The
cornet* movie house is already
feeling the pinch. Within the
next*half dozen years, we shall
be «Ale to eview good movies
right, in our own living-roojms,
and without the present eye-
strain> It has already been re-
ported that Broadway’s box off-
ice receipts nose-dive on Milton
Berle night.

Sports', promoters arg worried
too. Wrestling, boxing, baseball,
and footbaU enthusiasts are for-
saking the arena and ball field
for the home video screen. Col-
lege athletic directors are es-
pecially concerned. Intercollegi-
ate football is a most expensive
sport. Advertisers have found
that with the same number of
sets, television ads pull four
times the saleslof ordinary radio
advertisements.

Television Pros and Cone

Schools and colleges have
laund as a result of the comic
Do«k. picture, magazines, talking
movies, and the radio that our
youth even now can not read
comprehenrtingly. Thev have be-
come allergic to the printed page.
Our children have also forgotton

how to amuae themselves. ,In-
stead of developing into active
particip™ts, they are becoming

passive bystanders. They are be-
coming sluggish and lazy in this
matter of their amusement. This
is very unfortunate.

Tetevision, however, has a tre-
mendous opportunity to instruct
and amuse constructively. Tele-
vision might well reestablish the
home as a family meeting place.
Video could b«ome a potent
force in helping to lower juvenile
delinquency and crime rates; it
could become a helping hand in
lowering divorce rates. Televi-
sion could bring to the home the
broadening culturaL experiences
of seeing great paintings in a
museum, or witnessing great ex-
periments in the laboratory. Vid-
