Because of the importance of training young men and
women for future services in the professions and in highly
technical work, -Dr. Alexander G. Ruthven, president of the
University of Michigan, recently declared that he believed

~the state should charge a lesser fee for Michigan studnts who
are properly prepared for University work and who earnestly
seek higher eiiucation. N

Dr. Ruthvhn’s declaration that University fees should be
lower coincides with the writer’s idea exactly.

There are thousands and thousands of young people who
would honor themselves and their state if they were finan-
cially able to go beyond high school grades. But if the present

trend of higher and higher fees for higher education con- |

tinues. it will <®)t be long before our Universities”™ and other

schools of similar standing will be educating omy the sons |

and daughters of the ultra rich.

'S‘Our country will always need all of the trained minds
that can be produced, and abilitj® mind is neither directly
nor indirect”™ related to the financial standing of the indi-
vidual,” Dr. Ruthven asserted. “There is no right and no
wrong”idc of the tracks so far as state-supported higher edu-
cation is concerned.” «

He pointed out that the trend to higher fees “must lead
to a more rigid restriction of the advantages of higher educa-
tion to the privileged groups, and will just as certainly lead
to federal subsidies and f~eral controls.”

* Dr. Ruthven said the University in 1929 expected its
students to provide 20 per cent of its operating costs whereas
the percenta”e”is now approximately 40 per cent.

“The sinipie fact is that the preparation of youth for citi-
renship in a developing democracy should be accepted as a
public responsiJbiUty not only in the pre-college years but
also at the cpll™e level,” Dr. Ruthven asserted.

“ldeally, trie stalk institutions of higher learning should
chaise no fees to in state students, and control of education
should remain in the states,” he declared.

If*any compromise on fees is made, the University presi-
dent said the amounts charged residents of the state should
be low enough to allow any properly prepared and earnest
young man or A”oman to pursue college work without undue
sacrihees in acmulating debts or in injury to physical
health.

*1t is quS®’proper for state colleges and universities to
make a distiBolon I"tween in-state ai”™ out-state students in
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respect to fees,” he asserted. “While these institutions should
not permit themselves to become narrowly provincial by
excluding non-residents, there is justification, for establishing
differentials in fees between residents and non-residents.”

The position that admission to the publicly supported
schools in his, state is a right for a properly qualified in-state
Istudent and a privilege for the out-state kudeht is a sound
tone. Dr. Ruthven said. °j

While declaring that the University's fees* for Michigan
students were too high, he said he did not regard the charges
Imade to non-residents as too high. He believes the charges to
jnon-residents could be increased but only due regard to pos-
Isible effects fon the composition of the s{udent b/ v.

Lets read what the Allendale, South Carolina Citizen, a
IDemocratic papier, has to say about the subject: Its comments
Ifollow:

Packing that "off to school” or
“off to work™ lunch should get
as much attention from Ply-
mouth housewives as preparing
a good breakfast. A big problem
in lunch packing, whether for
work or school, is variety, but
there are many solutions to that
problem.

Sandwich fillings are a good
starter. Try combinations like
cooked egg with grated cheesie,
sliced cheese and ham, or cot-
tage cheese with chopped green
pepper, cooked pVunes, jam, npts
or chili sauce. Bacon, choked
pickle, ground cooked liver, or
even bcan.s or sauer krautlan
be used to add variety in san
wiches. And don’t forget the ve
etable sandwich. Finely shredde
cabbage with grated carrot a
green pepper and a little dress-
ing is very good. Raisins or nu
with carrots also make a go
filling.

Fresh vegetable.® as a relish
can add a lot of*variety in the
lunch box. Crisp carrot sticks,
cabbage wedges, and green pep-
per strips should be included
occasionally, as well as the more
commonly used tomatoes, radish-
es and fruitfr. o

For a hot dish, hot tomato
juice, beef or chicken broth,
soups and cocoa are all excellent.

The good lunch box meal con-
tains about one-third of the day’s
requirements of protein, vita-
mins, minerals and calories. Only
after enjoying a good lunch can
a person work, learn or play effi-
ciently.

