He suggests that all chil­
dren under one year should have 
the large dose and that healthy 
childi*en over that age should 
have the small dose. If a child is 
frail or sickly, he should have 
the large dose in order to pre­
vent the disease.

Given this privilege, I should 
like to remind the people of P ly­
mouth that the Wayne univer­
sity college of medicine has made 
an appeal to our Governor for an 
appropriation of three million 
dollars for a new medical science 
building. This proposal shall \be 
presented to our legislature on 
•March 15 and in the meantime! 
it shall be in committee. Whether 
dr not this request is granted is, 
■of course, ultimately up to you, 
citizens. Believing that this bill 
is worthy of your full support, I 
should like to offer for'your con­
sideration several reasons why 
you should be interested in see­
ing the request granted.

In the first place, the present 
physical facilities of this time- 
honored institution are pitifully 
inadequate and unworthy of its 
o 'cellen t staff and abundant 
clinical resources.

Secondly, the new building 
would mean that more physicians 
would be available to serve 
Michigan.

Michigan's w inter sports areas 
may yet entertain the largest 
number of visitors in snowtime 

. history—if the weatherman conr 
^ in u e s  to cooperate. That’s the 

prediction of Automobile Club of 
Michigan's assistant travel man­
ager Jerry  Fisher, who has noted 
far more interest in winter sports 
on the part of the traveling pub­
lic in any other year.

“Requests come to us from all 
over the United States daily for 
information on where to go ski­
ing or skating. Five years ago 
such a query was a rarity,” Mr. 
Fisher said.

Michigan’s northland is better- 
equipped than ever before to 
serve the wintertime traveler, he 
believes. Both nccommodations 
and w inter sport areas have been 
increased in number and improv­
ed in quality. Each year the north 
country adds new area.s which 
offer skiing, skating, hunting, 
fishing and other assorted forms 
of violent exercise. ’

“Although Boyne Mountain 
near Boyne Falls operated last 
year,, its facilities w’cre only com­
p le te  in time for snow this year. 
It is probably-the best new area 
to /o p en  in Michigan since Ca- 
berfge near Cadillac. It has excel­
lent terrairr. the only chair lift 
in the midwest, and accommoda­
tions in a fine rustic lodge for 44 
persons right at the scene, .of act­
ivities, along with a clubhouse,” 

'  Fisher said.
Boyne Mountain will conduct 

daily ski schooLs. with slopes of 
400 feet to a mile and a half in 
length. All are served by the lift 
and rope tows, with a vertical 
drop of 500 feet in some places.

Porcupine Mountains State 
Park  near Onlonagan is the scene 
of another new area just opened 
by tfie conservation department. 
There’s a 2.800-foot expert ski 
trail with a drop of 55) feet, and 
a 2;800-foot run with a 350-foot 
drop. The area will be serviced 
by. three rope tows.

Other new a r c ^  are at Indiap 
River and Clare. Three Clare men

C(»n>ervation d e p a rtm en t officials say th a t  a  recent research  
Bade by officials ind icates th a t M ichigan has from  500,000 to  750,000 
isherm cn  annua lly  w ho fish for “free,”  boosting th e  to ta l ran k s  of 
h e  angling a rn iy  to  th e  1,500.000-1,750,000 range. T he s ta te  has had 
>ver 1,000.000 licensed fisherm en  annually  since 1947.

The D ep artm en t’s in s titu te  for fisheries research  coun ted  an g ­
e rs  at th re e  checking  sta tions on upsta te  tro u t s tream s last year. A 
ab u ia tio n  of s ta te  records suggests th a t a  m inim 'am  of 20 per cen t 

a ll tro u t fisherm en in  th e  s ta te  a rc  w ives of licensed residen t

On the  H unt creek  d rainage, ou t of 993 days of angling listed 
last year, anglers under 17 years  accounted  for 11.7 per cen t of the 
to ta l angling days and  w ives a n o th e r 9.3 per cent. A ccordingly, 
lic*ensod trou t fisherm en accounted  for 79.8 per cen t of the  to ta l 
ang ling  days in these tw o  areas.

"B efore w e get enough heat 
from  th e  sun to  s ta r t  th e  w arm th  
th a t w ill b ring  spring, w e have 
to  go th rough  a period  in  w hich 
th e  heating  and  cooling of the  
e a r th ’s su rface  a rc  p re tty  m uch 
in balance .” Dr. Losh po in ts out.

V i r t u e  T o  T r i u m p h

G e o r g e  Wa s h in g t o n  was
beset by terrib le  fears that 

the colonists could not win the 
Revolution and tha t they probably 
didn’t deserve freedom  anyway. 
This conclusion comes from  a let­
te r he wrote his third coLisin, X^md 
Washington:

’’D ear Lund . . .  I  cannot deny 
myself the comfort of unburthen- 
ing m y m ind to you. I  know the 
goodness of your heart,

**Heaven knows how truly I  love 
m y country; and that I  embarked 
in this arduous enterprise on the 
purest motives. But we have over­
shot our m ark: we have grasped at 
things beyond our reach: it is im­
possible that we should succeed; 
and I cannot With tru th  say. that 
I am  sorry for it because I am  far 
from being sure tha t we deserve 
to succeed. . . 1 woLild -rather be
even as  I am  than  tam ely crouch, 
whilst chains were fastening round 
m y neck; for there  is  not. in my 
estimation, so vile a thing upon 
earth  as  a  hum an being who, 
having once enjoyed liberty, to 
patiently bear to see it  taken from 
him. On these principles, and 
these only, I first took up arm s.

*‘I knew not tha t I  would be ap­
pointed to this high station only 
to be disgraced and ruined, till 
about the m iddle and la tte r end 
of last February; when, contrary 
to my wishes. 1 found it necessary 
that we should come to open hos­
tilities against our fellow subjects. 
. . . There are  not a  hundred men 
in America that know our true 
situation; three-fourths of the 
Congress itself a re  ignorant of it; 
yourself excepted, there lives not 
a m an a t all acquainted with my 
peculiar circumstances. The world 
looks upon us as in possession of an 
arm y all anim ated with the pure 
flame of liberty, and determ ined 
to die ra th e r than not be free. But, 
you know how rem ote in  m y judge­
m ent all this U from  the tru th .”
