Chinchilla fur has remained
the most costly and rarest of furs
since the Spaniards first found
the little animals high in the An-
des. in the 16th gentury. Chin-
chilla robes were worn by the
Indian Inca loyalty and the
Spaniards, in conquering the In-
dians. fell in love with the lus-
trous, blue-gray fur. They sent
these robes to the Spanish court
and instantly a clamor for chin-

Of
this number only 15 or 20 per
cent will “scoi'e” in the highest
bracket of fur quality and far
sighted American chinchilla
breeders have united in organiz-
ing th™ Chinchilla association of
America which refuses to accept
for registration 'any chinchilla
which does npt score a minimum
of 82 points. This high standard
will insure the Tuture of the in-
dustry ~and preservation of the
best in fur.

Coal Emergency

A report on the activities of j
the sev€?fal departments of the j
city which cooperated during the j
recent coal shortage emergency

CASH

has beep issued by Police Chief
Lee Sackett, who coordinated the
work 6t the departments.

Following a meeting called by
the city commission with the lo-
cal coal dealers, it was agreed
that all coal deliveries would be
cleared though the city hall. Fire
Chief Robert McAllister okayed
all orders after they had been
investigated by volunteer fire-
men. Coal dealers agreed to de-
liver, regardless of cost to them,
as little as M 7o ~4 of a ton of
coal. I'

Captain Lee Gaeke and his
crew cut wood from the Hough
woods for those who could use
wood for heating. Girls at the
city hall took care of the heavy
load of calls that came in from
those in need of coal, and from
those who had excess coal which
they offered for emergency use.

Chief Sackett also stated in his
report that business men in the
area gave excellent cooperation
during the emergency. Many cut
down the heat in their sloi‘es and
offices in order to conserve coal.
and some closed down complete-
ly.

Ewald, chairman of the Detroit
chapter. “It could happen in
Michigan as well as lllinois or
Arkansas.. In fact, the first dis-
aster relief work of the American
Red Cross was on behalf of the
victims of the Michigan forest
fires back in 1881. The Red Cross
is proud of its roie”™as agent of
the American people in carrying
out these missions of mercy.”

During the past year 26 disas-
ter nurses have been recruited in
Detroit for service outside the
local area. They served in polio
epidemics and other emergencies
in Arizona, Texas, Arkansas,
lowa and Minnesota.

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Recital Called Memorable
Musical Occasion by Critic

A meniorable musical occasion
might describe the recital by
Evelyn Woods, pianist, and Josef
Lazaroff. wviolinist, wlio were
presented by the Plymouth Sym-
phony society last Sunday after-
noon in the high school auditori-
um.

These tw’o artists have become
well known and highly apprecia-
ted by music lovers throughout
Plymouth. .Detroit, and the far
reaching influences of symphony
culture.

The concert left little to be de-
sired. as the virtuosity of these
artists is top ranking. It was
gratifying to note the diversified
program which included com-
positions which only the musi-
cians who attain great heights
usually include in their reper-
toire. In stating this, it is in no
means meant in any manner ex-
cepting in the highest regard for
their musicianship, as one doubts
if there is any music written
Which these two musicians can-
not interpret to highest profes-
jsional standards.

Mr. Lazaroff chose as the
opening ntunber a Sonata for
Violin and' Piano by Cesar
Franck which is.known to have
beeh composed in 1886 and dedi-

cated to the famous violinist,
Eugene Ysaye. This piece con-
tains many haunting lyrical

qualities and performed by Mr.
Lazaroff left an exquisite tonal
impression. Especially so. were
the harmonies in the beginning
of \hc second movement of this
.sonata.

This was followed by Scherzo
Tarantelle by Wieniawski; Sla-
vonic Dance No. 3 in G Major by
Dvorak-Kreisler; Banj and Fid-
dle by Kroll. He closed his por-
tion of the program with Hava-
naise Opus 83 by Saint-Saens and
offered as his encore, the famil-
iar and well-loyed Kreisler fav-
orite, .Capree Viennois.

Mr. Lazaroff possesses an air of
self-assurance which leaves no
doubt in the mind of the listen-
er. that heijB is a man who in his
studies at home and abroad has
measured up to the greatest art-
istic expectations. He has the
serenity of Heifetz and the qual-

ity of tone' Francescatti if per-
sonal impressions may be al-
lowed.

Miss Woods presented a group
of sonatas by Scarlatti: the Rhap-
sody in E flat by Brahms; Valse
Oubliee by I#Kzt; Dance of Spain
by lturbi:r Wfdworks by Debus-
sey: Cat and The Mouse by Cop-
land (a modern composition);

She closed thi.s group with the
Scherzo in C 5>naip Minor by
Chopin.

