And not until the state elects officials
who know something about enon'omy will there be any hope
of a time w'hen Michigan’s government will be operated of
and for the benefit of ALL the people.

We hope there will be no hesitation upon the part of the
legislature in granting a proper and immediate appropriation
for the rebuilding of the structures destroyed by fire recently
at the Ferris Institute in Big Rapids. The school, over a long
period of years, has been a worthy Michigan educational in-
stitution. It has opened the way to success for a very large
number of Michigan residents. Its worth has been long estab-
lished—now in its hour of need—Iet’s give it to the school.

Baseball is another spoit that
usually hils enough b*tys out to
comp<»se the team but .still there
is a great demand for more lop
notch ball players, John Sand-
mann will again coach the base-
ball team, composed of four re-
turning leltermcn.

Ju.st because there is enough
boys out to make up a team does
not -prove that it will be a good
one. Competition is what makes
everyone get out and really fight
for a position on a team. You do
not know that you cannot make
the team until you get out there
and give everything you have got
toward making the squad. If
more boys came out for sports at
Plymouth High schbol’they un-
doubtedly would be just as much
a powerhouse of the. league as
Y psilanti.

The dried milk now being dis-
tributed through many grocery
stores offers one of the easiest
ways of lucking a great deal of
this valuable food into the day’s
meals without anyone being
aware of it, according to the
American Rod Cross Nutrition
service. It can bo mixed with wa-
tor as directed on the package

and can bo u.sed in place of fluid '

milk, but bk-ttcr still, add it as an
extra ingredient.

Two tablespoons of dry milk
powder is equal in food value to
ah<Hit a pint of fluid milk, either
tho whole or skimmed, depending
on the kind of powder you buy.
This amount can be added to cer-
eal when yon cook it, to a meat
loiif mixture, bread nr biscuit
mix. or almost any combination
of ffKXIs.

In addition to boosting the nu-
tritive value of tho dLsh being
prepared, there will be a more
delicious flavor and in the case of
baked goods, a richer brown col-
oring. All this is possible for com-
paratively little co.st if the dried
skim milk sold as dry milk solids
is iLscd.

TO POACH EGGS

Pour water to a depth of I
inches into your frying pan:
bring it to a brisk boil, then add
2 teaspoons salt and 1 tablespoon
butter or margarine (this adds
flavor and helps to keep natural
shape of eggs); turn down heat

until water barely bubbles. Now
slip the eggs into water,
i Break egg into saucer (easier

and .safer), then slide the egg into
the bubbling water very gently.
Poach as many eggs at a time as
will fit into the pan without run-
ning together.

Cover frying pan tightly, then
turn off heat entirely. Let egg
(or eggs) stand in water for 3 to
4 minutes depending on how well
done you like poached eggs.

Drain eggs well over paper
towels. Lift up egg gently with a
perforated pancake turner, then
rest both egg and turner on sev-
eral thicknesses of paper towels
to absorb water.

Serve immediately on hot but-
tered toast, rusks or English muf-
fins. Sprinkle with freshly
ground pepper, top with a chunk
of butter.

If the canned juice sells for
29 cents for 46 ounces, it will cost
about 2 cents for a four-ounce
portion.

But time and* space does permit mention of one interesting
fact. During a two day stay in a city of several hundreds of thousand
population, a cHy not overly blessed w-ith wide streets and suffering
from exccssiye “tomobile traffic, not once did we hear the tooting
of on automobile horn. Not once did we witness a traffic cop on the
streets. Not ohretlid we see a police car on the streeis of Charleston.

We didnH see a single taxicab driver cutting in and out of traffic
or ‘trying to beat some other cars across an intcrs<‘cting street as
trulfic lights turned. Apparently taxicab drivers of Charleston have
been taught to believe that the driver of a private automobile has
just as mu”jriSm on the street as a taxicao—and that a taxicab
driVer has no “Divine” right to beat red lights, crowd careful auto-
mobile drivers to the side of the street and toot the horn on his car
like some escaped lunatic from an asylum.

