A m o s , a  native of Tekoa, near 

the ncHthem boondary of 
Judah, who m ade a living by sell* 
ing wool and figs, left his humble 
surroundings about 775 B.C. and 
appeared a t Bethel, in Israel, to 
rebuke the king and his people for 
their wickedness.

About 150 years had passed since 
the division of the nation. Je ro ' 
boam, the first king of Israel, fear­
ing the loyalty of the people to the 
new government m ight be weak­
ened if they came in contact with 
the pe<9 le of Judah several times 
a year in going to Jerusalem  for 
the feasts, as they were command­
ed to do by the law of Moses, set 
up shrines a t Dan and Bethel, with 
a  degraded worship of Jehovah, 
and also allowed ^ e  worship of 
Baal.

Under Jeroboam  II the influence 
of im pure religi<m had entirely 
corrupted the nation. The m asses 
w ere poor and oppressed by the 
few vdM> bad all the wealth of the 
country.

Under the figure of the phimb 
line and the basket of summ er 
fruit, Amos predicted tha t Jehov­
a h  would soon leave the nation to 
its fate. About a generation after­
ward the terrible Assyrians de­
spoiled Israel, and the kingdom 
and its  10 tribes passed from his­
tory.

The lessons of Amos are  quite 
m odem , we find, and as appli­
cable to present conditions as they 
were to those in Israel 2800 years 
agO:

Do in g  t h in g s  f a s t  and hur­
rying are by no means the 

same thing. In fact, the first is one 
means of securing leisure, the lat­
ter a way of cluttering up your life 
so that you never seem to have a 
minute to yoursell But both are 
habits, one good, the other de^or- 
able. it  would be well to help your 
children acquire the first and avoid 
the second.

The first step in bringing this 
about is to keep hurry at a mini­
mum in your c^dren’s lives. This 
is done, not by trying to have their 
days go along at a slow tempo, for 
with some quick, high-strung chil­
dren this wouldn’t be possible.

A moment er two 
taken to savor an experience 
helps preserve the best s( lt» 
and at the same time takes 
away that feeling of constant 
rush which is the result of run­
ning from one thing to another 
Without pause. Naturally you 
can’t just say to children *‘Now 
sit down and think ahout what 
y o n * V e been doing.** That 
wouldn't make sense te an eag­
er child. But you can plan their 
days so that they do this with­
out realizing It.
The first requirement is to begin 

the day in good time. A nice long 
morning is one of life’s greatest 
blessings, but you don’t get them 
by wishing, only by setting an 
alarm clock and obeying i t  Nutri­
tionists are campaigning for a 
good, substantial breakfast for ev­
ery American. We add, and time 

enjoy it! Nourishing food, pleas- 
warznth to wake up the diges­

tive tract And someone with time 
to listen to your wonderful plans 
for the day—the good feeling gen* 
erated by such a leisurely, conver* 
sational breakfast will usually out 
last the morning’s minor upsets.

But as lunchtime nears yea’ll 
have to siqqily a n o ^ r  quiet 
talaad in year child's day. A 
Burprlse ef some sort or % 
g r ^  mystery a^ont whal.yea.. 
are preparing ler dessert wIB 
bring him te frem his play 
ahead of time. Now you ask 
him questions about the mem- 
teg's aettvitles — Just have % 
geed chat abeut the telngs he 
Is really Interested te. This 
isn't the time te interrupt with 
CTiticlsms, any mere than you 
would make oral judgments 
during a friend's conversatiML 
Bat if yen aren't w h o l l y  
pleased with what yen hear, 
make mental note ef it. For 
yon are accomplishing two 
things te thMe talks — riving 
your child a few moments 
unoonscloos r e f l e c t i e n ,  ce> 
mmUng happiness If the morn­
ing has been joyous, releasing 
Irritation if things have been 
at sixes and sevens. And you 
are also gaining that knowl­
edge of your child’s mental 
make-up, his weaknesses and 
his strength, without which 
you can not possibly guide him 
to becoming bis beri self.
The day Isn’t half over and we 

must leave you. But you get the 
idea. A physician concerned pri­
marily with health would simply 
call them "frequent rest periods.’* 
But we look upon them not alone 
as moments for recuperating ener­
gy, but as the means of establish­
ing a rhythmic pattern of living 
that later on will help your child 
avoid the confusion and compul­
sions o< a hurried existence.

To lessen th e  dan g er to  your 
cu rta in s  even  m ore, advises th e  
In stitu te , change them  from  ex ­
posed to  p ro tected  w indow s f re ­
quently . W ear and  th e  effects of 
b rig h t sun ligh t w ill th en  be m ore 
even ly  d istribu ted .

The enem y soil can best be 
overcom e by not allow ing d ir t  to 
accum ulate  and  w eaken fabrics. 
T he in s titu te  recom m ends th a t 
cu rta in s  be laundered  w hen they  
f irs t show  signs of soil ra th e r  
th an  w aiting  u n til they  a re  qu ite  
d irty .
