The answer is not so difficult.

In return for our tax dollars we do NOT get full value.
We get but a mere fraction of what we received in years
gone by, when an honest day’s work was honestly given and
when the value of a dollar amounted to something.

Yip! They get big pay now—but go up to Lansing and .
see how many workers it takes to do the work that was
produced by just one or two a few years back.

In fact we challenge most any one in any department
to prove that the duties of most of liie workers that now
requires eight hours to do, could not be done easily in two
or three hours—and then with time to spare But lax dollars
are easy to get—so why not “burn ‘cm up?”

ONE WAY STREETS.

From what we read and hear it appears that any street
widening program in Plymouth is not for the immediate
future. If such is the case, then maybe we had belter begin
to give some thought to one-way streets.

This is merely a suggestion and maybe somebody or
everybody may be “madder than a wet hen’—but from
observation we note that a serious traffic Ix)ttle-neck has
developed along both Harvey and F'orest, therefore wouldn't
it be advisable to dump Forest avenue traffic out on Wing
street, rather than to permit a continuation of the traffic
congestion now prevailing at Ann Arbor Trail and Forest?

Harvey could also be m?.de, for a few blocks in the
downtown area, into a one-way street. A little study could
easily indicate which way traffic over this street should
flow. There are two op three other short sections where pos-
sibly one-way streets might help eliminate some of the con
gestion noW being experienced.

To any..casual observer, traffic on the main thorough-
fares of this city has almost doubled in the last two or three
y~grs. ‘Al any rate some one-way streets is something to
think about—and not “get mad” about. We don't have to do
anything now, or next year for that matter, but it is an
idea we might give some thought to when Kicking about the
delay in the movement of cars on some of our streets, as
well as the traffic hazards thereby created.

Film on Talking
Fish Shown at
Calvary Baptist

Underwater sounds—never be-
fore heard by human ears—are
the dramatic subject of a new
Moody Bible Institute science
film, “Voice of the Deep,” to be
shown at the Calvary Baptist
church. Ann Arbor trail and
Elizabeth street. Friday. April 28
at 7:30 p.m., according to the Rev.
P. J. Clifford, pastor.

Produced in full color and
sound by Dr. Irwin A. Moon, the
film makes obsolete the old say-
ing about the “silent deep.” Gari-
baldi. snapping shrimp, porpoises,
croakers, and other marine ani-
fhals are heard for the first time
making their unique fish noises
into the hydrophone (underwater
microphone).

Discovery that fish talk was
made accidentally during the
war. The United States Navy, in-
tending to use the hydrophone to
warn of the approach of cne.my
craft, submerged a network of
the delicate instruments into the
waters of Chesapeake Bav. But
on their first trial, the hydro-
phones indicated enough noise in
the bay for the entire German
Navy, thousands of miles away.

Baffled, researchers set out to
find the cause. They found that
a school of croakers, not the Ger-
man Navy: had been responsible

for the mysterious sounds. In
other words, fish talk!
Later investigation into the

underwater sounds was made by
the University of California’s di-
vision of war research. One of
the men directing this survey
w'as F. Alton Everest, also as-
sociate director of Moody Insti-
tute of Science, who provided
Dr. Moon with the specialized
knowledge necessary for “Voice
of the Deep.”

The'*’snow lift” is a good
example of how planes were used
to carry food to -stricken animals,
homes and communities. In the
same way they may he useful in
time of flood.

As an aid to science the list
is very long. They arc used in
testing of certain kinds of metals
under different amounts of pres-
sure. Men are experimenting to
see if u plane can be sent to the
moon and return to its mission
in a period of time. Airplanes arc
being used more and more to
help .spray fields and orchards to
destroy the insert.s. On trip.s of
exploration the plant' is a good
means of traveling.

The
food is excellent, the traveling is
comfortable, and statistics show
that it is very safe.

delivery of freight and mail to
all part.s of the world.

Shipraent.s may range anyv.’herc
from an orchid to tanks.

I like to see men and women
have a little business of their
own. If you can keep out of debt,
It gives security and health. You
have no fear of being “fired” or
laid off on account of mistakes
of the nianagement. If your little
business turns out not to be good,
it then will  your fault, and not
your employer’s fault. You know
that some of your competitors
always do well.

W hal the Bible Teaches

Whether or not this is the time
for a young man to leave a good
fob and go into business for him-
self, is debatable. The Good Book
eays there is a time for every-
thing (Read Ecclesiastes 3:1 to 8),
which includes a time to buy and
a time to sell. God gives us a
brain to use. Let us not try to
buck His law of Supply and De-
mand.

This does not mean that we
ehould not push forward. We all
should help the world’s great
problems of how to provide the
needs of all in the midst of plen-
ty.

This
is the kind of “socialism” and
‘“planned economy” in which
everyone should believe.

most significant figure is that for
business failures. Heretofore, a
very low failure figure has indi-
cated excellent present business
epnditions; but such figures
usually forecast that business
troubles are coming.

There is one cheering feature
to these figures. The bankrupt-
cies wore not all among your
young G.l.’s. In fact, 70 per cent
of them were of old concerns
which had been dying of dry rot
for many year.s.

Young men’ have this energy
which wc older ones lack. This is
worth more than capital or cus-
tomers. Hence, no young people
should be discouraged by the
above figures on failures. But |
do say that if you now have a,
good job, hold it and make the
most of the opportunity it gives
you to learn. This is not the time
to start in business for yourself.
