Down in New Hampshire a jury of 12 good American citi-
zens decided that Dr. Hermann Sander was NOT guilty of
an offense charged against him by the stale.

From newspaper dispatches it now appears that a medi-
cal organization has set itself up as a sort of self-created
supreme court and it has decided that the doctor in question
cannot again practice medicine until it says so.

If such a thing is tolerated in this country we might just
as well throw the jury system out of the window' and let self-
appointed judges and juries decide the fate of American citi-
zens who might become entangled with the law.

We believe the action of the New Hampshire Medical
Board in this case is a direct threat to our court system and a
serious error in judgment.

Youz
child can listen to the radio report
and post the day’s weather news
for the family. Provide him with a
weather vocabulary->falr. warmer,
rainy, cold and so on— ttese could
be typed on cards ready for him to
choose from. Your child’s sightvo
cabulary can be increased greatly
with five minute periods of just

plain word drill, at least once a
day.

The words may be taken
from the child’s own reading
materiat Don't use more than
six or eight words each prac-
tice period. Write each word
on a separate card. Hold up

N each card individoally for the
child to see. With a little prao
Uce, he should be able to rec-
ognize and call the word in an
Instant.

Remember that brevity, frequen-
cy and regularity are important
factors in vocabulary drill. Read-
ing help doesn’t always have to
come at a specified time. There
are lots of opportunities in the
child’s everyday living that can be
utilized to increase his reading
skUL.

Extremely helpful are such ac-
tivities as these:

Read labels on recordings. Look
up titles of movieg in the newspa-
per. Read addresses on letters.
Recognize Items in the kitchen and
associate them with words on la-
bels. Locate names of familiar
stores on store-fronts.

In other words, by stressing the
fact that you have to be able to
read in order to live In a modem
community, reading will seem less
a school room chore to your child,
and more of a pleasure.

Rules Set Up

For Men s Open, Industrial Loops

With the opening games pf the
Plymouth softball leagues just
around the corner, the rules and
regulations tentatively set up by
the Michigan Recreation associa-
tion and the Plymouth Recrea-
tion department for the Men’s
Open and Industrial leagues have
been set up.

The rules are subject to change
at a meeting of the Men’s league
on May 8 in the recreation office.

Teams that have shown a de-
sire to enter the Men’s Open
league include the South Side
Merchants, Detroit House of Cor-
rection. Beglinger Oldsmobile.
Northville and possibly Redford.

In the Industrial league we find
Dunn Steel, Wall Wire, Daisy
Air Rifle, Universal Power,
Champion Corrugated, with a
possibility of Whitman-Barnes.

Following are the tentative
rules:

1. These leagues will be known
as the Plymouth Operi®and In-
dustrial leagues.

2. The entry fee sh” be $45.00
for each team com|fo!” of play-
ers living or working on a full-
time employment job in Ply-
mouth township, three of which
can be located outside. If a team
is composed of more than three
outside men the fee will be $50.00.

concerning an umpire’~judgment,
however, protest may bt* filed
concerning the rules of the game
and their interpretation.

7. Any player who plays with
or is a member of a team par-
ticipating in another recreation
league, which has the privilege of
sending a team to the Michigan
Recreation association state tour-

nament, shall be inelegible to
participate in this league.
8. A player must play in at

least five games during the regu-
lar season to be eligible to play
in the play-offs.

9. Games vail be played on
Monday and Thursday evenings
beginning June 1, 1950.

10. The scheduled game times
shall be 7:00 and 8:20 p.m. unless
otherwise noted on the schedule.

11. Forfeit time shall be 15
minutes after the scheduled game
time..A team must have a mini-
mum of nine playejs in order to
start a game.

A recent survey by James A.
Wylie, a.ssociate professor of phy-

sical education at Boston univer-

sity's school of education, of 504
families in 38 ates and three
territories, finds that the three
top American rtTrcati»ms are pic-
nicking and outings, spectator
amusements and social activities,
in that order.

Mr. Wylie personally or by
mail questioned these families to
find out their recreational habits.
Formal activities .»eem to be of
the least interest to the family
groups.

One hundred or more families
H.sted most frequently car riding,
picnicking and the movies. Of
these families 75 per cent used
only these three outlets, and
there was an average of 24 such
occasions on the overall survey-
wide average of incidence.

Another interesting item shown
by Mr. Wylie was how the in-
come entered into the recreation
of the many families. He started
his according-to-incomo study
with the $2,000 a year family but
abandoned it—he got no response.

Moving into the $2,000 a year
bracket ho went on until he
reached an $s,000 to $10,000 yard
stick and. finallv. he went over
$10,000.

The $3,000 to 54,000 bracket
was found by Professor Wylie to
be wunsatisfactory as recreation
goes. Recreation was found most
satisfactory by those families in
the $4,000 to $6,000 class.

