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FORTY YEARS OLD? THEN YOU ARE WASHED OUT.

N you are 40 years old, are you? And you think this
pension business being forced on industry today is a great
thing?

You don’t think so? Then go out and try and get a steady
job in one of the factories which have been forced to adopt a
pension system for those employed in the plant — a pension
tilat exce”™ingly few of the workers will ever get.

But the pension thing under certain circumstances might
be O.K. — providing it would not exclude from employment
men and women who are over 40 years of age.

The United States News recently made a check on what
is actually happening in the labor market. The News stales
that it found that smaller pay checks for older workers are
becoming the rule and that employers are most reluctant to
hire workers over 40 years of age when they can get young
people. You see older workers will become eligible for a
pension much quicker than a young worker.

But you do not have to read what the United States News
has to say on the subject. Read the advertisements in The
Plymouth Mail. A public institution located near Plymouth
the other day advertised for help—but no one over 50 years
of age need apply, as the employment rule bars one over 50
years of age from being employed, no matter how competent
he or she might be.

Maybe the smart aleck pork choppers think they are
doing great things, — but what they are doing is definitely a
terrible blow for the unemployed person over 40 years of age.
If you don’t think this is true, just go out and make an effort
to get a job in some of the big automobile plants.

As we see it the plight of the elderly worker is becoming
a mighty serious one—and unless this country wakes up to
the fool things being forced upon the nation — may the Good
Lord help us.

TRUMAN AND TEA POT DOME.

The other day out in the far west where President Tru-
man has been gadding about the country on a special excur-
sion train at the expense of the taxpayers of this nation
(because he says the trip is not political) he made a sneering
reference to the Tea Pot Dome oil scandal back some 25 or
30 years ago. That happens to have been the biggest scandal
in which some higher up Republican officials in Washington
were involved. Something like a hundred thousand dollars
was the booty.

For this crime, those guilty were arrested, convicted and
sent to prison by Republicans.

But Tea Pot Dome is a mere drop in the bucket in com-
parison to what has happened in Washington since Mr. Tru-
man’s gang look over. A hundred thousand grand is mere pea-
nuts in comparison.

A nationally circulated magazine in its last issue pub-
lished an article about crime conditions in this country under
the heading “U. S. Crime, Its Bosses Are Making Millions.”
It declared that the American crime monopoly, well protect-
ed, rakes in illegal fortunes, then invests the money in legal
businesses. It tells of the tie-in that these crime mobsters
have with certain big city political machines—and then it
said—“After the Democrats moved into Washington, the boys
had a line practically into the White House, through their
connections with the machines in New York, Chicago, Jersey
City, KANSAS CITY, Rhode Island, Memphis and New Or-
leans.”

But why go on — the newspapers in the last few years
have carried news reports out of Washington almost daily
telling of crimes so much more serious and far reaching than
the Tea Pot Dome scandal that this offense looKfi like petty
larceny offense in comparison to some of lhq crimes revealed

in Washington in the last few years.

Through the cooperative efforts of Postmaster Dr. George Tim-
pona. the Plymouth Chamber of Commerce has finally been able to
secure governmental approval for the construction of a sidewalk
between Fralick and Penniman avenues along the west side of the

postoffice property.

The approval comes after many years of effort to secure a pas-
sageway for pedestrians between these tWo streets. The construction
of a six foot sidewalk will make direct access from Fralick avenue,
where the city maintains a parking area, to Penniman avenue, doing
away with the long walk necessary to reach Penniman avenue along

Harvey or Main streets.

Apparently the last effort made by the local business men to
secure governmental approval for the construction of this sidewalk,
\yas held up by Acting Postmaster Tom Brock. "Why he did not or
would not give his approval to the proposal is not known. He is now
located somewhere out on the Pacific foast.

Dr. Timpona
immediately gave the idea his apwoval, and results indicate that his
efforts in behalf of the citizet™ of Plymouth were effective. The walk
will be built in the immediate future.

"Cap" Smith Is
DrownedUI™hile on
a Fishing Trip

With the tragic drowning of
“Cap” Ebdon Smith, age 71, while
on a fishing trip last Thursday,
death has removed the last of the
three famous auctioneers who for
over half a century served the
farmers in their auction sales
Ithroughout this section of Michi-
:gan. The first to go was Auction-
eer Lucian Lovewell of South

1Lyon, then Harry C. Robinson of

Plymouth.

i “Cap” Smith, as he was best
known to his many friends and
acquaintances throughout this
area, was fishing with his son.
Gordon E. Smith of New Hudson,
on a small lake over in Brighton
township.

“Cap” had hooked a big pike
and in his efforts to land it, lean-
ed too far backward in the metal
boat they were using. It tipped
over, throwing both fishermen
into the water. Thegre were no
buoyancy devices in the boat and
as it sunk, the two fishermen
started to swim to shore, a dis-
tance of only about 50 feet.

Mr. Smith, long known as a
good swimmer, was making good
progress, but When his son reach-
ed the shore he turned and did
not see his father. Rescue efforts
were immediately made by the
son, with the assistance of pass-
ing motorists, but were ineffect-
ive.

The state police were called
and the body soon recovered. It
was removed to the Phillips Fu-
neral home in South Lyon, where
the funeral was held Monday.

Burial took place in the family
lot an Riverside cemetery in Ply-
mouth. The Rev. James Roberts
of South Lyon officiated.

Mr. Smith was born in Livonia
township at EIm, the son of Rich-
ard and Mary Smith, pioneer res-
idents of this vicinity. He wa.s
married to the former Katie Mil-
lard in Elm, December 28, 1898,
who survives.

Plymouth's oldest mercantile
house has been sold, as owners of
the Conner Hardware store have
decided to terminate a business
that has opei‘'ated most success-
fully in this community for a cen-
tury, Henrv Hancbett is the new
owner of the hardware firm on
Penniman avenue.

During those 100 vyears the
store with the brief exception of
six or seven years, was owned
and operated by members of the
pioneer Conner family that
through three generations had an
active part in the growth and de-
velopment of Ahis city.

The decision will cause both
surprise and regret to resdents of
this city and surrounding terri-
tory who had come to regard the
Connei* family's business almost
as much of a fixture in Plymouth
as was the old town pump that
stood for generations at the same
corner whre the store is located.

It was in 1857 when Henry Bpn-
nett decided to sell the hardware
store he had staited to Michael
Conner.

Upon the passing of M=*chacl
Conner, the store was taken over
by his son, William Conner, who
conducted it and developed the
place into a sort of community
center, where all of the problems
of the little village of Plymouth
were discussed nightly by citi-
zens of the community who gath-
ered around the big wood burn-
ing stove that heated the place.

After the death of Wailliam
Conner the store had been con-
tinued by Max Moon, husband of
Hazel Katherine Moon, a daugh-
ter of the William Conner family.
Mr. Moon was associated with
Mr. Conner for many years be-
fore the death of this well known
and popular Plymouth pioneer.

It is an interesting fact that if
Michael Conner, first member of
the Conner family to operate a
hardware store in Plymouth, had
been successful in his hunt for
gold out on the Pacific coast dur-
ing the gold rush days there
probably never would have been
a Conner store in Plymouth. It
was in 1852 when Michael Con-
ner left PAlymojuth with David
Fralick to Join a wagon train of
gold prospectors in Ohio that was
on its way to California to seek
gold.

Young Fralick died on the way
to the west coast, but Mr. Con-
ner kept going with other merp-
bers of the wagon train until he
reached California. The trip was
