Thei'e is n<y easy w ay of se t­

tlin g  strikes. S trik es  signify  w hat 
w orkers  w an t and  how they  hope 
to  get it.
W hat Do W orkers R eally  W ant?

I am  rem inded  of th e  <dd story  
abou t Sam uel G om pers. one tim e 
head  of th e  A. F. of L. Once w hen  
som eone asked  hiny w hat L abor 
rea lly  w’ a n  t e  d, he replied . 
“ M ore.” T he question  is: M ore 
w hat?  M any lab o r econom ists, as 
w ell as new .spaper co lum nists 
and  psyehologi.sts, seem  to  th in k  
m ost s tr ik es  a rc  for only  one rca- 
son: m ore pay  fo r less w ork . As 
a m attex  of fact, th e  M ay 1948 
issue of th e  M onth ly  L abo r R e­
v iew  rep o rted  th a t  only  74 of 
a ll o u r s tr ik es  involved th e  issue 
of h ig h e r  wagtrs and  sh o rte r  
w ork ing  hours. I t  is a  m istake  to  
sa j' th a t  s tr ik e rs  w ant only  m ore 
m oney.

S trik e s  have  cost no t only  th e  
em ployer b u t th e  em ployees huge 
sum s; it w ill ta k e  y ea rs  fo r m any 
em ployees to  m ake up th e  m oney 
th e y  lost th ro u g h  strikes. If m on­
ey  w ere  th e  sole u n derly ing  m o­
tive , w hy. then , d o  $10,000 per 
y e a r  w orkers, such as sc rip t w r it­
ers, a irp lan e  p ilo ts and locom<»-. 
tiv e  engineei's. s tr ik e?  In  m any 
instances w’(»rkers get an g ry  b o  
causc  th e y  a rc  n o t lecc iv ing  th e  
“psych ic” sa tisfac tions necessary  
to  w holesom e m ahhood. They 
fla re -u p , go on  s trike , th en  look 
a ro u n d  fo r som<^thing to dem and. 
M ore w ages and  .shorter w orking  
h o u rs  u su a lly  is a sim ple fo rm u­
la. B u t, fundam en ta lly , inade- 
g u a te  “psych ic” com pensation  is 
th e  roo t of m ost of ou r in d u stria l 
conflict.

In te res tin g ly  enough, th e  busi­
ness ex ecu tiv e ’s inner w ants 
closely  p a ra lle l those of the  
w orker. He w an ts  pow er, inde­
pendence of action, a free  hand 
to  c a iry  o u t ideas, recognition by 
associates and  com m unity . P sy ­
chologists, econom ists, and  col­
lege professors have all been 
w rong w ith  th e ir  notion th a t  ec­
onom ic facto rs a re  th e  sole m o­
tiv a to rs  of m en. E xcept in  eco- 
nf)mic depressions, n e ith e r labor 
no r m anagem en t is m otivated  
p rim arily  by do lla rs  and  cents. 
Both g roups w an t certain  “p sy ­
chic” satisfac tions of recognition, 
respect for th e  individual, rc a -  
.sonable pei-sonal pow er and  p res ­
tige. I t  is inadequate  satisfaction  
of these w an ts  and  needs th a t 
d rives  m en in to  conflict.

Satisfying Psychic Needs
We live in a  h ighly  com petitive 

society  w hich stresses and  r e ­
w ards ind iv idual achievem ent's, 
p restige  and  pow er. E xecutives 
and  w orkers  arc  a ll m olded froiin 
the  sam e clay. T hey  have a tte n d ­
ed th e  sam e schools. T hey  have  
th e  sam e physical m ake up. T here  
is nO reason  to  believe th a t  th e  
econom ic and  “psychic’ m otives 
of one g roup  d iffe r  m arked ly  
from  those of an o th er group. It 
w ould be p re tty  d ifficu lt fo r 
un ion  lead ers  to  develop  s trik e  
a c tiv ity  if th e  w orkers’ “psychio” 
w ants, as w ell as econom ic, w ere 
.satisfit*d.

T he tre b le  is. m ost execu tives 
know  so little  abou t hum an  re ­
la tions th a t th ey  don’t knoiv 
w here  to begin. If  the  average  
execu tive  w ould  sit dow n arjd 
analyze  his ow n basis “psychic” 
jo b  needs, recognize th a t  his 
w orkers  c rave  th e  sam e “psy ­
ch ic” satisfactions, 'and  develop 
w ays to  sh a re  these satisfactions, 

'’I believe he w ould  be on th e  road 
tt» re.solving his industria l strife , 
p rov ided  lab o r leaders w ould 
fa ir ly  coopera te . Wo m ust jack  up 
th e  “psychic • sa la ries” of oijir 
w orkers.
