A PAT ON THE BACK FOR THIS ONE.

We know little of the inside doings of the various labor
groups in Michigan. But we do happen to know George W.
Dean, the newly elected president of the Michigan F”era-
tion of Labor very well. During years of observation, it has
always been noted that Mr. Dean has put forth a real effort
to be absolutely fair and square with both the worker and
the employer.

Newspapers say that he was elected to this high position
largely through the efforts of James Hoffa, president of the
Teamsters Union. If that is so, then, too, we have a pat on
the back for Mr. Hoffa. Ordinarily we find it a bit difficult
to say a kind word about any one who has ever been asso-
ciated, directly or indirectly, with the New Deal. But it
appears that Mr. Hoffa is big enough and broad enough to
place the public welfare above that of the New Deal. We hope
for the new administration of the Federation the type of suc-
cess that will be for the benefit of all of the good people of
Michigan.

HE IS WAY OUT—OR SHOULD BE.

It was with a bit of more than ordinary interest that we
lead in the newspapers the other day of the intentions of
Duncan McCrea to become a candidate for the Detroit city
council.

McCrea, as it will be recalled, was one of the New Deal
county officials of Wayne county to be sent to prison for
grafting while holding a public office.

Michigan has a rather weak statute which intends to
prohibit public officials who have been convicted of grafting
while in office from ever again holding any public office in
Michigan.

While a member of the legislature a number of years
ago, the writer sought to have a much stronger provision
written into the constitution of the state. But to get a con-
stitutional provision on the ballot, it requires a two thirds vote
of the legislature. Unfortunately for Michigan at that time
there were a sufficient number of New Dealers in 1?ie legisia-
ture to Kill this pluvisiun. Just one more vote wa6 needed—
but New Dealers stood like a stone wsfil against giving the
people of Michigan a chance to strengthen this ban against
grafting public officials.

McCrea being a lawyer, must know what the present
statute provides. We cannot see how he thinks it can be
evaded, even though.the provision is not as strong as it
should be.

BUNK—JUST PLAIN. EVERY DAY BUNK.

Heard Governor Williams’ alleged report “to the people”
on the work of the recent special session of the legislature.
He said it didn’t do much of anything because it didn't pass
all the foolish legislation he had asked it to enact into laws.

The next day after hearing this insipid speech, we read
Blair Moody’s column in The Detroit News in which he said
congress had done little, but had much to do after the Me-
morial day recess.

It’s the same old bunk. Legislative records in congress,
or in the legislature, are not made upon the number of bills
passed and enacted into law. Sometimes the greatest w'ork of
a congress or a legislature comes about through bills it Kills,
refusing to enact them into laws. Frequently, very frequently,
the country is rendered a highly important service by the
refusal of congress to enact into laws some proposed measures.

But it takes time, lots of time, frequently, to kill a bill.
Hearings must be held. Information gathered and reports pre-
pared. Sometimes a bill is killed in committee. Sometimes
on the house oi; senate floor.

But the Blair Moodys give congress no credit for pro-
tecting the country from much of the legislation proposed in
the house or senate. They seem .to think that congress hasn't
done any work if a lot of legislation proposed by the President
or pressure groups is not written into the statute books.

Such comment is pretty much the bunk—and we have
too much bunk coming out of Washington, and Lansing, too.

A COMMENDABLE RECORD NEARS END.

Announcement made by Congressman Earl Michener
of Adrian a few days ago states, that because of the illness
of his wife he would not seek re-election to a congressional
seat he has held for much longer than a quarter of a century.

He made his decision after citizens not only in his con-
gressional district but throughout the state had urged him to
continue in congress for at least another term because of the
critical political conditions in the nation’s capital.

No one can disagree with his decision under the circum-
stances. but the situation is an unfortunate one because of the
fact that one'who has ser\’ed so well and is so highly regarded
in Washington, finds it necessary to end a political career that
has been of the most honorable and progressive type.

Congressman Michener is well known in Plymouth and
for years he has been a close personal friend of former post-
master Bert Giles, a former resident of the second congres-
sional district which Congressman Michener has served with
outstanding distinction.

His retirement leaves vacant a congressional
that will not be an easy task for some one else to fill.

It would not be amiss at this time to say a word about
the late Congressman John Lesinski. We had known him for
many years and during the years that this legislative con-
gressional district over-lapped much of the sixth congression-
al district, we often met at political meetings where both Re-
publicans and Democrats had been invited.

