DOING GOOD WORK.

Frequently a public official gets mostly knocks from
those who are closely associated with him—and sometimes
it takes outsiders to really see the high type job some public
officials are doing.

Such is the case with Michigan’s highway commissioner,
Charles Ziegler. For the third consecutive year, the Michi-
gan State Highway Department has been judged the out-
standing highway department in the nation in traffic engi-
neering, Highway Commissioner Charles M. Ziegler has
been advised by Robert S. Holmes, executive secretary of the
international Institute of Traffic Engineers. A plaque denot-
ing Michigan’s leadership in the field of traffic engineering
will be presented later to Commissioner Ziegler by a repre-
sentative of the Institute.

California was selected as runner-up to Michigan. These
two states were judged in a group made up of the larger
states in the country. Smaller states were judged in other
groups. The judging was based on traffic engineering per-
formance for the year 1949.

Michigan won the same award for the year 1947. first
year it was made and tied for first place with Minnesota for
the year 1948.

In making the award, the Institute, which is composed
of leading tr~fic engineers of the country, takes into con-
sideration all engineering functions of the competing state
highway departments, including control devices, surveys
and studies, lighting, iritersectional design, planning and
administration. Also considered, is the attitude of the admin-
strative head of the department toward improvement in
traffic engineering and design and the operation of facili-
ties for handling traffic in the most efficient, economical and
safest manner possible.

All 48 slates participated in the contest, according to
Wilbur S. Smith, president of the institute and associate di-
rector of the Yale Bureau of Highway Traffic. Thon”a H.
MacDonald, Commissioner of the U. S. Bureau of Pirolic
Roads, was chairman of the committee of judges.

WHAT A PACK OF POLITICAL LIES!

If you have any desire to do so, go down to the big
library in Detroit and look over the discussions that took
place in congress when the New Deal labor laws were being
enacted. It will be an interesting half day or more—and in
th(ie few hours, you will read more statements that time has
proven to be false than can be found in any other publicatioii
ever issued.

It was said that these new labor laws would* forever
prevent strikes—that the new method of handling labor
problems would bring to America an era of the greatest in-
dustrial peace the country had ever known.'

Only a few rose to challenge the statements made by
Senator Wagner and his cohorts who were making all of these
wild assertions—and the challenges were f~ble indeed.

What has been the real result?

Never in the histoiy* of any country in the world hav’e
there been so many strikes, so many labor disputes—and so
much ill-will as there has been since the enactment of the
New D ~I regulations for handling labor problems.

Some day some one will come up with a method of set-
tling differences resulting from labor problems without the
necessity of strikes and without the necessity of so much
name-calling and so much ill-will. And let us hope that that
day is not far off.

ized milk wa.s sold or served. In
all cases where conditions were
not completely up to par. food
handlers cards wci*e not issued
until the nece.ssary requirements
were met.
