case and see to it that proper punishment is meted out to 
those who apparently attempted to sell our country down 
the river to Dictator Stalin.

The 17th District congressman says;
‘ It is a .heart-w arm ing thing to know one has been vin­

dicated at long last, that one has overcome obstacles to do his 
full share in winning a battle involving the securing of his 
country and the w elfare of his fellow Americans.

“In(ieed, in some small degree it makes one understand 
the feelings of those who fought by land and sea of recent 
years so successfully against foreign foes of the United Slates. 
For all Americans now understand that in the past, as it is 
even now, we have been beset by enemies within the country 
as well as by those without.

“I refer, of course, to the  notorious Amerasia espionage 
case, concerning which I fear there has been some m isunder­
standing among m any in the 17th Congressional District since 
1945, when the case first came to light.

“It w ill be recalled tha t almost immediately after the spy 
case was hushed up in the autum n of that year, I arose in the 
House of Representatives and demanded that it be reopened.
I told my Congressional colleagues, and through them  the peo­
ple of the  United States, that this case involved the the lt in 
wartime, by Communist agents and their stooges in our gov­
ernm ent, of top-secret documents involving the lives and 
safety of hundreds of thousands of American soldiers and 
sailors; involving even the  prospects of Am erican victory in 
the Pacific war.

“For my pains I was called a ‘red baiter’. The lowest of 
dirty  political motives were ascribed to me by some of the 
very persons who now stand convicted in the court of public 
opinion of motives so selfish that they may have constituted, 
morally if not legally, treason in tim e of war.

“The story of my supposed willingness, out of political 
motives, to destroy the confidence of the American people in 
their governm ent, to destroy the prestige of the American 
governm ent throughout the world, by attacking the  Fair 
Deal-Democrat adm inistration for whitewashing the  traitors, 
was circulated in the 17th Congressional District, as it was 
everyw here else throughout the country.

“W ith all the trepidation natural to one placed as I was 
then placed, I continued nevertheless to campaign for a re ­
opening of the Am erasia case. I did so all through the years 
from 1945 until the present day. Of course I could not guess 
how the public would take the  m atter. But through many a 
sleepless night of w restling with my own conscience, in view 
of the things I was shown and told by men whose duty it was 
to know the tru th  about w artim e spying, I was forced to the 
conclusion that, come w hat might, my du ty  to all who fought 
and died was clear.

“Now the Am erasia case stands forth  as the real key to 
w artim e spying by Communists and their stooges in the^ 
American governm ent. It has beien revealed to everyone that; 
the stolen documents did get ipto the  hands of those who 
could, and presum ably did, use 'the knowledge contained in 
them  to the detrim ent of th e  American w ar effort; quite pos­
sibly a t the cost of thousands of American lives.

“It is only to be expected th a t those who w ere in any way 
connected w ith the  w hitew ash, even indirectly, will continue 
the ir frantic efforts to cover up the tru th . The largest part 
of the ir cover-up campaign consists, and will eontinue to 
consist, of mud slinging at their accusers. For this reason 
only have I devoted this space to a discussion of the Am er­
asia case.”

“M ore th an  
h a lf  of a ll people w ho get th e  
disease recover com pletely  w ith ­
ou t any  c ripp ling ,” he said. “O b­
se rv in g  th ese  p recau tions can  in- 
ci ease th a t  peicen tage.

Times
ICnowing there are a number of 

American housewives who read 
this column, perhaps a few mon- 
ey«saving hints on household 
buying may come in handy at 
this time of year.

Meat and Poultry
Meat and poultry account for 

a large part of the food budget of 
most families. Intelligent pur­
chasing of thesd im portant items 
should result in sutetantial cash 
savings during the course of a 
year. Especially should this be 
true if your family is the for­
tunate possessor of a deep freeze 
unit, since economical quantity 
buying is not feasible without 
adequate cold-storage space. I 
strongly recommend that you in­
vest in a deep freeze unit, if you 
do not already own one.

This is not the time to stock up 
on meat or even poultry. Norm­
ally, these should be on the bar­
gain counter iit the late fall or 
early winter, say November or 
December. Marketings of cattle, 
hogs and poultry are seasonally 
heavy at that time; and this 
bunching of supplies should re ­
sult in price concessions over re ­
tail countei^. The best grades of 
heavy steer beef, h o w e v e r .  

^  usually do not come on the m ar- 
I ket in quantity until late winter 
' or early spring.

Eggs and Dairy Products
The modern healthy hen can 

produce a surprising num ber of 
eggs during a year. But in March, 
April and May she really settles 
down to business, with an output 
unequalled in size and quality in 
any other three-m onth period. As 
a result of this pressure of sup­
plies, egg prices usually are at 
their seasonal low point during 
the spring. Spring eggs also have 
excellent storage characteristics. 
Eggs, however, are now a pur­
chase in many sections where 
laying has been a little late this 
year.

