“Mr. Farmer- Sell ynur corn to the Government for 

$1.48; store it right on yrnii larm; then buy your corn to feed 
for 6.5c."

When this ad by a c(e. ucrib manufacturer appeared in a 
country newspaper, the “I arm Quarterly" figured that many 
iarm ers would ask: "Cart I really get away with that?" In its 
spring issue last week, the "Quarterly" assured U. S. farmers 
that the ad had suggested a perfectly legal way for farmers 
to sell their corn and have it too—and make as much as 83c 
a bushel into the bargain.

The "Quarterly" cited the case of a Jefferson County 
(Ind.) farmer who normally uses all of his corn for feed. He 
had such a bumper crop in 1948 that he cribbed his 904- 
bushel surplus, put it under Government seal in 1949 and got 
a $1,319 loan at the S1.47-a-bushcl support price less charges. 
Then a neighbor told him he was a fool: he could put his 
entire crop under loan at the support price, then buy all the 
corn he needed for feed at 65c a bushel in the cash market. 
In short, by selling all of his own corn to the Government 
and buying in the open market what he needed for feed, the 
farm er could make an extra 50c to 80c on every bushel fed to 
his pigs and chickens.

The farm er then asked his local Department of Agricul­
tu re  agent more about it. "He told i^e that I would be within 
my legal and moral rights to do this," said the farmer. "By 
keeping all my own corn off the market and buying corn Ion 
the market I, I would be building up the price, which was just 
w hat the whole program was designed to do."

Reviews ''Service 
Is My Business 
at Rotary Club

“Vocational serivice is the 
heart of Rotary,” commented Ro- 
tarian George A. Smith in his re­
view of the book “Service Is My 
Business” by Percy Hodgson. Tne 
review was presented at the Ro­
tary club luncheon meeting last 
Friday at the Hotel Mayflower.

The purpose of the book, Smith 
stated, is to do away with any 
vague, intangible ideas and by a 
series of illustrations make clear 

( that man’s vocation is not only 
his way of earning a living but 

1 his way of rendering service to 
society.

In bringing out the highlights 
of the book, the reviewer re­
marked that in these days of keen 
competition, high “ethical princi­
ples” or “codes Of ethics” are 
necessary to prevent cut throat 
coihpetition.

According to the author, gicat 
advances have been made in ad­
vertising, buying and selling. Ad­
vertising today is. in general.

I “dignified and true.” A salesman 
j is a service man. Every buyer j 
! wants to make his own decision , 
' and only needs true information 
from the salesman.

In explaining how the book ap­
plies to the individual Rotarian 
and to service clubs in general. 
Smith said vocations are consid­
ered opportunity for service and 
“modern guilds" are expressing 
the same spirit. “In Rotary clubs 
the size of Plymouth’s, 69 per­
cent of members belong to na­
tional associations of their busi- 
nes, trade or profession and 48 
percent to state associations. This 
I believe, accounts for the fine 
codes of ethics in industrial, pro­
fessional and business guilds,” the 
speaker added.

In labor-management relations 
the idea of service to society, ac­
cepted by both employer and em­
ployee, is slowly leading to peace 
and justice in industry. Honesty 
is an enlarging factor in industry, 
business and professions. “Is it 
true?” is the energizing force in 
service to society.

One hundred years ago labor 
worked twice as many hours per 
week for one-tenth of their pres­
ent wages. At that time manu­
facturers had $557 invested for 
each worker he employed—today 
he has $7000 invest^ .

As “service to society” is more 
realized, our communities will 
have more goods to use, and 
greater happiness because of eco­
nomic cooperation and justice. 
Smith concluded.

Before the interview, she was shown through the artist’s 
studio and was thrilled  by w hat she saw. Finally came the mo­
ment for her “five-m inute” interview .

TN THE LESSON today the read- 
^  er’s knowledge of the chief facts 
of the life of Moses must be taken 
for granted. The lesson text be­
gins with the giving of the Law on 
Sinai, three months after the Is­
raelites had crossed the Red Sea. 
The Ten Commandments were des­
tined to be the basis of all the 
jurisprudence of the world in after 
ages.

