An<  ̂ he did it a ll w ith in  the law , too. '  ,
A s w e  recall it he w as on and o ff a half dozen or so 

different state and federal boards, institutions, com m issions 
and th e lik e during th e dark days of the R oosevelt-hate made 
depression. And all of these outfits had exp en se accounts.

In less  than s ix  m onths w hen old Doc Haber w as suppos,- 
ad to be helping suffering hum anity he w as driving h is auto- 
/nobile lik e mad. In fact he drove it a d istance of nearly  
h alf around th e  w orld, a ll w ith in  th e borders o f M ichigan, 
and a ll w ith in  s ix  m onths. I

Each tim e th e speedom eter clipped o ff a mile," another 
nick le rolled into th e jeans of th is “professor” w ho got his 
nam e on th e payrolls o f M ichigan S tate  C ollege, T he Works 
Progress adm inistration, the M ichigan U nem ploym ent Com ­
pensation com m ission, the State Em ergency R elief com m is­
sion, the N ational Y outh adm inistration, som e of them  run­
n ing concurrently rtiost o f the tim e during the depression.

FA C TS BEAR OUT OUR INTUITION.
It w as w ith  m ore)than  ordinary interest that w e read 

in th e new spapers recently  the testim ony of C harles H em ans 
th at, he had paid a northern M ichigan Dem ocrat som e few  
hundred dollars for his vo te  on a bill that w as pending in 
th e sta te  legislature a num ber of years ago.

This fe llow  had been elected to the leg islature in the  
R oosevelt landslide that has throw n th is country into the  
m ost serious m ess it has faced since the founding of the  
nation:

Evidence of a s tr ik in g  need fo r 
increased  m edical services in 
M ichigan, p a rticu la rly  in ru ra l 
area^, lias been revealed  in s u r ­
vey conducted by  th e  Social R e­
search  S urvey  of M ichigan S ta te  
college.

In te rv iew ers  questioned  1,738 
ru ra l, u rb an  and  m etropo litan  
residen ts  in  a ll sections of th e  
s ta te  excep t W ayne county. The 
su rvey  w as financed  in  part, and  
conducted  in close cooperation 
w’ith, th e  M ichigan S ta te  M edi­
cal Society.

A lthough  stud ies of th is  type  
hav e  been  m ade on  th e  na tiona l 
basis, th is  is th e  f irs t tim e an  
m edical needs and  serv ices has 
been  m ade.

S u rv ey  resu lts  show ed th a t 
55.5 p e rcen t of those in terv iew ed  
th o u g h t m ore doctors w ere  need ­
ed in  M ichigan com m unities: 
43 p e rcen t hav ing  one o r more 
u n tre a te d  sym ptom s should  see 
a doctor: an d  24.2 percen t deem ­
ed accom m odations provided  by 
hosp ita ls unsatisfac to ry .

Dr. C harles B. H offer, of the 
MSC d e p a rtm en t of sociology and 
an th ropo logy  and  chairm an  of 
th e  study , po in ted  o u t th a t less 
th a n  o n e -th ird  of M ichigan’s 
ex tensive  s ta te -w id e  survey  of 
com m unities over 1,500 popula­
tion  had  su ffic ien t num ber of 
doctors In  1949.

M ain reasons c ited  for fa il­
u re  to  secu re  p ro p e r  m edical 
care  w ere: too  expensive, 26.2 
pe rcen t; d istance too great. 24.3 
pe rcen t: and  lack  of tim e, 17.4 
percent.

T he surV 5 y disclosed th a t 45.9 
pcTcent of th e  sta te -w ide  sam p­

ling though t som e form  of gov­
ernm ent-sponsored  in su rance  to 
pay doctor and  hospital b ills “w as 
a good idea”, a lth o u g h  6 8 . 6  p e r­
cent reported  no know ledge of 
such plans. A to ta l of 28 percen t 
d id  not feel th a t th is  form  of 
governm ent m edical serv ices w as 
a “good idea.”

