“W hen G e rh a rd t E isler w as perm itted  to  escape on th e  M to ry , 
th e  U nited  S ta te s  sen t to  th e  E ast of G erm any  a com peten t leader 
and  a v indictive enem y of th e  U nited  S tates.

The m any  m yriad  m elodies th a t 
blend in to  th is  m aste rfu l piece of 
m usic a re  in trica te ly  w orked to ­
gether and  th e  m usic, if p layed  
by sm alle r groups, sound d is­
connected.

W HAT MAKES A HABIT desir­
able or undesirable? Some­

times it  seems to be mostly tbe 
effect the particular habit has on 
parents! Take clothes sucking in 
which a lot of children seem to find 
comfort. It is fundamentally annoy­
ing to see a child with a sleeve or 
the point of his collar in his mouth. 
Mild suggestion that he doesn't look 
his most attracive when sucking a t 
his clothing and pointing out how 
much nicer clothes look without 
telltale dam p spots—these are gen­
tle ways of discouraging the habit. 
But constant nagging and letting 
the child see how it gets on your 
nerves m ay cause him to hold on 
to a babyish pastime long after be 
might have otherwise dropped it.

Actually, there aren’t many 
ehiUisb habits that are worth 
a mother's worry. Those which 
should cause you concern are 
the ones - Which Indicate that 
tbe child Is a step or two be­
hind in his emotional adjust­
ments. httbility to play with 
other children Is a seiious lag, 
as is a constant unwillingness 
to do what you ask. This latter 
is a stage, called negativism, 
that two-year-olds go through, 
as any parent can tell you. But 
If prolonged beyond ^onr or 
five the child, for som^ reason.
Is probably using no as a weap­
on against bis parents. Because 
by then a child should have 
learned that it Is more fun. and 
decidedly to bis advantage, to 
be cooperative at least part of 
the time.
Failure In school, night terrors 

and serious feeding problems are 
other signs of m aladjustm ent that 
parents should be concerned about. 
Sometimes it requires* the help of a

psychiatrist to get at the basic 
trouble—but often thoughtful pap« 
ents can discover by close obser­
vation what is causing their child 
so much unhappiness. For example, 
is it jealousy of a younger or older 
brother or sister? Often this is ex­
pressed in the opposite way you d 
expect, such as in extrem ^ dem­
onstrativeness. Making a fuss over 
the baby m ay seem to a child whe 
is worried about the loss of part 
of his mother’s love to be a way 
winning more of her approval.

Then there is habitual bchav- 
lor that, while not serious in it­
self. may handicap the child in 
making f r i e n d s .  Excessive 
roughness In play and pri>- 
longed sulkiness come in this 
category. Usually these result 
from Improper handling and 
guidance—that Is, father plays 
roughly with his son from boy­
hood, glorying in tbe child’s 
hardihood. The y o u n g s t e r  
doesn't know that other chil­
dren don’t welcome the maul­
ing his father enjoys.
The important thing is for par­

ents to  see their child’s annoying 
habits in proper perspective. Most 
of them are harmless, so trivial 
that they are belter overlooked. 
Others are signs of serious diffi­
culties. wordless cries for help ir. 
learning how to live comfortably 
and happily in the world. Still 
others, such as hnbitual rudeness, 
are stumbling blocks in the way 
to being ‘accepted by others. P a r­
ents should try to grow in under­
standing of thoir child's needs fer 
guidance and not create additional 
tensions by reacting strongly to 
every small departure from becom­
ing behavior.

If  tb c  s ta te  of M ichigan can 

con tinue  th e  sam e ra te  of per 
cap ita  paym en t to  cities, to w n ­
ships and villages in  sales tax  
refunds as it d id  la s t year, the  
c ity  o f P lym ou th  w ill nex t year 
receive as its sh a re  of sales tax  
refunds m ore th a n  $40,000.

