AMENDMENTS ARE O.K.

We see nothing wrong about the three proposed amend-
ments the city commission has decided to submit to the vot-
ers of Plymouth for their approval this fall. If enacted, they
will bring about changes which ought to make a better local
government.

There is some doubt now as to the necessity of the pro-
posal to restrict elective city officials to two terms. But it
can do no hurt and it does make necessary the selection of
new officials every fou)*-years, no one person being allowed
to serve on the commission longer than that period.

It is not surprising that such an amendment has been
proposed in view of the mess that existed for nearly a dozen
years or more in our local government. But that condition
was eliminated sometime ago and there is nothing to indicate
that Plymouth will ever be faced with such a situation again.

While it is possible that there might have been some
thinking about this situation when the amendment was dis-
cussed, we believe that the real purpose which inspired its
presentation was the commendable desire of the present com-
mission to make it mandatory that new “blood” be injected
into the city government at least once in four years.

There are many states which provide that a governor
can serve but one four year term. These states have found
that they have benefitted by such a restriction. If some states
have found it beneficial, there is no reason why Plymouth
should not find it of benefit in the local administration of
public affrirs.

FOOL THINGS WE'VE GOT TO STOP DOING.

A Vermont United States senator the other day declared
that there was a “fraud” and a “hoax” and a “fast move in
behalf of the oleomargarine industry” in connection with
the failure of the government to utilize our vast stores of
butler, cheese and potatoes for us by our military forces.

A Washington newspaper dispatch asserted that the im-
mediate cause for the Vermont senator’s bitter attack upon
the Brannan plan, was due to the fact that Secretary of Agri-
culture Brannan had issued a statement in which he “regret-
ted” to say that military services must keep on spending tax
dollars for butter, cheese and potatoes, despite the fact that
the Agriculture Department has warehouses, caves and holes
in the ground filled with the same commodities, bought to
support farm prices, and now in danger of spoiling.

The secretary’s explanation came as he ask€>d the House
Agriculture Committee for $50,000,000 to pay transportation
costs so he can give away the perishable surpluses before
they all go’up in one big smell.

Worrying Brannan are 192.000,000 pounds of butter and
80,000,000 pounds of cheese, plus something over $100,000,000
worth of potatoes.

Brannan’s staff explain that the Commodity Credit Corp.,
titular owner of the big hx)d supply, cannot sell to the ex-
panding military services “because the law says we cannot
sell in competition with the regular markets and, because,
whenever we do sell, we must charge our purchase price
plus 5 per cent.”

“But they never tell you about the fine print in the law,”
complains Senator Aiken. “They always forget about the pro-
vision authorizing the secretary to sell, anywhere, at any
price, goexis threatened with spoilage.”

The usually-mild-manner® Vermonter accuses Brannan
of two motives: A desire to propagandize his own Brannan
plan for handling surpluses, and an affinity for the newly
blossomed oleo industry.

“Under the law as it now stands,” says Aiken, “Brannan
could get rid of all his butter by simply selling it, at oleo
prices, to the military, to hospitals and to other institutions
which now use margarine as a butter substitute.

“But of course that would infuriate the oleo industry, to
which, the recent past has shown, Mr. Brannan has a strange
affinity.”

Dgring April, May and June 348,800,000 pounds of butter
were produced. Of that total 87.900,000 pounds were bought
for Secretary Brannan s storage caves while the military was
simultaneously buying 8,007,859 pounds for $5,483,782.

In the same period, the CCC bought 55,300.000 pounds of
chgese, or nearly one fifth of the 296.900.000 pounds produced
while the military was spending another $2,400,000 in tax
cash to buy about 800,000 pounds of cheese for its own use.

Congressman Dondero Does Not
Favor Blanket Powers for Harry

In a statement Issued this week,
Congi'es.sman George A. Dondero
of this district, points out the fact
that the so-called Defense Pro-
duction Act just given to con-
gress by the President’s office, if
enacted in its present form, would
give to the President all of the
powers of a dictator.

The 17th district congressman
makes it clear that he favors all-
out efforts to build the military
might of the nation, but that he
I'egards control by the President
of our entire economic system as
something not needed or desir-
able.

Congressman Dondero says:

"Before the Congress now- is a

designated as the "Defen.se
I"’oduction Act of 1950.” It i<a
bill prepared by the White H>nise
secretariat and sent by the Presi-
dent to Capitol Hill on a "take it
or leave it” basis.

"By means of this bill. Con-
gress is asked for the grant of*
special war powers enabling the
President to gear the nationpl
economy to the war effort m
South Korea, and elsewhere,
when, if and as it may become
necessary.

