1945, 
regarding his s tm c lu ra l inspect­
ion. A copy of tlia l le tter is on 
file. That report will apply U»-, 
day. as well as in 1945.

“The phv^ier*^ conditions of the 
lib rary  h^ve iiot. been ifopi'oved: 
circulation has constantly in ­
creased more than 100 pcT cent 
since the move into the pre.sent 
structure, over 800 registration; 
since March 1950. A t present 
th e re  are  over 12,000 volumes 
housed in the Plym outh brancii 
library. Magazines are having to 
be placed in stacks in back rooms.

“Having a Wayne Cruinty 
Branch Library in Plym outh has 
many advantages to its citizen.;, 
and th e re  should be no he.sita- 
tion in spending tax m<»ney for 
such a project.

th e  city and the ir possible solu­
tions. A sum m crization of his 
speech follows:

“An over-all paving program  
is necessar^^ on a four or five- 
y ear basis, since roughly m ore 
than- half of our streets are  u n ­
paved. Paving should be done on 
a system  of priorities. Farm er 
stree t should be com pleted to the 
city limiits, and G arfield should 
be taken care of to accommodate 
traffic  from  Pennim an avenue to 
A nn A rbor trail. Main street from 
Pennim an to the e a s t e r n  city 
lim its should be resurfaced. Any 
paving program , of couse, de­
pends upon w hether or not all of 
the  underground instellations of

w ater and sewer have been made.
“A fter the  necessary under­

ground installations have been 
made, curbs and gutters could be 
installed, assessed on a three- 
year basis; and afte r payment 
has been completed, blacktop in­
stalled and paid for by special 
assessment, also on a th ree-year 
basis. A ny program , however, 
depends upon financing. The city 
does not carry  a reserve large 
enough to em bark on any paving 
program .

“We can do short lengths of 
s tree t and odd jobs on sewers 
and sidew alks here and there, 
but is w ill be necessary to fi­
nance the  over-all paving pro­
gram  by a  bond issue, approved 
by a vote of the  pieople. It is my 
opinion th a t if we present a con­
servative program  of paving and 
financing to the voters from lime

“In connection w ith the parking 
problem , a t certain  tim es—es­
pecially on Friday and S atu r­
day—it is very difficult to find 
parking space near the store.s. 
There are several methods of 
solving the parking problem 
to obtain the necessary inform a­
tion to do an intelligent job. One 
method is to hire a traffic en­
gineer and do the  job ourselves. 
A nother is to engage an engineer­
ing company. A th ird  is to allow 
a bonding consultant to make the 
survey.

“Such 'i survey will show the 
parking habits of persons shop- 

I ping in Plym outh—the shopping 
- habits, the  routes traveled, and 

oftentim es from the  surveys, cx- 
j cellcnt suggestions arc obtained 
! from  shoppers relative to the 
\ parking problem  and its solution. 
I From a survey it is also deter­
mined w hat size lots should be 
constructed, the parking time 
lim its allowable, and the best 
locations of lots. Financing the 
parking lots can be done by is- 
.suing revenue bonds to be paid 
from  parking m eter funds. By 
is.suing revenue bonds no addi­
tional load would be put upon 
the taxpayers, since a portion of 
the parking m eter funds would 
be set a.side foj- bond jetirem ent.

“Almost every day someone 
speaks to me on the subj#»ct of 
annexation. In considering an­
nexation we should think of what 
the city can offer the township, 
what the town.ship can offer the 
city, and when and how to annex. 
We can offer police and fire pro­
tection, health regulations, good 
w ater supply, food establishm ent 
inspections, lower insurance p re­
miums, garbage and rubbish i*e- 
moval, snow removal, street 
maintenance, a n d  eventually, 
pavem ent. The annexed area can 
offer us room for planned expan­
sion. increased asses.sed valuation 
and an increa.'^e in population.

