No lonijcr able to s r tu rc  sufiicient American 
help to run the fanas of Hus and harvest the crops,
our farm ers a few yc ns imported some Me.xitan labor 
crs. These workers did w ell.bul the ;.ii|>piy was iiol su llickn t 
to meet the demands.

So some one hit ujxm the idea ot iniporlih ’ I’ueilo Ittcan 
labor for the sum m er months.

As a result the farm  lands, cs|>ccially of the Thumb dis 
tric t, have been cared for to ^ v e ry  great extent by Puerto 
Ricain labor.

Those who have visilCtl the Thumb district say that 
never before have they ever seen ;juch clean fields of crops. 
Not a weed can be seen anywhere, not even along some of the 
roadsides, so thoroughly do these Puerto Ricans do their 
work.

There has been some talk of dissatisfaction over pay and 
working conditions—but these m atters will be remefhed be­
fore another season, as Michigan farm ers are said to be so 
highly satisfied with the work of the Puerto Rican workers 
th a t they w ant Uiem back next year.

I t is gw>d to hear tha t the farm ers of Michigan have at 
last b e e r iJ ^ e  to finu fieople who really want to do an honest' 
day’s w oK  in repaym ent for their wages. It is interesting to I 
note, too, that our fellow-w'orkers from Pucrto^fiico are easy 
to get along with and that they have created no trouble of 
any kind for law enforcem ent officers. , I

JU ST AS WE ALWAYS THOUGHT,
The Michigan Jo in t Legislative committee has just made 

a report that it does not believe it advisable to scatter 
throughout the slate  in varioas substations m embers of the 
Michigan S tale Police forces. It stales that the stale police 
m em bers should be more concentrated than they are at the 
present time.

It has been quite a few years since we lirsl urged this 
very idea. When the slate first began erecting the various 

,S tate  Police headquarters in various .sections of Michigan, we 
strongly opposc*d the idea, believing that the plan carried 
w ith it not only an additional tax  burden to the people, but 
less efficiency on the part of the S late Police. Now after all 
these years some “study” committee has come to the same 
conclusion.

We did say a t that lim e that one substation for a State 
Politic unit located bV Upper Pciiinsalrf might Ijc- cs.->cii; 
tial, but it seemed wasteful and of little benefit lo localc here, 
there  and everyw here a num ber of substations for the State 
Police.

It is interesting to read that others have come to the 
sam e conclusion. We do not expect, however, that anything 
will be.done about it.

Hearing Set 
For Sept. 11

A public hearing will be held 
by the city commission Septem­
ber 1 ! to hear objections to the 
removal of rent controls in the 
city. The hearing is scheduled 
for 7:30 p.m. in the commission 
chamber at the city hall.

Stating that he felt an acute 
housing shortage no longer ex­
isted in Plymouth, Commissioner 
Hcni*y Fisher suggested Monday 
night that the hearing should be 
held in order to determine whe­
ther or not the city should de­
control rents.

The Federal Housing and Rent 
Act of 1950 allows cities, villages 
and townships to take controls 
off of rents after a public hear­
ing is held.

if no valid objections are made 
at the hearing the commission 
will consider a resolution to de­
control rents here. Commission­
ers Tibbitts. Richwine and Haon- 
mond agreed with Commissioner 
Fisher that the housing shortage 
in Plymouth is not sufficient to 
w arrant further rent controls. 
Mayor Hough was not present at 
Monday’s t*ommission meeting.

UnfortnxiAtely gnltt feelings 
are not always a  spar to con- 
stmetive action. Sometimes a 
sense of gnllt degenerates Into 
self-pity, martyrdom, alibl-ing.

witU ’’noble” e n e t Or a  person 
takes an attitndeTof **As long 
as 1 feel nnbappy about it. I ’m 
still paying for my mistake so 
1  don't n e e d  to do better.’* 
Parents need to recognize these 
signs of guilt feelings when try­
ing to help adolescents.
What do teen-agers have to feel 

guilty about? A teen-age magazine 
reports these as the most impor­
tant ones, according to a recent sur­
vey of high school students: being 
jealous of brothers and sisters, be­
ing ashamed of parents, thinking a 
lot about sex. liking the wrong peo­
ple. losing tempers ^easily, not be­
ing loyal to principles, persisting 
in bad habits, failing to make the 
most of opportunities.

