. At the regular m eeting of the  city commission next Monday 
night M ayor Hough w ill nam e ten m em bers of a civilian defense 
council for the city  and m em bers of th a t commission will elect their 
own chairm an who will serve as civilian defense chief for Plymouth.

M ayor Hough pointed out th a t if the  city of D etroit should 
become the ta rge t of' an actual bombing it would have to be the  
neighboring localities such as W ayne. D earborn and Plym outh tha t 
would have tO 'furn ish  the  aid for the masses of the rrietropolitan 
area and he  felt the  tim e for th a t kind of planning is now. Director 
Leonard a ^ e e d  w ith M ayor Hough and on Monday included this 
city in the  s ta te  defense program.

There is an old proverb which 
tells us th a t it is better to be 
sure than  sorry. And no doubt 
such a  wise saying .has legiti­
m ate points of application in all 
our lives. But the proverb m ak­
ers in the past have been per­
haps a little  too much given to 
cautioning the  human race, and 
it is ju s t as well to give scruiti- 
ny to the ir adm onitions tha t run 
in th a t direction. For instance in 
this very m atter, it may be much 
better to  be sorjy  for having 
made failure in some high and 
holy endeavor than to be sure of 
not making such failure by not 
trying. And as a m atter of fact 
m any of us need admonition in 
the  direction of taking some risks 
w ith life much m ore than we do 
in the direction of being careful 
and canny w ith  it.

C ertain ly  very many of the 
great achievem ents in the his­
tory of the. w orld were not 
w orked out by men and women 
who believed in paying atten ­
tion to safety first. And it is a 
question if very many of the 
fine attainm ents in character or 
ability  w ere either. Men do not 
get on in anything in  a very  sig­
nificant w ay by refusing to ad­
venture and reach out into un­
known possibilities.

F ear .is in reality  one of the 
great foes of the finest and  most 
fru itfu l living: the  fear of fail­
u re  if one should attem pt great 
tasks: the  fear of criticism  Lf one 
should undertake unusual things 
the  fear of complications and 
risks in attem pting things which 
cannot possibly be planned and 
charted before a ^ g in n in g  is 
made.

W aiting to be safe has times 
w ithout num ber m eant the miss­
ing of the  opportunity  to  be and 
to do the  fine th ing  tha t was 
open to. us, but th a t could never 
even get started  until we were 
willing to  take risks.

M ENU TREATS
Stuffed to m a tb ^  w hether sal­

ads or a hot dish, are favorites 
for la te sum m er meals. In either 
case, they can be a main dish or 
an accompaniment for it. depend­
ing on the heartiness of the  s tu ff­
ing.

For salads, the simplest and 
most attractive method of prepa­
ra tion  is to peel the tomatoes, 
take out the stem end, then cut 
through in four or six sections, 
leaving them  attached a t the bo t­
tom. These sections when spread 
out form a most attractive back­
ground for the stuffing.

The skins should be left on the 
tom atoes if they a re  to be cook­
ed to hold the pulp together. 
Scoop but the  pulp, leaving a Va- 
inch shell. The c h o p p ^  pulp, 
minus the  seeds, can be added to 
any stuffing m ixture.

STUFFED TOMATO SALAD
One cup diced cooked chicken 

(crab meat, tuna or salm on), 2/3 
ciTp diced celery, 2 tablespoons 
diced cucum ber, 3 tablespoons 
French dressing, 6 large tom a­
toes, mayonnaise.

Bake in m oder­
ate  oven, 350 degrees F.. for 20 to 
25 m inutes or until tom atoes are 
tender and crum bs a re  brown. 
Makes 6 servings.

From  the outset of his service, 

Congressman Dondero has fought 
w asteful Federal spending and 
the  destruction of our free eco­
nomy, He regards Socialism as 
the  road tow ard Communism and 
governm ent by terror.

It was m eteors in August but 
the  Septem ber feature in the 
skies w ill be a total eclipse of 
the moon.

Dr. Hazel M. Losh, assistant 
professor of astronomy at the 
U niversity of Michigan, reports 
tha t the moon is scheduled to be 
blacked out by the .earth’s shad­
ow on Monday, Septem ber 25, 
w ith a portion of the eclipse con­
tinuing on into the early hours of 
Septem ber 26.

The moon w ill s tart to en ter 
the earth ’s shadow a t 9:32 p.m.. 
Eastern S tandard  Time, and at 
10:54 p.m. w ill be completely 
blacked out. This total phase will 
last for 46 m inutes. The moon 
will not be en tirely  clear of the 
ea rth ’s shadow until 1:02 a.m.. 
Dr. Losh says.

