Elephants Raid Farmer*s Barn  - 
Woman Doctor Saves Lives

(Back in  the Good Old Plym outh Days.)
Did you ever hear about a herd 

of elephants tha t got loose from  
a circus out on West Ann A rbor 
road and a te  up nearly  all of the 
oats in  a  farm er’s barn?

W ere you one of the  enthusi­
astic b o a te r s  of the  Suburban 
Electric Railroad tha t was going 
to be built from  Plym outh to  Ann 
A rbor, bu t never was started?

O r about the  “wom an doctor” 
w ho m inistered, frequen tly  w ith ­
out compensation, to the people 
w ho lived w est of Plym outh, rid ­
ing horseback through the  th ick ­
ly  wooded lands in o rder to reach 
as quickly as possible the  m other 
about to give b irth  to a babe or 
to  provide medical relief to some 
one desperately  ill?

A bout the  Plym outh country 
lad  who invented the device 
w hich enabled the early  harvest­
ing m achines to tie  knots around 
th e  w heat bundles as they were 
kicked out of the  side of the  h a r- 

,  vester—only to  have the  idea 
stolen from  him  and paten ted  by 
som e Ohio concern?

If  you never heard about any 
of these things it is all because 
you didn’t  happen to hear a most 
in teresting ta lk  given recently by  
C harles A. Root, Sr., son of one 
o f the  oldest pioneer fam ilies of 
Wayne county, before m em bers 
of the  Plym outh Historical So­
ciety w hen they w ere en terta in ­
ed a t the  Root Maple Lane farm.

. The coming of the  original 
Root fam ily to the  vicinity of 
P lym outh from  down in  “York 
S ta te” as New York was then  
called, begins a most interesting 
story  of pioneer life, tribulations 
and efforts th a t is of in terest to 
everyone now living in  th is area. 
A portion of his ta lk  follows:

A fter taking up governm ent 
• land February  22, 1826, Augustus 
Root and wife C atherine and 
cousins retu rned  to New York 
sta te  and moved the ir household 
goods and cattle over a tra il to 
Cleveland, Ohio, and shipped by 
sail boat enroute to  Detroit. On 
th e ir  w ay they stopped a t San­
dusky, Ohio, for a short stay. 
A ugustus Root and his Cousin 
Steven Root got off the  boat to  
see the  town, and w hile there  the  
boat sailed w ithout them . Some 
of the passengers offered the  cap­
ta in  $10.00 to go back and pick 
them  up, bu t he refused, so they  
w alked to D etroit th rough forest 
and forded rivers and m et friend­
ly Indians. They arrived  in  De­
tro it a day afte r the  boat landed. 
They loaded the ir goods on w a­
gons d raw n  by oxen, and drove 
the ir cattle  on th e 4 n d ian  tra il to 
the  land w hich they  had  taken  up 
from  the  governnw nt, and this, 
in the year of 1950, is the  farm  
ow ned and occupied by Charles 
A. Root, Sr.

The firs t building on th is land 
was a  log cabin. The tim ber was 
cu t dow n and burned  to  clear the 
land. In  th is cabin my father, 
C u rran  Root, was born in the 
year 1830. I t was in th is cabin 
m y grandm other was alone hold­
ing m y  fa th e r when he was a 
baby. She heard  the  Indians 
coming along the  tra il, and in 
o rder to  keep  him  quiet she gave 
him  his fa th e r’s w atch to play 
w ith. He th rew  it on the  floor 
and  th en  began to  cry  for it. The 
Ind ians heard  him  and they 
pounded on the  wooden shutters. 
She had baked bread  th a t m orn­
ing, and she unfastened the  sh u t­
te rs  and th rew  the  b read  out to 
them , and they picked it  up and 
w ent on th e ir  way.

My grandm other, C atherine 
Root, was a country doctor. She 
rode horesback. and had special 
saddle bags m ade to carry  her 
m ^ ic in e  and o ther supplies, and 
traveled  m any miles th rough the  
tim ber to help thos<e who needed 
her, and m any o ther deeds. She 
b rought m any babies into the 
world. H er son Charles studied 
m edicine and den tis try  in Ann 
A rbor, and his nephew , Charles 
Root Sr., has in*his possession a 
pa ir of crude iron forceps he used 
fo r pulling teeth.

In the  early  days stage coaches 
traveled  along the  Ind ian  tra il 
w hich is now  U. S. 12. I t has

been straightened out from the 
original tra il in many places. 
These coaches traveled from  De­
tro it to Ann Arbor, Jackson and 
o ther tow ns to Chicago. Along 
th is tra il w ere m any taverns in 
w hich postoffices w ere located. 
Among these taverns was one 
located St the  corner of U. S. 12 
and Ridge Road, Plym outh Town­
ship, called Borough Deno, pres­
en t home of H eniy  Root, and 
another tavern . Borough Diana, 
located on U. S. 12 is the present 
home of Mr. ‘and Mrs. William 
Grammel.

W hen Charles A. Root, Sr. was 
a boy ten years of age^ he was 
helping his fa ther dig af ditch on 
the  farm . They uncovered several 
large logs about th ree feet 
under ground. The boy asked his 
father how those logs got there, 
and w hy buried so deep. He was 
told th a t it was the  old bridge 
w here the tra il crossed the creek, 
and the  road ran  in front of the 
present Root homestead.

Andrew  Voorhies, an old resi­
dent of this district, told a ta le 
of w hat happened when he was 
a  boy, about C urran Root when 
he got m arried. All the boys in 
the. neighborhood gathered up 
bells and anything to m ake noise 

•with, to sheverie him and his 
wife on the ir re tu rn  from  a y^ed- 
ding trip  to N iagara Falls. He 
helped the  boys out w ith his shot 
gun, by firing over the ir heads' 
The boys all scattered to the four 
winds. A ndrew  said it was so 
dark  th a t he ran into a spring 
and could not get out alone, and 
had to call to the boys to throw  
fence rails to him and help pull 
him out.

A nother story about presiden­
tia l election rally  . . .  The Repub­
licans put up a flag pole and 
bu ilt a speakers’ stand a t the 
southw est corner of U. S. 12 and 
Godfredson Road. The Demo­
crats pu t up a higher pole a t the 
opposite corner, so as to attrac t 
the people to the ir side. Mrs. 
M ertie Chase Fuller remem bered 
th is ra lly  when a little  girl, and 
she was coached by a Democrat 
to  call a Republican a pet name, 
w hich she did, and told her fa­
th e r about it. H er fa ther was 
very angry, and he m ade her go 
w ith him  to his neighbor’s home 
and apologize.

