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To Favor 
Lifting Of 
Rent Lid

If the m ajority of opinions ex ­
pressed a t the  public hearing on 
ren t control last Monday are any 
indication, ren ts in Plym outh 
will be decontrolled a t the city 
commission m eeting nex t Mon­
day night. In the crow d-packed 
commission cham bers Monday, 
both landlords and tenants had 
an opportunity  to voice the ir op­
inions. A show of hands a t the 
hearing made it obvious th a t 75 
per cent of the citizens present 
w ere very much in favor of de­
control.

Miss Neva Lovewell, ren t coor­
dinator for^the city, s ta ted  a t the 
hearing th a t m any landlords had 
undergone severe hardships un ­
der the  ren t control law  and she 
felt tha t controls should be lifted. 
“I have enough faith^in the  land­
lords of this city to say tha t they 
will not be u n ju st in raising 
rents, should controls be lifted ,” 
Miss Lovewell said, “and I feel 
th a t landlords should have the 
righ t to decide 4vho w ill live in 
the ir homes.”

Landlords a t the  hearing held 
to  the  argum ent th a t inflationary 
prices on u tilities and building 
m aintenance m a t e r i a l s  force 
them  to suffer a loss w hen charg­
ing pre-w ar rents. B ut the  re n t­
ers a t  the  hearing fe lt th a t a 
serious housing shortage in P ly ­
mouth still existed and controls 
should not be lifted. Many of 
them  felt th a t landlords should 
be entitled to  a specified ren t 
raise but th a t controls should 
still be maintained.

P roperty  ow ners retalia ted  on 
the  housing shortage argum ent 
by saying th a t more ren ta l prop­
e rty  w ill be available if con­
trols are taken off. As one land­
lord pu t it, “The law  of supply 
and dem and will take care of 
shortages.”

A fter giving everyone ample 
lim e to express the ir opinions, 
M ayor Cass S. Hough c a l l ^  for a 
show of hands on the  m atter. 
Thirty-seven voted for decontrol 
and ten for m aintaining controls. 
The final decision tyill be made 
by the^ city commissioners Mon­
day night.

To Hicks G riffiths, candidate 
for norhination to  the  non-partis­
an judge of orobate position, and 
an active New Deal Democrat, 
went the highest vote among the 
Democrats in P lym outh. His to tal 
in Plym outh was 216 com pared 
to 197 for G overnor Williams.

This city indicated th a t it p re­
ferred Eugene Donohue for the 
Democratic nom ination for Con­
gress, giving him  68 votes to 46 
for John Brown, his nearest ^op­
ponent.

in th ree  months, however, his pu ­
pils showed off the ir new ly ac­
quired learning so w ell th a t he 
had 29 students. A w ell-to-do 
Negro in the  -community donated 
a tum ble-dow n cabin and 40 ac­
res of land. Jones and his pupils 
fixed up the old cabin for a 
schoolhousc and living quarters 
for himself. The county board of 
education appropriated $18 a 
month.

As the school grew, another 
building was needed. Jones ap ­
proached a w ealthy w hite mill 
owner, who listened to his story 
and said: “I’ve always claimed 
it was plum b silly to try  to  edu­
cates these Negroes. But, young 
man, you’ve got guts and a prac­
tical ideo. I ’ll give you 10,000 feet 
of lum ber, and you can have 
credit for any more you need."

Now, in addition to a fine farm  
which produces 60 percent of the 
food consumed by the students, 
the school has five handsome 
brick buildings and 20 fram e 
structures. S tudents made the 
brick, cut the lum ber and p u t up 
the buildings.

From the beginning Jones’ fo r­
mula has been: Teach boys and 
girls how to work w ith the ir 
hands so they will be able to 
make a living, academic subjects 
to m ake them  articu late and ad ­
justed  to A mericanLculture, and 
sane m oral and r e l ig i^ s  train ing 
as a substitu te for superstition 
and fear. Today 30 teachers, 
mostly Negro, offer Tirst-class 
vocation*! tra ilin g  in agriculture, 
carpentry , plum bing and steam ­
fitting. auto  mechanics, masonry, 
printing, cooking, sewing, laun­
dry  work, bookkeeping, steno­
graphy. Every studen t m ust learn 
a t least ^two trades, so th a t if 
w ork is scarce in oiic he can tu rn  
to the other. Courses range from  
prim ary grades through junior 
college.

