The parents believe that their
son probably gave the letters to
some other soldier to mail and
it is for that reason that t"ey
bear the postmark of a date later
than the telegram which reported
him missing in action.

The father has been employed
for a number of years by the Wall
Wire company, Morris enlisted a
year ago last summer when only
16 years of age. his mother only
giving her permission for his en-
listment because of the boy’s in-

The resolution stated that the
commission felt there was no
longer a shortage of rental hous-
ing accommodation in the city,
and that, rent controls would
therefore no longer be needed.
All commissioners voted to ac-
cept the resolution.

Raising of rents is now up to
the individual landlord, but the
commission felt that owners of
rental prni)ortics would not give
absurd rent hikes, but would
keep them in accord with the in-
creased costs of building main-
tenance. Several landlords at last
week's public hearing stated that
more rental property would be-
come available if rent ceilings
were lifted. «

Built Here After Disastrous Fire in Year of 1893

The announcement by the
Kresge company of their plans to
remove four store buildings from
their present sites on Main street
will bring about the first major
building change on the street
since 1940. Directly after the
holidays workmen will start
tearing down the buildings now
housing the Plymouth Hardware.
Krogers. Dunnings and Wood-
worths. These buildings are now
owned by Calvin Simon but were
leased in 1j946 for 30 years to the
S. S. Kresge company of Detroit.

The last major building change
in the >hlock came when Ralph
J. Lorenz tore down the building

that housed the A P store.
Gronowick’s Meat Market and
the Plymouth Hotel and con-

store on the comer across from
the Hotel Mayflower 10 years
ago.

AU four of the buildings to be
affected by the Kresge progranr
Iwere either compietely ©r prac-
tically rebuilt in 1893 following
the disastrous fire which burned
lalmo.st all of the Main street sec-
tion. According to newspaper re-
ports the fire started somewhere
in the area of the present Com-
munity Pharmacy building and
jumped the alley south, which
was and is now where the form-
er city comfort station now
stands on Main street.

The present Taylor and Bly-
ton location was the Laufer
building and it was from this
point that the fire jumped to the

Woodwofths are now located and
is the only building of the four
that carries the dale on the front
showing the year it was built.

Next door on the south was the
C. B. Crosby building which was
occupied by the Taft Dry Goods
and the Plymouth Savings bank.

Prior to making known his
choice for Plymouth’s director
of Civil Defense, the mayor
poii>ted out that, originally, it
had been his intention to set up
a council, and let this council
choose its own director. Discus-
stons with groups already func-
ticming. and with Donald S. Leo-
nard. State Director of Civil De-
fense. however, indicated the
need for a direct appointment to
insure Plymouth’s having A di-
rector possessing the admini”ra-
tive ability necessary to carry
out the council’s mission in Ply-
mouth, and surrounding areas.

Rather than naming the people
who are to serve as council inem-
bers, the mayor chose to have
them selected by the members of
the city commission. Accordingly,
all names of those who had vol-
unteered, and names suggested
by the various commissioners,
were put on a slate by classifi-
cations, and prior to Monday’s
meeting the commissioners bal-
loted individtelly on the names
submitted.

To insure complete integra-
tion of all available facilities in
event of emergency, the mayor,
appointed a member to represent!
Plymouth township, and one to
represent the Detroit House of
Correction. The fire, police and
other facilities so integrated will
.go far towards securing this max-
imum utilization.

It is realized by the commission
that one group, no matter how
large, cannot do the whole civil
defense job. Complete coopera-
tion by all individuals and groups
in and around Plymouth, abso-
lutely vital to the job at hand,
was asked by the commission.

“The citizens of Plymouth have
uever failed to come up with a
si»perior job in anything they've
ever tackled,” said the mayor.
“l know that our civil defense
council can, and will do an out-
standing job. On them rests the
complete responsibility for the
planning necessary to safeguard
our homes, families and institu-
tions.'*

white skin. That’s even more im-
portant than rosy cheeks. If the
peaches in the markets still show
green the chances are they were
too immature when picked and
are likely to shrivel before they
are soft enough to use.

Then too, it’s only the fruit
that was left on the tree to reach
the “firm ripe” stage which will
have the rich sweetnhess and juic-
iness that has made the word
“peach” mean something espec-
ially attractive. Peaches like this
will bo ready for eating within
a day or two. usually ripening
gradually enough to make them
easy to use up.

During the season peaches can
be a part of any meal from
breakfast through dinner or even
party refreshments. They get any
day off to a good start served as
a topping for the breakfast cereal.

At lunch time, use them in a
main dish salad by serving the
luscious peach halves tqpped with
generous mounds of cottage
cheese. For variety sprinkle the
cheese with some chopped nut
meats or a bit of preserved gin-
ger. A

For simple family dinners
peach pie, cobbler, shortcake or
dumplings are quickly made and
favorites with almost everyone.
If you’re in the mood for splurg-
ing for either family or guests,
try one of the recipes for a fan-
cier peach dessert given below.
And remember to store some
away to Use next winter.

