: Unless you prefer to use either
liquid or powdered pectin for 
making grape jelly  it’s im portant 
to use grapes half of which are 
slightly underripe. The fully ripe 
grapes don’t contain enough pec­
tin to make a nji.xturc which will 
jell properly. For all other pur- 

' poses, the fully Ifipe fruit means 
I better flavor and color.
I Here's another tip for jelly 
' makers. P repare the juice one 
day, refrain ing  from squeezing 
the bag if you w ant sparkling, 
clear' jelly. Store the prepared 
juice overnight in the refrigera t­
or. Next morning, pour the juice 
from the storage container as 
gently as possible .so aey sed i­
ment will be left behind.

The sedim ent contains tartaric  
acid crystals. If you remove them 
from the juice before making it 
into jelly, there’s 'n o  chance that 
your jelly  will crystallize.

And now for some recipes for 
preserving grapes^ ,

GRAPE JELLY
Choose Concord grapes, half 

of which are slightly underripe. 
■Wash carefully and pick from 
stems. Place in kettle and crush. 
Heat to boiling point and boil 
gently until ' tender. Pour into 
jelly  bag and let juice diip , w ith- 

! out squeezing bag. 
j M easure juice in to -la rg e  ket- 
; tie. Bring to boiling point and 
j add three-fourths cup of sugar 
! for each cup of juice. (No.te: do 
j not use more than  4 to 6 cups of 
[juice in one batch.) Heat slowly 
until sugar is dissolved, then boil 
rapidlv until m ixture reaches 220 
to 22^* degrees F., or until two 
drops of the jioily. when poured 
from the spoon, will run  together 
to form a th ih  sheet. Begin m ak­
ing the sheet test after 5 m inutes 
of boiling, repeating at frequent 
intervals. Pour je lly  into steril­
ized glasses and seal at once with 
thin layer of melted paraffin. 
■When cold, add a second layer of 
paraffin.

GRAPE JUICE
Wash 10 pounds grapes care­

fully and pick them from stems. 
Place in kettle w ith 1 cup w ater 

' and simm er gently until stones 
j and pulp separate. S train through 
! jelly bag w ithou t squeezing. Add 
[ 3 pounds granulated sugar .and 
j bring to a rolling boil. Seal at 
i once in hot. sterilized jars or bo t­
tles. This makes about 1 gallon 
of juice. This richly flavored 
juice is usually served diluted

GRAPE CONSERVE
Seven pounds Concord grapes, 

granulated sugar. 4 oranges, ^2 
pounds seedless white grapes, 1 
pound w alnut meats, cut in small 
pieces.

Wash grapes, pick from stems 
and place in kettle. Mash slightly 
to s ta rt juice. Simm er for about 
15 m inutes or until seeds sepa­
rate. Rub through sieve to re ­
move seeds. Measure pulp into 
kettle and add cup sugar for 
each cup pulp. Add thinly sliced 
oranges and seedless grapes 
which have been picked from 
the stems. Cook rapidly to jelly 
stage, stirring occasionally to 
prevent sticking. Remove from 
hre, stir in nut meats and seal 
at once in sterilized ja rs or 
glasses.

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AMA Survey 
Shows No Doctor 
Shortage Here

Although an acute shortage of 
physicians has been reported in 
various sections of the United 
States, no such deficiency exists 
in Plym outh at present, accord­
ing to da^a gathered by the 
American ; Medical association. 
However, th ^  m easures recently 
taken  by Congress allowing the 
drafting of doctors may alter the 
local situation.

Plym outh has a total of 10 doc­
tors with local offices and resi­
dences. equivalent to one phy­
sician for every 660 people. This 
compares favorably with condi­
tions throughout the country 
generally, w here there are 201,- 
278 doctors, or one for every 750 
persons. In the state of Michigan 
as a whole there is one doctor 
per 916 inhabitant.s.’

