The other day some one at the Detroit House of Correc-! 

lion kindly sent the writer a copy of the recent issue of the ■ 
De-Ho C(; News, a publication issued once each month by ; 
the inmates of that institution. Wjs have had occasion previ- 
('Lisly ̂ lo ,say kind words about the publication and much of  ̂
the matter it publishes. i

In V- ’t-.g :s..uc, however, there was printed an espe--• 
cially gtxKi article, written by two of the women inmates ' 
whose names were not given. There is so much of merit in 
the article that we think it..worth publishing in full. "While 
the article has been prepared chiefly for the benefit of 
prison inmates.*we are sure you. too, w’ill find it of interest. ! 
It follows:

It is an axiom that grief cannot be actively sustained over 
a long period of time. Shock subsides and bitterness dulls. 
These things may stay in us for years..There may be periodic 
outbreaks of tears and lamentations, but gradually these di­
minish in frequency and intensity. Nature has a way of offer­
ing substitutions for loss and heartbreak. It’s up to the in­
dividual to take advantage of this. If one has character, 
streng4,h of purpose and pride, one can force oneself to over­
come’“the slings and arrows of outrageous fortune and the 
mortal ills that human flesh is heir to.” It isn't easy. God has 
,gi\.-<>n us free wills by which we may achieve our salvations, 
saying in effect "it's up to you.”

Upon entering prison life most of us feel that we have 
had a raw deal, or if our attorneys had done such and such, 
things wouldn't have been so and so. Or we have in mind a 
dozen examples of more horrid crimes and guiltier people 
who "got away with murder.” We can’t stand being locked 
up. we hate the inmates, the officials, the food, the clothes— 
in fact we arc inconsolable. Then old Ma Nature takes a 
hand. We look out a window, we hear a gay laugh. We hear 
a poor soul, in the torments of delirium-tremens. There are 
shouts from the ball field, a clatter of pans from a kitchen. 
Someone puts a chair leg through a window in the hospital. 
Gradually, what has been shock and bewilderment becomes: 
a dawning, interest in a kaleidoscopic view of Life—with a 
capital "L.” f

Tliat first breath of outside air on leaving quarantine, is 
like a draught of wine to the weary traveler.

In becoming ad justed to cottage life, one is apt at first to . 
tiy too hard to be a good fellow, 'i’ou're an eager beaver and 
you talk too much. Result: Ostracism—by the gang on top. 
it takes a while then to get back in stride. But there are a 
precious few. salt of the earth, who stick by you from the 
beginning, steer you clear of entanglements, "and put you 
stirwi.se. The.se few will be remembered and helpd by you in 
their turn if tl>c need should arise, because they stood by you 
i.t wl'.at was probably the most critical period of your Life.

After a few months one finds that work, recreation and 
fi'ienclships have become one's little world, proportionately, 
as our interests build upon this new life, the things we have 
left behind begin to fade. Herein lies k great danger of be-  ̂
coming institutionalized, to a degree where we lose our sense 
of responsibility, loyalty and love for the existence from 
which we have been temporarily removed. Just as our fight­
ing men became sd integrated in military routine that i t , 
spoils numbers of them for civilian life; so are we liable to 
lean too heavily on supervision. "We are apt to sink so deeply 
in the rut of a passivity as to lose all individuality. Psycholo­
gists agree that some hobby or activity is necessary for bal­
anced living. These things are easily found here. But one 
must become interested. 'The late Gilbert K., Chesterton said; 
“There 5re no uninteresting things, there are only uninter­
ested people.” To retain our individuality, the thing we must 
avoid' is idleness, physical, oral and mental. How easy it is 
for one to become immersed in petty intrigues, gossip and 
talebearing, just through idleness.

To avoid becoming too enveloped in this, our temporary 
life, we, must not forget that beautiful world awaiting our 
leturn with all'its opportunities, loved ones and the dear 
familiar things we cherish. Those of us who know in our 
hearts that we are guilty of that for which we were com­
mitted. should accept this supervision, discipline, separation 
and small deprivations as a golden opportunity to expiate 
our crimes here on earth. To quote once more from Bill the 
Bard: “To thine own self be true, and it must follow as the 
)4.ight the day. thou, canst not then be false to any man.”
