Farmers Must
Start Collecting
Wage Help Tax

It's Kifat lo be a Plymouth
farmer—or a farmer anywhere
elsi“ in this country—providing

you are a good bookkeeper, know
as much about tax laws as the
br-st tax lawyer—and can collect
taxes for both the state and fed-
eral government jlust like any
other good tax collector.

But there’s more troubles in
store foi- the farmer-tax-collect-
or on and after Januarv 1st.

It lie hires help, and the same
fellow works for you more than
thic<* months on anv one period
at a time, vou eolh'ct taxes from
hitii. you pay taxes because you
hiicfl him and you then settle
Witli L'ncle Sam. If vour wife
kee|V a cook or other help, she’s
in the same boat.

It I- urgerl that eve'v farmer
with hired help and other farm
workers should become familiar
With the new amendment to the
Social Security program as soon
as nossible, advises E. R Hill,
agi'icultural economist at Michi-
gan State college. Social security
foi farm workers will be effect-
i\'e January 1 1H51

Hi‘i'e in brief are some of the-

imoortant piovisions listed by
Hill:

mmRegular” i'arir. workers are
covered m fiirm operators and

their familie are not. with the
exception of children over 21. A
u.'guiar farm worker is one who
works three months during one
cak'ndar quartig’ for one farm
opeiator and who works at least
6(f days and earns at least $50
cash in the succeeding 3-month
period for the same farmer. Non-
cash 'wages” such as room, board
ordfarm products cannot be coun-
tea.

Till- .I-month periods begin in
January. April. Julv or October.
Workers may use the last quart-
er of 1950 to qualify. They pay
no tax during the quarter in
wliieh they qualifK.

Household workers on farms
are considered farm workers. The
wages paid b> a fatiKM to his
children under 21 do not count
toward social si‘curity. Neither do
wages paid by a husband to his
vvif%. Irv a wife to her husband,
or by sons and daughters to par-
ents.

The farm workers should get a
social security card from the
nean'st social security office if
he does not already have a card.

The farm operator should git
the propel’ forms from the United
States Collector of Internal KoV-

enue. He fills in the name and
social security number of his
hii-cd worker, number of days

worked, and amount of cash wag-
es paid the worker in that quart-
er. At the end of each quarter
the emploj’er sends this leport to
the Collector of Internal Revenue
along with the social security tax.
The tax is 3 percent through
1953—1>; percent is deducted
from the worker’s wages and | ‘i
percent is contributed by farm
operator. It will pay farmeis with
hired help to keep an accurate
record ot days worked, wages
paid and taxes deducted.

Store
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Feed The Birds?
Fix That Counter

There are probably more win-
ter bird feeding places in Ply-
mouth than any other city of its
size in Michigan. As one drives
up and down the streets of the
city and along some of the thor-
oughfares leading into Plymouth,
careful looking will %enerally re-
veal one or more bird feeding
places than can generally be
found in most areas of Michigan.

But if you arc contemplating
changes of location for these
feeding stations or plan new' ones,
it is well lo decide on a sheltered
spot, safe from pouncing cats and
‘'trong winds, if you want more

birds to come to vour winter
feeding station. Dr. George M.
Sutton, associate professor of
zoology at the University of

Michigan, advises.

No special eouiprnent is need-
ed for such a counter, the Uni-
versitv professor pointed out. In
selecting the spot for lacing the
food, a partial roof or awning
above the window is a good thing?,
though not absolutely essential.
Dr, Sutton said.

People who want lo attract
birds to the feeding station should
take advantage of the snowfalls.
Many birds will come to the feed-
ing counters when they must take
shelter from storm. Michigan
birds have perfectly adequate
feather covering and if they have
food, they are safe. Dr. Sutton
said. But wait for that first hea-
vy snow fall. In just a couple of
days, the birds will develop a
habit of coming to your feeding
station.

Discussing the favorite food
item.s. Dr. Sutton noted that
many birds are very fond of sun-
flow’cr seed;.;. Bird lovers can
usually make arrangements with
> farmer to save complete sun-
flower heads for Ihcm, Thc'se are
then strung up for the birds and
are a great favorite with downy
and hary woodpeckers, chicka-
dees and tufted titmouse. Th*
cardinal likes thi.s food. too. but
for this bird the seed should be
i)laced on the ground, as he dis-
ikes flying UD to get it.

