(e) Banks, restaurants , h o ­
tels. catering establishment?, 
conservatories, dre.ssmaking and 
tailor establishments, m illinery 
shops, photographic shops, sales 
and show rooms, studios, under­
tak ing  establishments, dance 
halls, recreation halls and p u b ­
lic owned buildings.

(t) Public utilitN' buildings.
(g) Establishm ents w i t h i n 

buildings or s tructures for the 
repair, alteration, finishing, as­
sembling. fabrication, oi' s to r­
age of goods prim arily  for the 
residents of the locality or for 
sale at retail on the premises 
provided there  is not in con­
nection therew ith  the operation 
of any activity or the sfijrage 
or display of goods in such m an ­
ner as to be obnoxious or of­
fensive by reason of the  em is­
sion of odors, fumes, dust, 
smoke, waste, noise or v ib ra­
tion and fu rther  provided that 
no commercial enterprise  shall 
employ more than five (5) m e­
chanics or w orkers on the re ­
pair, conversion, alteration, fin­
ishing or fabrication ot goods.

(h) Advertising signs only 
when perta in ing  to the sale, 
rental or use of the premises on 
which It is located or to goods 
sold or activities conducted 
thereon, or when serving p r i­
marily as a directional sign or 
legal notice. Only one (1) sucli 
sign is perm itted  on a lot. when 
not attached to a bpilding. Such 
sign shall not exreed thirty-fivc 
(35) square  feet in area of dis- 
pla.v surface and shall not e.x­
ceed seven (7) feet in length,

(i) Any other use similar in 
character to the above uses 
when it is not obno.xious or of­
fensive to the locality by reason 
of the emission of odms. fumes, 
dust, smoke, waste, vibration or 
noise.

(j) Gasoline and oil se rvue  
station, garages, motels or mo­
tor courts and cleaning e s tab ­
lishment. upon approval of llie 
Board of Appeals.
8.02 BUILDING H E I G H T ,  

No ljuilding hereafter  erected ot 
a ltered in a C District shall e x ­
ceed thirty-five (.5) feet or two (2i 
stories in height, except as pro­
vided in Article XI of this Ordi 
nance.

8.03 LOT AREA. Every lot m 
C Districts, used as a business, 
shall have an area sufficient in 
size to supply an adeqtiate and 
safe w ater suppl.v and a safe and 
adequate  sewage disposal system 
as established bv standards re
quired by thb State  or County 
Health D epartm ents  rules and 
regulations. In no case shall a 
business lot be less than  four 
thousand (4.000J square feet in 
area.

dows. W here a s truc tu re  or any 
part  thereof is to be used for 
residential purposes, a side yard  
ot ten (10) feet shall be provided 
on each side of such residential 
building.

8.03 CORNER CLEARANCE

tersecting streets or highways, 
and a line joining points on such 
lines six (6) feet d istan t from their 
point of intersection, or in the  
case of a rounded corner the  point 
of intersection of their  tangents.

8.09 RESIDENCES IN C D IS­
TRICTS. No building used e x ­
clusively as a dwelling shall be 
erected or a ltered  on any lot in 
C Districts unless the  same ^shall 
comply with the requirem ents  as 
to height, lot area, percentage of 
lot coverage, front and rear yards 
and floor space as in this O rdi­
nance prescribed for dwellings in 
the R-2 Residential District.

8.10 SIZE OF BUILDINGS.

dust, smoke, noise, or v ibration 
or by reason of the  accum ula­
tion of unsightly  waste m aterial 
on p i iva^ ' or public property  in 
connection w'ith the said work: 
provided, however, th a t  such 
activities and uses shall be p e r ­
m itted only upon the conditions 
in this article here inafter  speci­
fically prescribed.
9.02 MACHINES PR O H IB IT­

ED. In all M-1 Districts the  fol­
lowing machines and equipm ent 
shali be prohibited: punch press­
es, steam luiminers. s tam ping m a ­
chines. forging ec^uipment, and 
autom atic screw machines, except 
tliat light punch presses and light 
s tam ping m achinesf which o th e r­
wise comply with the provisions 
of Section 9.01 (e).

