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MISTER TAXPAYER OF PLYMOUTH.
Your dollars are growing scarcer? Find it tough to get 

the where-with-all to buy w hat you need? If so you will be 
interested in the following article taken from a recent issue of 
a trade publication. There is so much common-sense in it 
and so much interesting information as to what is going on. 
that it will not only interest you, but amaze you, too.

It follows;
The taxpayer—th a t’s you. Mister—usually is portrayed 

in cartoons as a harassed little man with an em pty look and 
em ptier pockets.

T here’s reason, too. He may be trying to comprehend 
some of the government operations which are so bewildering 
and which m ake his pocketbook flatter and flatter.

Take, for instance, the case of the East Texas farm er who 
uaid $6.89 to the 'W ar Assets Adm inistration in 1946 for 168 
brand new electric fire control instrum ents called computers 
whven were worth $1,209,600. He paid $4,000 to transport and 
store the instrum ents and then sold them  back to the Air 
Force for $63,000.

Net profit; $58,993.11.
“A most astounding case of short-sightedness," reported 

the Senate Armed Services preparedness subcommittee 
which unearthed this weird transaction.

If the taxpayer isn’t sufficiently confused and, perhaps, 
somewhat irritated as he reaches this part of the saga, he 
need only read on. Because, this juicy profit was realized by 
the farm er on something he didn’t even know’ he was buying!

A former naval of^cer, the farm er had bought about 
$3,000 w'orth of surplus goods from the War Assets Adminis­
tration to improve his farm when he spotted an item offering 
aircraft "com puters” for sale. He said he thought these instru­
ments w’cre small circular cardboard computers wdiich might 
be used in civilian life for calculating land areas, much like a 
cheap slide rule.

The farm er didn't particularly need the instrum ents but 
he filed a bid of 5 cents for each instrum ent. It was snapped 
up and he was told to move the computers promptly. He 
couldn't understand the hurry, but he said he told the con­
tracting officer to send the shipment parcel post if ho was so 
anxious to get rid of the instruments.

Come and get them yourself, he was told, there’s an acre 
of them and they’re standing out in the open.

He rushed to San Antonio, Texas, and when he found 
w hat he had bought, he tried to get out of the deal. No, sir! 
said the WAA. You bought them, they are yours, haul them 
away. He did, and then he notified the Air Force that if they 
wanted the instruments, he’d sell them.

The Air Force did want them and he sold them  for 
$63,000.00.

The disposal agency, the farm er chuckled, “was delighted 
to unload w^hat they thought was a heap of junk on an unsus­
pecting country boy and the Air Force w’as delighted in repur­
chasing this equipment in brand new condition” for $63,000.

On the one hand, the taxpayer picked up the check for 
an error which cost him $58,993.11. On the other hand he 
saved thousands of dollars which w’ould have gone for new' 
computers.
