Accordinfg If) a recent report of
the Wildlife Management Insti-
tute, It is going to be necessary

for the federal government to
kill off or move a goodly portion
ol the famed Yellowstone valley
elk herd in order tu preserve the
.scenic values and unique vege-
ttition ol that area. Some 3,500
elk must be taken from that dis-
trict.

Why not transplant a %oodly
portion of this number to the Pi-
geon river valley, which, con-
servation men say can easily sup-
port a herd of many thoiisands
of elk, providing the game law
violator can be curtailed.

It is reported that oveipopu-
latinn of elk alread.v has result-
ed in severe damage to the win-
ter range of the elk, nianv acres
have been denuded, erosion has
started, and the existence- of
other forms of wildlife in the
Yellowstone area is threatened.
Public hunting is forbidden with-
in the park and large predators
are generally absent. The only
Eresent population control lies in

unting while the animals are
still on summer range outside the
boundaiies ot the park. When elk
move into the wintering areas
early, as they have in the past
twe years, the hunters’ take may
be less than 50 head a yivir. Un-
der almo.-t complete protection,
the held has ballooned, a process
that will continue until starva-
tion pricks the over-extended
structure. Complete and possibly
permanent collapse can be pre-
vented only by relieving the
pressure through herd reductions.

Several suggestions have been
advanced as alternatives to kill-
ing the elk. One that has receiv-
