It is not at all .surprising that levs' houses have lic'en built 

(iuring reeent years i'or rental purposes. Nfi'arly every one 
of the liouses that have been built are built to sell, not retii.

Whv” The answer is an rasv one—probabfiv no .group of 
people I'ver .got a worse deal from tlu' New Deal adminis 
tration than did the people who inve.'^ted their .savings in 
homes lor rerital purposes.

Baek in the years when eommon sense tilled in this 
countrv, il wa.s f|uite a eommon })raetiee for fanners upon 
leaehing a time in life when they desired to ease off a bit 
and not work .so hard, would sell their farms, buy a homi' in 
a ncarbv city or village in whieh to livi' and then invest tiie 
few extra ilollars tiiey might liave in another house they 
could rent, thereby providing theirisclves willi a small income 
cturing the year.

Other people did the same thing. One could go back over 
fhe vears and prubablv count scores and score.- of people 
living within the city of Pfivnioulh who in addition to havitfig 
a house in which they lived, possessed another one that they 
rented.

Then came along World War II arid aniong the oilier 
things, laws were passed fixing rent controls. The purpose 
of the law might not have been sc> bad if it had not been for 
the type of administration forced upon many cities arid com­
munities throughout the country. The so-called ••land lord.” 
becau.se of tiie attitude of some of thc.se adniinistrators wa.s 
branded anything and everything some of the tenants and 
New Dealers could call him. He wa.s generally regarded as 
a no good citizen.

Of course you know and every one else ktiows that this 
hatred inspired by certain groups was about as unfair a 
thing as happened during the war period. Possibly iiv.spme 
of the larger cities there might have been reason for this 
feeling—but not in this part of America.

Well, the sum total of the situation has resulted in the 
refusal of a retired farmer or any one else to build houses 
for rental purposes in the last eight or ten years. We doubt 
if there ever will be many houses built in the future for 
strictly rental purposes.

But while these loud-mouthed reformers and so-called 
civic leaders who live in Washington on expense money 
they did nut earn, haven't urged people to solve their own 
housing problem by building their own homes, is something 
we cannot understand.

Right here in our good little city of Plymouth, any num 
ber of new homes have been built by energetic young people 
who have used their spare time and their savings to build as 
desirable homes as any one could wish to possess.

Well the new war has messed things up again and home 
building will again become a serious problem^—with fewer 
houses for rent than ever before. Only time will provide the 
answer to the American housing situation.

don’t watch out.According to the citv health department a flu epidi'mic coubl .strike Plvmotith anytime. How­ever. it probably would not bi' 
so .seve.'e as the plague ravaging the British Isles at the pre.-ent 
time.Among th(' positive precautinp.; 
to avoid flu, doctors recommend influenza vaccine as particularly 
effective. Flu is caused by a virus just as scarlet fever and otliei' diseases. Therefore, the flu shot must not he confused with the expel imental "cold" shot, hi'alth 
authorities point out. The fiu vac­cine IS accepted by the medical profession as a success and ma,\' be obtained from any doctor. Usually one shot annuallv is .--uf- ficient to provide immunitv al­though some cases rê piui' an 
additional injection.Other safeguards advised by doctors are plenty of rest to avoid fatigue, avoidance of over-eating and known infected persons.

Under the subsidy program, we are witnessing the most 
colossal .squandering of natural wealtli since the pioneering 
days when virgin forests were laid in windrows and burned 
to make way for the plow. Waste sponsored by this program 
cannot be measured in terms of warehouses bulging with rot­
ting potatoes, crates of spoiling eggs, and moulding cheese.

Awkward for the Soviets is the' fact that in a triumphant moment! 

at the end of the war the So-; viet armv announced that it had taken 3,180.000 prisoners.When the foreign minister.s dis-! cussed th(> question in 1947 the'Soviets lowered their figure bv i 
more than a million, who.s f̂ate' still offieiallc' is unknown '^Trapped in their own keeping and pressetl by the man Communisl.s who know liow!

The next few years offer a 
great opportunity for 'young nu n 
to become expert in some line of 
work.

The 
new defense efforts enable a 
young man to take tests and as­
certain for what hi' is best fitted 
and how to train therefor. If you 
live in a small town where theie 
are no industries, have your 
mother teach you to cook.

If General-M ae- 
Arthur had given more attention 
to the Intelligence Division of his 
army and less to old-fashioned 
fighting customs—things would ' 
be different. Our boys should be; 
trained by young leaders in these: 
new ways, ralhei’ than by out­
dated old "Brass" who cannot ' 
adopt modern methods.

His Heaven and that, m the long | 
run, the Russians can never wmi 
without Him.
