If the postoffice department
accepts recommendations recent-
ly made by Postmaster George
Timpano, a long step will have
been taken to relieve the traffic
congestion on Penniman avenue
in the vicinity of the postoffice.

Postmaster Timpano has been
urging the dcpartir.-.'nl to close
the Penniman avenue entrance
to the rear of Ih(> posioffiec and
open a new driveway‘from Fra-
liek avenue to the loading dock
ot the posloffic-,".

If the department complies
with the request, it will probably
necessitate a larger loading dock
and it will al.so provide a larger
area for parking purposes of
postal rural carriers.

The Penniman av-.-nue postof-
fiec drive has become one of the
busiest drives in the city. It is not
only used by the postal depart-
ment trucks and employes but
many manufacturers in this vic-
inity bring their own mailings
direct to the postofficc loading
dock.

Both th-e Daisy Manufacturing
company and the Burroughs com-
pany as well as a number of
other smaller concerns find it
convenient to make their own de-
liveries to the postoffice. All of
this traffic will be taken from
Penniman avcmi-e and diverted
to Fralick. which is a little used
thoroughfare, if the department
accepts the recommendations of
Postmaster Timpano.

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Plymouth Officer
Wins Silver Star
In Korean Action

The Silver Star Medal has
been awarded to First Lieu-
tenant Robert W. Thams of
Plymouth, for gallantry in
action against the enemy in
Korea, the first area resident
to receive the award.

Lieutenant Thams, son of
Dr. and Mrs. N. S. Thams, 475
Jenner, distinguished himself,
by bravery on December L
1950 in the vicihty of Koto-ri
while a member of Company
G, 3lst Infantry.

On that date, the enemy at-
tacked in great strength and
encircled elements of the 2nd
Battalion. Lieutenant Thams
volunteered to lead a tank infan-
try patrol to relieve the trapped
units. As the patrol neared its ob-
jective, it came under intense fire
Irom small arms, automatic
weapons and anti-tank guns.

Without regard for his person-
al safety. Lieutenant Thams ex-
posed hirn.sclf to withering en-
emy fire in order to deploy his

men and direct the fire of his

tanks. When automatic weapons
fire from tlic enemy slowed the
progress of the patrol, Lieutenant
fhams personally destroyed th-o
positions with] a machine gun
which he manned while undcr
dircct fire.

As a result of his actions the
enemy was routed with heavy
casualties and the mission suc-
cessfully completed. Such gallant
leadership, reads his citation,
reflects great credit on himself
and the military .service.

Lieutenant Thams, a graduate
of Plymouth High school, grad-
uated from Georgia Mditary Ac-
ademy at Atlanta, vicorgia in
1944, "H-.: took his bas” training
at Camp Robinson, Little Rock,
Arkansas, and in 1945 applied
for entrance into Officer’s Train-
ing School.

He completed this training and
was awarded his commission in
January, 1945 at Fort Benning,
at the age of 18 the youngest
member of his class.

Afl-er receiving his commission,
he was sent to Germany where
he spent two yeai;s. Ho was .sent
ti> Korea last year and was
among the troops who were cut

off at the Inchpn Resevoir last
Dec-ember.
Lieutenant Thams’ wife ac-

companied him overseas and at
present is living in Japan. They
arc the pai-cnts of three childjrcn
a son having been born in Ja
rct-jntly.

You
feel helpless and mi.serabic, and
you make yourself a mental
promiiv to be more careful ol
them in the future.

Start, of course, by buying
nylons in pairs, or in boxes of
three. That allows a fair amount
of malching, when singles be*
come snagged or develop runs,

Then, take special cane in
W'ashing them. ‘First, be sure
your hands are smooth. Hang-
nails and roughened skin can
snag sheer threads. Jewelry too.
Onc' sure preventive against
snagging is to wear washabk'
gloves when you wash hosiery.
That accomplishes two jobs at
once.

It’s best to wash nylons every
evening when you take tlvem off
rather than allowing them to
accumulate for mass launder-
ing. Make a suds of either a
mild soap or a gentle detergent
using  \wv.urin water, Srpieeze
rallter than rub stockings; then
rinse tlioidughly and roll in a
towel to remove most of the
inoisture. Do not wring them.

Nylon stockings, for all their
apparent toughness, are fragile
garments. Care means longi'r
wear.
