Many inlci c.stiiig facts ivere
".'nunierated hy Ju(Jgc VYerkes,
one being that the total amount
of Plyniouth Township lax asses-
sed in 1827 was $66.90, the' county
lax in the .same yi'ar wa.s $57,50.

The Township of Plyniouth at
that lime comprised what is now

Canton and Plymouth and v.as
known as Plyniouth and South
Plymouth.

Judge Yerkos paid high liih-
utc to thi." Michigan miii who
fought in the War of the Rebel-

li<<n. Although the state had an
ai ins-Ix'ai ing population of only
110.000, yet 90,747 men w k- .sent
to tlv fi'ont during that war.

The calibre of these Michigan
soldiers was such, stated Judge
Yerkc.s-, that if a battery was to
be taken or a fort storrtud, <om-
mandeis would ask for a Mich-

igan regiment or brigade and if

Daily creel limit on bluegills,
sunfisli, perch, rock bass, crap-
pies and warmouth bass con-
tinues at 25 in any combination
of which not more than 15 may
be bluegills. There is no mini-
mum size limit. White bass must
be scvjn inches long, daily pos-
session limit ten. Whitefish of
any length may be taken, max-
imum daily limit seven.

For northern pike, walleyes,
largemouth black b,ass and
smallmoLith bass the-daily max-
imum is five in any combination
on inland lak's and streams. Min-
imum size limits are 14 inches for
northern. 13 inches for walleyes,
and 10 inches for either bass
species.

Frogs may be taken beginning
June 25. '‘xcept that they must

not be speared at night with
artificial light.

Although fishing license fees
recently have been raised in
other states, the cost of Mich-
igan angling permits is un-

changed. Resident license is $1.50.
Wife of a resident fisherman can
fish free by filling out the permit
stub attached to the regular lic-
ense. The nonresident male ang-
ler. as well as his wife, may pur-
ehase a 10-day temporary license
for 8 or the annual license lor
£3. A licen.-'c is needed for fish-
ing in land waters when a per-
son has pas.sed his 17th birthday
and can be secured from any one
of 4,000 license agents.

The department’s fish division
operates 500 public fishing site's,
about two-thirds of which are
usable or improved.

things. Therefore, land will never
go out of style.

Buy Land Which Carries Itself

WIlvjn buying land get some-
thing which carries itself or
"pays its board,” so to speak.

Too
mg family holdings might some
day be divick'd and’sold very
cheaply by the U.S. Go\einmciit.
as has been real estate tax, in-
creasing as the number ot acres
mei ease.

In tact, it is wisest not to con-
centrate on any form of invest-
ment. Don’t get hipped on any-
thing; railroads, motors, steels,
chemicals, department stores or
anything else. Proper diversifica-
tion is the first lule ot success-
lul invc'.sting. Yes, vou can even
iH'come "land poor” by having
too much land that produces no
income in the form of lents, crops
or woodland growth.
