I Require Special Care
i Sheer sum m er fabrics like 
rayon sheer, lawn, pure  silk and 
batiste rec^uiie special care when 
you’rv finishing the edges with a 
bias binding. S-awing center e x ­
perts advise that  the binding be 
as na rrow  as possible and be 
applied double.

l o  do this, cut the bias str ip  six 
times the width you want the 
finished edge. Now fold the b ind ­
ing th rough  the eenl-ar, right side 
out, edges even, and press lightly. 
Pin the raw  edges of the b ind ­
ing to the right side of the g a r ­
ment, doing this smoothly w ith ­
out s tretching. Baste and then 
machin-j-stitch.

Finish by tu rn ing  the folded 
edge of th e ;  binding over the 
seam to the w rong side and whip 
by hsnd. catching a stitch under 
each m achine s-titch.

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RECIPE OF THE WEEK 
Crusty Scrapple

(Serves 6)
1 pound bulk pork sauShge 
1 14Mi-ounce can evaporated 

milk
114 cups water 

% cup yellow cornmeal 
V* teaspoon salt 
% teaspoon pepper 
1 cup crushed corn flakes 

Brown sausage a n d  drain 
well. Combine milk and water; 
measure out 2 cups. Add to sau­
sage, reserving remaining 
cup for dipping scrapple. Heat 
sausage mixture to boiling and 
slowly stir in cornmeal and sea­
sonings. Cook 5 minutes, stir­
ring constantly. Pour'into a 5 x 
9-inch loaf pan and chill until 
firm. Unmold and slice into 14- 
inch slices. Dip slices in corn 
flakes, then in milk, then again 
in com flakes. Brown in hot fat 
on both sides. Serve with maple- 
flavored syrup.

When a recipe calls for creaming 
butter, and you don’t have time to 
let it soften for easier creaming, 
break it into small pieces by cut­
ting, then work it with a wooden 
piotato smasher. Always cream 
butter before adding sugar to 
shorten the time required for 
working.

Muffins will be much lighter if 
you grease the pans and place 
them in a hot oven for a few min­
utes before spooning in the muffin 
batter.

Buying unfinished pieces can 
be a lea l help to your fu rn itu re  
budget, and very satisfactory for 
your home if you finish them 
correctly.

You can paint or stain or leave 
them  in their  n a tu ra l  color. First, 
be sure  the  fu rn i tu re  is clean 
and rem ove any stains or finger 
m arks w ith  No. OO sandpaper.

Fill in nail hole indentations 
with plastic wood. Let dry  and 
sand until smooth. In case-goods 
rem ove, the d raw ers  and paint 
them  sepai'ately. Do not paint 
the d raw er  runners. W hen p a in t­
ing tables, » jt  them  upside down 
and paint the  legs first. Don’t 
paint f u in i tu r c \out-of-doors and 
avoid w earing clothing that  sheds 
lint.

For a painted finish use one 
coat of undercoat and two coats 
of quick dry ing  paint. Sandpaper 
betw een each coat. If flat paint 
i.'̂  used, finish by waxing.

To stain  the finish, use any 
pene trating  oil stain.

Charles Peterson  of Wolverine was Michigan's first state forester. 
Mr. Peterson, a long time resident of the once heavily wooded sec­
tion of the state, know the forests well—and he knew, too, the d a n ­
ger confronting the  forests of the state. When lorincr Governor Alex 
Grocsbeck organized M ichigan’s first conservation departm ent, he 
placed Peterson in this responsible position—and Peterson im m edi­
ately took steps to protect the forests in which he lived and w or­
shipped. He was the builder of the first forest fire tower, and the 
second and the thiid. D uring the early  days of this new and e x ­
perim enta l m ethod of seeking out and contrblling forest fires, his 
resources w ere limited, but out of his early experim ents  grew the 
vast ne t-w ork  of towers tliat now spread over the northern  part of 
the Lower Peninsula  and the Upper Peninsula.

O ther  s tates w ere  quick to see and adopt this m ethod of forest 
fire control. ^

Mr. Peterson now rejoices in the benefits of his eflorts of vears 
ago. He is now living in retirem ent, tlie late  Governor Fred Green 
having disposed of Pe terson’s services to the state in ordei- lo m ake 
way for a political appointm ent. Then, too, Peterson liad been a p ­
pointed by the Governor that G iven  looked upon with green eyes of 
jealousy. Green, to rub  a bit of salt into the wounds he thought he 
was inflicting on Peterson, also closed the slate  trout fijlnng ha tch ­
ery a t  Woverine.

But Peterson  kept on living in W olverine on the I'dge of the 
forests he loved so well and did so- much lo save,

This will depend upon what 
you need—the amount of laund­
ry y o u  have to do, o ther d e ­
m ands cm yo'u.r tim e '"and yon'r 
pocketbook. Take your time in 
choosing one and be sure you 
b u y ’ the right kind fur your 
needs.

An autom atic  can take tlm 
d rudgery  out of washday and 
lets you do otiiei jcjbs w:hile it 
does the washing. This may make 
it worth the cost to you. and it 
may cost m ore than twic:e as 
much as a good conventional 
type washer.

You must hav.' an ample' 
supply of water, botli hot and 
cold, for an automatic to work 
satisfactorily in ynur home, Ynu 
must also have adequati' water 
pressure. .Ask about the  re ­
qu irem ents  lor hot and cold 
v\ater and w ater p icssu ie  as you 
examin;' d ifferent kinds,, of au ­
tomatic washers.

Check on installation costs, 
too. for they may add eonsider- 
'dbly to the cost of the washer. 
It you can have your w a s h c ' r  
bolted down, you may want to 
consider the bolt-down tvpc> 
which is less expc'nsive than ?h'j 
models which don't have to be 
boltc'd to the floor.

If you choose a conventional 
type washer, will it have a 
w ringer or a spinnc'i'.’ The spin­
ner is to b.' desired from tlie 
s tandpoint of safety and it is less 
damaging to clothes. Most m ach ­
ines of this type have a separate 
spinner tub sc+ that the wet 
clothes must be lifted by hand 
troni the w asher to llv? spinner. 
A w ringer  helps to lift the 
clothes. With a wringer, the .«al- 
ety release is very im poitan t  and 
should be easy to reach and to 
operate.

What We Need io Do
In  short, we have been kidding 

ourselves into th ink ing  th a t  we 
can gain m ore in an  infla ted  sel­
le r ’s m arke t  than  we can lose in 
a defla ted  b u y e r’s m arket.  The 
history of G erm any, Ita ly , Gi-eat 
Britain, France,, and Russia 
clearly indicates th a t  unbridled 
inflation underm ines  private  e n ­
terprise, causes industries  to -shut 
dow n and th row s people out of 
work.

I m ay be old-fashioned,' but 
years of experience  tell me tha t  
you w on’t ever rem ove the-house­
w ife’s burden  by rationing or a l­
locations or price or wage -con­
trols. Thc.se c u rren t  s top-gap 
measures, 'in the  long run, will 
deprive you of your ecorvomic 
liberties. T(ic way to lower prices 
is to balance the  national budget, 
rai.se in terest rates, increase le­
gal reserves ratios, cu rb  insta ll­
m ent buying, and ESPECIALLY

WITH LOW ER COSTS.
