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Says Gl's Think
Americans Not
Interested 1n War

Back in America after nine
months in Korea. First Lieuten-
ant Robert Thams is relaxing at
the home of his parents, Dr. and
Mrs. N. S. Thams, 475 Jener Place.

Lieutenant Thams and his fam-
ily Vore in Japan at the outbreak
of the Korean War. Ho landed
with the Seventh Division at In-
chon during the bleak days when
it looked as though we might be
driven from Korea. He participat-
ed in the North Korean campaign
and fought within 5 miles of the
Changjin Reservoir. He was evac-
uated with his unit, the 31st in-
fantry battalion, to Pusan, and la-
ter joined the drive back into
North Korea, his outfit holding the
right flank of the U.S. forces. He
was awarded the Silver Star me-
dal for bravery in action last De-
cember. ,

The attitude of the American
people toward the Korean War is
a subject of interest to the Lieu-
tenant, and, he says, to most GI’s
in Korea. Many of them fear that
the public is not interested in the
war and think of it as a "far-away
police action,”

"Morale of the GIl’s has been
goixl,” he .says, "even during our
early defeats. And contrary to
some 'reports, our troops have
been adequately equipped at all
limes. The only exceptions were
-lome units which advanced too
fast for their supply units to keep
up with them.”

“Chief complaint among the
Gl’s is a cry for more beer and
more mail. And they are all inter-
ested in an early end to the fight-
ing. However, they do not see the
reason for stopping where we be-
gan—at the 38th parallel.”

"Most of them want to quit call-
ing it a 'police action’ and go all
out to win. They are afraid that
it we leave the Chinese forces in-
tact in North Korea, we will have
to go back eventually and fight

them anyway.”
Lieutenant Thams fought
against North Korean troops

much of the time but saw some
action against Chinese commun-
ists. The North Koreans make far
oetter soldiers, he says, possibly
because they are fighting on their
own soil.

"Chinese rely on their numbers
while the North Koreans rely on
stealth and guerilla'warfare. Our
South Korean allies, the ROK’s
(Republic of Korea) have not made
a very gooG showing but their
trouble is lack of training, not lack
ot courage.”

Most G1’s Resent the lack of help
by other UN nations but have a
gntet deal of respect far the hght-
irfg abilities of allied troops in
Korea. While many of them do
not understand the diplomacy be-
hind the war, they all feel that
we have been let down by other
UN members.

Speaking of General MacAr-
thui, Lieutenant Thams says that
he is held in high respect by the
Gl’s. His successful rehabilitation
of Jap'an and' his quick work in
getting an unpr”ared army into
ihe field are the chief reasons fur
this respect.

Among -the difficulties encoun-
tered in the Korean War, he men-
tions the intense cold of last win-
ter and the trick of the North Ko-
reans of dressing as civilian farm-
ers durinji the day and at night
putting on the. uniform of the
Army. Regarding the cold, he
says it was consistently 20 bclgw
/leio and occasionally went to 30
below. \

Lieutenant Thams went from
Korea to Japan where he spent
one- month. He landed in this
country on the 11th of thisjnonth
and arrived home on Sunday, July
15. He will report to Fort Riley,
Kansas, on the 18th of Augu.st,
where he will join the 10th Infan-
try Division.

His wife and three children,
one of whom was born in Japan
two months ago, will probably
join him in Kansas at a later date.

Doctor Barber
Issues Warning
On insecticide

A new in.secticick’, recently put
on the market in this area, is the
subject of a warning issued by Dr.
Ray Barber, Plymouth Health Of-
ficer. Known as Parathion, the in-
secticide is very effective but. un-
fortunately is also highly toxic to
humans.

In tbs past this preparation has
been used primarily by commer-
cial growers. Now, how'ever, it is
available for home garden use.
Last year a number of cases of
illness and several deaths were
cau.sed by mishandling of the im
seclicide.

Because of its extremely high
toxicity, Parathion should be used
with caution. Poi.soning can occur
by breathing in or swallowing
small amounts of it. It is also ra-
pidly absorbed through the skin.
However, It may be safely used if
proper precautionary measures
are taken. The manufacturers’ in-
structions should be followed in

_all respects.

Warning symptoms of poison-
ing by Parathion arc; weakness,
headache, Dblurred vision, pin
point pupils, nau.sea. sweating,
vomiting, diarrhea, discomfort in
chest, cramps, dizziness and mus-
cular twitching, symptoms ap-
pearing in order of [listing.

Should Parathion be swallow-
ed. the victim should be made to
vomit by giving him warm salty
or soapy water. Milk or water
should be taken fj-eely. In event
of contamination of the skin, the
exposed area should be washed
with soap and water for at least
15 minutes. Should the eyes be
affectedt they should be imme-
diately_flushed with water for at
least 15 minutes.

In any case of Parathion poison-
ing, the patient should be remov-
ed from the exposure and a doc-
tor called at once.

“However, the C.I.O. later fol-
lowed my example and advice
and has undertaken belatedly t»
clean the communists out,” stat-
ed Mr. Martin.