It is important that you allow
enough time for packing a lun”h,
just as you allow time for pre-
paring a meal at home. Best time
to pack the lunch is in the morn-
ing. which is also a busy time.
Part of the Ilunch preparation
can usually be done the day be-
fore, especially if you have a
deep freeze or frozen food com-
partment. Many sandwiches,
other than vegetable, can be
made ahead of time and kept
frozen.

Edna Ferber, one of the best known writers of the last 50 years,
who now resides in Connecticut, is a native of Michigan. She was
bom in Kalamazoo, where her father operated a small variety store.
Miss Ferber never married.

Lake Michigan is the largest body of water that lies who”y
within the boundaries of the United States. Lake Okeechobee in
Florida is the largest body of water that lies entirely within one
state. Houghton lake is Michigan’s largest inland lake.

When Al Weber founded the Cheboygan Tribune, there was
not a single railroad or highway that connected southern Michigan
with this northern Michigan city. It was necessary for Editor Weber,
who now lives in retirement in Cheboygan, to ship his printing plant
to Petbskey and then haul it on sleighs from Petoskey, on a little-
traveled trail road through the forests, to Cheboygan. Petoskey was
then the northern terminal of the only railroad that extended
into northern Michigan. All shipping in and out of Cheboygan at
that time was by boat.

In view of the fresh water shortage in New York and New
Jersey it is interesting to note that Michigan is located within an
aiea which possesses more than two thirds of the entire fresh water
supply of the world.

Placed bn the Hotel Fordney at Court and Hamilton streets, the
plaque marks the site of Old Fort Saginaw. Built in 1822 on orders
of the United States'W ar Department because of the unfriendly
attitude of the Chippewa Indians, the fort was abandoned the fol-
lowing year because of a malaria, epidemic.

About 150 soldiers and civilians were living in the stockade
when the epidemic broke out in the summer of 1823, according to
informsition in the Michigan Historical Collections at the University
of Michigan.

Dr. Zina Pitcher, the army surgeon, did bis best to combat the
disease but met with little success. It was Dr. Pitcher who later
commented on the-unhealthfulness of the state’s climate.

Dr. Pitcher also fell ill and for several days had to be carried

to his patients. Altogether two officers, an enlisted man and an
officer's wife. dnUghter and son died of the disease before the gar-
rison was moved to Detroit in October.

positions before his death in Detroit April 5, 1872. He was a regent
of the University from its start ii* 1837 until 1852, mayor of Detroit
for two terms and an examiner of the U. S. Mint.

Foley Declares Housing Needs
Are Far From Being Aliained

Raymond M. Foley,; who would
now be a resident J’lymouth
township if it was |iot for the
fact that he is fedeifal adminis-
trator of the Housing and Home
Financing agency of jthe govern-
ment in Washington! (declared a
few days ago that jthe country
must build more hbusing units
this year than we did last if the
nation is to meet itSi housing re-
quirements.

Mr. »Foley pointdd out that
while more than a njillion homes
were built last yeal*, the needs
of the nation during the next
decade will be far iin excess of
the total number of! homes built
last year.

It will be recalled ithat Mr. Fo-
ley when serving as! housing ad-
ministrator in Michigan with of-
fices in petroit was about to pur-
chase a permanent lhomesite on
Territorial road justjwest of Ply-
mouth. His appointment just at
the time he was about to move
to this locality made him a resi-
dent of Washington intead of
Plymouth. !

In his statement given to news-
papers a few days ajgo he said:

The 1949 record represents the
minimum, not the maximunt lev-
el of production we must have to
make rekl progress toward our
goal of a decent home for every
American family. We must not
accept the best that we can do.
We have the capacity to exceed
the 1949 record in 1950, and in the
years to come, if we center our
efforts on good housing within
the means of the average family.

The homebuilding industry is
to be complimented on its record
in 1949. The 1949 production dem-
onstrates that we can produce
more than a million housing
units a year as a normal average
without undue strain on even our
current capacity.