Her leanings seemed to be to-
ward the spectacular types of
music for the piano, but her ren-
dition of the Chopin number im-
pressed one even more for the

.Chopin number as an encore.
These two numbers, plus the
equally well-chosen closing com-
positions selected by Mr. Lazar-
off. seemed extremely befitting
the occasion, as a musical bene-
diction on a Sunday afternoon
spent in meditation amongst the
best compositions of the masters.

“Noises and Gases Prohibited.
Section 43. No motor vehicle op-
erator shall run his motor jwith
cutout open, or make any “ther
unnecessary sound disturbances
or operate a vehicle emitting
from any source an unreasonable
quantity of smoke, noxious gases
or vapor. This shall prohibit the
sounding of any warning device
while the vehicle is not in motion,
except when necessary to avoid
accident.” The above is q|.ioted
from the Traffic Ordinance and
is being enforced. Most exebssive
noise nowadays comes froml Hol-
lywood mufflers, straight bipes,
etc. and the fine can exceed the

cost of the equipment. A citizen
has suggested that lhe sale of
such equipment be made unlaw-
ful—reasonable enough, and a
very good suggestion.

Raw fruits and vegetables
which are freshly harvested or
have been stored in such a way
that thky have remained fresh
and crisp are among the best
S0U1C03.

Robustly flavored cabbage is a
good partner for flavorful meats
.such as corned beef or hanV'and
it has an affinity for tart things
as well. To prevent the develop-
ment of.a strong flavor, cabbage
should be cooked only until it's
tender. Then it compares favor-
ably with cauliflower and broc-
coli in.delicacy.

Cabbage is almost always on
the “bargain” counter so \Vs
wise to build up a largo variety
of recipes for serving it. Here
are a few that should prove pop-
ular with the family.

SPICY CABBAGE

One small head green cabbage,
1 tart apple, 3 tablespoons but-

ter or fortified margarine, 6
whole cloves, cup boiling wa-
ter.

QUICK STUFFED CABBAGE

Twelve large cabbage leaves.
3 tablespoons meat drippings, 1/3
cup chopped onion, 12-ounce can
corned beef, 1 cups diced po-
tato.

Wilt cabbage leaves for about
3 minutes in boiling salted water
until limp enough to roll. Drain.
Brown onion and potato in drip-
pings, add corned beef which has
been broken in pieces and mix
lightly. Season to taste with salt
and pepper. Divide mixture
among cabbage leaves. Roll
leaves around meat mixture and
fasten with toothpicks. Place in
baking dish. Add cup of the
water in which cabbage leaves
were wilted or use bouillon or
consomme instead. Cover dish
and bake in moderate over, 350
degrees, for about 30 minutes or
until piping hot. Serves 6.

CABBAGE CASSEROLE

One medium sized head cab-
bage, 1 pound ground beef, 2
tablespoons shortening or bacon
drippings, 1 cup (Vz pint) thick,
sour cream, cup grated Ameri-
can cheese, 1 teaspoon salt,
teaspoon pepper, buttered bread
crumbs.

Slice cabbage and cook in a
small amount of boiling, salted
water until tender. Drain thor-
oughly. Brown meat in fat and
mix with cabbage. Combine sour
cream, cheese, salt and pepper.
Stir into cabbage mixture. Spread
ip. shallow bajclng dish, top with
bunteijpd Climbs and bake for
about 30 minutes or until piping
hot and nicely browned, in a
moderate oven, 350 degrees F.

Then, try
not to serve the same cereal more
than two days in successiMi. If you
want to use up morning cereal at
the evening meal, mix it with a lit-
tle sweetened apricot or prune
pulp. Though most cereals are
served without sweetening, the ev-
ening dish can be made a treat for
baby by adding % teaspoon of
white clover honey. Rice with milk

The flesh rs firm, and will
spring back when pressed with a
finger. A general test is to hold
lhe fish across the palm of your
hand. A fresh fish will remain
practically horizontal, while a
stale one is likely to bend down,
‘especially at the tail end. Fresh
fish of different species may have
different smells, but in no case
should there be a disagreeable
odor.

In general, frozen fish are
“fresh,” being processed almost
immediately after leaving the

fishing boats. Be sure the frozen
fish has not been allowed to par-
tially thaw out and become re-
frozen. This reduces quality and
fftivor.

When buying. allov\about one™
third pound of steaks pr fillets,
one-half pound of dressed fish, or
one pound of whole fish per per-
son.

Fish ~oils easily. Fresh firfi
should be wrapped in moisture
proof paper, or pleiced. in a tight-
ly covered dish, and stored in

baked, without additional fat.
<ish is a tender protein food.
It should be cooked only for a
short time, and at low tempjera-
ture. High heat will make it
tough and dry.