* Wc did observe a number of patrolmen stationed on some of the
busy corners of the city, patrolmen who seemed to be exceptionally
courteous in the performance of their icutine duties and in answer-
ing inquiries. From observations on a brief, hunied visit, it would
be our guess that a very large percent of the police officers of
Charleston arc yi>ung men around the age of 35 years.

. What a pleasure it is to visit a city like Charleston that has po-
lice officers with enough common sense tc know how to regulate
and control traffic without an army of motorcycie cops, siien-blow-
ing scout cars and police car.s hiding behind billboards and outhouses
to trap motorists as they do in many places throughout the country.
Thfire was no speeding evident at any time or place in or around
Charleston.

" We propose some day to secure some traffic accident records of
cities similar in size to Charleston to see what the comparison might
bring forth. It is our prediction that the city of Charleston, free of

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Farmers Working Overtime Trying
to Answer 330 Census Questions

So youVe got three acres of
land, have you? If that’s the case,
then you are a dirt farmer—a
regular he-man farmer. Maybe
you are <mly growing grass and
flowers on that three acres, but
you are a farmer just the same.

That’s what the “government”
says in this census taking busi-
ness that has started in and
around Plymouth this week.

If you are a farmer, there is a
lot you have got to know—and
myoud better know if, too.

How many carrots did you eat
last year but of your garden?
How many did you sell?

You had a few more quarts of
strawberries than you could use
yourself? Did you sell your
neighboi'S or some of your friends
a few quarts? Better scratch your
head and remember—because
Uncle Sam wants to know—and
boy if you don’t tell the truth,
it’s going to be just too bad.

Did your kids run out to the
henhouse and take some eggs out
of the nest and sell t]*em to some-
one to fry for breakfast?

Answer! Did they? .

How many dollars did you take
in from selling eggs? How many
chickens have you got that are
four months old? Don't you keep
track of the birthdays of your
chickens? If not, you had better.

Better tell exactly how many
hours you- worked last week do-
ing farm work or chores about
your place. And Uncle Sam wants
to know how many” other mem-
bers of your family worked 15 or
more hours at farm work or do-
ing chores WITHOUT RECEIV-
ING CASH WAGES. How many
HIRED persons worked around
your farm last week and how
many hired persons do’you ex-
pect to hire to work more than
150 days during the coming year?

Did you pay them by the
month, week, day, hour or by
“piece” work? Tell exactly, Mr.
Farmer, what you paid them and
how many hours they worked.
Did you figure room and board
as a part of their cash wages?

These are just a few of the
many hundreds of questions that
every farmer is being asked

Leslie Gould, a Washington
newspaper writer, aays there are
two hidden ¢purposes for the
many new questions that have
never been asked before when
the census has been taken. He
writes that one is to provide am- !
munition for uniohs to organize !
all of the working peof>le, partic- '
ularly farm help. |

The other is to pave the way >property of

The farm questionnaire is the
tougher report. It is a 19 by 22-
inch sheet with questions on both
sides. There are 330 seperate
questions to be filled in by the
farmer, an increase of 84 over the
1940 census.

A lot of this information is
necessary and highly desirable,
but there is plenty which comes
under the heading of just plain
snooping or has a hidden, secret
purpose.

Dr. Roy Victor Peel, the new
deal college professor in charge
of the census, gives the tip off
on the purpose of many of the
questions when he says the data
will be useful “to labor organi-
zations intei*sted in employment
and workers’ income.”

So, on the complicated farm
questionnaire there is a large,
new section devoted to farm la-
bor, containing 19 questions
against two in 1940.

Now, the social schemers want
a breakdown on whethei the
farm hands will have more than
150 days work in the year ahead
or less than that. Also whether
the pay is on a monthly, weekly,
daily, hourly or piece work basis
and what is the cash rate of pay
and how many hours had to be
worked each month, week or day
to get this money. Additionally,
the census wants to know wheth-
er the worker is supplied a house
or board and room, or some other
privilege or none.

This dope is for John L. Lewis
or Philip Murray or William
Green, writes Mr. Gould.