From $6,000 and up it was
found to be unsatisfactory. Wylie
believes this is because the per-
son who wears the pants in the
family is preoccupied with mon-
ey making and, in the case of the
$10,000 and up category, people
are keeping themselves miserable
while keeping up with the people

next door. Of the latter group
he =id, “They always want
more.”

On the whole. 58 per cent

showed di.ssatisfaction with their
recreation.

Here are two means of over-
coming this objection. The fir.st
tri<”™ is to cut the washed fruit
into slices about one inch thick.
Pare the slices and dig out every
bit of each eye with the point of
a sharp knife.

Lay the slices flat on a plate
and work the pulp loose from the
stringy portions with the tines of
a fork, scraping from the core to
the outer edge of each slice.

PINEAPPLE PRESERVES
Pare pineapple, remove eyes,

slice, core and cube. Cook in
enough boiling water to barely
cover, until tender. Drain, re-

serving the liquid. Weigh fruit.
For each pound of fruit use 1 cup
of the liquid and ~a pound (1*2
cups) sugar, the juice and grated
rind of 1 lemon. Bring pineapple
juice, the sugar, the lemon juice
and rind to the boiling point.

Here Are Simple Do's
for Broiling Steak

Broiled steaks merit special
cooking attention—but little of it!
Broiling steaks so they are uni-
formly browned on the outside
and cooked to the desired degree
of doneness on the inside Ls quite
a simple matter. *

First of all It is important
where the steak is placed in the
broiler. The correct distance
from the heat is two to three
inches depending on the thick-
ness of the steak (1-inch steaks,
2 inches; 2-inch steaks, 3 inches).
This will give a moderate broil-
ing temperature of about 350" F.

The second simple rule of
broiling is that the steak needs to
bo turned only once. When the
meat is nicely browned it is
cooked about half way through
and then it is seasoned, turned on
the second side and finished
cooking. When that side is cook-
it is seasoned and the steak
is ready for the meat platter and
immediate serving. For a rare
done 1-inch steak from ift to 20
minutes cooking time is requir-
ed; medium-done, 20 to 25 min-
utes. For a rare done 2-inch steak
30 to 35 minutes is required; me-
dium-done, 40 to 45 minutes.

How is your reputation as a
cake baker? If it could be im-
proved don’t wait around for the
“knack” to come to you—instead
check yourself on a few .simple
rules that can make a big differ-
ence with that cake.

First, start heating the oven in
advance so that it will be th>
right temperature by the time
the cake is ready to bake. Ar-
range the racks in the oven so
that the cake will be near the
center for even heating.

Prepare the pans before mix-
ing the batter and it’s very im-
portant that you use the size of
pan mentioned in the recipe. Do
not grease pans for angel food
or .sponge cakes. For butter cakes,
use a pastry brush or piece <f
waxed paper to spread a thin
amount of fat on the bottom of
the pan and ju.st part way up the
sides.

Cakes arc usually baked In a
moderate oven and sliould be
tested before removing. Butter
cakes begin to .shrink away from
the sides of the pan when done.
If the top of the cake is prc'sscd
lightly with the fingers, it shoultl
spring back without leaving a
mark. A wire le.ster or toothpick
can be inserted into the center
of the cake and will ccmie out
clean and dry when the cake has
been properly baked.

Let butter cakes cool
for about 10 minutes
moving from the oven un'
loosen the sides with a s
Turn the cake on a cake rack
or towel right side up to fini.sh
cooling. Then the cake won’t get
soggy from steaming. Fryit cake.s
should be left in the i%an until
cold because they aie heavy and
tender when hot.

until the cake is cqld. Then loo.i-
cn the cake from the .side.s unrl
around the tiilk* Tilt the pan and
draw the cake out gently.

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Troubles with puckered seams,
raveling and other problems of
sewing on the new nylon fabrics
can be expected but may be
avoided.

Several practices with the ten-
sion. thread and culling out of
the garment are lecommended to
prevent puckered seams. When
the design of the garment and
drape of the fabric permit, place
the pattern on crosswise rather
than the lengthwise grain of the
fabric.

Low thread tension is a neces-
sity when sewing on nylon. High
tension while sewing will stretch
the thread and when it later re-
covers its original length it will
make a wrinkled seam. This is
especially true of nylon thread
which should be used to sew ny-
lon fabrics. It provides added
seam strength and fast drying
seams which are not likely to
shrink when laundered.

To adjust your sewing machine
for low tension, loosen the bob-
bin tension until the thread un-
winds easily and slack the needle
Itension all the way off. Gradual-
ly increase the needle tension un-
tH a well-formed but not tight
stitch is made with no loops on
cither side of the fabric. Sew a
few scams to be certain there are
no skip stitches or thread breaks.
Keep a constant cheek on tension
adjustments while sewing.