W hile our views differed widely, the writer held him in
high respect. Our last meeting was at the Governor’s con-
ference held a few years ago at Mackinac Island. As an indi-
cation of the type of a citizen he was, he went out of his way
to say kind words about our legislative efforts in Lansing,
even though we were of different political parties. To his
family and friends The Plymoufti Mail extends its sympathy.

In this capacity he was interpre-

View of the Original Edifice and
Extension of the Mother Church

Walter S. Cross of Fitchburg,
Massachusetts, has been named
president of The Mother Church,
The First Church of Christ, Sci-
entist, in Boston, Massachusetts.

Mr. Cross has been active in
various capacities in the Chris-
tian Science movement—having
joined The Mother Church in
1905—and for many years has
been a Christian Sciene practi-
tioner.

During World War 1 he was an
army chaplain with the 89th and
27th divisions. Later he served at
the Christian Science War Relief
depot in LeMans. France.

Prior to World War | he served
as Christian Science committee
on publication for the state of
Maryland. He has served on the

Bible lesson committee which
prepares the Lesson - Sermons
used by all Christian Science

churches for their Sunday ser-
vices.

Mr. Cross is a graduate of Yale
university, and alumnus also of
Phillips academy in Andover,
Massachusetts. He is a native of
Fitchburg, Massachusetts.

Vast new evidences of the

The
directors reported that a “mar-
velous new effectiveness” in the
practice of Christianity is result-
ing' today from the “scientific
understanding” of its meaning.
In referring to substantial growth
during the past year in the num-
ber of Christian Science churches

ami the ranks of the denomina-.

tion, the directors added: “The
healing work of Christian Sci-
ence, always the best barometei-
of growth in the movement, was
never of better quality or on a
larger scale than in the last
year.”

ftiakes it possible to meet the re-
quirements of the whole family
with the same menus.

To make sure your family is
well fed, plan the meals to in-
clude the following:

GREEN AND YELLOW VEG-
ETABLES — One seiwing daily.
Use the greens raw in the form
of salads frequently so they will
supply their full quota of vita-
min C as well as vitamin A.

CITRUS FRUIT OR TOMA-
TOES — One serving daily, es-
pecially for vitamin C. When
strawberries and cantaloupe are

inexpensive, let them pinch-hit
for oranges or tomatoes occa-
sionally. Uncooked green leafy

vegetables are another excellent
alternate.

OTHER PRUITS AND VEGE-
TABLES — T'wo servings in ad-
dition to potatoes. Remember
that potatoes supply minerals
and vitamins in addition to starch.

BUTTER OR FORTIFIED
MARGARINE — One ounce or
two tablespoons daily. Without
this your diet is likely to fall
short in vitamin A unless you eat
very generously of green leafy
vegetables.

The foods listed above are only
the basis of a good diet. Add to
them enough, more of the same
or other foods to keep the weifeht
constant, lose weight, or gain
weight.

If slimming is important choose
bulky fruits and vegetables as
the additions. Avoid fats and con-
centrated sweets and starches.
Rich desserts, fried foods and
candies are not for you.

Divide your food almost evenly
among the three meals of the day.
Your body will use it to much
better advantage and you will
work and play with more en-
joyment than if you eat one or
two skimpy meals then stuff at
dinner. You’ll cut down your
weight faster, too. and have a
better figure.

If you feel you can’t hold out
untn the next meal dring a cup
of clear tea or coffee as a pick-
up Or you can use some, of the
day’s regular quota of milk in
between times. Drink a glass of it
warm ju.st before bedtime and
you may fall asleep more quickly.

The following article is re-
printed from the spring issue of
the Michigan State Homesteader.
It was written by Miss Sally Gus-
tafson. a sophomore in the foods

and nutrition department at
Michigan State college and a
graduate of Plymouth High

school. She is the daughter of Mr;
and Mrs. Knut Gustafson of Ad-
ams street. The article, entitled
“It All Comes Out in the Wash,”
follows:

“Throughout the year you
probably spend a considerable
amount of money sending your
clothes to a laundry, taking them
to a self-serve laundiy, or mail-
ing them home for mom to wash.
The amount is probably near to
12 to 15 dollars for the school
year.

“Have you ever considered
forming a cooperative group with
your friends and purchasing an
automatic washer so that you
could do your washing at home
at yoqr own convenience? As a
consumer today and a homemak-
er tomorrow what are some of
the factors you should take into
consideration before buying an
automatic washer?