Prices of dairy products are 
ra ther closely related to the milk 
flow, which is at its seasonal peak 
around June. If you have storage 
facilities. June or Ju ly  normally 
is the best time to buy butter, 
since the m arket at that time 
should reflect heavy production. 
There is a time lag in cheese, 
however: best buying opportuni­
ties appear to bo in November, 
since good cheese must be well 
cured. Evaporated milk is likely 
to be less expensive in June or 
July, owing to seasonally heavy 
output.

Coal and Oil
Seasonal factors also play an 

importanat part as price deter­
minants of both hard and liquid 
fuels. In normal times, it is the 
practice of the anthracite pro­
ducers to cut prices in April, as 
an inducement to customers to 
fill their bins during the summer 
period of slack consumption. You 
should take advantage of these 
summer price cuts when avail­
able. You thereby will save mon­
ey and also help to smooth out 
the industry’s production curve. 
Heavy stocks and lack of de­
mand often result in August or 
September price concessions on 
bituminous coal.

The petroleum industry is so 
vast and the interplay of price 
making factors is so intricate that 
it is extremely difficult to fore­
cast vei-y far in advance the best 
buying times for oil products. 
However, pressure of mounting 
refiners’ stocks. low demand, and 
intensive competition frequently 
result in price cuts in fuel oil 
and kerosene during the summer 
months. Gasoline prices, how­
ever. will usually be lowest in 
December or January, when re ­
finer’s stocks are rising season­
ally and total consumption is at 
relatively low levels.

Miscellaneous Suggestions
Here ai*e the seasonally best 

buying times for a few rf)ther 
items:—Try your luck on canned 
peas in June, canned corn in July 
and canned tomatoes in August. 
Canned salmon usually is cheap­
est in September. Shop for bar­
gains in dry beans in November 
and December, and lay in your 
supply of potatoes in the fall, 
when prices normally are at sea­
sonal lows. Rice and flour usual­
ly are good buys in August or 
September, lard in December, 
and citrus fruits in January or 
early February.

Also do not neglect January 
“white sales,” which usually off­
er real bargains in soft goods. 
Keep in mind the February fu r­
niture sales, the August fur sales 
and the clearance sales of sum­
mer, goods. Remember. that 
nothing is a bargain if you can­
not afford it or if it lacks qualilyl 
Just a thought to use when trad ­
ing for an automobile: Tell the 
dealer that with one car today for 
every four people, a decline in 
auto prices may soon come. The 
previous saturation point came in 
1940 when there was one cor for 
about every five of population. 
My guess is that next January 
may be a good time to buy an 
automobile. ;

Thus 
the spectators will be given the 
opportunity not only to observe 
t h e  breath-taking maneuvers 
of the Blue Angels at close range, 
but will obtain, at first hand, a 
clear picture of the standard 
fighter tactics required of our 
Navy pilots.

A great thrill awaits the guests 
when the P2V. Navy’s giant Nep­
tune bomber, demonstrates a jet 
a.ssisted takeoff. The Neptune is a 
sister ship of the fam€?d Trucu­
lent Turtle which, it will be re­
called flew non-stop from Perth,, 
Australia to Columbus. Ohio to 
establish a flight record in 1948 
that has never been equalled. The 
Neptune has actually been laun­
ched from a carrier deck and the 
crowd will see this huge bomb­
er. in its JATO demonstration, 
put into the air after a run of 
less than 600 feet.

Still another event scheduled 
in an afternoon crowded with 
dazzling spectacles, is a perform­
ance of the Gruman F8F Bear­
cat. The Navy possesses no plane 
that can ecfual the speed with 
which the Bearcat can leave the 
ground and attain an altitude of 
10,000 feet. After being on dis­
play during the afternoon the 
Bearcat will demonstrate its 
climbing prowess.

Participating in the show of 
more than 100 planes will be 
members of our civilian-reserve 
known as the Week-end War­
riors. Every type of plane sta­
tioned at the base will be a ir­
borne during the show and the 
visitors will have every oppor­
tunity to see the results of this 
training program, Those planes 
will simulate carrier-deck oper­
ations and attacks upon the field. 
Every citizen should avail him­
self of the opportunity to see how 
these men and their planes are 
prepared to integrate themselves 
with our national defense sys­
tem.