Following the giving of the Law, 
Moses built a tabernacle of wor­
ship, a movable sanctuary, adapted 
to the needs of a nomadic people. 
God gave the pattern of the sanc­
tuary to Moses and the people 
gladly gave the materials that were 
needed.

It was designed that it could be 
'quickly taken down and carried 
on the march—to be set up again 
when a new camp was reached. 
The tabernacle was a great symbol 
as well as a practical provision for 
W’orship for a marching host.
 ̂ It was a symbol of God's pres­

ence and an assurance of his might 
as the people marched through 
the years toward Canaan.

The free gift of things needed

had to the tabernacle, even to

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The arrival of warm weather 
brings up the annual problem of 
wfial to do about the traveling ice 
cream man. In addition to the 
economic angle there’s the ques­
tion of spoiling the children's ap­
petite for foods more important 
to growth and health, to say 
nothing of getting too much su­
gar into them, when they choose 
the artificially flavored ices.

In some Plymouth neighbor­
hoods parents have agreed that 
the moppets rrfay patronize the 
fascinating salesman only once 
a week on a specified day. This 
automatically eliminates the dai­
ly  nagging for dimes because the 
children next door ai*e having a 
daily treat. In fact, in a short 
tim e the vendors di.'«cover that 
there  is no business on that par­
ticular street and stay away.

When this system doesn’t work 
because all the parents won’t 
cooperate, each family has to 
fight an individual battle almost 
daily. Youngsters hate to be dif­
ferent from their playmates, so 
it takes something rather special 
to compete with the liu;e herald­
ed by the tinkling bell.

A good supply of makings for 
cold drinks of different kinds or 
occasional homemade sherbets or 
ices on sticks are a good start. 
When the children have the priv­
ilege of inviting their friends in 
to  share their treats the scheme 
usually works.

If the families in the neighbor­
hood take turns in playing host 
the cost for each isn’t prohibitive 
and most mothers can stand the 
wear and tear of the break in 
routine. Ideally these sweet 
treats should come at the end of 
a meal—right after lunch, for in­
stance. Most normal youngsters, 
however, can take them several 
hours before mealtime without 
top much dulling of appetite for 
the next meal. In  fact, this break 
is often of great benefit to ex­
trem ely active children.

Sugar syrup made by boiling 
equal parts of sugar and water 
together until clear is a conven­
ient sweetening for all fruit bev- 
eragejs. A ja r of that in the re­
frigerator plus fruit juices, choc­
olate syrup, and milk will set 
you up in business.

For something extra special, 
freeze grape juice or any colored 
berry juice (drained from canned 
fruit, if liked) and use instead of 
ice in lemonade. Keep the lem­
onade rather ta rt because the ice 
cubes will sweeten it.

LEMONADE SYRUP
Combine the juice of 6 lemons 

(1 cups) with 1 cup sugar 
syrup. Store in tightly covered 
ja r in refrigerator.

When ready to s e r v e  put 
cracked ice or ice cubes in 6 tall 
glasses. Divide syrup among 
them, then fill with cold water 
and stir. Garnish with orange or 
lemon slices, mint sprigs or 
sticks of pineapple—or serve 
plain to the children.

LIMEADE SYRUP: Use 1 cup 
lime juice and 1 cup sugar. Use 
as for lemon.

ORANGEADE SYRUP: Com­
bine juices of 4 oranges and 1 
lemon with 1 cup sugar syrup. 
Use as for lemon syrup. 

CHOCOLATE SYRUP
One-half cup cocoa. 1V* cups 

sugar, dash of salt, 1 cup water, 
1 teaspoon vanilla.

Two and one-fourth cups of 

grape or berry juice, 4̂ tea­
spoon lemon juice, m  cupi ir­
radiated evaporated milk and m  
cups water^ sugar, if needed.

Have all ingredients thorough­
ly chilled. Mix milk and water in 
bowl. Beat in fruit juices gradu­
ally. Taste and if necessary add 
small amount of water. Makes 6 
servings.

Juice of 4 oranges, juice of 2

Quick meals, with emphasis on 
color and ta^te appeal, are for 
the homemaker who has ready- 
to-serve liver sausage in her re­
frigerator.