A to ta l of 85.5 percen t of those 
in terview ed w ere  satisfied  w ith  
the  help received from  doctors. 
Those who said  th ey  w ere  d issa t­
isfied. 8 . 6  percen t, b lam ed poor 
trea tm en t and  bad  techn iques  on 
the p a rt of th e  doctor.

M edical serv ices perfo rm ed  by 
doctors w ere  deem ed sa tisfac ­
tory  by 83.6 p e rcen t of those  in ­
terv iew ed an d  69.2 p e r c e ^  of ac­
com m odations prov ided  by  hos­
pitals w ere  considered Satisfac­
tory.

In te rv iew ers  found th a t  78.9 
percen t rep o rted  th ey  w ere  ab le  
to  secure  th e  serv ices of a  doc­
to r  w hen  needed , bu t 15 percen t 
expressed  d ifficu lty .

These two alibis come from home economists who have spent 
several years investigating the effects of inaccurate measure­
ments on finished fo<^.
When pans are too small, cake batter w ill run over the edges 
and bum. When the pan is too large, the cake will be thin and 
overbak^.

In their studies the food experts found that most measur­
ing spoons bought in stores were at least 10 per cent in­
accurate.
To be sure the baking pan you use is accurate, measure it 
by the inside dimensions.
Follow measuring directions and pan sizes for best results.

This is a picture taken about 60 years ago 
of tlio cnnstruclion of th e P lym outh  Iron 
W indm ill com pany on U nion street. It was 
the first brick factory bu ild ing ever  erected  
in P lym outh and w'as actually  th e second  
factory in the town. The first local factory  
w as the B ennett Fan M ill com pany w hich  
stood on th e corner of U nion and M ain streets 
w here the big double house now  stands on 
th e southea.st corner. That factory w as of 
wood construction, how ever.

The Iron W indm ill com pany w as soon to 
becom e th e D aisy A ir R ifle  com pany and 
the m ain entrance to the D aisy  building to ­
day i.s the entrance show n under construc­
tion in th e photograph.

Plym outh*s Second  
Greenhouse S till  S tands  
On M ill S tr e e t . . . .

S ix ty  years ago the second of the d e­
velopm ent that w as to m ake P lym outh  fam ­
ous for its greenhouses and truck gardens 
w as built on th e corner of M ill and Liberty  
streets. The first greenhouse in P lym outh  
sI(KkI about in the rear of th e present hos­
pital on Main street and so far no one has 
been able to furnish the nam e of th e  ow ner  
of the sam e. This, how ever, w as rem oved  
m any years ago and about that tim e the  
Beal's (h een h o u se  w as built on Plym outh  
road on the edge of th e parkw ay and the  
H eide groenliouse w as built on M ill street. 
Of the three on ly  th e H eide buildings still 
rem ain and today that boasts m ore floor 
space under glass than 98 percent of all the  
greenhouses in M ichigan. In th e picture, 
left to right, are “Grandpa” H eide and Carl 
H eide in the day.s w hen he w as building his 
first greenhouse unit. The other tw o are 
unknown.

ORDINANCE NO. 162 
An Ordinance io  provide for the 

suspension, reduction in rank or 
dismissal of city employees; to 
prescribe the powers and duties 
of the trial iMard and to pro­
vide rules and regulations for 
the oi^ration of said board: to 
prescribe the duties of the 
city manager and department 
heads or other supervisory of­
ficials or employees in connec­
tion with the provisions hereof; 
to prescribe the rights and ob­
ligations of city employees and 
to provide penalties for the 
violation of this Ordinance.

THE CITY OF PLYMOUTH 
ORDAINS:

Section 1. T he tr ia l board , es­
tab lished  by  Section  12 of C hap­
te r  7 of th e  C ity  C harte r, th e  C ity 
M anager, d e p a rtm e n t heads, su ­
perv iso ry  officials o r em ployees 
and  all em ployees of th e  c ity  shall 
have  th e  du ties, poVvers, righ ts  
and  ob ligations as he re in  p re ­
scribed. T he provisions of th is  o r­
d inance sh a ll be deem ed to  
p a r t  of th e  conditions o f the  em ­
p loym en t of any  person  by  th e  
c ity  and  an>rviolation of th e  term s 
hereof sh a ll be  su ffic ien t reason 
fo r th e  suspension, reduction  in 
ran k  o r dism issal of any  em ployee.