T his to ta l is based upon the  in­
creased population  of P lym outh  | 

j and th e  expectancy  th a t  th e  s ta te  j 
sales tax  re fu n d s w ill continue at 
th e  sam e ra tio  as a t p resent. '

P lym ou th  las t y e a r  received 
■ som ething like  $32,000 from  the  ; 
' s ta te  sales ta x  refunds. This 
: am oun t w as based  upon a popu- 
1 la tio n  of 5.360. T he new  census 
j  gives P ly m o u th  a to ta l popula- 
; tio n  of 6,649. M any believe th a t 
I th is  to ta l should  b e  h igher as 
; th e re  have  been  rep o rts  th a t 
' som e fam ilies w ere  overlooked 
e n tire ly  by  th e  census takers . B ut 
th e  es tim ated  incom e to  th e  city  
tre a su ry  from  th e  s ta te  is based 
upon th e  to ta l popu lation  figure 
given out by th e  census head­
q u a rte rs .

T here  is a possible h itch , how ­
ever, as to w hen P lym ou th  and 
o th e r  M ichigan cities w ill receive 
th is  increase— and th e re  is also a 
question as to  ju s t  how  m uch the 
Increase w ill be.

A ud ito r G eneral A ten  advised 
T he P lym ou th  M ail a  few  days 
ago th a t  he had  no t y e t received 
from  th e  fed e ra l governm en t a 
certifica tion  as to  th e  new  popu­
la tion  count w ith in  th e  sta te . He 
declares th a t  a ll p aym en ts to  the  
various governm en ta l u n its  en ­
title d  to  sales ta x  refunds, w ill 
fo r th e  p resen t be m ade upon the  
1940 census tabu la tion . Som e c it­
ies have  h s k d ^ h im  to  m ake pay ­
m en ts  of th e  increased am ounts 
sim ply  upon th e  p ress reports 
given ou t by som e of th e  census 
tak in g  officials,. T his he has r e ­
fused to do.

T here  is also a question  as to  
w h e th e r the  p e r cap ita  ra te  w ill 
remain th e  sam e u n d e r the  new  
census as  th e  old. as it a ll is d e ­
penden t upon th e  am oun t of 
sales ta x  m oney collected.

T he s ta te  m akes paym en ts to  
P lym ou th  and  o th e r  m un ic ipa li­
ties  in  fo u r q u a rte r ly  periods 
d u rin g  th e  year. T hese paym ents 
a re  m ade in  Ja n u a ry , A pril, Ju ly  
and  O ctober. P ly m o u th  has r e ­
ceived tw o paym en ts so fa r  th is  
year, th e  am ounts be ing  based 
upon th e  1940 census.

U pon th e  
old census fig u re  P lym ou th  w as 
paid abou t $8,000. T he A pril p a y ­
m ent w as upon a p e r  capita  absis 
of $1.53 p e r person.

The n ex t paym en t w hich  is due  
m  O ctober m ay be based  upon 
th e  new  census figures, p rovid ing  
th e  a u d ito r  genera l gets th e  cen­
sus certification  from  th e  govern ­
m ent in  W ashington. If  h e  does 
not get it, th e  O ctober paym en t 
w ill be based upon th e  sam e cen­
sus figui*es as w ere  used fo r th e  
J a n u a ry  and  A pril paym ents.

The to ta l p e r  cap ita  paym ent 
fo r the  en tire  y e a r  ~ of 1949 
am ounted to S6.13 cen ts for each 
resident of a  city, tow nsh ip  or 
village. T here  a re  m any  com m u­
nities in  M ichigan like  P lym outh  
w hich show  a su b stan tia l in ­
crease in population. A few  show  
a decrease. I f  th e  sales t a x i in -  
crease does no t m ain ta in  a  s im i­
la r  increase as docs th e  pop u la ­
tion, th e  to ta l paym en ts fo r th e

resto red  th ro u g h  th e  U nited  N ations, i t  is a lready  ev iden t th a t in te r­
n a tio n a l body is w ithou t potency and  th a t  th e re  is no hope for us in 
th a t.

‘T h a t  body is sta lem ated  beyond hope, excep t as a  U nited N a­
tions organization  of free  nations, w ith  R ussia and  h e r sate llites 
ou t of it.

“If  ou r policy is “do lla r d ip lom acy of th e  new  order,” th a t sca t­
te rin g  of ou r w ealth  th ro u g h o u t th e  w orld  in  th e  hope th a t  we can 
buy nations and  in fluence th e ir  decisions, th e n  w e have failed, for no 
n a tion  has given an o th er subven tions of so g rea t an am ount as the  
U nited  S ta te s  has been hand ing  to  G rea t B rita in ; y e t th e re  is a 
tendency  even  in  th a t  coun try  to seek a  n e u tra l position betw een 
th e  U nited S ta tes  and  S oviet Russia.