“Now this would be all right, if
the powers demanded by tht
President were no more then
those granted his predecosior
during World War II. It would be
all right, if the powers demanded
conformed both in spirit and in
letter to the title under which
the bill was presented to Con-
gress and to the public.

"But the bill is not a Defense
Production Act only. It is some-
thing that goes far beyond mat-
ters of defense production. It is a
bill which would give the Chief
Executive, personally, powers to
regiment the people completely:
powers so excessive that it is
doubtful, once granted, they ever
could be abolished. Passage of
this bill, as it stands, inevitably, I
believe, would result in Social-
ism ana eventual dictatorship in
this country.

"Supporters of the measure
argue that it provides only for
limited war powers, exercised in-
directly. They point out that no
provision is made for consumer
rationing and price controls. But
their argument is spitious and
utterly misleading, because of
the powers which the hill actual-
ly would grant.

“The bill provides for priori-
ties and allocations of all goods
and materials required in war
production. So far. so good. Per-

“The preamble to the .section
of the bill relating to ci'edit con-
trols sets forth that such con-
ti'ols would be exercised only
over consumer and real estate
credit. But further idong. hidden
in a mas.s of vci-biage. th* bill
effectively gives the President
full power over all kinds of cren-
it. This bf’comcs appaixnt only
after eaieful .study.

"Now the American economy
is largely a credit economy. Lit-
tle cash changes hands in the
coui'se of busincss. except fo-
minor purchases of consume!

PJymoulli star gazers have a
treat in .store if they lake the
time next w'cek to look up into
the blue heavens along about 10
o’clock each night between Aug-
ust 9 to 13. providing no clouds
cover the sky.

There is going to be a great
shower of meteors around 10
o’clock each night, beginning
next week Wednesday and con-
tinuing through the 13th of Aug-
ust. advises Dr. Hazel M. Losh,

a.ssi.stant professor of astronomy i

at the University of Michigah.
She .states that the shower should
be at its best on the night of Aug-
ust 11.

This will be the annual Pcrscid
meteor shower, she reports, that
is considered the most conspicu-
ous and dependable of this year’s
displays. Last year, a full moon
dimmed the view but Dr. Losh
says that won’t happen this time
since the moon, roaches a new
pha.se on August 13.

“Around this date, the Earth in
its annual circuit around the Sun
crosses the path of this swarm
of meteors.” she explains. “Con-
sequently. many of the meteors
find their way into the Earth’s
|atmosphere. The resulting fric-
jtion sets them on fire and they
become visible.”

Since the meteors dart and flit
acros.s the sky from a point in the
general direction of tne constell-
ation Perseus, the meteor show-
er has been named the Perseids.
Dr. Lo.<h says these meteors must
be distributed in a nearly uni-
form ring along their orbit since
they appear almo.st as numerous
every year.

“All meteors have certain fam-
iily resemblances.” Dr. Losh re-
jports. “The Perseids are yellow
.and move with medium velocity.
This particular shower is believ-
;ed to have some connection with
;a comet that appeared in 1862,
lalthough recoids show observa-
"tions of these meteors as early as
811 A.D. Thev are often referred
to as the tears of St. Lawrence.”

While the meteors provide the
spectacular feature. August skies
also will present other attract-
ions. Consult any good astronimi-
cal map and you’ll be able to look
directly south and overhead and
trace out two giant constellations.
Ophiuchus and Hercules, Dr,
Losh says. Two fairly bright stars
are the heads of these sl«- pic-
tures with the brighter marking
a starting point for Ophiuchus,
the Serpent Charmer.

No maps will be needed to
check on two of the planets that
will be conspicuous objects dur-
ing the month. After sunset and
until midnight Mars will be in
the western sky near the horizon,
Bright Jupiter, rising in the
southeast soon after sunset, will
be an increasingly conspicuous

By August 25, Jupiter will reach
the meridian, the highest p*iinl of
its path across the sky, by niirl-
night and remain above tht* hori-
zon all night long. August 27 will
see the full moon pass just one
degree south of Jupiter to pro-
vide another interesting .specta-
cle for August sky watchers.
The other planets will not be so
co-operative. Saturn will be dif-
ficult to observe in the western
tw’ilight while Mci-
cury will make a brief appear-
ance in the same spot and at the
same time for a few days around
August 21. Venus will be a bright
spot in the eastern sky but won’t
appear until two hours before
sunrise.

story. And he was the greatest of
an the kings of lIsrael, who sub-
dued the petty kingdoms around
his domain and brought it to its
widest eittent—from the mountains
of Leban<m to the borders of Egypt
and from the Mediterranean sea
to the Euphrates river.

When David’s dominion was
firmly established, he proposed to
build a temple unto God. to replace
the worn tabernacle. But. through
Nathan the prophet the Lord for-
bade him to build the temple and
he had to be content in gathering
materi®a and in leaving the task
to hig' soa;”™ Solomon. But God
promised David an everlasting
kingdom. The verification of his
promise must be found.