“I believe civic groups, such as 
Kiwanis and the Cham ber of 
Commerce, should interest them ­
selves in this project, provide 
committees for education, organ­
ize discussion groups, and tho r­
oughly fam iliarize the public 
w ith the needs of the city and 
the  tow nship before any attem pt 
is m ade to bring the m atter to a 
special election. For annexation, 
it will take  the affirm ative vote 
of the  area to  be annexed (this 
vole is kept separate) and the 
combined affirm ative vote of the 
city and the  town.ship. One of 
the jobs of the study groups 
should be to determ ine w hat area 
should be annexed, w hether or 
not the  whole tow nship should 
be considered, or only a portion.

Charles R athburn, Plym outh 
tow nship supervisor, proposed 20 
years ago, a t the tim e the  city 
incorporated, th a t the  whole 

I tow nship be incorporated as a 
I city. He certain ly  was far-sighted 
I in th is m atter and. had we fol­
lowed his advice, the  problem  
would not be facing us today.

“In conclusion, anne.xation is 
most essential to provide funds 
to carry  out a program  of im ­
provem ents in the w hole area, to 
provide additional space for 
homes and factories, and to con­
tro l zoning and planning.”

“Five years ago a very fine 
gift of building and site was made 
to the City by Mrs. Bessie D un­
ning and her daughter. M argaret 
Dunning. With the 100-plus per 
cent increase in circulation since 
tha t time, which attests to its 
value, this building is no longer 
adequate. Plym outh, w ith less 
than 2,000 square feet of space, 
has 4496 registration, 12,000 vol­
umes on the shelves, and yearly 
circulation of over 100,000. The 
need is for 4.200 to 6.000 square 
feet of space.

“An earlier report has shown 
the poor economy of try ing to 
repair and use the second floor 
of the present building. The 
Wayne County L ibrary Board is 
opposed to its u.se due to entailed 
ex tra  staff costs.

“With $4500 in the Plym outh 
City budget this year for library 
costs a s ta rt should be made. 
P lans can be draw n and accept­
ed; foundations can be laid: non- 
perLshable building supplies can 
be stocked.

“City of Plym outh registra­
tions are  48 per cent of the total. 
Rural Plym outh registrations arc 
38 per cent of the total. In the 
light of these figures it would 
seem th a t some help might be 
forthcom ing from the rural areas, 
c ither as d irect appropriations or 
as gifts.”

This was the  team  of 1902 
th a t represented Plym outh 
high school in  their games w ith 
N orthville. W eyne. Saline. 
South Lyon, Ferm ington and 
Chelsea. The school in  this 
particu lar year was a m em ber 
of the old Tri-county league 
end there  are  no records avail­
able of the  outcome of any of 
the ir games. The games in 
Plym outh w ere all played on 
the  old fair grounds and an 
average of two or th ree hun­
dred  people w itnessed them  
adm ission free. M embers of 
the  team  purchased all of their 
own football equipm ent ge^  
ting  no help of any kind from 
the school.

Mr. Evered Jollifec says he 
w ell rem em bers the old cow 
pasture in  N orthville, now the 
site  of the  fair grounds there, 
w here they used to have their 
games. Most of the  games w ere 
played either on a Friday 
afternoon or on a Saturday. 
Most of the ir visitations w ere 
m ade on the old street car sys­
tem  th a t used to serve this area 
w ith the  exception of Chelsea 
and South Lyon w here they 
w ere forced to ren t a livery rig 
in o rder to  get to those two 
towns.

ing, fresh kernel corn is an (‘qual- 
ly tasty dish. In making creamed 
style corn, the kernels are cut 
off before cooking. For whole 
kernel style, the corn is cooked 
on the cob until the milk sets, 
then cut off and cooked until 
tender.

If you have access to a good 
supply of fresh corn, it may be 
preserved for winter meals cith­
er on the cob or as cut-off corn. 
Remember that it is a rather 
difficult vegetable to can, and 
must be canned under pressure. 
Corn for freezing also needs spe­
cial care. It must be handled 
quickly to avoid flat souring 
which might develop and spoil 
the pack.