This list points up the fact that

the parents' problem isn’t one o! 
getting teen-agers tp,realize that 
they have faults, but one of helping 
them to do something constructive. 
A friendly suggestion is more likely 
to be followed than a stem  com­
mand. For example, it doesn’t  help 
to say ̂  to a tomboyish teenager. 
“Why,can’t you be more ladylike?” 
Clinging to tomboy ways is usually 
a reaction to the difficulties of 
growing up. Parents can best dis­
courage the tendency by buying at­
tractive clothes and encouraging 
more feminine pursuits such ai 
dancing.

“Crushes” on a tealcher or 
older girl sbonld not be laughed 
at: neither sliould they be cn- 
cooraged for a long period. In­
stead, opportunities for other 
friendships can be encouraged, 
perhaps by helping the girl ac­
quire a new skill, so that the 
tennis club or the photography 
group will ask her to join. A 
girl who experiences family life 
as pleasant will be able to see 
herself as a mother of a grow­
ing family and will accept her 
future role more easily.
In all these matters, however, it 

should be remembered that the 
adolescent is especially sensitive to 
criticism. Usually he is even more 
acutely aware of his shortcomings 
than are his parents. Often he’s in- 

ardly appalled by his mistakes, 
arents can help best by pointing 

out that we will all make mistakes 
and fall short of our inner standards, 
but that honestly recognizing faults 
and constantly striving to improve 
is rjccessful living.

”crs. There’s no other tim e of the 
year when they’re so delicious, 
not only because of the  effort 
th a t has gone into producing 
them  but because they can be 
served tvithin a short tim e after 
harvesting.

They deserve a starring  role in 
sum m er meals often, instead of 
appearing as accompaniments for 
o ther foods. This calls for dress­
ing them  up a bit to  give them  a 
m ore satisfying flavor and te x ­
ture.

Even when they’re  prepared 
m ore elaborately, however, they 
need the same careful basic han­
dling as all vegetables. To p re ­
serve the ir delicate flavor and 
good tex tu re  use the following 
rules.

F irst serve the vegetables w hen 
they’re  really  fresh. That's easy 
w hen you harvest them  yourself. 
I f  you buy them  in the m arket 
keep them  fresh by storing them  
in a covered pan in the refrigera­
tor.

Second, don’t drown vegeta­
bles. To remove soil, wash them  
thoroughly, but as quickly as 
possible. A little  salt in the w a­
te r  loosens sand and sm all insects 
th a t may be in head vegetables.

Usually takes eight to 
ten  minutes.

Use only enough w ater in cook­
ing to preven t scorching. With 
tender young greens the w ater 
tha t sticks to the leaves is enough. 
Vegetables r e q u i r i n g  longer 
cooking need only an inch or two 
of w ater in the  bottom of the pan 
provided the  pan has a tightly 
h tting  cover to keep in the steam 
and is reasonably heavy.

This calls for a low to m oderate 
heat in cooking. Keep the heat 
high only until boiling starts as 
shown by steam coming out of 
the  pan. Reduce the heat to low 
at once. A gentle boil will make 
the vegetables tender as quickly 
as a  hard boil w ith a saving of 
both fuel and vitamins.

Third, avoid overcooking of 
vegetables. Too long cooking 
spoils the flavor, tex tu re  and 
color of vegetables. Along with 
the?e qualities tha t make vege­
tables appealing to  the appetite 
are  lost im portant m inerals and 
vitamins.

To shorten the  cooking time 
s ta rt the vegetables in boiling 
w ater. Schedule the cooking 
carefully  so they’ll be ready just 
in tim e for serving. They will be 
overcooked if kept hot.

To get all of the good out of the 
vegetables you serve, take ad- 

I vantage of the  natu ra l protective 
coating and cook them  w henever 
possible in the ir jackets. Use the 
cooking liquid in gravies, soups, 
sauces or vegetable juice cock­
tail. It’s rich in flavor and con­
tains some of the  nu tritive value.