“The moon will not vanish 
from sight during the so-called 
total phase of the  eclipse,” she 
points out. “Even when entirely 
covered by the earth’s shadow, 
the moon will still be illuminated 
by the Sun. The sunlight filter.* 
through the E arth ’s atmosphere 
around the base of the shadmv 
and then is deflected and spread 
out over the  surface of the mr>on. 
This will give the moon a dull 
iT'd or copper color thi’oughoul 
the 46 m inutes of total t*clipse.”

Dr. Lo.sh recalls Jlhat there was 
a sim ilar to tal eclipse of the moon 
on Octhber 6. 1949 but em phas­
izes th a t a to ta l'e c lip se  6f the 
moon does not occur a t every full

moon because the moon’s route 
through space is usually tilted at 
such a degree tha t it passes above 

i or below the shadow of the earth . 
It is' only on occasions tha t the 
moon’s route during the full 
phase is such tha t it is affected 
by the shadow' of the earth  cast 

I by the light of the sun.
The Septem ber moon also 

makes news because it is the 
 ̂Harvest Moon since the sun en­
ters the  autum nal equinox at 9:44 

I a.m.. Eastern S tandard  Time, on 
Septem ber 23 and begins its long 
journey south of the equator. The 
full moon a t the tim e of th is equi­
nox differs from  the  o thers d u r­
ing the year, according to^D r. 
Losh, since it rises ht alm ost the 
same hour fur several nights in a 

1 row’.

Less Money?
I am oiinin cn^oyjns a vacation 

in the  good city of G loucester 
w here I was txirn. This city, built 
on a rocky island, is Am erica’s 
most famr>us fishing port. It is 
al.so a heaulifuL . hcallhv and 
prosperous city, fam ed by indus­
tries, artists  and tourists. I love 
all of Cape Ann.

The Fish You Eat
Fish Is alm ost th e  oniy un iver­

sally  used pr<Kiuct of your home 
w hich continues to be “hand- 
m;Kie.” You a re  no longer w ear­
ing clothes from cloth woven by 
hand; you are  no longer w earing 
shoes m ade by hand: all the 
canned gw)ds used in your home 
a re  picked, processed and canned 
by m achinery. Even the  m ilk you 
d rin k  vva.s taken  frojn the' to w  by 
m achinery! Your bread is even a 
be tte r illustration. The ground is 
plowed, planted, cultivated and 
the  ■grain harvested by autom atic 
m achinery. Tl;e grain is! then 
dum ped inl(» a mill and  comes 
out the  sa'me baked and w rapped 
l o a v e s  you buy. One m ore 
thought: T hink w hat you would 
pay for th is new spaper if the 
new sprin t was now m ade by 
hand as it was 100 years ago!

In  the case of most fish you 
cat it is very  different. A fter be­

ing caught in a net. the fish arc 
assorted by hand: the fish are 
headed and gutted by hand: fish 
are  taken  from the boat and 
weighed by hand forks: fdk-ted 
by hand, packed by hancf, etc. 
Some autom atic m achinery is 
used in connection with canning; 
but 907c of the fish you cat are 
handled in a way which i.s very 
expensive. In fact, the only “mo­
dern  invention” is the  use of big 
oil powered traw lers instead of 
sailing schooners, but these traw l­
ers probably destroy almost as 
many fish as they evcT get to 
m arket.

H uge W aste Selling Fish , '
One difficulty is tha t the fish 

business is l>cing carried on by a 
I large num ber of inefficient and 
j-poorly financed concerns.—no 
I one of which i.s big or rich enough 
to  operate a modern plant and 

' afford continuous national ad ­
vertising. If the little  fish con- 

I cerns would combine, using Rob-

.'jalc.smon sold all the bananas 
eaten; ten salesm en sold all the 
steel u-sed: w hile over one hund­
red salesm en w ere selling fish!

No w onder our seaport fish 
w orkers strike  for m ore wages 
and the local m erchants suffer 
therefrom . The em ployers so in ­
sist, in a childish way, upon the ir 
own brands and sending out their 
own salesm en th a t it costs more 
to  .sell than  to catch fish. They 
tru ly  cannot afford  to  pay more 
wages under present conditions. 
In fact, very  few fish concerns 
have made money in the long- 
run; w hile most have ended in 
bankruptcy. Yet, potentially the 
indu.stfy has great possibilities.

Fish Industry  Has Many 
Advantages

(1) The ocean is free to ali. A 
farm er m ust buy land and pay 
taxes on it: but not so w ith  the 
fisherm an.

(2) Fish are  the  only “livestock’’ 
which do not need raising and 
feeding. If you raise cattle, 
hogs, sheep or chickens they 
nee(l care and feeding; but not 
so w ith fish.