Mr. B ert Bennett, who purch­
ased land on the John Voorhies 
farm , found a Lincoln cam paign 
brass button w hile digging out a 
large rock.

The early  settlers had a hard  
task  in clearing, the  land of 
stum ps and rock, and building
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ra il fences. The rails w ere split 
out of eleven foot oak and black 
ash logs. Also six  foot stakes w ith 
caps in  w hich w ere bored two 
large holes to bind the  stakes 
tha t held the  rails in place. Wil­
liam  G eer owned a ta r in g  m a­
chine which was operated by 
horsepower, and  did custom 
work for the farm ers in the vi­
cinity.

The farm ers used oxen for 
plowing and dragging to fit the 
land for sowing the ir grain and 
plant the corn by hand w ith a 
hoe. The hay  was cut w ith a 
scythe and the grain was harvest­
ed w ith  a cradle, and raked and 
bound by hand. The corn was cut 
by hand, shocked and husked.
The first harvesting machine was 
a reaper w hich cut and le t it on 
the ground in bunches to be 
bound by hand.

A ldelbert Geer, son of William 
Geer, attended the  S ta te  F air at 
Jackson. Michigan, w here the 
first binders w ere being exhib­
ited. One was using w ire which 
was- not satisfactory, and another 
tw ine, of which the  knotter used 
m ore tw ine than  needed. A ldel­
bert said to his father, “I bet I 
can m ake a be tte r knotter than 
th a t.” His fa ther told him to go 
ahead. He m ade one out of wood 
w ith some m etal on it. He worked 
on th is kno tter for over a  year.
A fter he succeeded in m aking it 
work he showed it to an Ann 
A rbor farm  im plem ent dealer, 
and they  tol(J him  to go to  a cer­
tain im plem ent m anufacturer in 
Columbus, Ohio, which he did.
They w ere very  much interested 
and offered him a job in the ir 
expedim ental departm ent at $15. 
a W ek , w hi^h was considered 
h iM  wages in those days. Soon 
a ^ r  he was em ployed they gave 
h ^  a contract to sign, telling him 
it \w a s  to protect his and the ir 
in tel^st. He» signed it w ithout 1 
reading it over, and they im m e- | 
d iately  sent it to  W ashington and < 
had it patented in the ir name. It 
was eventually  sold to  o ther h a r­
vesting m achine companies, and 
the  principle is still being u se d ..

i This original model was in  the 
' possession of his brother, Ben 
Geer, until he passed on, and his 
daughter. Bessie G eer Penm an? 
10 Elder street, YpsUanti, has 
no recollection of w hat b ^ a m e  
of it.

A ldelbert G eer also made a 
freight car autom atic coupling 
and showed it to some m anufac­
turing  concern in Ohio, and they 
told him to leave it w ith  them  
for a few days and they  would 
look it over. In the  meantime, 
they drew  a sketch of it and got 
a paten t on it for themselves. He 
also invented a ham e buckle to 
take the place of a lea ther strap  
on a horse harness. A brother, 
Edgar Geer, invented a cow tail 
sw itcher holder, so as to hold the 
cow’s ta il w hile milking.

A rthu r Stevens, fa ther of C lar­
ence Stevens of Plym outh, who 
was honorably discharged after 
the  Civil War, taugh t the  w inter 
term  in School D istrict No. 4, 
Superior township. T here w ere 
two girls and eighteen boys, 
whose ages w ere from  12 to 20 
years. The fall and spring term s 
w ere taught by a lady teacher 
for the younger children.

D uring the  older days the  c ir­
cus traveled over th is h ig h w ^ , 
and the  elephants always lead 
the procession, and w hen they 
came to a bridge and refused to 
cross, then it was considered not 
safe to cross until the bridge was 
strengthened. They stopped over 
night and camped in the  field 
across the  road from  the  old Tho­
mas G eer home, w hich is the 
present home of Mr. Doane Black. 
The elephants got loose in the 
night and w ent into the  b am  and 
ate up all the fa rm er’s oats.

The neighbors took tu rn s  every 
Saturday to go to  tow n and bring 
the mail and groceries.

About the  year 1887 William 
G eer applied to the  Postoffice 
D epartm ent, W ashington, D. C., 
for an  office in his home. He 
sent several nam es for the office, 
bu t all w ere rejected. T hen he 
sent in the nam e G eer, and it 
was accepted. F irs t the  m ail was

brought from  Plym outh, and 
then changed to Ann A rbor so 
as to include Dixboro. A bout 1900 
T. V. Q uackenbush applied to 
the Postoffice D epartm ent, W ash­
ington, D. C., for a ru ra l route 
out of P lym outh, w hich was ac­
cepted. R obert W alker, who re ­
sides in Plym outh, was the first 
carrier.

About the year 1885 the  S u­
perior G range Band was organ­
ized. and they practiced every 
Saturday  night in the Free 
Church basem ent a t the  corner 
of Ford and Godfredson Road. 
They played a t the  County Fairs, 
and m any o ther occasions.

About the  year 1897 a man 
who was the superin tendent of 
all the Suburban  Electric Rail- 
j-oad lines out of Detroit, by the  
name of H arry  Boland, started  to 
build a line on U. S. 12 from P ly ­
m outh to Ann Arbor, called the 
Boland Road. He purchased the 
land from  several farm ers and 
moved th e ir buildings back from  
the road. He also had shipped in

a huge pile of ties which w ere 
unloaded along side of the  ra il­
road trac t a short distance south 
of A nn A rbor Trail in Plym outh. 
The farm ers w ere very enthusi­
astic about it. Will B urrell. wWo 
owned a saw m ill and threshing 
outfit, bought 17 acres on the 
southeast corner of U. S. 12 and 
G odfredson Roads, and bu ilt a 
barn  and intended to  build a 
house, but w hen the project was 
given up for reasons unknown, 
he sold the  property.

Here is w iB f happened to old* 

age and surriTon insurance in 
the Detroit Northwest area Mon­
day when President Truman sign* , 
ed the 1950 amendments to the 
Social SegoHlr Act. Harry Bal- ; 
tuck, manager o l the local office 
at 12065 Wyoming, gave the fol­
lowing information to the Plym­
outh Mail.