TN THE GREAT CONTRASt be- 
*  tween his early and later life, 
James may remind us of the two 
preceding lessons. Like Peter and 
John Mark, James made good in 
his later life. Jesus had four broth­
ers and at least two sisters. One 
brother was James. He and others 
of the family did not at first real­
ize the greatness of their brother. 
Not until after the resurrection did 
they become Christians.

Jam es became known as the 
Just. As head of the mpther church 
in Jerusalem he had the oppor­
tunity of making a decision tnat 
saved C^istlanity from being a 
small Jewish sect. Twenty years 
had passed since the resurrection. 
The church in Antioch had some 
Gentile members. A discussion 
arose as to whether or not the 
Jewish rites, still followed by 
Jewish converts, should be im­
posed upon Gentiles. The Antioch 
Church sent Paul and Barnabas 
to inquire of the mother church in 
Jerusalem.

Jam es handed down the decision 
that Jewish rites should not be 
required of G w U e converts. They 
vrere to abstain from pollution of 
idolatry and gross Immorality. 
Though James never quite over­
came his Jewish preji^ices, the 
decision be handed down freed the 
Christian church to begin its car­
eer as a world-wide church.

Fire Control Plan 
Fights Forest 
and Grass Fires

To show w hat hunters and 
fisherm en can do to combat for­
est and grass fires, the conserva­
tion departm ent cites the  devel­
opment of a local fire control 
program  by one organized sports­
m en’s club.

The club’s first cooperative ef­
forts w ere m arked more w ith 
failure than success, bu t by the 
1949 fire season the m em bers had 
reorganized and devised a plan 
w hich has survived to th is day.

The revam ped fire organiza­
tion is headed by two chief key- 
m en who are charged w ith both 
the prevention and suppression 
phases of fire control. U nder the 
chief keym en are  th ree  or four 
m aster keym en who in tu rn  are 
responsible for four to six regular 
keymen. Each keym an. including 
the  chief and m aster keymen, are 
in charge of a th ree  to six man 
crew.

The club prints its own o r­
ganization list which gives the 
names, addresses and telephone 
num bers, both business and resi­
dence. Brief instructions as to 
how the organization will func­
tion are outlined on the  first page 
of the list.

When the  conservation fire  off­
icer needs aid. one of the  chief 
keym en is called, advised as to 
fire location and num ber of men 
required, and then the  club o r­
ganization goes into action. In 
event a chief keym an cannot be 
contacted, a m aster keym an is 
called to assum e charge. M aster 
keym en are expected to keep 
th e ir keym en alerted  during fire 
w eather.

Each keym an is responsible for 
his own crew  and no keym an is 
perm itted  to call any men from 
another’s crew unless instructed 
to  do so by the  chief keyman. 
W hen possible, m en who com­
pose the  c ^ w s  are neighbors of 
the keym an. They a re  usually 
club membOTs^^ut not in all in- 
-stancGs.
. Individual instruction to  key- 
men and the ir crew s on use of 
equipm ent, fire organization and 
fire tactics usually is given a t 
dppartm ent equipvient stations. 
Club firem en pick up equipm ent 
a t a departm ent equipm ent s ta ­
tion  or a t the fire location. Most 
keym en carry  shovels in th e ir  
cars during  the fire season.

tissue and blood. This means 
meat, fish, cheese or egg in one 
form  or another, plus milk as a 
beverage.

Add foods to supply m inerals 
and vitam ins as body regulators 
and general health  prom oters and 
j'ou’ll have a well rounded com­
bination. F ru its and vegetables, 
whole grain or 'enriched bread 
and m ilk score high in these fac­
tors.