PEACH REFRIGERATOR CAKE

One-half pound marshmallows,

cup orange juice, cup or-
ange juice, Vz cup gingerale, 1
cup heavy cream, whipped,
sponge cake or ladyfingers, 6 to 8
fresh peaches, sliced, \a cup
chopped crystallized ginger (op-
tional).

Cut marshmallows in quarters,
add to orange juice and stir over
hot water until almost melted.
Cool slightly and add gingerale.
Cool until slightly thickened then
fold in % cup of the whipped
cream. Line a spring form mold
or a straight sided pan with wax-
ed paper. Arrange a layer of
slic™ sponge cake or ladyfingers
on the bottom, and half of sliced
peaches, then half of the marsh-
mallow mixture. Repeat these
two layers then add a third lay-
er of cake. Cover top with waxed
paper. Chill in refrigerator over-
night. Unmold on serving plate.
Garnish with additional peaches,

the remaining cream and the
chopped ginger. Makes 6 tbh 8
servings.

Note: To keep the peaches from
discoloring, add a light sprinkl-
ing of sugar and bring to rolling
boil over low heat until heated
through. Allow to cool before
using.

JELLY GLAZED PEACHES

Six ripe peaches, peeled, Vz cup
currant jelly, Va cup raspberry
jelly, 12 blanched almonds, va-
nilla ice cream.

Place whole peaches in serv-
ing dish. Melt jellies together and
pour over fruit. Turn to cover
completely with sauce. Sprinkle
with almonds, chill thoroughly.
Serve one peach to portion, top-
ping with vanilla ice cream.
Makes six servings.

PICKLED PEACHES

For each quart of peaches use
1 cup vinegar, 2Va cups sugar,
2-inch stick of cinnamon, and
teaspoon whole cloves.

Boil vinegar, sugar and spices
together for 10 minutes. In the
meantime peel the peaches. Drop
into boiling syrup a few at a
time and boil gently until tender.
Remove from syrup. When all
the peaches are cooked return

PEACH CONSERVE

Three oranges, water, 1*2 cups
peaches which have been peeled
and cut into small pieces. 4 cups
sugar, 1 cup shredded, blah”hed
almonds.

Wash oranges, cut in thin
crosswise slices, then stack the
slices and cut in quarters. Place
in kettle with enough water to
cover them. Boil gently for about
30 minutes or until tender. Add
peaches and sugar and boil mix-
ture until thick and clear, stir-
ring often to prevent scorching.
Add the almonds, boil for 5 min-
utes. Seal at once in sterilized
jars or glasses.

Fresh Peaches Con Be
Frozen SuccesshiUy

Peaches make an e”teellent fro-
zen product but are more diffi-
cult to prepare than some other
products. Some precautions in
preparing them for freezing will
give you delicious fresh peaches
for next winter’s difficult meals.

Recommended varieties for

freezing are J. H. Hale, Hale Ha- i

ven, Elberta and Red Haven.
They should be harvested at the
stage of. firm ripeness but not
softness, “void bruising by ex-
cessive handling.

Rapid preparation is essential
to prevent browning. Peel, re-
move pits and cut each half into
4 to 6 pieces. Pack quickly into
containers, leaving as little head-
space as possible. Peaches should
be covered with syrup made of
equal parts of sugar and water

containing ascorbic acid.

Ascorbic acid is added to peach-
es to prevent them from turning
dark. It is easily added to the
syrup just before it is poured
over the fruit. It can be pur-
chased in crystalline or tablet
form and three-fourths teaspoon
of the crystals or 1000 milligrams
in tablet form should be added
to each quart of cool syrup. Syr-
ups may be made with either hot
or cold water but must be cooled
before pouring over the fruit. A
piece of crumpled >"axed paper
placed under the lid of the con-
tainer will hold the fruit down
under the syrup so that the piec-
es on top will not turn dark.

To can peaches, use the hot
pack method. Heat peaches all
through in hot syrup. If fruit is
very juicy you may heat it with
sugar, adding no liquid. Pack hot
fruit to one-half inch of top. Cov-
er with boiling liquid, leaving
one-half of space at the top. Pro-
cess in boiling water bath for 20
minutes for either pints or quarts.

Says Children
Need More Care
of Teeth Today

Seven out of ten Michigan
children who entered school this
fall have decayed teeth.

A The average Michigan five-
year-old has four teeth which
need treatment.

Half of Michigan’s three-year-
olds have teeth which have start-
ed to decay.

These facts were revealed to-
day by the Section of Dentistry
of the Michigan Department of
Health.

While fluoridation of Michi-
gan’s municipal water supplies
will undoubtedly help to solve
the dental decay problem in
Michigan children, it cannot do
the job alone. Dr. Fred Werth-
eimer, Chief of the Dentistry Sec-
tion. said today in commenting on
the facts.