The grow th in the medical 
population in the past 20 years is 
pointed out by Dr. George Lull, 
secretary of the AMA. Ip 1930 
the nation; had 154.500 doctors 
serving a ■ total of 122,775.000 
people, or one for every 795 per­
sons. Since, then there has been 
a slow but steady increase, w ith 
most of the new practitioners^ 
flocking to 'th e  larger centers.

W hat the country needs, ac­
cording to :the Federal Security 
agency, is a net addition of 20,000 
doctors in the next ten years. To 
produce tha t num ber would be a 
$321,000,000 project, it states.

As a long range goal, to prop­
erly serve ,the medical needs; of 
the country, there should be a 
doctor for evei y 585 people, holds 
the FSA.

To suit "that condition now, 
w ith its . present population, 
Plym outh would have to have' a 
total of 11 .doctors, or one more 
than  at present.

Elections
It is anu\/inK that so many mil­

lions of pt'ople in this, "land of 
the fiec;” have so little idea or
concern as to what is done with
their hard-earni'd cash after pay­
ing it to the government in ta x ­
es. The American pcoj^le have 
acquired a reputation for having 
made democracy work as neither 
it nor any oilier system of gov­
ernm ent has thus far worked in 
the history of the world. Yet, few 
of our citizens reallv know much 
about how the g o v e r n m e n t  
spends nr what benefits the peo­
ple actually receive from this 
vast sura of money. ,

We all should know where our 
tax dollars are going and w he­
ther the^ arc being wisely spent. 
Our children should know more 
about n>oney matters, especially 
as they .iconcern Congressmen as 
they make appeals fur re-elect­
ion. If rno!'.‘ Congressmen h a d 'a  
better uindc i'standing of the val­
ue of a ‘dollar and' a better ap­
preciation of true social welfare, 
it would not be so easy for bure­
aucratic- parasites to waste our 
monev.

The Tax Load
In view ot the coming elections, 

I w ill confine myself here to 
federal taxes and expenses, 
though much of w hat I mention 
m ight ju s t as well be applied to 
state and local >government ta x ­
es and expenses. Federal taxes 
have been increasing since the 
early  part of the present century. 
N aturally, the national growth 
created the need for expanding 
our governm ent expenditures; 
but unfortunately, as govern­
ment grew bigger, individual and 
corporate incentive and in itia­
tive have been steadily under­
mined. This has been the fau lt of 
our Congressmen.

A review of our federal tax 
structure would reveal an as­
tonishing num ber of taxes, still 
in effect, which w ere enacted as 
‘̂tem porary” measures, th rough­

out the past 50 years. The most 
recent exam ples are the obnox­
ious excise taxes placed on the 
statu te books early in World War 
II. Our "Congressmen have added 
to the tax  burden slowly so as to 
a ttract a minimum of unfavora­
ble public attention. Now they 
try  to sell us the idea That all

these increases w ere necessary 
steps in the process .of our com­
ing of a^e as a nation. This is 
not true.

Time To Be A lert
Now the bureaucrats are ask­

ing for more billions of dollars 
and already are fram ing laws 
which will make it possible for 
Uncle Sam to help himself to a 
much larger share of your in­
come and mine. In these dayjs of 
inflated values, it costs a great 
deal to carry on a m ilitary cam ­
paign even in an area as limited 
as Korea. Thus, I suppose we 
must be resigned to this demand 
for more taxes. Let us not, how­
ever, be so carried away by thg 
tension of the times *liat we su r­
render any more of our hard won 
liberties and rights to the bu r­
eaucrats. Let us make our Con­
gressmen responsible to us In 
fact as they are in theory.

Indifference was chiefly re ­
sponsible for our getting into the 
jam  in which we now find our­
selves as far as taxes arc con-, 
cerned. We were too ready to 
agree to the imposition of addi­
tional tax burdens in years past 
because we were high-prcssurcd 
or cajoled into thinking there 
was no other course open to us. 
Businessmen, who know better, 
contented themselves with m ere­
ly denouncing our tax policies, 
and their protests were largelyS T A R T S  T O D A Y !