Other foods which will attract
the birds are cracked nuts, hick-
orj’ nuts, peanuts and black wal-
nuts, and of course, the lump of
suet tacked to the trunk of a
tree or placed in a container of
kitchen wire through which the
birds can peck.

One of the prettiest birds you
can have as a “guest” during the
winter is the evrning grosbeak,
a ' black-A’riite-oliv(.* green tmd
yellow biro ‘'about the size of a
robin. Dr. Sutton .said. Bob-
whites may be .seen at winter
fcc'ding stations occasionally.

Tlte brow'n creeper, a small de-
fenseless brown; grin’ and white
bird with slender eurvcfl bill, will
often slip in when the other birds
have finished and will stay as
,ong as the others will let him.
The titmouse and chickadee may
get bold enough to eat out of
your hand, Dr. Sutton said.

Makes about 2°‘§ dozen
cookies.

CANDIED ORANGE PEEL

Peel from 4 oranges, cold wa-
ter, 2 cups sugar.

Remove peel from oranges in
lengthwise sections, cover with
cold water, bung to boiling point
and boil gently until soft. Drain,
(eservm%_ the water. Scrape out
inner white portion with edge uf
spoon. Cut peel
strips with scissors.

Add sugar to 1 cup of water
in which peel was cooked. Boil
until syrup reaches 232 to 234
degrees F.. or spins a thread. Add
peel and eook gently until al-
most all ot the syrup is absorbed.
Drain and spread out on waxed
i)a er. Let stand overnight, then
oll in granulated sugar until
well coated. Shake to remove ex-
cess sugar. Store in tightly closed
container. For a moister peel, add
2 tablespoon white corn syi up to
sugar and water.

HONEY ORANGE
MARMALADE

Three medium sized oranges. 1
cup water, I"i cups honey, (i ta-
blespoons lemon juice. 'i cup
Ii(Wd pectin.

ash oranges and put throq?h
food chopper, using fine knife.
Measure to be sure theix* are I-”)
cups or ground orange. Add wa-
ter. Bring to boil and simmer for
15 minutes. Add honey and sim-
mer for 30 minutes, stirring oc-
casionally.

Skim
and stir for 5 minutes. Pour into
hut, sterilized jars or glasses.

'When cold, add a second
ayer of paraffin.

Beat eggs slightly, add brown
sugar slowly, then flour, soda, and
spices sifted to-

gether. Roll to
inch thickness
and cut with a
small round cut-
tor; let stand
overnight on a
greased baking

sheet to ripen.
Bake in moder-
ate oven (350° F.) for 15 minutes.
Cool and frost with white icing.
Pfeffernuesse soften as they ripen.

The true German cook would
beat Springerle for one hour. We
lucky moderns can use an elec-
tric mixer or draft the family to
take turns.

Springerle

2 eggs
1 cup powdered sugar
2 or 3 drops anise oil
I'j cups flour
Few grains salt

Beat egg whites until frouiy
Gradually sift in three-founhs of
sugar, beating
constantly. Beat
remaining sugar
into beaten egg
yolks. Combine
two mixtures and
beat thoroughly.

Add flavoring,
fold flour in gradually.

Roll dough to ‘4 inch thickness,
and press the springerle board
well into it, or use a rolling pin
on which the springerle forms are
marked. Cut cookies apart and
allow to dry overnight. Bake in
moderatclv “slow oven (325° F.)
fur about 20 minutes.

To proteci a?ainst yossible in-
fringement of public fishing,
rights on Michigan lakes and

streams, the conservation de-
partment has filed a petition as
intervening defendant in .speci-
fic cases involving two south-
eastern lakes.

Injunctioms have been asked by
ci'itain property owners on Oak-
land county's Pleasant lake and
J.ii'incston ™ ".ounty's Whitmore
lake which is some 20 miles west
of Plymouth, to prevent persons
who are fishing from, anchoring
their boat.'; on the bottoms. These
owner.s claim that anchoring a
boat on th? bottom of the lake
constitutes property trespass.

He says lhat if anglers are not
allowed to anchor their boats, as
an incident to fishing and naviga-
tion, their jishing operations will
be seriously impaired and cur-
tailed. Olds states that the con-
servation cepartment has a re-
sponsibility to the public to pro-
tect its use of public waters. He
is dead right and we hope that he
licks the pants off these fellows.