9.03 MEASURABLE NOISE. 
In all M-1 Districts the m easu r­
able noise em anating  from the 
premises used for activities per- 
milted undei- this article shall not 
exceed sixty-five (65) dccibles as 
m easured from the outside ot the 
walls or roof of the building oc­
cupied for such uses.

9.04 BUILDING AREA, In 
all M-1 Districts no shop shall 
occupy more than  six thousand 
(6.000) square  feet of floor, space 
for fabricating purooscs exclusive 
of storage and office space.

9.05 OFF-STREET PARKING. 
Off-street park ing  facilities shall 
be provided as hereinbelorc  spe-

9.09 RESIDENCES IN M-1 
DISTRICTS. No building u.sed 
e.xclu.-^ivt'ly as a dwelling shall be 
erected or altered on any lot or 
parcel in a M-1 District unless 
the  same shall comply w ith  the 
requirem ents as to height, kit 
area, percentage of lot coverage, 
yards and floor space as in this o r ­
dinance prescribed for dwellings 
in the R-2 Residential District.

ARTICLE X
M-2 GENERAL INDUSTRIAL 

DISTRICT
Section 10.01 P E R M I T T E D  

USES. Any lawful use of land 
or buildings not herein expressly 
prohibited or provided for shall be 
a lawful use in all M-2 Districts. 
Press and drop forgings may be 
perm itted  upon the approval of 
the Board of Appeals.

10.02 PROHIBITED U S E S .  
In all M-2 Districts no building 
shall be erected or a ltered  and 
no land shall be used for the c a r ­
rying on of m anufacturing  activi­

ties of the charac te r  of or sim ilar

however, tha t  slaughter houses 
which operate  under a modern 
dry  rendering  process, m ay be 
perm itted  upon approval of the 
Board of Appeals.
'  10.03 O FF - STREET P A R K ­
ING FACILITIES. Off-s t r e e t 
park ing  facilities shall be p rovid­
ed as hereinbefore specified in 
Section 3.31 of this Ordinance.

10.04 BUILDING H E I G H T .  
No building hereafte r  erected or 
a ltered  in any M-2 District shall 
exceed forty-five (45) feet in 
height, except as provided in A r ­
ticle XI of this Ordinance.

10.05 Y A R D  R E Q U I R E ­
MENTS. Every struc tu re  h e re ­
after  erected or altered in any 
M-2 District, the  principal use 
of which is a General Industi^al 
use, shall provide a front yard 
setback as follows:

Width of street; 120 feet; 
Setback from center line of the 

street: 160 feet.
W idth  of street:  86 feet: 
Setback Irom center line of the 

street; 143 feet.
W idth of street; 60 feet: 
Setback from center line of the 

street: 130 feet.
No s truc tu re  hereafter  erected 

or altered  shall be located nearer  
than  one hundred  (100) feet from 
any ad jacent side or rear  property 
line, provided tha t  such res tric­
tion shall not apply  to property 
lines ad jacent to railroad rights- 
of-way.

10.06 RESIDENCES IN M-2 
DISTRICTS. No building used 
exclusively as a dwelling shall 
he erected or altered on any lot 
or parcel in any M-2 District u n ­
less the same shall comply wdth 
the requ irem ents  as to height, lot 
area, percentage of lot coverage, 
yards  and floor space as in this 
Ordinance prescribed for dw ell­
ings in the  R-2 Residential Dis­
tricts. ?