He pointed out that the 1949
record was reached with about
10 per -cent lower production of
building materials than the year

before and with no increase in
peak labor requirements.
"The key to expanding our

production of homes in the fu-
ture lies in our ability to meet
the lower price and rental de-
mands of a large section of the

middle income 'Sfea which we
have scarcely tapped,” Foley
said. "To do thi® requires the

concerted efforts of all phases of
the industry and o| government.”

Foley said that, while the mid-
dle income range varies consid-
erably in different parts of the
country, the general average

families needing rentals from $45
range of primary need comprises
to about $73 a month.

Foley said that in addition to
existing programs directed to
"middle income housing assistance
and to recommendations made
last year and still pending before
the Congress, further legislative
proposals will be made to the
,hew ses.sion of Congress to stim-

ulate private housing to meet
more of the middle-income re-
quirements.

Government aids. Foley said,

played an important role in 1949
construction. He said that about
one-third of the year’s home-
building was financed under
commitments to insure by the
Federal Housing Administration,
including most of the large-scale
rental construction.

In addition, he said, about 30
Iper cent of mortgages recorded
under $20,000 were made by sav-
ings and loan associations, which
are aided through financial re-

e.serves and investment insurance
through the Federal Home Loan
Bank system and the Federal
Savings and Loan Insurance
.Corporation.

The sharp upturn in GI home

"loan financing through the Vet-
erans Administration, he j;aid.
was .stimulated by the secondary
mortgage purchases through the
Federal National Mortgage asso-
ciation.

, Foley also pointed to the in-

Icrease in the proportion of rent-
lal housing in 1949. stimulated

,through FHA mortgage insur-
‘ance. He said, however, that in
11950 the rental demand is for
-housing at substantially lowci:

rents than those attained in 1949.
and that both the agency’s ad-
"ministrative policies and its leg-
islative recommendations will be
Idirected toward this lower rental
field.

Foley .said that programs set up
under the Housing Act of 1949
will also contribute to greater
production of housing in 1950.

“Statements by spokesmen for
some private groups that these
programs will hurt private home
building are entirely unjusti-
fied.” he said. "The contrary is
true. The bulk of the-job must
be done by private industry and
the chief aids of the government
are directed toward helping it in
that task.”

Science Group
Meets Hamster

Carl Parson gave a talk on
hamsters to the Science club on
Wednesday, January 18, Parson,
who has 1.000 hamsters, brought
four with him to show to the
group. He explained that ham-
sters make nice pets.

In 1944 these little animals be-
came famous as pets although
they had been discovered 20
years  previously. Originating
outside the United States they
were brought to this country 15
years ago. Some hamsters live
about 24 to 30 months and weigh
about five or six ounces with an
average length of four to five
inches. .

At a glance they resemble rats
but have no bones—just muscles
or tissues. When they are bom
they are a light golden color, but
at about eight or ning weeks
their colors turn darker, accord-
ing,to Parson.

They prove more effective than
rats for experiments and labora-
tory work because they catch di-
seases faster.

Roger Babson Says...

Babson Discusses Business For
1951 and 1952

In my recent Forecast for 1950,

| stated that 1950 will be almost

as good as 1949. This means that

most industries and most locali-

ties will average nearly as well

as for 1949. It is very possible—

however—that 1950 may be the

best year for some years to come.
1950 vs. 1949

It should be remembered that

January 1949 enjoyed several
stimulants which cannot indef-
initely cont»”e. For instance,

1949 benefits from a marked
increase in military prepared-
ness. Also, in 1949, the first in-
stallment of Marshall Plan Aid—
amounting to $5.000,000,000—was

sent abroad, much of which
helped U. S. industries.
1950 will — however — benefit

from the large amount of insur-
ance money to be rebate to G.I.
men. There will also be some
other windfalls; but the. Europe-
an aid\money will be less in 1960.
The farmers will have less money
to sp~nd in 1950. All told, general
business for 1950 need not be
much bt'low 1949. We surely live
in a gVeat country.