Lemon is usually served With

fish to bring out prominent fla-
vor. For an extra special treat
try a white sauce with hard
cooked egg, mushrooms, pimlien-
to or onion. Horseradish, tabasco
sauce or tomato can also be gom-
bined with white sauce. Many
folks like a lemon batter or tar-
tar sauce, made with parsley,
sweet pickle, onion and mayon-
naise.

per. Arrange the
shamrocks in the
bottom of a grea-
sed ring mold and
top with the meat
mixture. When
cooked unmold
on a large platter and fill the
ring with parsleyed potatoes.

In preparing meat loaf you
have a choice of ground beef,
veal, pork and lamb and ham or
various combinations of these
meats. Ham is especially grand
with fresh pork or veal. For fla-
vor variation, horseradish, catch-
up or prepared mustard may be
added to the meat mixture. '’

If desired, the ground meat
mixture may be baked in indi-
vidual muffin tins. Of course,
this way they will take much
less cooking time. Be sure to
grease the pans so the little
loaves will come out easily. Per-
haps you may want to surprise
the family with your meat loaf
revealing a bread stuffing. Place
half the ground meat mixture in
the bottom of the greased pan,
spread a layer of bread stuffing
over it and top with the remain-
ing ground meat mixture.
Shelled hard-cooked eggs may
be placed between the laycMs of
meat in this same manner.

Along with meat loaf and par-
sleyed potatoes, a green molded
salad will be appropriate— made
in shamrock molds if you have
them. Include in the menu but-
tered asparagus tips and clover-
leaf rolls. For dessert on this day
y il want colorful mint ice
cream topped with thick choco-
late sauce.

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Vraie Holland can rightly claim to be the ‘tulip capital” of the
counfi”™, its neighboring city of Zeeland can claim to be the birth-
place of more chicks per year than any other place in America. It

Zeeland which inaugurated the commercial poultry hatching
business in Michigan. Now this state rightly claims the production
of more baby chicks and turkeys than any other state in the Union.
The total is nearly 30,000,000 per year.

The first roadside park established in Michigan was on U. S. 16
some eight or nine miles east of the city of Lansing, located on the
north side of the highway and on the east bank of Red Cedar river.
That was during the administration of Alex J. Groes”™ck. The late
Alton Hager of Lansing, was delegated the responsibility of having
the park properly landscaped and planted to trees and shrubs. Mr.
Hager, a lumoer dealer, aunng his lifetime, was one of Lansing's
tnost public spirited citizens.

Iron was smelted in Michigan for the first time in 18™8. The forg-
es, known generally at that time as “bloomers” were erected near
where is now located the city of Marquette. Only about three tons
were produced from these pioneer forges during the first year. Un-
fortunately for Michigan, the later development of big forges in Ohio
and Pennsylvania ended this early industry in Michigan.

War veterans of Michigan as well as other states have expressed
little interest in a bill now pending in congress which it is claimed
is for their benefit, but branded by others as anythii™ but for the
benefit ot the veterans or any one else, except possibly for some
special interests.

The Alaska Veterans’ Homestead Bill (H R. 4424) now awaits ac-
tion before the House Rules Committee. The bill, harmless on the
surface, actually threatens the entire future of the territory which it
purports to develop. Briefly, it would permit any veteran to patent
a homestead claim of from 320 to 2,560 acres for agricultural and
timberland use on approximately 243,000 square miles.: This includes
most of the national forest lands in southern Alaska, reports the
Wildlife Management Institute.

Many factors were overlooked by the author of this bill. The area
covered has a wet climate and rough topography whichj makes it un-
suitable for agriculture. Timber homesteads worked on a “sustained
yield” basis are proposed although selective lumbering is impossible
in Alaska. Large blocks of Igpd would be denuded and huge tracts
of timber would fall into the hands of speculators. There is no mark-
et in Alaska for the volume of tin>ber and puipwood which this bill
would produce, and ordeily development of Alaska’s forest indus-
tries, now under way, would be disrupted.

Since small valleys produce the best timber stands, these would
be the first cleared by homesteaders. Small streams are the spawn-
ing grounds of salmon, and the passage of the bill soon would des-
troy Alaska’s most important industry by removing protective for-
ests from the watersheds, raising water temperatures, and permit-
ting the flow of silt over spawning beds. In short, it would destroy
the livelihood of thousands of veterans already in Alaska in favor of
a few hundred others who might move there in order to take ad-
vantage of the provisions of this bill.

H. R. 4424 is opposed by the Alaskan legislature, all major
American Legion Posts in Southeastern Alaska, the Veterans of For-
eign Wars of Ketchikan and Of Juneau and by the Senior and Junior
C™hambers of Commerce of Petersburg. Both the Department of the
Interior and the Department of Agriculture have submitted unfav-
orable reports on this bill. Veteranst-~ganizations in the States
‘should join their comrades in the temtory in protesting the use of
their names in connection with H. R 4424. 1t would throw Alaska
open to the most vicious sort of ejreloitation and would result in
making veterans mere tools of speculators.