There is another “joker” on the
labor part of the questionnaire.
This is for the “person in charge”
to check off whether he put any
time or not “last week” in work
on the farm. This is to catch and
probably to eliminate from con-
sideration as farmers by the in-
come tax people individuals who
own and operate but do not
personally labor on their acreage.
Income tax reports do not require
this information.

The questions as to crop s—
acreage planted, acreage and
amount harvested, and amount
sold and money so received—are
greatly expended. More details
are sought also on timber use.

These questions all add up to
paving the way for federal con-
trol of farming and farm land.

Permits Needed for
Building Gross Fires

Permits to build fires, other
than those for domestic burning,
must be granted by the fire de-
:partment. Charles Voss, conserv-
ation officer, warns that grass
fires may got out of control un-
less adequate precautions are
taken and the fire is not al-
lowed to get beyond its intended
bounds.

According to Voss, about this
time of year people get the spring
burning urge. He states that ex-»
periments have shown that burn-
ing of grass lands depletes the
soil of its fertility as well as des-
troying the homes of pheasants,
rabbits and other wild life.

j This is a special warning to
Apedestrians who have never driv-

en an automobile. Statistics show
that nine out of ten adult pedes-
trians who are Kkilled in traffic
are non-drivers. The reasons for
this extremely high ratio of cas-
ualties among non-driving pe-
destrians is that they do not rec-
ognize the problems of the man
behind the wheel.

Non-drivers fail to realize that
it takes time to stop, even at mo-
derate car speed and that the
driver has many things to w'atch.
He may miss seeing a pedestrian.
Pedestrians who cannot drive al-
so are inclined to misjudge the
speed at which automobiles tra-
vel* For exa.nple, a vehicle going
30 miles an hour is traveling 10
times as fast as the average per-
son walks.

Pedestrians have false confi-
dence in their visibility~to driv-
ers. Weather conditions may
make it hard for drivers to sec
them or the driver may bo dis-
tracted by other cars or some-
thing else for the second that
makes it too late to sttjp. The pe-
destrian walking at niglit .should
wear .something white. He will
be seen much sooner.

A policy of extra precaution in
crossing streets is prescribc'd to
non-driving pedestrians; Always
cross at corners. Obey traffic sig-
nals. Never dart into the street
as a car approaches, bul wail un-
til the way is clear.

Economic Problems of Over-Age
Workers

There are already today a
number of men over 40 who are
jobless and tramping the streets.
The Forty Plus club can give you
some soul-shaking stories. In
1900, 65% of the men 65 or over
were employed. In 1949, there
were but 45.6% with jobs. This
is largely the result of the so-
called “welfare legislation” due
to which employers don*t want to
get loaded with older men who
demand more unemployment in-
surance and who are more liable
to accidents and sickness.

Back on the farm, the older
worker could assume the role of
manager and let younger hands
do the more arduous tasks. The
basic employment problem of
old-age workers is something
more than a problem of business
cycles. It is the problem of the
slowing down of physical and
mental powers after 40; loss of
dexterity, poor coordination,
weakening eyesight, greater,fa-
tigue. But the conveyor belt con-
tinues to move just as fast whe-
ther you are young or old.
Prejudice Against Old Workers

Too many employers seem to
identify oldness with a certain
fixed age regardless of individual
differences. There is no question
but what the various compensa-
tion plans set up to protect the
worker often militate against him
because, in the words of one offi-
cial, “Older employees add sub-
stantially to the cost of work-
men’s compensation, group in-
surance, and other welfare
plans.” Employment managers
also tend to look wupon older
workers as unable to learn new
methods.—hence they are poor
employment risks.

Psychologists tell us that while
there is some slight decline in
motor reactions and manual dex-
terity, the capacity to learn at 80
is as great as at 12. This suggests
that the older worker may not

be such a poor investment after;

all. As a matter of fact, the Bur-
eau of Labor Statistics claims
that the older worker has a lower
absentee rate, is less prone to
accidents, and is more stable, and
more loyal to his firm. Furljier,
the older worker possesses a
baettground of experience and
maturity that often cannot pos-
sibly be matched by the younger
worker.