Use the smallest needle and
thread size you can for proper
seam strength. U.se scissors to cut
threads to prevent distorting
seams and to make threading the
needle easier. The scissors should
be very sharp when you cut out
the garment to prevent fabric
fusion.

Pinking scams is not enoergh
to prevent raveling during wa.sh-
ing the garment. Sew with some
type of folded, bound or over-

edge seam. *

According to the conservation
department parks supervisor, last
year a record 13.107.082 visitors
were attracted to the 145.000
acres of vacation land .spread
throughout the state.

The thousands of children who
annually spend vacation time in
the group camps is ample reason
alone for a diligent fire protection
policy. The hunter is dependent
on forest cover, thick swamp-
lands and the rolling grass-cover-
ed hills for his sport. Besides the

large army of picnickers and
swimmers, there are the camp-
ers, naturalists and fLsherrnen
who have an interest in these
state lands.

Each park and recreutior. area
is equipped with pump eans.
shovels, axes and other useful
fire-extinguishing tools. Park

Although | am a statistician
rather than a farmer, no spring
to me would be complete without
making an appraisal of the U.S.
farm situation.

Incom* Up or Down?

Farmers, like practically every-
one else, are rather preoccupied
with the business of making
money. Their success in this mat-
ter during the decade from 1940
through 1949 is nothing less than
astounding. Farmers’ total cash
receipts climbed from $8,688,000,-
000 in 1939 to $31,308,000,000 in
the record year of 1948. Last year,
there was an IIVit% decline to
$27,703,000,000. Will the down-
trend continue in 19507

Although it is much too early
in the season to attempt a fore-
cast of total crop production, it
may be taken for granted that
farmers will try again for anoth-
er bumper outturn. Government
supports are too attractive for
th~ to do otherwise. Acreage
cuts may well be offset by use
of better land and seed, closer
planting, an intensive cultivation.
But weather will be the deter-
mining factor. Should the aggre-
gate 1950 crop again be large,
farmers’ total receipts may slide
10% more to somewhat under
$25,000,000.000—a tidy sum, nev-
ertheless!

Factors Baiund the Slump

During the war years, it was
absolutely essential that farm
production be stepped up to the
limit, so that the needs of our
allies and of ourselves might be
adequately provided for. History
reveals how well those needs
were met. Farmers throughout
the land bent their shoulders to
the wheel and turned out un-
precedented crops for years on
end. No other country in the
world ever has matched their
magnificent performance.

But after the war ended, farm-
ers still continued to produce
huge crops of wheat, com, and
most other agricultural commo-
dities. And why not, since gov-
ernment price supports guaran-
teed them a handsome income?
Meanwhile, Europe has become
virtually self-sustaining in agri>
culture, and no longer needs to
import large quantities of farm
products from this country. The
net result has been a continued
accumulation of agricultural
commodities, especially in the
hands of the U.S. Government.

A Mesf of Pottage

American farmers in recent
years, as stated above, have im-
proved their financial status by
leap”™ and bounds. Many among
them are millionaires. Their sons
drive Cadillacs and other fine
cars. But are they selling their

birthright fo~a mess of pottage?
The traditional independence of
the farmers of this country is, in
my opinion, in jeopardy. | do not
believe that the* taxpayers will
continue indefinitely to counten-
ance heavy overproduction of
farm products at guaranteed
prices. The situation is econom-
ically and morally unsound.

Since, however, this is an elec-
tion year, the government cannot
afford to get really tough with
the farmers. But the story will
be different next year. One gov-
ernment official reportedly has
said: “These production trends
will force crackdowns on farm
plantings in 1951. We’re just
starling to bring farmers into
line. Next year we’ll hit ’em
harder.” Note that phrase, “into
line.” It savors very much of
regimentation. To me, it has an
ominous ring. | sincerely hope
that more farmers will come to
their senses before it is too late.
One control leads to another. The
best of all controls is self-con-
trol; the more self-control, the
less imposed control.

A Good Year Nevertheless

Although farmers’ cash re-
ceipts may drop to $25,000,000,000
this year, this is a huge sum even
in this era of astronomical ac-
counting.  Farmers, therefore,
should not worry too much about
loss of income. If they must wor-
ry at all, it should be “bout loss
of freedom. But if they practice
self-discipline, they may yet es-
cape the chaffing shackles.

Business in farm territories
this year should be generally
good. | believe, however, that

farmers will spend more cau-
tiously than heretofore. If you
have anything to sell in rural
areas, make it good and price it
right. Farmers will buy liberally
in 1950-1951 only if business
meets these simple specifications.