“First consider the advantages
and disadvantages of the auto-
matic type washer and decide if

this type will best suit your
needs. The automatic washer is
convenient and requires very

little of the operator’s attention.

“She must merely put in the
clothes and set a few dials. The
machine does the rest. Washing
can be done any time one
load of dirty clothes accumulates.

“However, automatic washers
have several disadvantages. They
arc more expensive than the non-
automatic type, not only in the
original purchase price, but also
in their use. Large quantities of
both hot and cold water and of
soap must be added to each new
batch of clothes.

“Many types of home hot-wa-
ter heating systems do not sup-
ply hot water quickly enough
for an automatic washer. Also
because some of the makes do
not get badly soiled clothes clean,
a family with very dirty clothes

should investigate carefully be-
fore buying an automatic washer.
Efich individual situation would
determine which type of washer
was best.

“If a consumer does decide to
purchase an automatic washer,
there are several points she
should watch for. Before ever en-
tering a store, the intelligent
consumer should consider her
own personal needs and make a
study of which washer could
best fulfill those needs.

“American  advertising and
promotion have pushed the auto-
matic washer a long way. per-
haps making claims that are far
too broad. Advertisements and
salesmen wusually are not fully
reliable sources of information,
for they often stress the proce-
dures to follow, the beauty of
the cabinet, the ease of washing,

and other relatively trivial
things.

“Important facts concerning
hot-water consumption, load

weight and agitator or tumbling
action are usually omitted and
must be specifically asked for.
Often well sounding but mean-
ingless phrases such as ‘deep-
power rinsing,* ‘fluid drive,” and
‘floating power’ are used to im-
press the buyer.

“Of great help to.the consum-
er are the consumer testing agen-
cies which publish results of im-
partial scientific tests. Informa-
tion on the washing power, tang-
ling of clothes, and drying abili-
ty of the various machines can be
secured this way.

“The buying of a washer is a
major purchase in most consum-
er’s budgets. Only through care-
ful planning can the consumer
get the most for his dollar.”

Cash In The Bank

in sight. In fact, so long as the
Cold War continues.

Truman may be justified in ar-
tificially inflating business to
avoid unemployment. Therefore,
I see nothing for the businessman
to woiTy about at the moment.

On the other hand, someday
there will be a “bust” when stock
prices and many commodity

prices may sell for one half what
they are selling for today. This
means that a good bank account
is the best insurahee and invest-
ment for a businessman.
Government Bonds.

Many siJccessful businessmen
have all their money in a factory,
or store, or real estate. They have
made no provision to enable their
family to pay their “death taxes”
so-called. As a result, the family
has been obliged to sell, or mort-
gage. the business in order to pay
these taxes. If the death should
come during a depression, this
could be very serious. The Gov-

Therefore, |
think that the businessman
should forget bonds* unless they
have attractive convertible fea-
tures.
Merchandise Stocks

Businessmen who want to buy
stocks at this time might well
consider mei;ohandising stocks,
especially those of the leading
chain stores. Such corporations
have few labor troubles: they do
a cash business and have a turn-
over of 4 or 5times a year, and if
out of debt, they can take care
of themselves whether we are en-
tering inflation or deflation. Let
me take this occasion to say that
during the next few years the
greatest opportunities will come
to those employed in selling. It
will be easy enough for business-
men to get goods manufactured
but the difficulty will be to sell
them. Young people who are
graduating this month from col-
lege and high school will be wise
to train to sell, even if it means
house-to-house peddling.

Productive Real Estate

As a rule, most businessmen
have enough in real estate, but |
still feel it a prime investment.
Well located suburban acreage
should be the most desirable.
Small fertile farms near settled
communities should be good in-
vestments. | like growing wood-
land which belongs to “no union.”
and “works” day. night, holi-
days and Sundays! | don’t care
much for buildings or houses.
Most well located land is con-
stantly growing more valuable;
but nearly all buildings thereon
are constantly growing less val-
uable.

Education and Churches
Wise businessmen will liberally

invest in the family’s health, ed-
ucation and spiritual develop-
ment. In fact, to be niggardly re-
garding these things is very dan-
gerous. The truly most important
investments arc tho.se in the un-
seen and intangible. There is no
use in working hard to make and
save money and then have it dis-
sipated by children lacking in
good judgment or good religion.