There will be ample, free pr^k- 
ing, with parking attendents pro­
vided at the station and, to insure 
a steady flow of traffic to and 
from the base, state, county and 
local police have been alerted 
and every arrangement has been 
made to facilitate the flow of 
traffic. ,

Publish Papers 
by Dr. Balfour

In the June issue of the Na­
tional Journal of the American 
Osteopathic Medical association, 
a scientific paper by Dr. Harry C. 
Balfour, local eye, ear, nose and 
throat physician and surgeon, 
was published. The article des­
cribes a new and more efficient 
treatm ent for certaain burns of 
the eye. The same journal has 
accepted for publication this fall 
two other papers w ritten by the 
doctor.

With the aid of psychologists 
from the University of Michigan 
and Wayne university. Dr. Bal­
four is completing a new treatise 
on “Psychosmatic Medicine of 
the Eye. Ear, Nose and Throat” 
to be published in book form for 
use by general practitioners and 
specialists in his profession. In 
his book, he points out the rela­
tionship of emotional conflicts 
with disease, and how emotional 
problems which people cannot 
resolve or cope with are avoided 
by resorting to the mechanism of 
producing symptoms of minor or 
serious illness.

In  accordance with the vi^ws 
of psychologists and psychia­
trists, Dr. Balfour states that a 
large percentage of physical ills 
can be attributed to the conver­
sion of emotional feelings of in­
adequacy, frustration, anger, re­
sentment, hostility and other 
emotional and mental states into 
physical symptoms and condi­
tions. He says tha t psychosmatic 
medicine, which in practice is 
as old as the practice of medicine 
itself, has been brought up to 
date through modern methods of 
investigation and research, and 
it is his opinion that the increas­
ing recognition of the importance 
of the psychosmatic approach to 
disease marks the advent of a 
new and greater era in the prac­
tice of medicine.

Dr. Balfour who operates the 
Balfour clinic in Detroit, is com­
pleting his new eye, ear, nose and 
throat clinic building on South 
Harvey street and expects oc­
cupancy on a part time basis 
early in August.

Are harness racing drivers sup­
erstitious?

Well, some say they are not 
but actually most of them have 
little habits before and during 
racing that well 6ould be des­
cribed as superstitious.

Here is what some of the coun­
try’s leading drivers at North- 
ville Downs said about their sup­
erstitions:

Tommy Winn: Well, I’m not 
very superstitious except about 
one thing. That’s not to brag 
about your horse for at least one 
week before the race. I learned 
my lesson not so long ago. That’s 
when I praised my horse sky 
high and told everybody he was 
going to win. He came in at the 
tail end.

George Rattenbury: I don’t 
know whether you’d call it sup­
erstition but I can’t win a race 
or even come close unless I’ve 
ha(l my coffee. Some people say 
I dring at least 10 cups, before 
every race. That’s a fair estimate 
I guest but the main thing is 
plenty of coffee or it isn’t a race.

Ed Barnes. Jr.: I guess I am a 
little superstitious, at least about 
my silver dollar. A long time ago, 
18 years to be exact, I won my 
first race at Corydon, Indiana 
and I ’ve carried the same silver 
dollar ever since. It seems to have 
brought me my share of good 
luck. -

Ora Dunkin: When I was a 
young fe'llow I remember pass­
ing through the barns on the day 
of my first race and noticed a cat 
with a litter of new kittens. From

that day on I have convinced my­
self that cats are lucky for me.

Oscar Silvey: I never figured 
out whether or not I was super­
stitious but I do light a fresh 
cigar between iacc.<:.

Oth­
erwise, bad news oC some kind 
turns up. Maybe it's superstition 
and maybe it’s because I like 
cigars.

Bob Plaxico: I’ve been around 
a long time. After all my first 
race was in 1914 and all that time 
I never got superstitious until 
lately. Seems I have a supersti­
tion about free legged pacers. 
Give me one of those and it's al­
ways a go<xl race.

Mai Stine: One thing I’d never 
do and that is drive a race before 
I checked to see whether or not 
my reins wei'e. twisted. I tell you 
it’s bad luck, at least for me. to 
have twisted reins. They just got I 
to be nice and straightened out. t

Claude Wright: Yes sir. I’m the | 
most superstitious man you can 
find. I t’s peanuts. I can’t stand 
anyone eating peanuts when I’m 
going to race. Once a fellow sat 
on my trunk in Napoleon, Ohio 
in the 1930’s and he was munch­
ing those things. I lost and I’ve 
hated peanuts ever since.

Probably the most common 
superstition as expressed by 
Northville Downs drivers is: “I 
never hitch my horse on Sun­
day.” Everyone of the above 
d r i v e r s  expressed that view'- 
point. Reasons: some say the I 
horse needs a dav off; others feel [ 
it’s just bad luck: others say be­
cause it’s Sunday, the Lord’sDay.