For serving in hot form, liver 
sausage slices may be wrapped 
with bacon strips, placed in a 
baking dish, then slowly baked 
until the bacon is cooked and 
the liver heated. Chopped liver 
sausage combined with tomato 
pulp and a bit of minced onion 
or green pepper is the perfect 
stuffing to  be baked in plump 
tomato shells. Oi* *^-inch slices 
of this ready-to-serve meat may 
be brushed with melted butter 
or margarine, then broiled or 
panbroiled with tomato halve? or ! 
slices. '

A jellied Swedish meat loaf is ' 
another winning use of this cold ] 
meat. Liver sausage is rubbed 
through a sieve and combined I 
with mayonnaise, dry mustard, j 
finely c h o p p e d  celery, green 
pepper and onion. This mixture 
is added to slightly congealed 
tomato -  flavored gelatin, then 
placed in a ring mold. When 
chilled and firm it is unmolded 
on a bed of shredded lettuce 
lightly sprinkled with paprika.

It’s time for the homemaker 

to capture -the brightness of 
summer bn her dinner table. One 
way to do is with biscuit 
whirls cleverly stuffed with 
spicy-sweet fruit.

Strawberries or rhubarb or 
perhaps a combination of these 
fruits is ideal for the gay bis­
cuit rolls. Fresh peach slices 
sprinkled with cinnamon are 
also appealing in biscuit dough 
made especially flaky and tender 
with lard. Cherries or crushed 
pineapple are two other suitable 
choices.

The fruit whirls a:e made with 
a regular biscuit dough. However, 
a small amount of sugar is add­
ed to the flour mixture before 
cutting in the lard. The dough is 
rolled or patted to a thickness of 
V4-inch. The top .surface is brush­
ed with melted butler or rruir- 
garine. then spread with the fruit 
mixture.

To bake, the dough is rolled as 
a jelly roll, then cut into indi­
vidual portioned 1-inch slices. 
The whirls are arranged on a 
baking sheet, then placed in a 
hot oven (425 F.) and cooked
for about 15 "nTimites. Colorful 
thickened fruit sauce is tem pt­
ingly served over the flaky 
whirls.

Proper tossing, not mixing, is 
impoFtant to  the success of your 
summer salads.' Don’t stir it as 
you would a cake, but toss it 
lightly with two forks or a fork 
and spoon.

(Canadians who 
s p e a k  b o th  
F r e n c h  a n d  
£ngUsh live in 
Q uebec P ro v ­
ince. You really 
need not polish 
up  your h igh  
school French to get by. because 
nine out of ten  French-speaking 
Canadians yon will meet speak just 
as  good English as your next door 
neighbor. I t’s fun. however, to exer­
cise your French when in Quebec, 
r Instead of States. Canada has 
Provinces; 10 of them and east to 
west they are  Newfoundland. Nova 
Scotia, Prince Edward Island. New 
Brunswick. *Qo^ec. Ontario. Mani­
toba. Saskatchewan. Alberta and 
B ritish Columbia.

W hen i t  comes to money you'll 
find th a t CanM ians and Americans 
a re  alike as two goas in a  pod; they 
both like i t  Ap.here. Canada uses 
the  dollar s y s t to ;  cents, nickels, 
^ m e s , q u arten , half-dollars, etc. 
Canadian paper money carries the 
picture of King George VI of Canada 
and the  printing Is bilingual; Eng­
lish and French'. R ight now you will 
receive a  premium of 1 0  cents on 
your American dollar in Canada.

A courteous host—as a Canadian 
la always—admires and respects a

courteous guest. If you tn sif dis­
cuss politics, don’t make the mis­
take of referring to Canada as a 
“British Colony.” Canada Is a  rich, 
proud, vast, industrious and In­
tensely independent nation.