Section 2. N o em ployee of th e  
c ity  sh a ll be suspended , reduced 
in  ran k  or d ism issed by reason  oi 
his po litical or-re lig ious beliefs or 
his m em bersh ip  o r non-m em lxjr- 
sh ip  in any  o rgan ization ; p rov id ­
ed, how ever, th a t  no c ity  em ­
ployee shall belong to  any  o rga­
n ization  advocating  th e  v io len t 
overth row  of o u r governm en t n o r 
shall any  em ployee engage in  po­
litical ac tiv ity  d u rin g  th e  reg u la r 
o r usual hours of h is  em ploy­
m ent. E very  em ployee .shall fa ith ­
fu lly  perfo rm  d u tie s  assigned to  
him , shall obey  all legal d irec tions 
of h is superio rs  and  rp fra in  from  
causing  dissension am ong  h is fe l­
low  em p lo y ees .'

Section 3. I t shall be th e  du ty  
of a ll superv iso ry  officials o r em ­
ployees to  record  neglects of du ty , 
disubcKlienc'e to  o rders  or o ther 
m isconduct of em ployees under 
th e ir  d irec tion  by no ting  th e  d a le , 
place, n a tu re  o f th e  ofTehse and 
w itnesses th ere to . In  each such 
case w arn ing  shall bo given  the  
em ployee and  n o te  th ereo f n tade 
upon said  record . M inor dcrolic- 
lions, repea ted  n o tw ith s tan d in g  
w arn ings in  regard  th ere to , m ay 
be rep o rted  to th e  tria l board fo r 
its action and  said board  m ay 
h ea r in  one proceed ing  an  accu­
m ula tion  of such  offenses in o rder 
th a t said  board  sh a ll no t be u n ­
du ly  buixlened.

If you  live  in th e  residen tia l 
a re a  o f a  c ity  o r  to w n  con tain ing  
a f irs t o r second class post office, 
y o u r m ail is now  d e liv e re d  to 
yo u r hom e only once a day  r a th ­
e r  th a n  tw ice a day. T here  is also 
a b e tte r  th a n  even  chance th a t  
you w ill not get it u n til afternoon . 
I f  you  have  a business in  one of 
these  cities w hich is located  in  a 
so -called  “business a re a ” you 
m ay  get m ore deliveries.* H ow ­
ever. if yo u r office o r business is 
located  in a  “res id en tia l a re a ”, 
you  m ust s tru g g le  along  w ith  a 
sing le  da ily  delivery .

O f course, m any  read e rs  liv ing  
in  se m i-ru ra l a re a s  beyond th e  
o u t-sk irts  of th e  c ities and  tow ns, 

 ̂ and  on farm s, a re  g lad  to  get 
> th e ir  m ail only once a day. B ut 

in  add ition  to  cu rta ilin g  de livery  
serv ice, th e  P ost Office D ep a rt­
m en t has m ade -sweeping cu ts  in  
p ick  ups from  s tre e t le t te r  boxes 
in  cities and  tow ns. I t  has also 
elim inated* m uch of th e  n igh t 
w o rk  in  post offices w hich fo r­
m erly  w as such  a g rea t he lp  in  
m oving th e  m ail qu ick ly  and  e f­
fic ien tly . These la t te r  cu ts w ill 
b e  fe lt by  everybody  w ho w rite s  
to  o r receives m ail from  cities. 
T h is m eans you.