“I t cost us $11,000,000,000 to  buy  an  enem y, Soviet R ussia; how 
m uch did  it cost us to  buy  frigh tened  n c u tra b ?

“No m a tte r  w hat th e  outcom e o f th e  K orean  situation , w hether 
it  be  localized o r leads to  a  genera l w ar, no n a tion  w ill long be able 
to  rem ain  neu tra l.

“E ither th ey  a re  fo r us or against us.
‘T h a t  N o rth ern  K orea w as being  p repared  for w ar has been 

know n for a t least a  year.
“As soon as S oviet R ussia conquered  C hina, w ith  th e  aid  of the  

A m erican s ta te  d ep artm en t, th e  n e x t s teps w ere inev itab le  unless 
stopped.

‘T h e  n e x t ‘Steps w ere K orea, B urm a, F rench  Indo-C hina. the 
Ph ilipp ines. T hen  th ey  w ould  a tte m p t to  d riv e  Gen. M acA rthur out 
of Jap an . T ha t w ould p robab ly  be th e  first step  in th e ir  m arch  of 
em pire  tow ard  the  U nited S tates.

“A nd on th e  o th er side, th e re  is G erm any  to  conquer, and  Iran , 
and  Iraq  and  even T urkey.

“W e a re  facing one of those m ovem ents th a t  has changed the  
course of hum an  history. A nation  w hich p refe rs  w hodunits to  h is­
to ry  canno t be su re  th a t  it  q u ite  unders tands th e  m arch of em pire.

“A lexander, C aesar, G enghis K han, N apolaon, H itler — th ere  
have  been predecessors to  S ta lin , bu t th e  p a tte rn s  o f th e ir  activ ities 
do  no t v a ry  loo m uch.

“T hey  m ove w h erev er th ey  can and  w hen they  succeed, they  
b u ild  enorm ous s ta tes  th a t  seem  to  encom pass th e  en tire  hum an  race.

“B ut never q u ite  a ll of it, because a lw ays th ey  expand  beyond 
th e ir  tensile  s tren g th ; a lw ays th e re  is a  crack ing  of th e  controls, 
p a rticu la rly  on th e  periphery  of em pire.

“M eanw hile  h u m an ity  suffers.
“Those w ho conduct th e  foreign  policy of th e  U nited  S ta tes 

should  hav e  know n and  understood all this. I t  is w ritten  in  the  s to ry  
of m an ’s  in h u m an ity  to  m an. B u t th ey  d id  no t understand .

“They confused obstina te  p riv a te  judgm en ts  fo r high princip les.”

E v e r y  time a Canadian National 
passenger train goes through 

a tunnel some traveller wants to 
know bow long it is and every time 
a train crosses a long bridge some­
body on board asks “How long and 
how high is it?” “Whys”, “whats”, 
“bows”, and so forth are not the 
private property of youngsters and 
every railroad man. especially if 
he belongs to a train crew, needs 
to be something of an encyclo­
paedia as well as a railroader.

Now. to provide the answers to 
all such questions that might be 
asked about the Canadian National 
Railways would be an impossibility. 
There are more than 33,000 miles 
of track on the Canadian National, 
something more than 6,500 bridges 

and more than 
63 apertures that 
are classified as 
tunnels. As a 
matter of gen­
eral interest, the 
longest bridge is 
6593 feet and it 
is the Victoria 
Bridge spanning 
th e S t. L a w ­

rence River at Montreal. The high­
est bridge la over the Niagara 
River and it rises 250 feet from 
water level to the base of the rails. 
The longest tunnel like the longest 
bridge also happens to be at Mont­
real and it is the tunnel leading

from Central Station under Mount 
Royal. It is 16.641 feet or 3.3 miles 
long and it is double tracked 
throughout. Just in case this other 
matter is worrying you any, there 
are more than 5,000 stations on 
the Canadian National Railways.