On the
basis of sober judgment many of
our American observers consider
a major disaster well within the
range of possibility in view of the
over-all world situation. Are we
better, prepared to face this even-
tuality, or to exert a supreme ef-
fort to forestall it, than were
those first American troops who
took such brutal punishment at
the hands of the Communist vet-
erans on Korea? With ample
warning as to the probable na-
ture of another war, what were
ithe reactions and ACTTIONS of so
Ideplorably many American peo-
ple here at home? Did they turn
to God in prayer for the safety
and victory of our sorely out-
jnumbered and meagerly supplied
American boys? Did they crowd
into our churches, pleading with
God for forgiveness and patience
with our nation to spare us from
the ravages and horrors of a ter-
rible, all-out war, involving our
cities and civilians, and to pres-
erve us from a defeat*loo horri-
ble to contemplate? Did we come
forward with the spirit of free
men who treasure their freedoms,
like our fathers, *“pledging our
Lives, our Fortulies and our sa-
cred Honor?” God forgive us!
but the great majority of us did
none of those things. Many of us
thought only of ourselves. We
presented a miserable picture:
Wiith huge stockpiles of food
available in almost every cate-
gory and another bumper crop
coming off the fields, we began
to grab and hoard with little
thought of the consequences for
others, or for ourselves. Profit-
eers began again to rear their
traitorous heads in the excessive
markups on consumer goods.
What comfort we must have giv-
en our enemies who could point
to us as a “free people, reacting-
‘heroically’ to a national crisis.”
However, it is not too late to re-
deem the situation; there is still
time, but it. is HIGH TIME!
Think of Jonah the Prophet, pro-
claiming the doom of Nineveh:
“Yet forty days, and Nineveh
shall be overthrown!” Then look
at the people of Nineveh: “So the
people of Nineveh believed God,
and proclaimed a fast, and put on
sackcloth, from the greatest of
them even to the least of them.”
(Have we the moral fibre and
spiritual stamina to forsake our
softening materialism and to re-
turn to God and strength?) “And
God saw their works, that they
turned from their evil way; and
God repented of the evil, that He
had said tha™ He would do unto
them; and He did it not.”

Harvest time brings up the
perennial question of the wisdom
of home canning. Some home-
makers continue an extensive
schedule of canning year after
war from force of habit. Others
‘Jeel that the money saved, if any,
it worth the effort involved.

The Plymouth gardener whj
produces more than the fen.ily
can consume in its fre.sb state
finds it economically sound to
store the surplus for winter
meals. Anyone who has access to
good supplies of fresh fruits end
vegetables at really low cost will
also get busy preserving the food
bargains.

The factors which w*il decide
the advisability of canning (»
other forms of food prcservalion
are these:

First, the foods to bo piesorved
should be low in cost.

Second, the foods must be gar-
den fresh. Those which can't be
stored within several h(uirs™”
harvest time lose much ¢ their
flavor and fcmxi value and. in the
case nf vegetables, chances of
spoilage are greatly incri asixl.

Third, each homemaker must
balance the saving of money
against the time used. In count-
ing the cost of canning, it -s noc-

/ % mouill
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tops as well as the fuel to the cost
of the food. *

AFourth, the method of preserv-
ing must \x' decided upon. li a
home freezer is at hand much «f
the food will be preserved Ky
freezing. This method of preser-
vahon is not only ea'-icr than
canning but brings about less
change in texture, flavor and col-
or of foods.

Canning, of course, will bo on
the schedule if freezing-js impos-
sible. To make sure that the re-
sults *will be .sati.faclory it is
necesfTary to have suitable equip-
ment and to ffjilow the methods
that have proved to insiue suc-
cess.

Fruits and tematoc.s are best
canned in a water bath. The can-
ners on the market cons;.st of a
large, covered kettle with a rack
lo separate the jars and Kkeep
thi*m off the bottom. Check the
depth of the Kkettle carefully if
quart jar.s arc lo be used to make
sure it’s deep eno'igii so the wa-
ter can cover the jar tt>ps.

Low acid vegetables— i.S,
all of them with the exception of
tomatoes—meats and fi.sh must
be processed in a steam pressure
c<x)ker. Boiling water d(»cs not
permit the foo4 in the jars to
reach u high enough temperature
to insure destruction of certain
bacteria which cause low acid

Cellophane seals made of a
special cellophane, are dipped in
water, then placed over the tap
of the jar or glass, then a rubber
band is snapped on. Simple? Ex-
tra protection for jams and jel-
lies is provided by wax-paper
discs which may be placed on top
of hot jelly before scaling, to
prevent possible moisture con-
densation. No other lid, or wax
is necessary and this process pro-
vides the perfect airtight real
against moisture and all foreign
matter.