During August and most of 
September, one of the best home 
giown vegetable buys in Michi­
gan is tomatoes. Michigan grow­
ers will again supply thousands 
of tons of this healthful vegeta­
ble at economical prices. Toma­
toes arc one of the best and 
cheapest sources of Vitamin C— 
alert homemakers will serve 
them often.

We need at least one good serv­
ing of this vitamin each day and 
tomatoes rank with citrus fruits 
in our Basic Seven food groups, 
high in Vitamin C. We get the 
most food value out of tomatoes 
when we eat them raw, or fresh. 
However, they keep most of their 
vitamin value when properly 
cooked or canned.

Tomatoes are one of our easy- 
to-can vegetables. They may be 
“put up” either by hot or cold 
pack, and make a tasty and eco­
nomical w inter vegetable supply. 
For canning, figure one bushel 
of fresh tomatoes to yield 15 to 20 
quarts, depending on amount of 
waste. Buying firm, ripe toma­
toes, smooth and regular in shape 
will help avoid waste.

Then cover with a drop bis­
cuit batter made from a mix, or 
from your own recipe. Use en­
riched flour in the biscuits to 
give your family needed B-vita- 
mins and iron, as well as a won­
derful treat. Bake marmalade 
biscuits in a hot oven (450 de­
grees F.) 12 to 15 minutes.

Muggy, warm, summer weath­
er is the ideal time for the molds 
to grow that cause mildew. They 
thrive on cloth, paper, wood and 
leather. Mildew discolors, leaves 
a musty odor and causes decay.

First step in preventing mildew 
is to remove moisture. Windows 
and doors should be opened for 
airing only when the air outside 
is cooler and drier than the air 
inside. A cool night is a good 
time to freshen the air in the en­
tire house and a little heat in a 
stove will speed up the drying 
process.

Electric fans are  helpful in 
circulating the warm damp air 
out. A small electric light burn­
ing in a closet is sufficient to dry 
out the air and a fan may be used 
for circulation.

One of the chemicals available 
to absorb moisture is calcium 
chloride. If a musty odor per­
sists it may be removed by sprin­
kling chloride of lime in the a r­
eas. as on a basement floor.

A few simple rules will help 
you to prevent mildew from 
growing on elothing and other 
household articles. Never allow 
damp or wet articles to lie 
around. Stretch out to dry all 
moist or wet soiled clothing and 
unironed dampened garments. 
Sprinkle only enough pieces for 
one day’s ironing. Give leather 
articles a coat of wax before stor­
ing. Remember to wax the soles 
of shoes, too.

Squares of bread 
pudding covered with a sweet 
fruit sauce, custard sauce, or 
butterscotch sauce are favorites 
and good for the family, too.

To 
make them, remove crusts from 
enriched bread, then spread with 
softened butter or margarine. 
Cover half the slices with egg 
salad, the rest with ham salad or 
other desired filling. Cover with 
more bread, then cut into fing­
ers or squares. Give variety to 
the tray with sandwiches of party 
rye or date-nut bread spread with 
cream cheese.

Use softened butter spread to 
the very edge of the slices for 
sandwiches to keep the filling 
from soaking through. Both slices 
should be buttered—not too thick 
and not too thin, advises Elaine 
Mishler. Michigan State college 
home economist.

If you’re keeping tab of Michi- 
Igan fruits and vegetables in sea­
sonal heavy supply, put blue- 

j berries and red tart cherries high 
on the list this week.

We are fortunate in having a 
good local supply of both these 
popular small fruits. Michigan is 
especially famous for red tart 
cherries, being the number one 
state in production of tart varie­
ties. This sca.«on growers will 
harvest their largest crop in his­
tory—good news for lovers of 
cheC'Ty pie.