Food For 
Fed-Ups

In  th is practical age it is to be 
expected tha t P ila te not only 
asks his question bu t waits for an 
answer. W hat is tru th?  In  art, 
in science, in religion? People 
are  asking questions all around— 
bu t not idly or jestingly as P i­
la te is said to have done. They 
are  asking in all seriousness; 
and they are anxously waiting 
for some satisfying reply.

In  the m atter of religion the 
question does seem appallingly 
difficult. In our younger days it 
used to be all so simple, but 
w idening experience of the 
world an d  of m en brings fierce 
assaults on our beliefs and in­
troduces us to the beliefs of o th­
er thoughtful men and races. 
Even in the  C hristian church 
there  are so m any divisions, sub­
divisions and sections—no won­
d er th a t very m any people are 
m ore than  a little  l^w ildered, 
and ask, “W hat is T ru th?”

H ere is an old fable th a t,  is 
w orth recalling: Five blind men 
w ent to v isit an elephant. One 
of them  seized its tru n k  and as­
serted  th a t an elephant was a 
kind of serpent; another em ­
braced its legs, and was ready 
to  die for the belief th a t an ele­
phant was a kind of tree. In the 
same way to the m an who leaned 
against th e  side it was a wall; 
to the m an who ran  upon its 
tusk, a particu larly  i^npleasant 
kind of spear; to the  m an who 
had hold of its tail, a  rope. That 
is the  fable, and it is a parable 
of the  tru th . Of the  five m en who 
visited the  elephant, not one was 
correct in his conception of it. 
And each m an was quite sure

, th a t his conception was the  I  whole tru th . But there  is th is a l­
so to be noted: Every one of them  
knew  tha t there  was an actual 
elephant. On th a t they w ere all 
in agreem ent. T ru th  is a reality, 
not a work of the imagination.

, We emphasize and express d if­
ferent aspects of it. we even ex ­
press the  same aspect ’ d ifferen t­
ly. But w hy should we quarrel 
so b itterly  over it? We m ust b a t­
tle for the tru th  itself. But since 
we know how fra il and halting 
are our words w hen we try  to 
te ll w hat tru th  is to ourselves, 
how much less sure should we 
be about laying dow n rigid def­
initions of tru th  for all other 
people!

Human natu re  is rooted in 
tru th . However, much conditions 
may vary from  century  to cen­
tury, and how ever much m an­
kind seems to change, there arc 
“certain  great perm anencies” 
which operate on unchang ing ' 
lines.. And there  is an experi­
ence, w hich once passed through, i 
enables us. even dimly, to see and i 
to understand the  relationship o f ' 
ourselves to God and the world 
in which we live. i

Babcon Discussas ''Scare Buying"
The day-to-day  news from  the 

fighting front in K orea does not 
always give us a very clear pic­
tu re  of w hat is happening there. 
But recent price rises in farm  
products, foc^s and non-durable 
raw  m aterials leave little  doubt 
as to  w hat is happening here, 
w here heavy “scare buying” 
seems to^.be the o rder of the day.

Hoarding Is Foolish
I suspect th a t much of th is so- 

called “scare buying.” which is 
ju s t plain hoarding, is being done 
by businessmen who believe they 
are using foresight in piling up 
huge reserves of items scarce'*  ̂
during World W ar II. Such heavy 
buying has already resulted in 
price advances some of which 
m ight not have otherw ise occurr­
ed. I t has also started  a wave of 
consumer hoarding which, if it 
becomes too bad, w ill certainly 
hasten  price controls and ration­
ing. Buch hoarding is foolish and, 
a t the same time, dangerous be­
cause it breeds inflation. This 
does not m ean we should not a l­
ways—w ar or no w ar—keep rea­
sonable supplies on hand.

Few  Real Shortages
We have learned a lot as a re­

su lt of W arld W ar II and I hope 
we have learned tliat one of the 
most te rrib le  things th a t could 
happen to  us, in or out of w ar-

tim e, is wild inflation. Fortunate­
ly, few civilian items are really 
in short supply today. Actually 
we have surplus supplies of many 
items. However, the quickest 
way to  change all tha t and to in ­
vite disaster is to perm iit our­
selves to be carried aw ay by 
foolish fears. Besides being un­
patriotic and anti-social, the 
goods w hich w ere in shortest 
supply during and afte r World 
W ar II may not become scarce 
as a result of the present con­
flict.