^  moi^hly ‘ insurance checks 
now being paid to the approxi* 
mately 6900 social security bene­
ficiaries in the Northwest area of 
Detroit including Plymouth and 
Northeille will raisad substan­
tially. beguuun? with tha Sep- > 
lem ^ r chech^ according to Harry 
Baltuck, manager of the local of­
fice. Baltuck explained that these 
automatic increases, for Septem­
ber, are'scheduled to reach local 
beneficiaries during the first week 
of October. Increases will range 
from about 50% to 100%. For ex*; 
ample, the ayerage primairy bene- 
fit of approximately $26 per' 
month for a retired worker will 
be increased to about $46. A 
widow with two children who 
had been receiring SS5 a month 
will now ^epeiye about $110 al*! 
together.

Mr. B alU ick.^ai^that under th e , 
old term s of the social security 
law  the  69d0 beneficiaries in this 
urea w uu ld 'h av e  received about 
$158,500 fo r .th e  month of Sep­
tem ber. U nder the new increases, 
how ever, total paym ents for Sep­
tem ber arc estim ated to be about 
$.342,800, or an im m ediate in- 
r  l ease of .siima. $184,300 monthly 
in insurance .Ix'nefits to th is area.

U n d e r , t h e l a w  the am ount 
of earningSMwfaich a beneficiary 
ma> m ake in month, and still 
accept his insurance paym ent for 
th a t month, is raised from $14.99 
to  $50. Tills applies to bOnefici- 
aiios iindel* olg^'75, and for ea rn ­
ings in a  Job«cpyccecl. by social 
security. A h e f  attain ing  age 75,' 
a beneficiary . ‘ may have any 
am ount of. ca.^nings and still ac­
cept his insurance checks.

Approxim^*tety 9,700,00 more 
people may., have old-age and 
su«irivors insurance under the re ­
vised law. Fdr most of the new 
groups, cqw r^ge w ill be m anda­
tory afte r Jan u ary  1, 1951. How­
ever. enrip'Ioyees of non-profit 
charitable, religious aiid e w c a -  
tional institutions w ill come un­
der social security  only if the 
em ployer chogses an d  if tw o- 
th irds of the  ciHployees express a 
wish to  participate. Employees of 
S tate and local governm ents may 
have social security  coverage on 
an optional basis but the State 
governm ent m ust take the  in tia- 
tive if it chooses to  participate. 
An estim ated 2,050.000 w orker* 
are  in the  tw o groups subject to 
optional participation in the pro­
gram.

A very  im portant aspect of the  | 
new  legislation is the m ore lib­
e ra l q u a lify in g  conditions. B alt- 
uck p o in ty  .but tha t any indi- ; 
v idual n o ^  'ajgc 65 or m ore who 
has a t l e a s t “quar t ers  of cov­
erage”—ot!^* and one-half years 
of e m p lo y i^ n t  under social se­
curity—m ay; be im m ediately eli­
gible £or:m prdhly  benefit pay­
ments. It ha^bifcn  estim ated tha t 
about 75O,0O9 .bid people in the 
U nited S tijf r t .’may qualify for 

'insurance pgyrhents under this 
clause. Maft’y  aged persons may 
now  claim  benefits even though 
they have not been employed 
long enough to  qualify  under the 
form er requirem ents. Baltuck 
said th a t th is would affect a con­

siderable num ber of aged per 
sons in this area who had once 
filed claims for social security 
benefits but had no t/a t tha t tim e 
been able to  qualify. The social 
security  office here has been re ­
viewing records for several 
weeks to  screen as many as pos­
sible of these persons and will 
send le tters notifying them  th a t 
benefits may now be payable if 
the claim is r e n t e d .

O ther persons not yet age 65— 
those now 63 and over—will abo  
need six quarters of coverage— 
roughly a year and a half of em ­
ploym ent in work covered by so­
cial security—to be insured upon 
reaching age 65 and retiring. A 
sliding scale requires longer em­
ploym ent for those reaching age 
65 afte r 1953, but in no case will 
a person be required to have 
m ore than  ten years of employ­
m ent under social security in or­
der for benefits to be payable.

It is possible for newly-covered 
w orkers to become insured for 
survivors benefits in  as little  
tim e as a year and a half under 
another provision of the law.

The new  definition of “em ­
ployee” ip  the. amended law ac­
counts for an additional 350,000 
to be covered by social security. 
This new definition extends 
Federal insurance to fu ll-tim e 
life insurance, salesmen, agent- 
drivers or commission drivers 
engaged In  distributing m eat or 
bakery products, vegetables or 
fru it p r(^ucts, beverages (o ther 
than  m ilk), or laundry , or dry  
cleaning services. Full-tim e tr a ­
veling or city salesmen (other 
than  house-to -hou«  salesmen) 
are  included.

S till expected from social se­
curity  coverage are farm opera- 
tois. m inisteis and members of 
religious orders, dnd certain self- 
employed professional people.

A new type of paym ent is 
m others’ insurance b e n e f i t s .  
These are m onthly payrtients to 
a m other who has in her cai*e a 
child entiitled to m onthly insur­
ance benefits. Separation, or di*. 
vorce from the wage earner does

- iio t p revent the m other’s receipt 
of .monthly benefits, provided the 
wage earner was furnishing the 
greater p art of her support. This 
changes the  form er law  w hich  did 
not perm it paym ent to wives who 
w ere divorced, and did not p e r­
m it paym ent to the w ife of a re ­
tired  wage earner until she had 
reached age 65. If she has child­
ren  under 18, she m ay now  re ­
ceive benefits w hen her husband 
retires, even if sheTs under 65.

The am ount of the  benefit paid 
to  dependent parents (in  cases 
w here the paren t was dependent 
on a deceased w orker and w here 
no widow or child can be en ti­
tled  to  benefits) was raised from 
half the  w orker's benefit to 
th ree-fourths. The m onthly bene­
fit for the first child, in the case 
of a  deceased wage earner, was 
also raised from  half to th ree- 
fourths of the w orker’s benefits.

The benefits w ill continue to  
be paid in the  same w ay—by 
payroll taxes on the  w orkers and 
em ployers involved—but since 
self-em ployed as well as em ploy­
ed persons are  now covered, a 
new  w ay of collecting p art of the 
ta^es. was called for. Self-em ­
ployed persons w ill report the ir 
annual earnings and pay the ir 
special social security  tax  (2V4% 
to s ta rt w ith ) wheA they  make 
the ir income tax  re tu rn s at- the 
e/id of each year.