The form in which these foods 
are  carried depends largely on 
the container. A strong box w ith 
a therm os bottle allows a g reat 
deal of variety, perm itting the  
use of soups, salads, puddings, 
stewed fruits and sim ilar liquid 
o r sem i-liquid foods.

When, for any 'reason, the meal 
is carried in a paper bag, the 
com bination m ust be lim ited a l­
most entirely  to  solids. I t’s a l­
ways possible, even in such a 
case, to tuck in an occasional 
juicy b it by packing it in a w ax­
ed carton with a tightly  fitting  
cover.

More tim es than  not, sand­
wiches will be the  m ain dish of 
th e  pacHed lunch. To m ake them  
as nutritionally  satisfying as pos­
sible m ake them  w ith  either 
w hole grain o r enriched bread as 
the  usual thing. For the sake of 
v arie ty  inclu4.e fru it or n u t bread 
occasionally.

Filling for the  sandwiches w ill 
most often be m ade w ith  one of 
the  good protein foods w hich 
have such excellent staying qual­
ities as well as delicious flavor. 
A chunk of m eat m ay be the  
easiest thing -to use, bu t it’s 
frigh tfu lly  monotonous. A few 
combinations suggested below 
are  only an indication of w hat 
can be done.

Sometimes bread  and bP tter 
sandwiches can be used if a fried 
chicken, some deviled eggs, a 
cold stuffed, baked pork chop, or 
b leat o r fish salad a re  included. 
T he^ast Xwo are  best used in cold 
w eather and m ust be icy cold 
when they’re p u t in  th e  box. 
W rap th e  container in several 
thicknesses of paper to  keep them  
cool.

V egetables and fru its  are best 
planned for eating out of hand 
unless they caii be placed in w a­
terproof containers. Celery, le t­
tuce, carrots, cucum bers and 
green onions w ill all add pleasant 
flavor and crispness to  the  meal 
if they are w ell chilled and 
w rapped in waxed paper before 
packing. I t’s best to  keep the  
pieces fa irly  large—they  w ilt less 
and lose flavor and food value.

Fresh tom atoes are  perfect for 
packed lunches. They’re  easier to 
ea t if they aren’t  skinned. A 
small packet of salt and pepper 
w ill season them  delightfully. 
W rap them  in paper, too, ju s t so 
they won’t  leak over the  rest of 
the lunch if they happen to be 
squeezed accidentally.

The fru it th a t goes into the 
lunch needs a waxed paper w rap­
ping, too, to keep it cool and to 
preven t mixing of flavors. Those 
people who carry  boxes can m an­
age stewed and canned fru its  as 
well as gelatin desserts in  add i­
tion  to any of the  fresh  fruits.

Cup cakes'baked in  paper cups 
and cookies are the best bets for 
sweets, but fru it tu rnovers carry  
fa irly  well. T here are  plastic con­
ta iners ju s t right for wedges of

pie v;*7jich would delight almost 
any man.

Milk or a milk beverage is a 
mu.st for the  children and would 
be fine for adults, too. In many 
places it’.s possible to buy milk 
even when nothing else is avail­
able and then it would bo fine to 
use the  therm os bottle for hot 
soup at least occasionally. I t’s 
especially appetizing in cold 
w eather.

‘BEEF-CELERY 
SANDWICH FILLING 

Combine *-2 cup ground, cook­
ed beef. V4 cup finely chopped 
celery. 2 tablespoons pickle re l­
ish and 2 tablespoons mayonnaise 
or salad dressing. Season to  taste 
w ith  salt and pepper. Makes 
enough filling for 3 or 4 sand­
wiches.
SAVORY SANDWICH FILLING 

P u t equal parts of dried beef 
and A m erican cheese through a 
food chopper. S tir in enough to ­
m ato soup to moisten well. This 
m ixture keeps w ell in a covered 
ja r  in  the  refrigerator.

s u n s h i n e  SPECIAL 
Combine 1 cup grated carrot, 

1 cup chopped dates, • cup 
chopped nuts, and cup cooked 
salad dressing. Season to taste 
w ith salt.