Good home dental care, and
care by a dentist are also neces-
sary. Of first importance in home
dental care is t](i diet of children.
Every Michigan child should have
a diet that is low in sugar con-
tent. He should be given nuts,
popcorn, fresh fruits and cheese
in place of. tI"] usual between

meal .«nacks of candy, sucker”,
| pop, cookies, chewing gum or
jam. He should be taught to

brush his teeth Immediately after
each meal.

Every Michigan child should
be taken to a d”tist before he is
three years of and at regular
intervals th~*aftAr. The dentist
or dental hy”ehist, by painting
the child’s t~th with sodium
fluoride, can reduce possibility of
dental decay by 40 per cent. The
first application should be made
at about three to be most effect-
ive. Other applications should
follow at ages seven, ten and 13
years. The child may also need
corrective treatment such as the
straightening of teeth.

Until a child is old enough to
be responsible for his own dental
health, it is the parents’ responsi-
bility to see that he has good
ilome dental care and the ser-
vices of a good dentist. Dr. Wer-

theimer said. Sound, attractive
teeth are important to both the
physical and mental health of
children.

Disabled Workers

More than 60 organizations
throughout Michigan are joining
forces to hdp qualified handi-
capped workers find jobs during
this year’s national Emoloy the
Physically Handicapped week
October 1 to 7, Clarence Jetter,
branch manager of the local
Michigan Unemployment Com-
pensation office, announced.

Among organizations cooperat-
ing in the national Employ the
Physically Handicapped week
programs, Mr. Jetter said, are the
Michigan State Employment ser-
vice, American Federation of
Physically Handicapped. Voca-
tional Rehabilitation, Disable
American Veterans, American
Legion, Veterans of Foreign Wars
and the Amvets.

In the state. Mr, Jetter said,
are 7,200 handicapped workers
who want to work and who, if
fitted to the proper jobs, can pro-
duce as efficiently as unimpaired
workers.

“Employers will find these se-
lected workers capable of hold-
nig their own on the job,” Mr.
Jetter said. “If properly placed,
workers with physical handicaps
will relieve local communities
and the state and federal govern-
ments of the cost for caring for
them.

“We are not asking employers
to hire physically disabled work-
ers for jobs in which they are not
fully as qualified as other work-
ers. We ask only that the em-
ployer hire the workers with
physical impairments just as he
hires other workers—on the basis
of ability to do the job. One of
the principles of the Michigan
State Employment service is to
refer to employees only workers
who are fully qualified for jobs
that need to be filled.

“The best way to reduce the
problem of the handicapped in
Plymouth and throughout the na-
tion is to work aggressively to get
every physically impaired person
into a gainful job he is fitted to
do.” Mr. jJetter said that this
year’s campaign would emph”
size that “Ability.

“American ideals are subject
to attack without and everyone
of us may in some way lend our
mite of strertgth to defend it.
American ideals may be attack-
ed from within and unless we are
eternally vigilant we may find
our ship of state wrecked before
we recognize our nearness to the
rocks. Of such dangers come dis-
aster. We call it SABOTAGE! It
is real. It exists and is alive in
our midst and only waiting for
word from the right place to be
galvanized into terrible action.
What to do about it?

1) Cooperate with the local Ci-
vilian Defense program commit-
tees.

2) Discuss facts and fears with
public officials who are in a pos-
ition to know about these things.

3) Be on the alert for subver-
sive actions and report them to
the FBI and local authorities.

4) Keep cool and calm in an
emergency. Do your part.”

How Money Depreciates

Every reader has seen our own
dollar diop in purcha.sing power
to less 4han sixty cents. It will
continue to drop, war or no war.
I personally have seen the Ger-
man mark go from twenty-five
cents U. S. dollars, to zero; the
Chinese dollar from fifty cents
U. S. dollars, to nearly zero; and
the French franc from twenty
cents U. S. dollars, to the present
value of one quarter of one cent.
The same is true of most of the
currencies of the world, including
South America.

If World War 11l should come,
the value of our dollar could
rapidly decline to a very low
figure as did our currency in the
1860’s. For a time then many
people would refuse to accept
paper money for tangible goods.
This same thing could happen
again. The time to prepare for
such an event is now. No com-
pany will insure your house af-
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ver was always acceptable.

As gold was unobtainable and
silver was gradually hoarded, the
most preferred form of money
used in Europe during the last
part of World War Il was genu-
ine jewels. Even the farmer
would accept, this in payment
for food because he could pass it
on to others for what he had to
buy. Such gems, used for money,
must not be too expensive and
the supply must be limited. Fur-
thermore, they must be of a na-
ture where the genuine stones
can readily be recognized from
the synthetic.

Value of Marine Jewelry

Marine jewels—the products of
the ocean—best qualify under the
above requirements. They are not
too expensive, yet their supply is
limited and they cannot be manu-
factured artificially without de-
tection. | have in mind such
gems as amber, coral and jet.