ARTICLE XI 
HEIGHT EXCEPTIONS 

S ec tionV fl.O l HEIGHT OF 
PUBLIC AND SEMI-PUBLIC 
BUILDINGS. The height of pub ­
lic or semi-public buildings, 
churches, cathedrals, temples, 
hospitals, san itarium s or schools 
shall not in any case exceefd fifty- 
five (55) feet, and it the height of 
any such building exceeds the 
height allowed in the  district con­
cerned, then  any such building 
shall be set back from all lot lines 
not less than  one (I) foot in add i­
tion to the  required  yard  d im en­
sions for each foot such buildings 
exceed the height allowed in the 
district concerned.

11.02 HEIGHT OF ONE AND 
TWO FAMILY DWELLINGS. 
In the R-1, R-2 and R -l-H  Dis­
tricts dwellings may be increased

of not less than  fifteen (15) feet 
each are provided.

(3) stories in height.

11.03 H EIG HT OF CERTAIN 
STRUCTURES, WHEN NOT IN ­
CLUDED. Chimneys, c o o l i n g  
towers, e levator bulkheads, fire 
tow'crs. grain elevators, silos, 
penthouses, stacks, stage towers, 
or scenery lofts, sugar refineries, 
tanks, w ater  towers, pum ping 
tow'crs. radio lowers, television 
an tenna, m onum ents, cupolas, and 
mechanical appurtenances  p e r ­
tain ing to and necessary to the 
perm itted  uses of the district in 
which they are located, shall not 
be included in calculating the 
height ol the principal s tructure.

11.04 HEIGHT OF PARAPET 
WALLS. P arape t  walls may e x ­
tend not more than  five (5) feet 
above the allowable height of a 
building.

ARTICLES XII 
BOARD OF APPEALS

Section 12.01 In accordance 
with Section 18, Act 184, Public 
Acts of Michigan. 1943, there  sluill 
be a Board of Appeals on Zoning 
for the Township of Canton and 
such Btiard shall comply with all 
the' provi.sions and requirem ents 
as set forth in said Section.

12.02 JURISDICTION. T )i c 
Board of Appeals may, in specific 
cases *and subject to appropriate  
conditions and safeguards, d e te r ­
mine and vary  the application ol 
the regulations herein es tab lish­
ed in harm ony with their general 
purpose and intent, as follows;

(a) To permit the structures 
or uses requiring the approval 
of or within the power of the 
Board of Appeals under the 
provisions of this 'O rd inance , 
provided that, in addition to the 
application for any such pe r­
mit there  shall bo filed with the 
Board of Appeals the w ritten  
consent there to  of the owners 
of all o ther parcels which are 
located in their  entirety, w ithin 
a distance of three hundred  
(300) feet from any part of the 
premises involved in the appli­
cation, in the ease of other 
p latted parcels, and in the case 
of o ther unplatted  parcels, 
there  shall be filed with tlie 
Board of Appeals the written  
consent of the owners of all 
o ther parcels any part of which 
arc located within a distance of  ̂
th ree  hundred  (300) feet from 
any part  of the premises involv­
ed in the application. I n - th e  
event the applicant for any such 
perm it shall be unablo to secure 
and file the written consent oi 
all the owners of th(> o ther p a r ­
cels ,of land, as aforesaid, then 
any such applicant shall file 
with the Board of Appeals the 
names and present addresses of 
all owners of the aforesaid 
o ther parcels, and upon the fil­
ing thereof the  Board of A p­
peals shall set a date for a p u b ­
lic hearing on the  application. 
The Board of Appeals shall 
cause a legal notice of the  time, 
place, date and purpose of the 
hearing to be given by mail to 
all aforesaid owners at least , 
five (5) days before the date  set 
for the hearing on the applica­
tion concerned. The Board of . 
Appeals shall adopt rules of 
prrK-edure which govern the

conduct of all such public h e a r ­
ings.

(b) In te rp re t  the  provisions 
of this O rdinance in such a way 
as to carry  out the  in ten t  and 
purpose of the  plan, as shown 
upon the m ap fixing the several 
zoning districts accom panying 
and made a pa rt  of this O rd i­
nance, in those cases w here  the 
s tree t layout actually  on the 
ground varies from the street 
layout as shown on the afore­
said map.