Normal Conditions vs. Stimulants

Readers should, however, rea-
lize the~great need of INCREAS-
ING stimulants in order to -hold
business up to “normal” and pre-
vent* declines. Those who have
administered to the chronic «ick,
know that in order for the pa-
tient to avoid mpre i»in the dose
of bromide must be increased.
Those who depend upon liquor
for a “lift” know that the amount
used must be increased, from
year to.year, in order to get the
sanrfe results.

The above illustrations apply
to U.S. business. It is not enough
for the government to expend
“as much” in 1950 as in 1949 in
order "o hold up business. The
government or private enter-
prise must cxgend more in 1950
in order to prevent a 47gline. The
Republicans are wise in com-
plaining about ever increasing
expenditures and deficits; but in
ordel" to keep the national in-
coMc up to the 1949 figures, it
is not enough for Uncle Sam to
contribute as much as in 1950 to
the general welfare. He must
contribute more than in 1949 un-
less the Republican businessmen
have more faith in the country
and they themselves finance
more'new industries.

Bursting the Balloon

Of course there is a limit to all
things. The present policy of go-
ing into debt to keep up the na.-
tionai'* income cannot continue
forever. If oxygen is continually
pumped into the business bal-
loon. it will finally burst from
over-pressure. If only the pres-
ent amount is *put into the bal-
loon each year, the balloon will

slowly become smaller. Hence,
1950 may be our best year for
some time.

This is why 1 am advising
readers to get out of debt during
1950. Neither jobs nor money will
be as plentiful in 1951 or 1952.
Now is the time to save your um-
brellas for the inevitable “rainy
days”. Pay cash for what you
buy during 1950. Give your em-
plbyer the best you can during
1950. Many careless workers will
be laid off in 1951; you don’t
want to be one of these. Increase
your savings during 1950 as you
may need to draw upon them in
years which follow. Explain
business cycles to your wife and
children. Get them to co-operate
with you.

Beware of Politicians

Don’t let the politicians fool
you. Most of them are not in-
terested in your real welfare.

Moreover, the in-
crease ip salary which they vot-
ed themselves will make mdny of
them in 1950 £ven more danger-
ous leaders than before. During
these coming months too many of
them will tell you anything to
get re-elected. They will be giv-
ing you only temporary “pain
killers”. Don’t be fooled by their
harmful patent medicines.

Your hope and mine depends
upon us' doing more work and
spending our money more wise-
ly. There is no short cut to pros-
perity. Sooner or later we will
learn that these politicians have
been giving, us only dope instead
of an honest spring tonic. We
need medicine which will make
us produce more, so that prices
can be reduced and false “pros-
perity” can be avoided. There is
too much thought about getting
free aid and too little about cre-
ating more goods. For prosperity
to continue after 1950 we must

have more religion and fewer
handouts.

Your Police Department Speaks

Written by members of Plymouth’s Police department

Our latest snowfall has again
made streets and highways in the
area none to safe. According to
State Police broadcasts most
main highways are clear but our
own city streets and country
roads have their slippery spots.
We’ve cautioned drivers previ-
ously about winter driving haz-
ards and feel that any alert driv-
er will take the necessary pre-
cautions whenever these condi-
tions do arise. Friday night dur-
ing the snow storm an accident
occurred at Mill and Mam street,
the causes being the slippery
streets and possibly not quite
enough caution on the part of the
driver at fault.

Records show that only half
the dogs in Plymouth are vac-
cinated and licensed. Our Dog
Ordinance states that any dog
running at large must be licens-
ed; during the county quarantine
no dog shall run at large. We
urge all of you who have unlic-
ensed dogs running at large to
have them vaccinated and licens-
ed immediately. Warning is giv-
en that dogs not licensed and
running at large will be disposed
of.

During 1949 over 3,000 opera-
tors licenses and close to 600
chauffeurs licenses were issued
froitt this department. We have
observed that the question in the
written examination most fre-
quently missed is concerning the

proper way to give the arm sig-
nal. In Michigan the driver ex-
tends his left arm from zind be-
yond the left side ©f the vehicle
to signal a right turn, left turn
or slop. The next slip-up made
most frequently by stating that
one should drive to the left of
the centerline of four-lane high-
ways when passing. We trust
they know better than that but
it’s a big blunder from our view-
point.