And crossing the border, don’t 
worry about the Canadian customs 
and immigration officials. They’re 
“good guys” and they will give you 
a  warm welcome to Canada. The 
customs will not usually embarass 
you with too much searching and 
examination of your baggage. You 
are allowed to bring in wearing 
apparel, toilet articles and personal 
effects duty free. Fifty cigars. 200 
cigarettes and two pounds of to­
bacco are allowed free entry as is 
a  bottle of liquor if it’s for your 
own usOw -̂You most certainly can 
bring your camera; in fact, no trip 
to Canada is complete without one. 
You can bring “Rover” along, too, 
but you m ust have a veterinary 
certificate showing the dog is tree 
of contagious disease.

All you have to 
do to satisfy the 
C anad ian  im m i­
gration inspector 
a t the border is to 
convince him that 
you are a  bonaflde 
American tourist. 

On your re-en­
try  to  th e  
U n i t e d  
States, you 
w ill be a l­
l o w e d  to  
b r i n g  in  
d u t y  f r e e  
p u r c h a s e s  

made in Canada, if you’ve been 
across the border for 48 hours or 
more. By all means, have some sort 
of legal identification to prove to 
the  U. S. immigrant Inspector that 
you are a  United States citizen 
or resident alien. Birth certificates, 
copies of naturalization papers, 
resident alien . entry  ̂ cards ^ are 
usually best.

When you write home from Can­
ada be sure to use Canadian postage

stamps. A regular letter stamp costs 
four cents: a ir mail is seven cents 
and postcards should carry a three 
cent stamp.

If you travel by Canadian Na­
tional Railways, which serves all 
ten provinces, you’ll find service 
and accommodations comparable to  
the best in the United States. You'll 
like the courteous service on Cana­
dian trains; smiles and friendly 
greetings by conductors and porters 
are the rule and not the exception.

Dining car meals compare most 
favorably with any in the U. S. and 
are usually less expensive, as are 
parlor and sleeping car charges. 
Canada operates genuine trans-con­
tinental trains; you can board a 
sleeping car or coach in either Mon­
treal or Toronto and travel 3,000 
miles to Vancouver on the Pacific 
Coast without changing cars.

Canadian telephone, telegraph 
and postal services are just as good 
as anywhere else in North America. 
In Canada, the railways own and 
operate the telegraph facilities as 
they do the express companies. The 
big railways also own many of the 
big hotels and summer resorts such 
as Jasper in the Canadian Rockies.

As to weather, you’ll find it  Just 
about the same as in the northern 
tier <St states; warm days—some 
will even be hot in mid-summer— 
and cool, refreshing nights, because 
Nature has the air-conditioning 
franchise north of the border. You 
can fish, swim, golf, tennis, canoe, 
rest, relax, play or even enjoy mid­
summer skiing on the glaciers in 
the Canadian Rockies. Or you can 
Just plain sighttsee in a  friendly 
land so vast they have to  use six 
time zones to keep the clocks in 
harmony with the  stfU.

M ichigan’s d e e r herd  “has now 
outgrowm its w in te r food supply 
in 4.000 sq u are  m iles of no rthern  
lowe.r pen insu la  range.” B artle tt 
w ritbs. “H undreds of square  
m iles of w’in te r range a re  being 
ru ined  by over-popiulation and 
thousands of d eer arc  being lost 
and w asted  annua lly  through 

I s ta rva tion . Such a condition can- 
i not con tinue  indefin itely . E ither 
' t h e  h e rd ' m ust be cut dow n to 
j fit its n a tu ra l food supply , o r it 
I w ill go dow n n a tu ra lly . If we 
iw a it  for n a tu re  to  act, th e  result 
! w ill be b row sed -ou t d eer range 
and sm all doer h e id s  in th e  fu ­
tu re .”

P o in ting  ou t th a t  "The income 
to M ichigan people, d h c c tly  or 
ind irectly , because of the  deer 
herd  runs in to  m illions <if do l­
lars  an n u a lly .” B a rtli 'tl  declares 
“th e  com ing few' years a re  t r e ­
m endously  im portan t.” and  tha t 
“th e  range—th e  subsistence of 
th e  d ee r—m ust be consei vc'd by 
p ro p er herd  m anagem ent, begin­
n ing  now. if we a re  to be assu red  
of sa tisfac to ry  d e e r num bers in 
the  fu tu re .”