Why the Cuts Were Ordered
F o r th e  f irs t tim e since  th e  es­

tab lish m en t of th e  post office on 
th is  con tinen t n ea rly  260 years  
ago, w e find ou f A m erican  postal 
Service tak in g  a s tep  backw ard f 
W hy? W e a re  to ld  th a t  th e  cu ts 
w ere  o rdered  to  save m oney and 
to  b rin g  th e  P ost O ffice D e p a rt­
m en t budget w ith in  th e  am ount 
suggested  by  C ongressional lead ­
ers. T his m ay be true . If  it  is true .

i t  seem s s tran g e  th a t  th e  m en 
w ho n m  th e  P ost Office D ep art­
m en t a re  m ak in g  no ap p a ren t a t­
te m p t to  save m oney in  w ays 
o th e r  th a n  th e  c u rta ilm en t of se r­
vice. Is  i t  no t possible th a t  these 
cu ts  in  se rv ice  w ere  eng ineered  to 
d iv e r t pub lic  a tte n tio n  from  the 
acu te  need  fo r s tream lin in g  and 
fu r th e r  m echanizing th e  postal 
service?

Reorganization is Urgently 
Needed

M any people claim  th a t  the 
postal serv ice  is grossly m ism an­
aged. I do no t know  w h e th e r th a t 
is tru e , b u t th e re  doubtless are 
m any  instances of inefficiency 
and  stu p id ity  w hich  cost us ta x ­
payers  heavy  expend itu res. For 
exam ple, look ca re fu lly  a t the  
post office opera ting  in  your v i­
cin ity . N ote th e  large  n u m b er of 
old ones w hich cost m ore to  run  
and  m ain ta in  th a n  t h e y  are 
w orth . The H oover Com m ission 
found  th a t  th e  average age ol 
th ese  postal vehicles w as 1 5 ^  
years.

T he n ex t tim e  you a re  in your 
post office, glance in to  w here  the  
m ail is being  handled . You will 
find  obsolete equ ipm en t and  lay 
o u t u n adap ted  to  m oving th e  m ail 

i as qu ick ly  and  as cheap ly  as pos- 
' sible. I t  is t ru e  th a t  th e  post of» 
I lice  does no t con tro l th e  am ounts 
pa id  to  ra ilroads, steam ship  and 

; a irlines fo r m oving th e  m ail. N or 
does it  con tro l th e  inexcusably  
heavy  volum e of g o v e r n m e n t  
m ail w hich  it m ust hand le  a t a 
loss. I t  can, how ever, contro l* its 
ow n em ployees and  ought to  re ­
vam p its p rocedu res before  .re ­
so rting  to  cu rta ilin g  services.

P. O. Cuts Mean Higher Prices
T he slow dow n in m ail m ove­

m en ts w ill becom e w orse by 
ea rly  fa ll w hen  m ail volum e n o r­
m ally  increases. A lready , delays 
of from  24 to  48 hours a re  being 
rep o rted  in  th e  d e liv e ry  of f irs t 
class le tte rs . M ail o rd e r  business­
es  and  those  firm s w hich  depend 
ch iefly  on  rap id  tu rn o v e r  to  keep  
above th e  b reak -ev en  po in t w ill

ploym ent is bound to  occur. This 
w ill resu lt in  h ig h er p rices fo r 
m erchandise. A no ther e ffec t w ill 
be an  ev en tu a l d ro p  in posta l re ­
venues. A n ill-conceived  plan 
like  th is  is bound to  backfire . I t  
is false  econom y of th e  w orst 
type.

T hese poorly  p lanned  postal 
cu ts reflec t th e  confusion w hich 
p rev a il in  official c i r c l e s  in 
W ashington. M ore d i s t u r b i n g  
still, especially  in  th is  instance, 
is th e  ap a th y  of o u r people. A l­
though the  m ajo rity  of o u r people 
a re  g rave ly  affected  by  these  
changes, y e t ve ry  few  have a c ­
tive ly  objected . These cu ts r e ­
ceive su rp ris in g ly  little  a tten tion  
from  th e  m asses of th e  people. 
Ind iffe rence  such  as th is  has r e ­
su lte d  in  loss of l ib e rty  in  o th er 
lands. S hall we, too, lose ou r 
r ig h ts  and  services, and  u ltim a te ­
ly  o u r lib e rty , by  neglect and  in ­
action.