On the Canadian National there 
are more than 87 million ties and 
the rails are fastened to them by 

^ ore than 429 million spikes.
\  Six to eight tons of coal are suf­
ficient to meet the annual needs of 
the average householder. To keep 
the trains moving, the CNR burns 
about 440 carloads a day and has 
an average annual consumption of 
between seven and eight million 
tons.

Last year, almost 19 million 
people travelled on the CNR. To 
provide them with meal service, 
the company operated S3 dining 
cars and 27 cafe cars. Among the 
many items slocked by these cars 
were 68.500 pieces of silverware. 
91,500 pieces of china ware and 32.- 
700 pieces of glassware. Two hun­

dred and sUty-three chefs and 
codks were employed to prepare 
the meals which were served by 
330 waiters. The cars themselves 
were under the supervision of 111 
stewards.

Bedding used in the sleeping car 
service is nearly enough to supply 
a town of about 20,000 population. 
On its 366 sleeping cars, the com­
pany uses 16,300 blankets, 42,000 
sheets, 36,300 pillow slips and 52,- 
300 face towels.

Fish Plentiful- 
Minnows Scarce

B efore P lym outh  ang lers  take  
off on  th a t fish ing trip , th ey  
should  take  some advice from  the 
conservation  d e p a rtm en t abou t 
bait. B iggest headache to  ba it 
dealers, according to  th e ir  re ­
po rts  to  th e  conservation  d e p a rt­
m ent, is no t a lack  of business 
b u t too m uch of it—for scarce 
large-size  m innow s.

The d e p a rtm en t po in ts ou t a n ­
g lers m ight ease th e  s itua tion  by 
not tak in g  a la rg e r  supp ly  of ba it 
th an  needed for th e  fish ing  trip . 
A considerable am oun t of bait is 
w asted. A no ther conservation  
m easure  suggested  is th a t  th e  
fishing p a rty  no t insist on g ian t 
m innow s w hen sm alle r ones or 
o th e r  bait m ight ac tua lly  be m ore 
desirab le  fo r ce rta in  types of 
fishing. P erch  a n d  ea lico  bass, for 
exam ple, w ould be e q u a lly  ap t 
to  s tr ik e  a sm alle r m innow .

W hen large  m innow s are  in 
tig h t supply , w alleyes and  black 
bass fisherm en  m ight n o t go 
w rong in choosing n ig h t craw lers  
o r o th e r  live bait. F rogs a re  con­
sidered  ideal bass bait.

The d ep a rtm en t’s fish  division 
again  cautions fisherm en  against 
dum ping  unused m innow s and 
o th er live fish in  th e  w ater.

F in a l reports  fo r 1949 from  
conservation  d ep artm en t license 
agen ts confirm  previous estim ates 
of a reco rd -b reak in g  h igh  for 
fish ing  and  d ee r hun ting  license 
sales and  a new  high in  revenue 
from  ail hun ting  and fish ing  l i ­
censes.

The s ta te  took in a  to ta l of 
$5,098,609 in  1949 fo r h u n tin g  and 
fish ing  license sales. P rev ious 
h igh revenue  w as $4,985,711 in
1948.

R esident fish ing  licenses sold 
in  1949 increased  to  819,702 from  
th e  1948 h igh  of 807.911 and  a n ­
n u a l non residen t fish  licenses 
rose to  127,430 from  121.745. T em ­
p o ra ry  non residen t fish  to ta led  
154.740, sligh tly  less th a n  in  1948 
w hen  160,245 w ere  sold.

Sale  of tro u t stam ps increased 
from  169.498 in 1948, f irs t y ear 
th ey  w ere  required ,, to  182.058 in
1949.

R esident d eer h u n te rs  bought 
a record  375,077 licenses in  1949 
as com pared  to  th e  p rev ious high 
of 373,146 in  1948. F ew er non ­
res id en ts  bought d e e r hun ting  li­
censes, 7,212 in 1949, 8,012 in 
1948.

lion do lla rs. I t  has been used by 
' o f thousands of bankers, 

m anu factu rers , m erchan ts and 
investo rs  to  forecast business 
conditions. W hen reading  th is  
ch a rt, how ever, it  is, necessary  to  
rea lize  th a t  it forecasts “d an g e r” 
w hen  it is reg istering  the  highest 
p ro sperity , w hen stocks a re  go­
ing up. and  w hen fu ll em ploy­
m en t ex ists . This “upside-dow n” 
read in g  is w hat fools people. 