Gone are the day.s of mumbled
words during a half-hour wrest-
ling match with a lid that clings
to the jar like an octopus. The
cellophane seal removal is
achieved by the obvious and sim-
ple means of merely removing
the rubber band and the lifting
of the seal, which incidentally,
will not tear when removt'd.

Each package contains 25
sets of cellophane seals, rubber
bands, wax-paper discs, and la-
bels to identify and date the
jams or jelly.

Trees Need Drink

Like other pets, trees need
more attention and cai*e during
the *“dog days.” Unfortunately,
most home owners 'water thor;
trec.5 only as an afterthought to
thorough sprinkling of the lawn?.

At this time, seeing that your
trees slake their thirst is a .spe-
cial job in itself, advises the Ply-
mouth and Merryhill Nurseries,
Oddly enough, meeting the water
requirements of your trees helps
fulfill the water demands of your
lawn.

Roots of well-watc’ed t"ees
will not tend to come to the sur-
face to compete with the lawn
for moisture. During hot. dry
weather, if the water supply is
available, the entire root area of
each tree should bo saturated
from two to three hours once
each week. The watering should
cover the equivalent of the
branch spread. Sprinkling should
be in the form of a spray to
simulate as closely as pos.sible
natural rain fall.

Babson Discusses AdTertisers

I have just been reading a most
interesting advertisement of a
great steel company. In effect,
it constitutes a report of the prog-
ress this company has made in
its production of steel plates for
ships, bombs, and other war ma-
terials. This company has nothing
whatever to sell to the general
public, but it chooses to buy con-
siderable newspaper space to give
the people some most encourag-
ing facts.

Reliance and Returns

The public has come to rely up-
on advertisements. In countless
instances people make it a prac-
tice to read the ads first and the
news stories second. Naturally,
there is some waste in advertis-
ing; but 90% of it is to the good.
The merchant who pays a bill for
adv'ertising expects his ad to “pay
its way.” The return in merchan-
dise sales per dollar spent for
space is carefully watched.

In certain types of copy featur-
ing the sale of shoes, dresses and

various other articles of consum-
er goods, a merchant thinks he
can determine an hour after his
store opens for business whether
or not the advertisement is a suc-
cess. He fools himself by trying
to do this. Statistics show that
money spent on one daily news-
paper advertisement will be a
factor in increasing sales for a
period of some months ahead.

Don't Worry About Korea

Many believe that the consum-
ers goods industries must now
fall off and are curtailing adver-
tising. 1 cannot necessarily agiec
with this position. Whatever hap-
pens in Korea, the vast machin-
ery of manufacturing and dis-
tributing which makes up our
great retail trade must be kept
running. Besides, | am more op-
timistic on the international situ-
ation than | have been for some
years. The Koreans will get such
a punishment that it may be
many Yyears before Russia gets

some other sateliiie to try the
same stunt.

CRITIUI TEST

Chief Urges Parents to Teach
School Children Safety Hahits

“Parents, if you have a child
who is beginning school this fall
it is time to start teaching him
safe walking habits.” This re-
minder to Plymouth parents
came today from Police Chief
Lee Sackett, representative lor
the American Automobile asso-
ciation’s 1950 Pedestrian Protect-
ion contest.

“The importance of teaching
children how and where to cross
streets and the safest way to
walk to school cannot be over
emphasized,” the chipf raid.

Going to school is the first ex-
perience which many children
have in crossing streets alone, he
explained, stressing that ade-
quate preparation for this ven-
ture by parents makes the dif-
ference between a child who is
capable of safely crossing streets
and one who is in grave danger
of being struck down in traffic.

Sackett outlined the following

suggested plan for parents to
train their children in traffic
safety.

“As soon as your child is able
to walk and accompany you in
crossing streets you should em-

phasize your own safe walking
habits, explaining the procedure
of watching for cars, ciossing at
corners, obeying traffic .signals
and so forth as he becomes old
enough to understand.”

“However, if this training has
been overlooked until your child
is almost ready to enter school,
concentrated training in safe
walking habits should be con-
ducted during the weeks preced-
ing his entrance into school.”

“Before the school year begins
work out the safest route to and
from the school considering the
streets on which there is the
lightest traffic, the corners which
arc protected by police officers or
school safety patrols on duty, and
other factors. When school begins
accompany your child along this
safest route to school explaining
how to cross at each intersection.

“When he seems to know the
route and safe walking habits,
allow him to lead you on the
route to and from school. After
he has learned the way thorough-
ly he is ready to go to and from
school, equipped with safety hab-
its for his own protection.”