Depending on how well your 
family likes cherrie.s. they may be 
bought by the pound, lug or case. 
A lug or case weighs 25 pounds 
and makes about 30 pints for 
canning.

In many cases the popular 30- 
pound tin packs are more eco­
nomical for canning and freezing 
than if the homemaker buys and 
pits fresh cherries. Canning com­
panies pack them already sweet­
ened and pitted. Most frozen 
locker plants now handle the 
frozen SO-pound cans.

Cherries can add life to meals 
in many ways t»!her than in pie. 
Popular uses range all tlie w'ay 
from beverages through breads, 
cakes, desserts, meat dishes and 
salads.

While most tart cluTries arc 
sold in the frozen or canned form, 
we buy bleuberries mainly as 
fresh berries in cellophane cov­
ered pint containers. {

From now through eaify Sep­
tember is the time to Iniy blue­
berries for canning, freezing or 
eating fresh. They have a long 
season, with several “pickings” 
between now and frost time. 
Michigan. New Jersey and North 
Carolina are the three major pro­
duction states for cullivate<l blue­
berries.

They have many 
uses, no waste, keep well and 
freeze easily. They can be frozen 
either with or without sugar. '

Blueberries are most often used 
for pies and muffins, or served 
fresh with sugar and top milk 
or cream. They’re delicious in 
pancakes, waffles, fritters and 
coffeecake. Many homemakers 
use them for tasty blueberry bet- 
ty. gelatin salads, cobblers and 
jellies.

If you find a good buy in blue­
berries, it might be wise to buy 
several pints at a time. They’ll 
keep for about three weeks un­
der refrigeration. When buying, 
don’t worry about the fog that 
may be present under the cello­
phane used in packaging. I t’s 
condensed moisture from the 
berries.

Your bathing suit will give you 
longer service and more lasting 
looks if you always wash it 
promptly after wearing it, es­
pecially if you have worn it in 
chlorinated water. Dried salt or 
sand can have a bad effect on 
both the color and the fabric.

That is a 
question asked by many Ply­
mouth residents and the conser­
vation department has a few sug­
gestions.

While the conservation depart­
ment does not recommend p u r­
chasing a cottage site on any one 
particular lake in preference to 
others, it is suggesting to num er­
ous inquirers several important 
points which should be consider­
ed in choosing a lot.

“Lakes with the combination of 
good fishing water and a good 
bathing beach of course are most 
sought a f te r” reminds A. B. 
Cook, assistant state fisheries 
chief. “And they are least num­
erous since the two types of rec­
reational use generally mean 
different lake conditions.

“Gun lake, Barry county; O r­
chard lake, Oakland county: and 
Hamlin lake in Mason county are 
examples of locations in t h i s  
category. However many persons 
easily find a way of satisfying 
both requirements by locating the 
cottage on an ideal bathing lake 
which is but a short distance 
from good fishing water.”

Cook cites Higgins and Hough­
ton lakes—the former with nat­
ural bathing beaches its prime 
asset and the latter always noted 
for fine fishing. Still another 
popular vacation is locating on a 
good bathing lake which is cen­
trally located and surrounded by 
several good fishing lakes. An ex­
ample is Crystal lake in Mont­
calm county which is within 1 0  
miles of a dozen or more good 
fishing spots.

Once a person has made up 
his mind what his recreational 
demands are in term s of lake 
character and location, Cook

continues, a closer appraisal oi 
possible lot sites is warranted.

The would-be cottager should 
check: stability of lake water 
level, possible inlet and outlet 
to the lake, and whether a legal ' 
lake level ever has been set. In 
checking plat restrictions and ti­
tle records, he should determine 

! whether the lot gives him exclu- 
' sive riparian rights or whether j 
the property is subject to certaiin 
public rights. In the event ripar­
ian rights are restricted, he 
should find out if there is other 
reasonable access for boating, 
bathing and fishing. He should 
determine that good well water 
is available at reasonable depth 
and that the land is high enough 
above the lake level to allow in­
stallation of septic tank and sew­
age disposal field.