Holders of unreasonably over­
large stocks Of those items which 
do become critically short will 
almost certainly have to  give up 
the surpluses they went to such 
lengths to obtain. Also note this: 
Here a t Babson Park, our eco­
nomists arc continually studying 
the  supply and dem and rations 
in nearly 100 basic commodities, 
including the principal food­
stuffs and farm  products. Each 
m onth we issue price forecasts 
and clear-cu t buying advice for 
each of these commodities. Thus, 
I am always in close touch with 
developm ents in the im portant 
commodity m arkets. It is my 
opinion, based on this carefully 
gathered inform ation, th a t most 
commodities are  now in good cu r­
ren t supply. Perhaps our g rea t­
est weakness lies in metals, be­
cause we are so dependent on 
foreign sources for the huge 
am ounts we need to keep our 
g reat industrial m achine rolling 
in high gear. Certainly, foods are 
plentiful generally.

Cocoa and Coffee
Much of the “scare buying” of 

foods has centered on cocoa and 
coffee, and w ith some excuse. 
Both are now in tigh t supply, 
but there should be no im m edi­
ate  stringency in either if ab ­
norm ally heavy buying is cut 
down at once. Cocoa beans now 
in the  U.S. may not suffice for

all needs between now and next 
fall when new  supplies will a r ­
rive from Brazil’s m id-term  
crop. The consumption of cocoa 
and cocoa products in th is coun­
try  has risen sharply in recent 
years and is now very heavy. A 
m oderate, v o l u n t a r y  cutback 
would not entail any great hard ­
ship.

The coffee situation is this: 
Owing to past neglect of the cof­
fee plantations in South America, 
supplies are not much in excess 
of growing world consumption. 
Total U. S. stocks on hand and 
afloat do not compare very fav­
orably w ith  last year, and we 
must adm it th a t 1949 was not an 
especially good year. Yet high 
prices could curb U. S. consump­
tion to such an  ex ten t th a t cu r­
ren t and arfticipated supplies 
m ight suffice. But here again, 
the  situation does not justify  
fu rther hoarding.

No Need for a  Sugar Panic
Sugar was in surplus supply 

on June 25 when the trouble be­
gan in Korea. It still is in su r­
plus supply, despite the buying 
rush of the past few weeks. Cu­
ban and Puerto  Rican output is 
running above 1949 levels, w hile 
both beet and cane production 
here in continental U.S. exceeds 
year-ago totals by a substantial 
mai'gin. Only destruction of 
shipping can cause a shortage of 
sugar. Hoarding, w hether by 
wholesalers, re ta ilers or con­
sum ers could create a tem porary 
shortage. If this should push 
prices too high, it could resu lt in 
sugar price controls, perhaps, ra ­
tioning; but not so long as the 
w ar is confined To Korea.

Issue Fishing 
Reminders to
Summer Anglers

If bait minnows dies soon af­
te r  being placed in the w ater, it 
may be they are being fished in 
a lake zone deficient in oxygen, 
according to a sum m er fishing 
rem inder from  the conservation 
departm ent.

D epartm ent fishery biologists 
point out such a  zone is likely 
to be w ithout game fish and the 
angler m ight better switch to 
more shallow, belter aerated w a­
ter. In the case of spring-fed 
lakes, fishery specialists suggest 
deeper zones to  locate w ater w ith 
sufficient oxygen content for fish.

A lthough it is generally true  
tha t the deeper w ater of many 
lakes lacks proper am ount of 
oxygen a t this tim e of year, bio­
logists caution tha t each lake has 
individual characteristics and 
that no one fishing form ula fits 
thorn all.

Besides finding the right bait, 
key to Jishing in hot. summer 
stretches means going down deep 
enough *to locate a tem perature 
layer a ttrac tive  to  fish life and 
yet staying high enough for suf­
ficient oxygen for the finny crea­
tures.