P r e s e n t 'ta x  rates w ill more 
than  pay fgr the  increased bene­
fits a t first, but higher contri­
butions w ill be necessary as 
m ore people retire, or die. The 
law  provides th a t ‘em ployee and 
em ployer w ill pay \ \^ %  of pay 
rolls th rough 1953, 2% until the 
end of 1959, u n ti^ th e  end of
1964, 3% until th e  end of 1969, 
and 3V4% thereafter. Only the 
first $3,600 of wages in a year 
w ill be taxed. This represents an 
increase from  the  $3,000 wage 
base which has been in effect 
since 1937.

Self-em ployed people, who are 
in effect both em ployee and em ­
ployer. will pay 2 ^ %  through 
1953, 3% un til the end of 1959.

4 ^ %  
until the end of 1969, and 4 7/8% 
thereafter, on the first $3,600 of 
net self-em ploym ent income per 
year.

The new  law  gives wage cred­
its of $160 per m onth toward old- 
age and survivors benefits for 
m ilitary service in  World War II. 
These wages a re  to be used in 
com puting all monthly benefits 
payable on the  basis of veterans* 
wage records afte r 1949. w hether 
th e  veteran died in service or af­
te r  discharge, and regardless o f 
w hether pension or compensation 
is paid by the Veterans Adminis­
tration.

Included in the  social securi­
ty  program  for the  first time, 
and under special conditions, are 
household w orkers regularly em ­
ployed in private  homes. House­
hold w orkers, including maids, 
cooks, laundresses, practical n u r­
ses, gardeners, chauffeurs, ’ etc.. 
w ill receive credit only for 4heir 
cash wages, and will not be cov- !

“Snap” is the perfect descrip­
tion for the  green and yellow 
varieties of beans th a t are  now 
so plentiful in Plym outh gardens 
and m arkets. I t’s only when they 
are fresh and young enough to 
snap w hen broken tha t the  flavor 
and tex tu re  are  a t the ir best.

W hether you grow your own 
or b u y  them , you’re likely to find 
yourself w ith a big enough batch 
for two meals. If you w ant to 
cook them  all a t once be sure to 
store those not served im m edi­
ately  in a ligh tly  covered bowl 
in the  refrigerator. N ext day give 
them  a change in flavor by add­
ing a spicy sauce or s e r v i n g  
them  in  a salad.

The blandness of both green 
and w ax beans calls for robustly 
flavored partners. The Pcnnr>yl- 
vania Dutch do handsomely by 
th is vegetable w hen they cook it 
w ith  the end of ham or serve it 
up  w ith bacon.

In  salads the addition of onion 
o r onion juice is practically a 
“m ust.” To enhance the  flavor of 
th e  beans let them  stand for 
about half an hour in well sea­
soned French dressing b€*fore 
tossing w ith  the o ther salad in­
gredients.

A com bination consists of cook­
ed green beans, sliced or diced 
beets, onion rings and salad 
greens. M arinate both the  beans 
and beets in French dressing, 
separately. Place cri.-;p salad 
greens in a bowl and arrange 
mounds of beets and beans on

It’s an easy trick  to add special 

flavoring and coloring to some 
of the pears before canning them.

Minted Pears
Add oU of pepperm int or mint 

flavoring and ^ e e n  food, color­
ing a  few  drops a t a  tim e to 
the syrup in which the pears are 
to be canned.

Cinnamon Pears
There are two ways to make 

cinnamon pears. Add two or three 
tablespoons of “red hots”, those 
little  red  cinnamon candies, to 
each quart of syrup. Or a stick 
of cinnamon and r ^  food color­
ing may be used instead of the 
“red  hots”.

Pickled Pears
Pare three to four pounds of 

pears leaving whole w ith stems. 
Combine two and one-half pounds 
of sugar, one and one-half pints 
of vinegar. Boil ten  minutes. Add 
one tablespoon whole cloves (tied 
in  a  bag) and one stick of cinna­
mon. Slip pears into boiling syrup 
and sim m er until 
s l i g h t ly  tender.
C o o l  a n d  l e t  
stand overnight 
in syrup. Pack 
in to  c le a n  h o t 
l a r s  a n d  c o v e r  
w ith syrup. Proc­
ess in boiling w a­
te r bath 20 minutes.

Yield: 2 pints.

top. Cover w ith th in  rings of 
sweet onions, and for a heartier 
salad add sliced hard-cooked 
eggs.

Ju st before passing th a  salad, 
add French dressing to suit the 
taste and toss th ^  m ixture lightly 
until all the  vegetables are coat­
ed w ith the dressing.

A nother tem pting salad is 
made by mixing* cooked green 
beans w ith finely diced onion, 
varying the  am ount to suit the 
taste. Combine equal parts of 
fnayonnaise and sour cream  to 
use as the dressing. A rrange the 
m ixture in mounds on salad 
greens and garnish w ith th in  slic­
es of mayonnaise.

For hot bean dishes try  the 
following recipes, rem em bering 
th a t the best results are obtained 
w hen the beans are  cooked in 
only enough w ater to prevent 
scorching.

DUTCH BEANS
One quart green beans, 3 .slices 

bacon, 4 small onions, 2 tab le­
spoons flour, 1 tablespoon sugar, 

teaspoon dry  m ustard, ‘-i tea­
spoon salt, Va teaspoon paprika, 
^  cup vinegar, cup water.

Wash beans, remove stem  ends 
and cut crosswise into Mj-inch 
pieces. Cook in  sm all am ount of 
boiling salted w ater until tender. 
Drain, reserving liquid to use in 
making sauce.

Cut bacon into small pieces and 
coQk over low heat until crisp. 
Reserve 2 tablespoons of fat. Add 
onion to bacon and cook until 
golden brown, then add to beans. 
Combine flour, sugar, m ustard, 
salt and paprika. Add to bacon 
fa t in the  pan and cook over low 
heat, stirring  until golden brown. 
Add vinegar and  w ater drained 
from  beans, adding more water, 
if necessary, to m ake the half 
cupful. Cook sauce until th ick­
ened, stirring  constantly. Pour 
over beans, m ix lightly and let 
stand in w arm  place for half 
hour before serving. Makes 4 to 
6 servings.