SURPRISE ROLLS 
Corhbine 4 chopped, hard-cook­

ed eggs, 4 ta b le s p o i^  minced 
parsley, 1 cup gratc<y Am erican 
cheese, cup catsup.

During th is season w hen fresh 
citrus fru its  a re  not as plentiful 
as they  w ill be in a few  months, 
m any Plym outh hom em akers will 
tu rn  to canned citrus fru it juices/ 
bu t w onder w hether they are 
getting the same am ount of v ita­
m in C.

H ere are some answ ers to the 
question of w hether v itam in C is 
destroyed by heating the  juices 
for canning.

M odern m ethods of commercial 
canning have greatly  increased 
th e  percentage of v itam in C that 
m ay be saved. Experim ents show 
th a t alm ost all of th e  precious 
vitam in ' is retained  in  canned 
juice. However, there  m ay be 
some loss during  storage if the 
tem peratu re of freight cars, 
warehouses, or groceries is too 
high. This applies to your own 
home storage. Canned goods 
should be stored in a cool cup­
board.

Many hom em akers also ask 
about the  loss of vitam ins afte r 
the can is opened. Here again 
the  tem peratu re as well as the  
a ir  are the enemies of vitam in C. 
I t is best to open the  cans w ith a 
sm all th ree-cornered  opening and 
keep th is opening tigh tly  p lug­
ged. If possible, keep it a t a tem ­
pera tu re  below 50 degrees F ah r­
enheit and there  will be a m ini­
m um  am ount of loss of the  v ita ­
m in C.

Don’t  be afraid  to  store the 
juice in the  tin  can in which it is 
purchased. I t is quite all righ t to 
leave foods in the  original can 
afte r they have been opened. 
They should, how ever, be  kept 
very cold to p reven t spoilage. I

IN A qASSEROLE 
H ere’s a casserole th a t’s p r 

pai'ed in 30 minutes. P lace sli 
canned tongue in a greasecKcas- 
serole and add thinly slieed po­
tatoes. Pour a can of onion soup 
over the  m eat and pota toes-and  
cook in a  m oderate oven.

HAM b u n d l e s  
Wrap slender stalks of cooked 

asparagus w ith broiled ham 
slices, fasten  and heat in  a fry ­
ing pan  until the ham  is lightly  
browned. Serve w ith  a cream  or 
cheese sauce.

Detroit Plans to 
Use Plymouth 
Water if Bombed

Little did a num ber of P ly ­
mouth business men who during  
the  past ton or 12 years w orked 
diligently (^  provide th is city 
w ith a big Supply of good d rin k ­
ing water, realize th a t upon the 
complotiion of the  new  w ater 
system th a t P lym outh’s w ater 
supply would bo counted upon to 
help provid?i‘ I)p tro it w ith w ater 
in case thafc,t^y was bombed by 
Russian Communists.

Not only do the  plans call upon 
Plym outh to provide w ater for 
D etroit in ca^ .jp f em ergency, but 
D otroifs chHffan forces also plan 
to  utilize w ater from N orthville 
as well as from  some of the  n ear­
by l^kes. •

This fact became known a few 
days ago v. l^en Laurence G. Len- 
hard t. genera l m anager of the 
Detroit w ater board, m ade known 
the  fact th a t  .an atomic bomb 
dropped into X ^ c  St. C lair could 
knock out D etroit’s en tire w ater 
supply for a  period, of from  14 to  
20 days.

It would t ^ e  th a t long for the 
lake 19. c lea r into the  D e­
tro it riv e r j^ast tHe in take of the 
departm ent afte r 'a bombing.

Discussing tbe dangers of th is 
situation. L cnhard t suggested 
means for D etroit people to p ro ­
tect them selves in the  event of a 
sneak attack.

He also revelled  th a t plans are 
underw ay to provide a t least 
4,000,000 gaUohs of w ater daily 
if the  D etroit w ater sy ste m  is 
shut down because of radio active 
conditions; o r otherw ise crippled 
by  bombs to such an ex ten t th a t Jackson. Mississippi, afte r spend- 
th*e city w ill be unable to  get w a- ! i^g ten day.'^w ith  Mrs. L atta 's 
te r  in the  mains.