(c) In those cases w here a 
district boundary  line divides a 
lot of record, the  Board of A p­
peals shall hove power to p e r ­
mit the  extension of a use pe r­
m itted on the less restric ted  
portion of such a lot to tha t  
portion of said lot which lies 
in the more restric ted  district, 
provided tha t  such extension 
shall be m ade for a distance of 
no t to exceed fifty (50) feet be­
yond the distr ic t  boundary line 
in any case.

(d) Pe rm it  varia tion in the 
use and location of buildings 
on any lot abu tt ing  a d ifferent 
zoning district, provided th a t  
the  use or location shall not 
have an undesirable  effect u p ­
on the  more restric ted  district 
and provided fu r the r  th a t  the 
ya rd  requ irem ents  cannot be 
less than  fifty (50) percent of 
the requ irem ents  for the more 
restricted district, and provided 
fu r the r  th a t  the  varia tion shall 
not ex tend  more than  fifty (50) 
feet into the m ore restricted 
district.

(e) P erm it  in any district 
the  keeping of fowl or rabbits  
for the  use and consum ption of 
the  occupants of the  premises, 
provided, th a t  in any district 
restricted against such a use u n ­
der this Orciinance such a p e r ­
mit shall be gran ted  only after 
the  holding of a public h e a r­
ing on the application therefor 
as prescribed in Subdivision (a) 
of this Section. Any person 
m aking  application for such a 
use shall file with his applica­
tion the  nam es and addresses 
of the  owners of all parcels of 
land any pa rt  of w hich lies 
w ith in  th ree  hundred  (300) feet 
of any pa rt  of the  prem ises to 
be so used. The Board of A p ­
peals shall give legal notice of 
all such hearings to all such 
owners in the  m anner  as pre- 
.scribed in Subdivision (a) of 
this Section. The Boai-d of A p ­
peals may requ ire  in granting 
such a permit, th a t  all fowl or 
rabbits, shall be so housed, 
fenced or otherwise  kept tha t  
the ir  use will not constitu te  a 
nuisance.

(f) P erm it  a gasoline and 
oil station, garage and  cleaning 
es tab lishm ent in a C District 
provided such perm it shall be 
gran ted  \̂ 4ilen the requ irem ents  
as prescribed in Subdivision (a) 
of this Section have been fully 
complied with.

(g) P e rm it  the operation of 
forgings by steam or board 
ham m ers  when located in an 
M-2 District, not less than  one 
thousand (1,000) feet from any 
residential di.strict and when 
such operations are located 
w ithin a m asonry constructed 
building, on a concrete m at 
and solici nick to reduce v ib ra ­
tion to a reasonable m inim um .

(h) P erm it  the  erection of a 
motel or motor court in a C Dis- 
ti ict. provided tha t  each unit 
provides a lot area of six h u n ­
dred (600) .square feet for the 
first room of eighty (80) or more 
square  feet and an additional 
area equal to twice the room 
area for each additional room of 
e ighty  (80) square  l e d  or more 
and provided that each unit or 
group of unts shall have two 
side yards of not less than  ten 
(10) f e d  each, a front yard  of 
not less tlian twenty-five (25) 
f e d ,  a rear yard  of not less than 
ten (10) feci and separate  bu ild ­

herein established, and perm it 
the location in any use district 
of a public utility building, , 
s tructure, or use. provided the i 
Board of Appeals shall find ' 
such use. height, area, building ; 
or s truc tu re  reasonably nece.-;- ] 
sai y tor the public convenience ' 
and service, and provided furth- i 
er. tha t  such building, structure , ■ 
or u.se is designed, erected and 1 
landscaped to conform harmoni- | 
ously with the general architec- I 
tu re  and plan of such district, j

(k) Pe rm it  the  erection of a | 
building to its full height o r ' 
use. as originally planned, 
when foundations and s tru c tu r ­
al m em bers  are designed to ca r­
ry such buildings higher.

dwelling to be converted or 
altered into and used as a two 
family .dwelling w hen such a l­
teration does not increa.se the

size of the  present floor area  of 
the  existing farm  dw elling and 
w hen such a lte ra tion  will p ro ­
vide floor space for each family 
unit of not less than  the  m in i­
m u m  floor area  as established 
by the  zoning ordinance for the 
d istrict in which said dwelling 
is located.