Don't Be Fooled by Prosperity
H ence, w hen a c rash  comes, 

th e re  is no public  w arn ing : it 
com es as a  te rrif ic  “b o lt o u t o f a  
c le a r  b lue  sky” to  m ost business­
m en. In  m y fo rty  y ea rs  I  have  
aeen six  of these, one in  1907, 
1914, 1921. 1932. 1937 and  1942. 
W hen th e  n ex t one com es it w ill 
again  appear as a  g rea t su rp rise  
to  95% of th e  people, especially  
young businessm en w ho have 
n ev er been  seriously  caugh t b e ­
fore.

T he  fu tu re  of m any  businesses 
depends v e ry  large ly  on keeping  
in  step  w ith  th e  m ark e t trends. 
Today th e re  a re  m any good a r ­
gum ents fo r continued  good busi­
ness. Am ong these  a re  th e  in fla ­
tio n a ry  p ressu re , and  th e  m ili­
ta ry  expend itu res, and  th e  c iv il­
ian  supplies w hich w e a re  sen d ­
ing abroad. But, w hen  I th in k  of

o u r consum er in sta llm en t in d eb t­
edness, of th e  hom es w hich are  
being  bought w ith  alm ost no 
dow n paym ents, and  of th e  a t t i ­
tu d e  of lab o r leaders I am  b e a r­
ish.

As I look back, how ever, over 
th e  last fo rty  y ea rs  I find th a t  
bankers  have  usually  been  too 
ea rly  in  th e ir  fo recasts bo th  of 
prosperity__,M d of gloom. Thiri 
m eans th a t /  th e y  have  tu rn e d  
b earish  a y ea r or tw o before  th e  
b ea r m ark e t rea lly  cam e, and  a l­
so tu rn e d  bu llish  a y e a r o r tw o 
too early . H ence, I d iscard  both  
th e  opinions of op tim istic  young 
businessm en, and  of o lder pessi­
m istic bankers, b u t I  am  content 
to  w atch  m y C hart.

Employ More Young People
On th e  o th er hand, every  suc­

cessful business needs vigorous 
and  optim istic  young people as 
w ell as conservative  o ldsters. 
S ta tis tics  on business fa ilu res w ill 
show  th a t  d isasters  have come 
w hen  e ith e r  th e  execu tives w ere 
a ll young o r a ll old. T his is v e ry  
im p o rtan t to  rem em ber. I t  m eans 
th a t  business firm s to  be success­
fu l should  have th e ir  executives 
consist of both  young and  old,— 
as w ell as m en and  wom en.

Y ounger people have  m ore en ­
ergy, a re  m ore susceptib le  to  new  
ideas and  do no t becom e se t in 
th e ir  w ays as w e o lder ones do. 
T his is especially  im p o rtan t a t  
th e  p resen t tim e as o u r n a tio n  is 
in  a  tru ly  N ew  E ra  w hich  w e

older ones do not like  b u t w hich 
th e  younger ones—w ho knew  not 
th e  “good old days”—are  a d ju s t­
ed to  and  a re  conten t w ith . One 
m ore th ing  fo r m e personally  to 
th in k  over in th is connection:— 
W hen recen tly  going over my 
record  of incom e these past fo rty  
y ea rs  I find  th a t—even before 
taxes— it w as at its m axim um  
w hen  I w as only 50 y ea rs  old. 
A pparen tly , I have been slipping 
a little  ever since— T his should 
be a w arn ing  to  m iddle-aged  
readers!

Importance ox Pensions
The above m akes m e believe 

th a t  th e  rage  fo r pensions m ay be 
a good th in g  fo r s tockholders as 
w ell as fo r w agew orkers. U nlike 
m any  w age increases, w hich 
come w holly  out of th e  stock ­
holders o r those w ho purchase 
th e  fac to ry ’s products, th is  is not 
so w ith  con tribu to ry  pensions. 
Pensions m ay be an  excellen t in ­
vestm en t fo r the  com pany be­
cause th ey  should keep  th e  o r­
gan ization  v irile  and  give the  
younger and  m ore efficien t ones 
som ething to  look fo rw ard  to.