One of the best means of find­
ing out whether the lake has the 
facilities desired. Cook suggests, 
is to rent a cottage or camp on 
the lake and spend several 
weeks there if possible.

Wayne to Get New 
Mercury Plant 
Says Benson Ford

The Lincoln-Mcrciiry division 
of Ford Motor company has an­
nounced plans to build a new as­
sembly p lan t on a 179-acre site 
just wc.st of V/aync.

Benson Ford, vice president of 
Ford Motor company and general 
manager of the Lincoln-Mdrciuy 
division, said the company B 
taken options on the site and 
hopes to start construction this 
month.

The new plant will house all 
Lincoln assembly operation.s now 
being performed at the Lincoln 
plant in D'^'troit and the Mercury 
assembly line at the Rouge as­
sembly plant in Dearborn.

The new factory will have a 
production capacity of 640 cars 
per day on a two .shift basis and 
will employ more than 3,000 per­
sons.

S ta ff office;; of the Lincoln- 
Mercury division will remain at 
the Lincoln plant until the new 
Lincoln-Mcrcury division admin­
istration building at Southfield 
and- Michigan in Dearborn is 
cofirjplcted in 1952.

“This major • expansion move 
• by the Lincoln-Mercuvy divi.sion 

was made necrssaiy by the pyra­
miding demand for our products 
which has obsoleted our present 
facilities.” Mr. Ford said. “The 
Lincoln plant has long been too 
small and inefficient and we have 
been unable to expand as our 
business has increased. The Mer­
cury line at the Dearborn assem­
bly plant is to be used for Ford 
passenger car pnxluction and 
possibly truck production.”

Wayne was selected, Mr. Ford

said, because of its location, the 
availability of transportation, 
both rail and truck, and for the 
large site which will be adequate 
for employee parking, car stor­
age, test track and future expan­
sion.

He pointed out that Wayne can 
be reached easily from the Rouge 
and Lincoln plants and that it is 
hoped that most employees at 
Lincoln and on the Rouge Mer­
cury line w.ill move to the new 
factory.

The full cooperation of Wayne 
city officials and civic associa­
tions was extended to Lincoln- 

rcury during negotiations for 
the site, according to Mr. Ford. 
Major extensions to sewer, water 
and gas lines will be required to 
serve the new plant and railroad 
sidings will be installed.

The Wayne plant will be the 
fourth one to be built within a 
three-year period by the Lin- 
coln-Mercury division. Others 
were opened in 1948 at St. Louis, 
Los Angeles and Metuchen, New 
Jersey. The new plant will serve 
the Lincoln-Mercury central sales 
region, which includes the states 
of Michi^ian, Ohio. Kentucky, 
West Virginiia and parts of Ten­
nessee. Pcnn.sylvania. New York, 
Indiana, Illinois and Virginia.

Chief Lee Sackett of the P ly­

mouth police departm ent said to­
day that “it is an obvious fact 
that Stop Signs are placed at in­
tersections to keep motorists on 

highway from rimning into 
motorists on the other highway.”

Every. motorist understands 
this simple truth, the Chief 
maintained, but, unfortunately, 
many thousands ignore it. This is 
proved, he said, by records which 
show that many thousands of ac­
cidents happened because d riv­
ers did not come to a full stop 
at stop signs and look to the 
right and left before entering the 
intersection with caution, to cross 
or turn.

“Almost stopping at a  stop sign 
is not enough. I t develops a slop­
py driving habit which sooner or 
later will cause an accident. Some 
day that car that isn’t there will 
run into you—b e c a u s e it 
drivel* expected you to stop— as 
the law rcquii*es,” the Chief stat­
ed.

After coming to a full stop the 
safest way to enter a through 
highway is to wait for a gap in 
cross traffic that is big enough so 
that you can cross the intersec­
tion without causing any other 
driver to slow down, stop or turn  
aside, the Chief advised.