SNAP BEANS AND 
MUSHROOMS

One pound snap beans, 2 te a ­
spoons minced onion, 1 cup can­
ned sliced mushrooms, 2 tab le­
spoons bu tter, salt and pepper to 
taste.

Wash beans, rem ove ends and 
cut in 1-inch pieces. Cook in half 
cup boiling, salted w ater w ith the 
onion for about 15 m inutes or u n ­
til tender. In  the  m eantim e 
brow n the  mushrooms lightly  in 
the  b u tte r or m argarine. If nec­
essary, d ra in  the beans. Combine 
w ith  m ushrooms and seaspn to 
taste  w ith  salt and pepper. Makes 
4 servings.

PICKLED STRING BEANS
Select tender beans, w ash and 

cut off ends. Leave beans whole. 
Soak overnight in brine made 
w ith  Va cup salt to  each quart 
w ater, using enough to  cover 
them  completely. Drain. Rinse in 
fresh cold w ater and pack in 
sterilized jars. Add a few bits of 
chili pepper, some m ustard and 
celery seed to each jar. For each 
quart ja r  allow about Z cups v in ­
egar, Va cup firm ly packed brown 
sugar and a sm all piece of horse­
radish root. Heat m ixtui e to boil­
ing point and pour over beans, 
filling ja rs  to overflowing. Seal 
a t once. I t takes about 1 pounds 
of beans for each quart jar.

XJT TRIPS from dining room to 
the kitchen by using trays or 

:arls for bringing in dishes as well 
as carrying them out.

Dishes should be scraped as soon, 
as they’re cleared from the tabl* 
and rin.sed right after scraping to 
remove most of the food’that can 
be dislodged. Slack the same sized 
dishes together.

You’ll save both time and energy 
washing silverware if you have a 
small pan of hot water and suds 
sitting in the kitchen sink when 
these are removed. They can be 
placed right in the pan to soak and 
almost clean themselves.

Place dishes at the side of the 
sink in the order they’re going to 
be washed, and your dishwashing

(Serves 4)
% pound salt pork, sliced thin

3-4 halibut steaks
2 tablespoons lemon Juice
3 tablespoons butter

1 tablespoon paprika 
Cut half of salt pork in small 

pieces and arrange in baking 
pan.

Now th a t it seems “comics” 
are here to  stay, efforts are  being 
m ade to  sort the good from the 
bad and even use m aterials p re ­
sented in “comics” style for 
teaching.

Since most of us would find 
difficulty  in sorting out good co­
mics, Mrs. Lennah Backus, Mich­
igan S tate college extension spe­
cialist, offers suggestions to help 
m ake wise selections for young 
readers.

L ettering should be large en ­
ough to  be read easily w ith p len­
ty  of space between the lines. 
P aper should be w hite or light 
colored so th a t le ttering  and pic­
tu res stand out well for ea.sy 
reading. Drawings should be 
clear cut and not crowded on a 
page. They should be interesting 
but not disturbing. Cover pic­
tures should represent tru th fu lly  
the stories contained in the  pub­
lication.

Select comics which contain 
correct and authentic facts, au­
thority  portrayed w ith respect, 
and relationship betw een people 
set forth  as hum an and under­
standing.

Those who have m ade a syste­
matic study of comics say tha t 
some have made noticeable im ­
provem ents in the ir publications 
and m any new ones have been 
added. For exam ple, am using a n ­
imal characters come to life in 
many of the stories, usually to 
the delight of young readers. 
There has been an increase in 
W estern stories and some of them  
are  rated  as very  good.

In Michigan 
some sort .of a law  keeps the  re ­
ta il dealers from  making any cut 
in  price below a certain  point, 
w rites Mr. Trepagnier.

His article on w hat he found on 
his’ trip  to  various other states 
about gas .prices is so interesting 
th a t it is published in full as fol­
lows:

Well, the 
guy who coined tha t cliche never 
heard  of Michigan gasoline pric­
es. They’re on an ever-ascending 
elevator.

To answ er these and many 
o ther questions th a t A uto Club 
m em bers have been asking us, we 
took a flying trip  through 11 
states near Michigan. We check­
ed prices and ta lked  w ith dealers, 
wholesalers^; gas station w orkers 
and people in W ashington. D,C. 
W e bought a one-gallon can of a 
leading brand  of regular gasoline 
in each Of I I . cities for analysis 
(the  same brand in each city). 
A r^  w hat w e found m akes in ­
teresting  reading for every Mich­
igan motorist.

F indings of the  trip  w ere re ­
ported  early  in June. A deluge 

I of protests from  m em bers had 
'poured into the  Auto Club when 
the  May price increase was an ­
nounced. A nother deluge—th b  
tim e of compliments—flowed in 
following these news stories. 
H ere then is w hat w e found:

Prices taken  righ t from  gaso­
line pum ps in the ^1-w idely-sep­
arated  cities reveal tha t, excUis- 
ive of gasoline taxes, Michigan 
has the  highest rOtail price pf the 
11 states. I t .  ranges from  .6 cent 
to  3.1 centft'h igher in price than 
the  rest, ^ a t e  gas taxes ranged 
from  Mic^Kt^an's th ree-cen t low 
to Virginjja’s six-cent high per 
gallon. W d:^idn’t  hit the  h ig h lit 
one of all^t^x)uisiana, w here the 
sta te  gas - t ^  alone is 11 cents.

And one-gallon samples ship­
ped via Railw ay Express from 
each of the  11 cities w ere tested 
by a D etroit scientific laboratory 
The one real, factor for rating 
gas today is its octane count, j 
every  expert we met on the trip  i 
agreed. M ichigan’s sam ple bought j 
in  D etroit, had practically the | 
same octane rating  as the otlicr j 
11. None varied more than two i 
octane ratings. None had any 
alarm ing quan tity  of gum or ta r  
in  it. Yet wholesale gas prices 
are  h igher in Michigan than  in 
all of the  11 states we sampled. 
Why?

We sat next to a chap on one 
leg of ou r a ir jou rney  who turned 
out to  be an oil economist for a 
large group p f  oil companies. He 
tried  to  teU us why, using “oil” 
Jogic. He prolhices -statistics and 
afgum ents fo r the  oil lobby in 
W ashington. D. C. His  ̂present 
project is to  convince legislators 
th a t they  should drastically  cut 
im ports of foreign dil. The rea ­
son he gives tlhem for th is is im ­
porting oil is w hat forces prices 
of gasoline up.