M ilk trailers, tank  trucks and 
rellroad  steam  engine tenders 
would lx* called into service to 
h au l w ater from  sucW tow ns as 
Plym outh, N (j/thville, Pontiac 
and inland lok^s.

He said: “D uring the last w ar 
m any -persens took precautions 
again st w ate^ shortage from pos­
sible bom bings in the ir own 
homes, and th is could be done 
again.

“I w ould recom mend th a t a 
supply of w ater for fam ily use 
be stored in gallon glass jugs.
These. shguM be thoroughly 
cleaned and sterilized. If they 
cannot bo boiled, about th ree- 
quarte rs  of an inch of ordinary 
household chlcuane-type cleanser 
in A w ater glass should-be pouved 
in to  the  jug.

“Add about tw o glasses of w a­
te r  and swi.sh tfie contents around 
thoroughly. Then rinse w ith  clean 
w ater. ‘ ,

‘T h e  jugs should be filled to 
the  bri.m, allowing no a ir on top, 
and tigh tly  „corkcd. They should 
be stored ifi-.a-cool. dark  place in 
the  basem entr w here most peo­
ple would .pc if we a re  attacked.

‘T h e  wate r should be renewed 
about ev e i^  th ree  days but once 
a wcc'k v.’ouldn’t be too bad.”

L cnhard t said it has been found 
th a t the  individual can get along 
on a gallon and one-half of w ater 
a dav.

Migration of War 
Workers From 
The South Starts

Plym outh’s population is ju st 
now taking on a sudden increase 
tha t will not be a bit helpful in 
adding to the  totals recently  fig ­
ured by t l #  census takers.

This increase, which is in ad ­
dition to the m ore than  2,000 peo­
ple who moved to P lym outh d u r­
ing the past ten  years to  m ake 
this city the ir perm anent home, 
is all due to  a new  m igration th a t 
has recently |ta r te d  from  the 
south due to w ar conditions.

Clarence le tte r ,  m anager of 
the Plym outh unem ploym ent of­
fice, states th a t there is a steady 
stream  of form er w ar w orkers 
who left here afte r the  end of the 
last World War, retu rn ing  to P ly ­
m outh from  the  south.

“But we are glad to see them , 
as we have jobs for every  com­
petent w orker. We haven’t  been 
able to fill the dem and for help 
for weeks. I t seems th a t nearly  
every factory in th is en tire lo­
cality is in need of help, even* 
those th a t do not yet have -any 
w ar contracts,” said Mr. Je tte r  
the other day.

The m igration is chiefly from 
Kentucky, Tennessee and A rkan­
sas. A very large num ber of those 
who have retu rned  to the  city 
from  the south w ere located here 
during the last w ar, bu t w ent 
back south to the ir old homes 
when the w ar ended.

N early all of these form er resi­
dents arc  having no difficulty  in 
getting im m ediate em ployment. 
But it seems as though th e  big 
pi'oblem is tha t s^mie old buga­

boo, the housing shortage. Even 
though there  have been several 
hundred new  homes bu ilt in  th is 
locality in  the last few  years, the 
dem and for homes fa r exceeds 
th e  supply.

But m any desirable families 
who came to  Plym outh from  the  
south previous to the last world 
w ar, did not re tu rn  south a fte r 
the  w ar and they are having no 
housing problem s a t all. M any of 
them  built or purchased perm ­
anent homes here. They are  do­
ing w hat they  can to  help house 
the  w orkers w ho‘w ent back home 
because they  w ere not quite sure 
as to  w hether th ey  desired to 
m ake the ir perm anent homes in 
the  north. S teady em ploym ent 
w ill doubtless resu lt in m any of 
the  la test new  comers deciding 
to m ake th is locality th e ir per­
m anent homes.

Plymouth Ships 
More Than 50,000 
Bushels of Wheat

Believe it or not—over 50,000 
bushels of w heat have been ship­
ped out of the P lym outh area 
since the 1950 m id-sum m er h a r­
vest.