(m) To perm it in residence 
zones the erection of bulletins, 
mem orial m arkers  or other 
signs not used for purposes of

PERMITS. All applications for 
perm its shall be accompanied by 
a plat in duplicate, d raw n  to scale, 
showing the actual dimensions or 
survey  of the lot to be built upon, 
the  size of the  building to be 
erected and such o ther in form a­
tion as the  D epar tm en t of Build­
ings shall find necessary for the 
proper adm inis tra tion  and e n ­
forcement of this Ordinance. S a t­
isfactory evidence of ownership 
of the  en tire  lot shall accompany 
all applicatiorK for perm its  u n ­
der the  provisions of this O rdi­
nance. A eareitil record of such , 
applications ahd plats shall be ; 
kept in the otlice of the D epar t­
m ent of Buildings. Nothing herein

13.03 SC H ED U LE. OF FEES 
FOR PREMITS. Before any p e r ­
m it  shall be issued under this O r­
dinance, an inspection fee shall be 
paid in an am ount fixed by a 
schedule established by resolution 
of the  Tow nship  Board.

13.04 INSPECTION. It shall 
be the du ty  of the  holder of every 
perm it  to notify the  D epartm ent 
of Buildings, in writing, of the 
tim e w hen such building will be 
ready  for inspection. Three such 
inspections shall be requested  on 
all buildings. The first of these 
inspections shall be requested 
w hen the footings, basement 
walls, drain  tile and w aterp roof­
ing are in place and prior to back­
filling. The second inspection 
shall be requested  w hen all walls, 
ceilings, partitions and s truc tu ra l  
e lem ents of the  building are in 
place and prior to application of 
any lath, p laster work or o ther 
finish. The th ird  inspection shall 
be requested  w hen  the building 
is complete and prior to occupan­
cy. In the case of sheds and ga­
rages, having an area of less than  
eight hundred  (800) square  feet, 
only two (2) inspcnitions by the 
D epartm ent of Buildings shall be 
required. The first inspection shall 
be requested w hen the footings 
and foundation walls are  in place 
and before backfilling. The sec­
ond inspection .shall be requested 
w hen the building is completed 
and before it is occupit^d. Failure  
to notify the D epartm ent of 
Buildings ot the  tim e lor such 
inspection shall autom atically  
cancel the perm it and before re ­
issuing such perm it the D ep a r t­
m ent of Buildings shall require  
the  paym ent of a second foe. A 
notice calling the a tten tion  of 
the  holders of perm its  to the  r e ­
quirem ents of this section shall be 
prin ted  on all perm its  issued.

ARTICLE XIV
CERTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY 

AND COMPLIANCE
Section 14.01 No land or bu ild­

ing hereafter  erected or altered 
shall be occupied, used or changed 
in use until a Certificate of Occu­
pancy and Compliance shall have 
been issued by the D epar tm en t ol 
Buildings s ta t ing  tha t  the  land 
or building or proposed use of a 
building or land, including well or 
w ater  system and disposal system, 
including septic tank  and tile 
field, complies with all the  build­
ing laws and ordinance provisions 
of this O rdinance and the regu­
lations of the  W ayne County 
Board of Health. A certilicate ol 
approval shall have been issued 
by the W ayne County Board of 
Health  s ta ling they have approv­
ed the completed w ater  supply 
and disposal systems.