^ u n d s  ridiculous w hen it rolls 
off our typewritfer. But up there 
in the  airplaiie ;he had us con­
vinced tha t, if ‘ im portation of 
foreign oil w ere  not stopped a t 
once, dom estic oil companies 
would have, to  raise the ir gas 
prices from  tw o to  10 cents per 
gallon, and m ight go broke even 
then. He could have gone fu rth ­
e r  and proved to  us th a t Cleve­
land was actually  on Belle Isle 
and not on- Lake Erie. B ut ra ­
tional thought shows increased 
supplies never y e t logically caus­
ed increased prices.

He confided th a t he even w rites 
a  speech o r tw o for one o r ano th ­
e r Congressman occasionally. 
And it  is ju s t possible th a t Con-

For instance: When fuel oil, a 
gasoline by product, was in short 
supply and everyone w anted it, 
w hat do you suppose happened 
to  gasoline prices? Right, they 
w ent up. Reason given was tha t 
everyone w anted fuel oil and gas 
was hard to get. I t’s cold outside, 
they said. So gas prices went up.

Recently fuel oil has been hard 
to sell in large quantities. It has 
flooded the  m arket. Did gas 
prices go up? They did! Reason 
they give is tha t it costs a certain  
am ount to  refine the stuff, and 
nobody will buy a l l , th j  fuel oil, 
so m otorists must m ake up the 
lost fuel oil revenue. It’s w arm  
outside, they said. So gas prices 
w ent up.

“In a free m arket, advancing 
dem and and advancing cost in­
evitably cause price advances,” 
one oilman w rote us. Since whcji 
does one have to  raise prices 
when he sells more—and still 
bar impqi:ts so he can sell cheap­
er? J>cmand for gas has increased 
13.6 per cent since the  last Michi­
gan price increase prior to this 
May. How is th a t a Yeason for 
changing m ore to fill m y tank 
w ith go-juicc?

Gasoline economics don’t  make 
sense to Senator Homer Fergus­
on, either. In launching a Senate 
investigation of them, he said: 
“T here seems to be neither rhym e 
nor reason to  gasoline price in­
creases.

Michigan’s generally  higher 
wholesale price than  nearby 
states is due to “transporta tion  
costs for the  longer haul on a 
m ajor p art of the supplies,” oil­
men say. But our investigation 
showed th a t P ittsburgh, w hich 
is w ithin a few  miles of the Big 
Inch pipeline w here oil conies 
out of the  ground, has a higher 
wholesale price than  Detroit, and 
Cleveland is cheaper than  either. 
P ittsburgh  wholesale price of 
regular gas is 17.9 cents a gallon, 
highest of the 11 states visited. 
C leveland’s gas sells wholesale

for 15 cents, and in D etroit for 
15.9 cents a gallon. All th ree 
places get gas from  Midland, Pa. 
These variations in price don’t 
make sense, Ferguson says.

Oil companies have not ex­
plained w hy they continue to 
raise prices in Michigan while 
the national average price has 
shown an  almost unbroken de­
cline since August, 1949. They 
m ention increasing quality, but 
then adm it tha t o ther states have 
had better quality  for many 
months. P rice to  dealers dropped 
a penny a gallon in Chicago only 
a m onth before we visited th a t 
city. The fact th a t Michigan has 
as low a ga^ tax  as any state vis­
ited m ay nave som ething to do 
w ith  it.

“Are Michigan m otorists help­
ing subsidize driving and road­
building expenses of other states? 
If so, we appeaj to you to design 
legislation w hich will stop this 
practice,” Auto Club G eneral 
M anager Richard H arfst w rote 
Ferguson.

Chicago, w hich also has a low 
gas tax, has been having a series 
of price wars, w hich may ex ­
plain w hy prices have been low ­
ered th e re  and not in ' Michigan. 
I t wouldn’t do to have retailers 
go com pletely out of business.

Why doesn’t  M ichigan have 
price w ars (dealer m argin w ars)? 
Well, Rankin Peck, secretary  of 
the Michigan Retail Gasoline 
Dealers, explains it this way: “A 
Michigan anti-discrim ination law 
w as passed in 1937 m aking it up- 
law ful to  sell gas below cost lof 
the curren tly  m ost-efficient op­
erators for purposes of destroying 
competition. This searches out 
and rew ards the  most efficient 
dealers. O therw ise fatal com pe­
tition would be encoui'aged by 
oil company chicanery. They’d 
play stations against each other 
w ith low prices and destroy all 
so they could take, them  over. 
Then the  contest would be won 
by the one who survived long­
est. And he could set prices as he 
wished,” he says.

Reason for increasing octane 
rating of M ichigan gas is m dior- 
ists' dem ands, the  oil companies 
say. This we doubt. More than 
tw o-th irds of all aji>o owners 
fall in the low -price car afid old- 
car class. Only high-compression 
engines can economically use 
highest-octane gas, AAA has re ­
peatedly pointed out. And only 
these few can benefit from  in ­
creasing octane of gas. Top oc­
tane gasoline serves the ir p u r­
pose very well.

Why then penalize the m ajori­
ty? Why m ake them  pay two to 
six cents m ore per gallon for oc­
tane th a t m erely fizzes through 
the exhaust pipe? M aybe after 
th e  initial cost of processing gas 
into higher octane is met, it is as 
cheap to  produce as low er-octane 
gas. If so, th is w ould mean more 
profit—to the  oil companies.

In fairness to oil companies, it 
must be pointed out th a t prices 
of everything they use have in ­
creased, too. But by the ir own

figures, th e ir sales have gone up i 
13.6% since the  last Michigan! 
price increase. And -earnings of 
several w ere reported by new s­
papers as the  highest in  history 
for the first q uarte r of 1950. i 
These points we cannot reconcile, j

W hat do the hose-wielders and t 
rad ia tor-fillers—the retail gas 
station operators—think  of a l l , 
this? A sam pling bf the ir reac- | 
tions on the 11-state trip  proved 
interesting. In Milwaukee, an a t­
tendant a t C lem ent and Okla­
homa streets said th a t there had 
been no recent increase in price. 
He said regular gas had been 
down to 20.9 in A pril in a vicious 
price war.

In  Indianapolis, the  station op­
era to r a t 6240 W. W ashington 
said a price w ar ju st ended had 
brought gas down tw o cents a 
gallon for a time.