Not only w ere m ore th an  50,000 
bushels of w heat raised in th is 
vicinity, bu t J. J . W ickens of the  
Specialty Feed company, Jnc. 
states th a t he believes th a t more 
than 100,000 bushels will be p ro ­
duced and shipped nex t year.

“We are going to m ake p repa­
rations to handle th a t m uch grain 
during 1951. W hen we first s ta r t­
ed shipping w heat last year we 
handled less than  30,000 bushels, 
but we never expected to jum p 
to more than  50,000 bushels th is 
year. We are fully  convinced now 
th a t we can ship through P ly ­
m outh more th an  100,000 bushels 
next year, if we are prepared  to 
handle th a t am ount of grain, and 
before the 1951' harvest we w ill 
be able to not only handle 100,- 
000 bushels but much more,” said 
Mr. Wickens yesterday.

Years ago Plym outh was a large 
grain shipping center, but before 
the last w ar the M cLaren com­
pany which for m ore than half a 
(‘onlury h ^  operated a large 
wheat shipping business decided 
to close tha t branch o t its busi- 
nos ŝ out. As a resu lt th e re  was no 
grain m arket in Plym outh for 
.some ten or tw elve years prev i- 

us to tho inauguration of the 
new Specialty Feed m arket se r­
vice a year ago.

Mr. Wickens states tha t the 
farm ers received an average of 
nearly  $2.00 per bushel, m aking 
a total of nearly $100,000 th a t was 
paid for the w heat crop grown 
in the Plym outh area.

Not m any would believe th a t 
in this highly developed residen­
tial and m anufacturing center 
tha t there are a sufficient num ­
ber oR farm ers who grow  a g reat 
am ount of wheat, bu t Mr. W ick- 
enU states th a t he believes th a t

when farm ers again find out tha t 
they can dispose of the ir w heat 
crop in  Plym outh there will be 
hundreds of thousands of bushels 
shipped out of here each year, 
“ju s t like it was some 20 or 25 
years ago,” He*s3W.

Most of the w heat grown in 
this area was sold by the Special­
ty  Feed company to the  N ational 
Biscuit company, shipm ents be­
ing m ade to  both D etroit and To­
ledo, w ith Toledo receiving the 
biggest share qf the 1950 crop.

The Specialty Feed company is 
especially w ell located to handle 
large g ra in  shipments. Its  plant 
is located on the  m ain C & O 
lines and farm ers can easily bring 
th e ir crops in almost all the  way 
on paved roads and  w ithout the 
necessity of going through city 
traffic.

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Roger Balisqn Says...
Babson Discusses New Houses

Many people ask me w hat I 
th ink  of the  present housing 
boom, how long it w ill last and 
w hether it is wise to buy or build 
new  homes now. Briefly, these 
are  my eonclusions.

Why The C urrent Boom?
D uring the first seven m onths 

of 1950. nearly 800.000 new  non­
farm  dwellings w ere started  in 
the  United States. In Ju ly  a new 
monthly reco rd  of 144,000 units 
was chaJeed up. W hat is the  rea ­
son for this unprecedentedly high 
volum e of new  home corfstruct- 
ion? The answ er can be summed 
up in ju st two words: easy credit. 
Of course, there  are  o ther factors, 
bu t it is th is ready availability  of 
m ortgage loans guaranteed by 
the  governm ent w hich has cre­
ated and sustained the  housing 
boom.,

 ̂ W hat Is Wrong?
• G overnm ent pum p-prim ing is 
not bad in itself. In a complicated 
and highly industrialized eco­
nomy such as ours, it may be­
come a necessary device in the 
prom otion of our national in te r­
est. However, I am opposed to 
the  abuses of pumjp-priming. The 
powerful Housing Agency is fos­
tering  today’s dangerous housing 
boom. Through its easy credit 
term s, it is encouraging individ­
uals to discard the  principles of 
industry , th rif t and resourceful­
ness w hich have made our nation 
great.