14.02 Certificates of O ccupan­
cy and Compliance shall be a p ­
plied for coincident with the a p ­
plication for a building perm it 
and shail be issued within ten 
(10) days after the  erection or a l ­
teration of such building or the 
u.se of land shall have been com ­
pleted in conformity with the p ro ­
visions of these regulations. A 
reebrd of all such certificates siiall 
be kept on file in the office of the 
D epartm ent ot Buildings and cop­
ies shall be furnished on request 
to any person having a p roprie ­
tary  or tenancy interest in th * 
building aflected. No fee shall be 
charged for an original ecrtifcaie 
applied for coincident with the 
application for a perm it; for all 
o ther certificates, or for copies of 
any original certificates, there  
shall be a charge of one dollar 
($1.00) each.

14.03 No permil^for the exca­
vation for, or the a lteration of any 
building or for any use ol land, 
shall be issued before application 
has been made for a Certificate 
of Oceupaney and Compliance,

ARTICLE XV
ENFORCEMENT

Section 15.01 The provisions 
of this Ordinance shall be ad m in ­
istered and enforced by the D e­
partm en t  of Buildings which shall 
be appointed by the Township 
Board for such term  and subject 
to sucli conditions and at such 
rate  of compensation as said 
Board shall delerniine.

ARTICLE XVI
VIOLATION AND PENALTY

Section 16.01 Any person, firm 
or corporation who violates, d is ­
obeys. omits, neglects or lefuses 
to comply with, or who resists 
enforcem ent of any of the pro­
visions ol this Ordinance, shail be 
fined not more than  one hundred  
(.$100.00) Dollars or imprisonm ent 
for not to exceed ninety (90) days, 
or both such fine and im prison­
ment for each offense. Each day 
that a violation js perm itted  to 
exist shall constitute a separate 
offense.

16.02 It shall be the duly of 
all architects, contractors, sub ­
contractors, builders and other 
persons having charge of the es­
tablishm ent of any use of land 
or the erecting, altering, chang­
ing, or remodeling of any bu ild­
ing or structure, before beginning 
or undertak ing  any such work to 
see tha t  a proper perm it has been 
granted therefore  and that  suen 
work does not conflict with and is 
not in violation ol the terms ol 
this Ordinance; and any such 
arcliitect, builder, contractor oi' 
o ther person doing or perform ing 
any such work of erecting, repaii - 
ing, altering, changing, or rem od­
eling without such a perm it hav< 
ing been issued or in violation ot, 
or in conflict w ith the term s o f ,  
lliis Ordinance, shall be deemed ' 
guilty of violation hereof in the  ' 
same m anner and to the same e x ­
tent as the ow ner of the premises I 

he person or persons for whom I 
such buildings are- erected, repair- j 
ed, altered, changed or remodeled 
or the use of land established in ' 
violation hereof and shall be sub- i 
ject to the penalnes  here in  pre- j 
scribed for such violation.

ARTICLE XVII ;
INTERPRETATION AND

They killed them  uist for the 
sake of killing something, be- 
caiKe the hunter.s knew that if 
they b iought the  elk out or 
tried to save any of the  meat of 
the animal that they run  the 
chance of being arres ted  and 
prosecuted, which they should be.

In spite of these unlaw ful k ill­
ings, the herd has shown a fair 
inciease. It is said to num ber 
now between 250 and 300. There 
w ere 50 in the beginning. There 
sliouki lie twi.i or th ree  thousand 
of these anim als living notv in 
th(‘ Pigeon river a rea—but "d ir ­
ty" dee)' hunter.s by their  un law ­
ful killings, keep the increase of 
the held  down.

We've got a rem edy for it. The 
state  conservation deparlinent 
should CLOSE the en tire  Pigeon 
river vall 'N' and te rr i to ry  io  deer 
’hunle ' s. Maybe if that  was done 
there  would be some opportunity  
loi- the 1-1 k herd to glow and in- 
ci I'asi .