“A few m otorists kick when 
prices go up. But we give Eagle 
stam ps for iperchandise. That 
cuts our price about half a cent 
a gallon,” the operator a t Bob 
and Joe’s, 5437 Rocky River Dr., 
said. “Profits of gas ju s t about 
cover overhead,” he added. When | 
asked if he thought gas prices 
w ere too high, his eyes sparkled . 
as he said: “You get as much as | 
they’ll pay for your product, and | 
so do I.” i

A sm all w holesaler in CJeve- i 
land said he absorbed the last ] 
raise in price himself. “When 
prices are iip, the  independent 
station ow ner ^ t s  a better 
break,” he p o in t^  out.

‘•But the  te rrific  advertising 
campaigns of large companies 
and ju st plain habit of drivers 
are  hard  to break, price or no 
price,” he added, refusing to have 
his nam e m entioned in print. 
“Those large outfits make mince- 
m eat of any fresh independent 
w ith bug ideas,” he said sadly.

“M otorists are  used to high 
prices,” Francis Lutz of 3210 Le­
banon Church Road, near P itts­
burgh, told us. People use cars 
regardless of gas prices, although 
they may hot joyride as much, he 
believes.

A nother P ittsburgh  s t a t i o n  
ow ner thinks prices are ’way too 
high.

“Gas companies claimed th e y ' 
w eren’t  m aking money before 
the  w ar. Well, they m ust be now. j 
They sell gas two cents cheaper 
in Ohio than  here w here th e y ' 
m ake it, and it all comes from 
the  distribution point down the 
road at Midland, Pa. This is not 
righ t,” he said.

“A ctually we* dealers are out- 
of-pocket on the price rise. Our 
profit per gallon is less now than

before,'* said E rnest G arside at 
Clifford and Elizabeth, Detroit.

Some W ashingtonians thought 
they saw a connection betw een 
M ichigan's price rise and the his­
toric G eneral Motors labor con­
trac t and C hrysler settlem ent.

W hat is to be gained by p ro­
testing gasoline price j;aises and 
investigating confusing claims? 
Several M ichigan state officials 
have told us th a t some oil com­
panies w ere using M ichigan as 
a testing ground for public opin­
ion on the price raising. If no one 
made too much of a fuss, they 
planned another raise righ t aw ay 
and a  to tal of 1% cents m ore per 
gallon in  six months. They hadn 't 
jum ped prices again a t date  df 
this JA’riting.

I t also gave our m em bers q 
rallying point for the ir otherw ise 
disorganized protesting. As a re ­
sult of the ir calls and le tte rs  to 
us, a telegram  was sent by Club 
G eneral M anager Richard H arfst 
to Senator Ferguspn. It was read 
a t the hearing of the  Senate J u ­
diciary Comm ittee to decide 
w hether to investigate gas-pric­
ing policies. It said in part;

“At no tim e in recent m em ory 
do we recall such fu ro r on the  
part of Michigan m otorists as has 
been caused by the  la test gas- 
price raise. It is the straw  th a t 
breaks the  cam el’s back. In  the  
name of the 285,000 car-ow ning 
members of Automobile Club of 
Michigan we urge th a t you p re ­
sent a strong case . . . .  for th o r­
ough study of the gasoline in ­
dustry 's pricing methods, p a r­
ticularly  in Michigan.

“Our m em bers ask w hat is ju s­
tifiable in 12 price boosts in five 
years. They w ant to know  why 
Michigan, w ith  one of the nation’s 
lowest gas-tax  rates, ha^ one of 
the highest a t-the-pum p prices 
in the land. They w ant to know 
why gas prices have been going 
down in states all around us 
w hile ours go up. We offer you 
the facilities of our organization 
for all aid in th is undertaking.”

Shortly  afte r hearing th is te le ­
gram. the  Judiciary  com mittee 
reported favorably to the  Senate 
on allowing $50,000 to  be used 
for an investigation. W hat it will 
reveal no one can say.

We have shown tha t Michigan 
gasoline is no better than  -that 
sold anyw here else. You are  -be­
ing deceived on th is point. We 
have shown th a t only high-com - 
pression-engine cars can utilize 
all the  octane in present h igh- 
priced gas. Maybe we have even 
helped stop an  octane race which 
has been shaping up in the  oil 
industry. Maybe they’ll try  the 
nex t raise somewhere else.

The findings of this trip  have 
been given to Senator Ferguson 
and M ichigan’s A ttorney-G ener­
al. W hat they w ill accomplish 
rem ains to be seen. We wish 
them  well and again offer all 
facilities of Auto Club to aid 
them .

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Roger Babson Says...
B«bson D iscuuM  RailrM ds

In  view of the Railroad strikes 
in  the United S tates and Canada, 
and the bullish tips th a t are be­
ing pu t out to get people to buy 
railroad stocks. I w ill th is w eek 
discuss the Railroads as an in ­
vestm ent. At the close of World 
W ar II in 1946 the  Index of R ail­
road Stocks averaged about 69.00. 
This declined to  around 44.00 in 
June, 1949 and continued around 
these low figures un til the  K or­
ean W ar broke out. Since then 
the  Railroad Index has gone up 
to  nearly  65.00. This m eans th a t 
these railroad stckrks are  now 
selling for almost as much as they 
did a t the ir height during W orld 
W ar II.

Reasons for Being Bullish
1. Railroads have always pros­

pered during  w artim e. This ap ­
plies not only to  the  railroads 
serving such industrial centers as 
P ittsburgh , D etroit and Chicago 
b u t particu larly  the  transcontin­
en tal lines. This should especial­
ly  be tru e  so long as the  K orean 
difficulty  lasts.

2. D uring th e  last depression 
m any railroads cut th e ir bonded 
debts and reduced o ther charges 
w hich should help the  stocks. 
E ven roads th a t w ere not re-or- 
ganized w ere able to spend huge 
sum s on im proving the ir road­
beds. bridges, equipm ent, m ach­
ine shops, etc.

3. Mo.st railroads have little  to 
fea r from  Excess-profits taxes 
because they have such a large 
basic investm ent. In  o ther words, 
the  railroads have no w atered 
stock. In  ^ome cases the  asset 
value of railroad stocks is 10 
tim es the  price a t w hich they are 
selling on the  m arket.

4. A fter the w ar the railroads 
w ill have n8 reconversion prob­
lems such as m any industrials 
will have. This is because w ar 
traffic uses the  same rails, loco- 
m otiives and equipm ent th a t the  
peacetim e traffic  uses. The ra il­
roads should also benefit from 
the  increase in population.