Easy m ortgage loans arc  of d u ­
bious value if you take a long 
range viewpoint. They can prove 
disastrous following times like 
these w hen wages and prices are 
on an artificially  high basis. I am 
greatly  d isturbed  w hen I see 
young people getting involved in 
operations and com mitments tha t 
can be justified  only if these ex ­
trem ely  favorable business con­
ditions should persist. Some will 
lose the  new  homes which they 
so proudly and so easily acquir­
ed. O thers w ill be able to Keep 
them  only a t the price of d iffi­
culties due to expecting some­
thing for nothing.

Buy Larger Houses
A nother aspect of liie housing 

situation which distresses me is 
the size of the  m ajority  of the 
new houses now being built. In 
the ir zeal to  keep costs a t or 
near $10,000 per unit, builders 
seem to have concentrated on too 
sm all houses, m any of which 
have only four rooms. Certainly 
these Ja tte r  are not very p racti­
cal for fam ily living in the A m ­
erican tradition . Nor will they 
have a very  good re.sale value.

G.I.’s and others, lured by the 
bait of no, or a t best a small, 
down paym ent and the promise of 
easy mortgage term s, should take 
tim e to th ink  of these purchases 
in term s of fu tu re  needs and fu ­
tu re  values. Perhaps if they w ere 
required  to proffer a substantial 
dow n paym ent as w ere the ir fa ­
thers, they would be more dis­
cerning and more practical.

W hat Should We Expect?
A sharp decline from  the pres­

ent peak activity  in home build­
ing now appears imminent, ow­
ing to the K orean trouble. How­
ever, I believe th a t the accumu-

lation of deferred  housing de­
m and would have been satisfied 
before long anyway. Recent tigh t­
ening of federal housing credit 
and a very m aterial increase in 
governm ent stockpiling of s tra ­
tegic m aterials should hasten the 
re tu rn  to a m ore ndrm al m arket 
in new  home construction to 
provide for our expanding popu­
lation.

I t is probable th a t the  present 
scarcity of housing in our larger 
cities m ay suddenly tu rn  into a 
surplus. The day  m ay not be far 
offyw hen it w ill be difficult to 
sell some of these city units a t 
any price because of the  possi­
bility  of the ir being bombed and 
because of high city taxes and 
living costs. Also rem em ber th a t 
today there  is a home to every 
4.1 persons; w hile th e  previous 
saturation point came in 1930 
w hen the  people w ere satisfied 
w ith one home for each 4.4 of 
population!

D on't Overlook Sm all C itiet
I would not buy a house today 

in any of the  la rger cities of the 
United S tates unless it was essen­
tial th a t I live w ith in  the lim its 
of one of them. Big city property 
valuations are  too vulnerable. 
Yet, I would not hesitate tt^build  
or buy a house for my fam ily’s 
use w ith a 30% down paym ent in 
the better sections of most small 
Am erican com munities. I am 
convinced th a t the population 
trend  aw ay from  the  la rger cities 
will continue, thus decreasing big 
city real estate values.

It also may be th a t an  older 
type, w ell-bu ilt house in the  best 
sections of these sm aller cities is 
a better buy th a n  a new  house in 
the  present crazy m arket. You 
may pay m ore for such a house 
than it originally cost to build, 
bu t you will still be getting it 
for about half of w hat it would 
cost to build today.

B radford and 
John  Carver. However, I would 
suggest John  A lden for the  nam e 
of the  new  street. Every one 
would connect it w ith  our nam e­
sake town, and every child would 
know its m eaning t^ fo re  leaving 
the Geo. A. Sm ith school. He was 
a cooper and carpenter, but 
mostly noted for m arry ing  P ris ­
cilla Mullins. He lived in the  New 
World longest of any of the  ones 
who came on the  M ayflower. He 
died in his 89th year-1687.

“Among the  Indian  nam es 
there  was Massasoit and Squan- 
to. the la tte r who taugh t them  to 
plant fish w ith the  corn for fe r­
tilizer. Both w ere friendly In ­
dians who gave aid to  the  peo­
ple. Massasoit made a trea ty  w ith 
them  w hich was kept for 54 
years.