No one I an mistake an elk for 
a (.lei'i- any more than  a hun ter  
can m istake a m an for a lawful 
deer. The elk is almost as big as 
a cow, three  and four times the 
s i / i ‘ of a deer. It would .seem that

It is 
the  same old story year  after  
year.

How about it Mr. Hoffmaster 
and m em bers of the conservation 
commission?

Seth Gordon, noted consultant 
to the  California Wildlife Con­
servation Board and form er d i ­
rector of the  Pennsylvania  Game 
Commission, leported  recently  on 
a survey  of North Am erican 
state  and provincial wild^life 
agencies to the  4Uth annuaL  con­
vention of the  In te rn a t io n a l  As­
sociation of Game, Fish and Con­
servation Commissioners. The 
results  are of direct concern to 
every  sportsm an  in America, the 
Wildlife M anagem ent Institu te  
believes, because the sportsm en 
are  the  people who should take  
the lead in dem anding  th a t  the 
reported  deficiences be correc t­
ed.

Under the broad subject, "The 
F u tu ie  of H unting and Fishing 
in Am erica,” Mr. Gordon rep o r t ­
ed some ra the r  s tar tl ing  facts.

With hun ting  p ressure  a t an 
a ll- tim e high, only 13 of the  54 
states and provinces have  laws 
which prohibit  shooting close to 
residences and o ther buildings. 
Those states which have laws 
giving landow ners this logical 
protection are. in general, those 
in which land posting has been 
m ateria lly  re tarded. Only 11 re ­
port th a t  the ir  conservation laws 
contain adequate  punishm ent for 
tho.se lesponsible for in ju ry  or 
destruction  to p riva te  property. 
Only 14 states and provinces of 
54 have fea tures  in the ir  con.ser- 
vation laws which operate  against 
" tr igger-happy  fools” who have 
little regard for hum an  life. Only 
21 have laws against carrying 
loaded weapon.s in automobiles. 
Onl.v five states and provinces 
give their  field officers the  right 
to seize licenses when violators 
are  apprehended. In 17. the a d ­
m inis tra tive  agency does not 
have the power to deny  fu rthe r  
hunting  privileges to convicted 
violators; in 13. even tlie courts 
hearing the cases do not have

this right. W hen such situations 
exist and w here  courts deal 
l ightly  w ith  fish and game vio­
lators, as m any  do, it is not d if ­
ficult to find pa rt  of the  cau.se 
for lawlessness among some- e le­
m ents  afield and for a wave of 
land posting on the part  of land- 
owners.

The s ta te  adm inistra tors , e x ­
cept for those who have not p r e ­
sented these problem s clearly 
and em phatically  to the spo rts ­
m en and to the  legislatuivs, can ­
not be blamed. Conservation d i­
rectors sj.‘ldom m ake laws; the 
sportsmen, th rough  the ir  elected 
representatives, do. W hether  this 
continent continues to have free 
hun ting  or adopts the  European 
system of hun ting  for the priv i-  

i leged few depends upon you.

T rapping  wild fur anim als o ff­
ers the  farm  boy a good chance 
to..earn e x tra  cash, says Charles 
Shick. extension specialist in 
game m anagem ent for Michigan

S ta te  college and the  Michigan 
Conservation departm ent.

Correct handling  of pelts will 
help  increase the  income of t r a p ­
ping efforts, he  points out. T im e 
and care should be taken  w hen  
skinning, especially around the 
head regions of a fu r  animal. Use 
stre tchers  that  shape pelts to 
the ir  na tu ra l  size. N ever ove r­
s tre tch  a pelt since this will th in  
the fur and m ake it look poor.

Shick advises th a t  all excess 
fat and tissue should be removed 
from pelts before they  are  a llow ­
ed to dry  in a cool, a iry  place. 
Fire and direct sunlight should 
never  be used in drying. Pelts  
should rem ain on s tre tchers  u n ­
til d ry  enough to hold their  
shape. Never ship green or u n ­
s tre tched  pelts, he cautions.