5. The railroads have been able 
to  abandon m uch unprofitable 
mileage and to  stream line their 
organizations. This la tte r  is es­
pecially being illustrated  by w hat 
the  New York. New H aven & 
H artfo rd  Railroad Company is 
now doing.

Reasons for Being Bearish
1. The oldest of the strong la ­

bor unions are in the railroad 
field. These unions in peacetime 
have usually  “skimm ed the 
cream ” from  the  railroad earn ­
ing and have been a source of 

■^reat trouble. If railroad wages 
cspld be reduced w hen earnings 
declined afte r a w ar. a fa ir re ­
ad justm ent could be made. As a 
m a tte r of fact, the  railroad wage 
tn'ereascs given during the  war, 
w hen the  earnings are  abnorm al­
ly good, cannot be w ithdraw n 
afte r th e  w ar is over, w hen earn ­
ings again decline.

2. Railroads have (subject to 
disputed G overnm ent ra te  con­
cessions) m ore o r less, a mono­
poly during w artim e; bu t after 
a w ar is over, they are confront­
ed w ith m ore airplanes, more 
buses and m ore trucks than  ever 
before. Therefore, railroads nor­
m ally ^ e  subject to trem endous 
com petition during peacetime. 
This w ill certain ly  be tru e  as a 
settlem ent is gradually  made 
w ith  Russia.

3. W hen the  In tersta te  Com­
m erce commission was formed 
railroads had a monopoly of 
transportation. T here then w ere 
no private  automobiles, no buses,

no trucks and no airplanes. Such 
highways as then existed w ere 
very  poor. Hence, the  regulation 
of railroad rates and service was 
a* necessity. Today, th is regula­
tion has tu rned  into a nuisance 
to a ll concerned,—r a i 1 r o a d s, 
shippers and the  public. Yet, the 
vatiqus Railroad Commissions, 
both Federal and S tate, continue 
in office. In o rder to hold the ir 
jobs, they feel obliged to contin­
ue to  regulate the  railroads in 
both an  unreasonable and a costly 
m anner. In  addition, the Federal 
G overnm ent is now suing the  
railroads for “overcharging” on 
W ar II business.

4. These com petitors of the
railroads, such as the autom o­
biles, trucks, buses, etc., have
th e ir roadbeds built by the Fed­
era l governm ent and by l^e  
states, for which cost the  ra il­
roads are obliged to pay their
proportion in taxes. The ra il­
roads on the  other hand, m ust
pay the cost of building and 
m aintaining the ir own roadbeds 
and term inals. In the case of the 
airplanes, they, have no roadbed 
to m aintain as- they use the  air: 
w hile th e ir  expensive term inals 
are built by the  Federal or stale 
governm ents, or by m unicipali­
ties.

5. One th ird  of the present 
railroad mileage is unprofitable 
and ^should be abandoned. Yet, 
w hen th e  railroads w ant to take 
up a little  useless track, the  sh ip­
pers, the  labor unions and the 
F>oliticians combine to preven t it. 
A nother fact to be considered is 
th a t each ”*1reneration of young 
people w ill oe less w illing to pa­
tronize the  railroads than  are  w e 
older people

A study  off* the above and o ther 
factors lead^ a conservative in ­
vestor to  avoid being tem pted to 
buy railroad stocks a t this time. 
Some railroads may increase 
the ir dividends tem porarily, but 
very few w hich now pay.no d iv i­
dends w ill go on a dividend bas­
is. They w ill need the  additional 
money for buying m ore equip­
ments, etc. I t probably would 
have been sm art to  have bought 
railroad stocks im m ediately w hen 
our tro o p s 'firs t landed in K orea; 
but to buy them  today for invest­
m ent w ill be risky.

Probably  some cheap railroad 
common stocks, upon w hich I 
never expect a dividend, m ay go 
up m ore in price due purely  to 
speculation on the  part of small 
speculators. There are only a 
relatively few  shares of the.se 
stocks 'outstanding; and a litile  
increased buying could easily 
send them  up in price. F u rth e r­
more. they have such a big lev­
erage w hen selling a t low  prices, 
they could double or perhaps 
triple in price. However, afte r 
the  w ar is over and earnings de­
crease, these very  facts can cause 
these stocks to go dow n in price 
ju s t as rapidly. In trin sically .' the 
stocks go up only w hen there  are 
more buyers than  sellers: and go 
down when there are  more sell­
ers than buyers. Hence, purch­
asers of these cheap si>eculative 
railroad stocks may find them ­
selves w ith good paper profits: 
but w hen they try  to  tu rn  these 
paper profits into cash, it may be 
very  difficult. If all speculators 
should attem pt to do this a t once, 
it would be impossible for any to 
cash in on the ir profits.

W hat A bout S treet Railway 
Stocks?

S treet - railw ays and buses 
should profit from  any w ar es­
pecially if the  w ar leads to the

Lumber Business 
Booms jn  South 
Says Geo. Foster

George M. Foster, form er well 
known Plym outh and Northville 
business man, who moved a 
num ber of years ago to Oilando, 
Florida has retu rned  to his adopt­
ed state a fte r making a brief 
v is it 'w ith  relatives and friends 
in this locality.

Even though the lum ber is 
green when used in new build­
ings. it doesn’t seem to make 
much difference. It dries out 
quickly under the hot sun and is 
used in such a w ay th a t even 
though there  is some shrinkage, 
no dam age to buildings results,” 
said Mr. Foster.

Mr. Foster not only produces 
his lum ber products, but he re ­
tails every foot of the lum ber his 
m ill saws.

‘T h e re  has been such a tre ­
m endous building boom in F lori­
da th a t it is getting difficult to 
get sawlogs a t present. I see no 
end to  the  building boom in that 
state. People are coming in there 
by the  thousands, buying and 
building homes—and are
going to keep on comingsX-think 
Florida is one of the finest places 
in w hich to live one can find 
anyw here in  the w orld,” declared 
Mr. Foster, “and I am in a hu rry  
to get back there, although I do 
enjoy visits w ith my old friends.”

Mr. Foster is a most enthusias­
tic booster for Florida especially 
tha t section around Orlando.

‘T h e re  are  two things I enjoy 
very  much, the  delightful all- 
year ’round Florida w eather, and 
The Plym outh Mail,” he added.
