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Flood Strands 
Jean Carmody 
at Army Base

Caught in the recent Kansas- 
Missouri flood, Jean Carmody. 
41895 Wilcox, spent the most 
hectic four days of her life. Jean 
was stranded by the flood waters 
at Fort Riley, Kansas, where she 
was visiting Charles Finlan, son 
of Mrs. Harold Finlan of Arthur 
street, now a Private in the U. S. 
Army.

A fter spending one night in 
the WAC barracks, she was evac­
uated at 5:30 in the morning by 
the Arm y and was later placed 
by them  in the home of a War­
rant Officer. All sheets, pillow  
eases and mattress covers were  
commandeered for use as sand­
bags, but in spite of all precau­
tions, the dike protecting the 
base broke in three places. Thou­
sands of GI’s wens moved to 
nearby hills to live in pup tents 
until the water receded.

The Army took over the first 
day of the flood and flew  in food 
and supplies w ith heliocopters. 
As the water went down, says 
Jean, it revealed a sight of a l­
most compleTi ruin. Many build­
ings were wrecked and mud cov­
ered everything. Some people, 
^fiomeless and frightened, were in 
'a state of panic, ^thus adding to 
th j confusion.

“All in a ll” says Jean, “it was 
almost like the aftermath of a 
bombing raid. A few  days earl­
ier I had been admiring a beau­
tiful Army base. When I left, it 
was a pile of debris.”

Although no one was supposed 
to leave the base, Jean heard of 
a passable road which led to­
ward home and she persuaded 
the M. P.’s to let her leave. She 
drove straight through and ar­
rived in Plym outh last Tuesday 
night.

“I hope we never experience  
anything like it here,” she says.

Drowning Victim 
Related in City

City Building 
Code Challenged 
By New Ideas

A possible answer to P lym ­
outh’s growing housing problem  
has been sugge.sted by the North­
ville  agenc.v of Gunnison Homes, 
a U. S. Steel subsidiary. A pre­
fabricated home, made of marine 
plywood, can be constructed b.v 
a Gunnison Homes’ crew in about 
eight working days, at a price 
which runs 23 percent less than 
conventionally built homes.

The house is a one-story unit, 
built on a concrete slab. Its walls 
are made of 4 by 8 panels of in ­
sulated marine plyw'ood, fhre'e 
inches thick. This is the sub­
stance used by the U. S. Navy in 
their PT boats during World War 
II. It has withstood test pres­
sures of up to 22,000 pounds.

However, according to City 
Engineer Stanford Bes*?. the 
homes cannot be constructed m  
Plymouth.

“We have to follow' the build­
ing code,” he says, "and these- 
homes fail to comply in several 
respects. The house has a Van 
Packer chimney, a rafter-suspen­
sion type, which is illegal m view  
of the requirement for brick and 
mortar chimneys built from the 
ground. The 2 by 3 studdings 
used in the house do not comply 
with the 2 by 4 requirim cnl of 
the code, nor docs the three mch 
thickness of the w alls.”

Mr. Harr.v Duerson, of North­
ville, general manager of the 
Gunnison Agency for fhi.s aiea, 
waves thea-o objections aside.

“The Van Packer chimney is 
approved by the Underwriters 
Laboratories and all leading fire 
insurance companies. As far as 
the building code is concerned, 
the hous-g is approved by the 
FHA, the VA. the Bureau of 
Standards and the leading arch­
itects and engineers of the count­
ry. They have been approved for 
construction in Grand Rapids, 
Ann Arbor, Northville, and re­
cently, Detroit.”

City officers and real estate 
men are non-commital about the 
value of the home.s. They fear 
to rush into anything new with  
out knowing more about it. Past 
experiences with other pre-lab- 
ricafed homes have made them  
distrustful.

The problem facing Plym outh  
seem s to be whether or not tho  
city building code is oiit-of-dale 
in v iew  of recent progress in 
the home budding field. The code

's it .so old-fashioned, rigid and 
unflexible that it acts as a curb 
on expansion and growth of the  
city?

The question of local variances 
in building codes has long been 
a subject of concern to builders 
and engineers. A national bu ild ­
ers organization, tl>' Building 
Officers Conference of America. 
Inc., has d raw n  up a m aster 
building code, to be used as a 
s tandard  for the  en tire  country. 
A W ayne county code, pa tterned  
afte r  this national code, is now in 
the making. Such change's, how 
ever, take considerable Line to 
effect.

The consti’Lict ion of Gunnison 
homes is also under consideration 
in P lym outh  township, but to w n ­
ship offirers f'xprc.ss doubt as to 
the ir  practicability.

“They look fine now,” says 
Charles Rathbuen, township su p ­
ervisor, “but how will they look 
in ten y ea rs?”

Tho township building rod*’ 
also prohibits construction of the 
homes. As in the city, the to w n ­
ship code calls for tiiicker wall... 
larger  s tuddings and a ma.sonry 
chim ney built from the ground.

This sort of building code 1.; 
known as a “sp'gcifieation type” 
code. P roponents  of mod*'ini/ed 
building codes would prefei to 
sec “perform ance type” codes, 
in which the .size and type of 
m ateria l is not as impoi'lant a., 
w hat it will do. They den'’)unce 
the “good enough for our fa the rs” 
a tt i tude  and point out that it we 
had followed such an a tt itude  
we would still be riding in horse 
and buggies.

Hot crispy niuffins and soft-cooked eggs with butter balls and 
bevfiagc go a long way toward “starting the day right.” A balanced 
breakra.-^t is a must fur good health. It should contain all the basic 
nutrients—high (luality protein, some fat, carbqliydrates, minerals 
and vitamins.

Eggs, one of nature’s finest protein foods, are particularly suited to 
the breakfast menu because of their delicate llavor, quickness and 
ease of cooking and high quality protein. One egg for breakfast is 
fine but better yet—two eggs. Two eggs will furnish one-fifth of the 
day’s protein need. They help also to balance the breakfast meal not 
only with protein but also with important vitamins, minerals and 
some fat. Not pictured but a Accessary addition to this breakfast 
would be fru it  m.Bome form..

This entire meal may be prepared in about twelve minutes. While 
the^ eggs are cooiking, the coffee is perking, the muffins tire being 
warmed and the fru it  is prepared for service.

To be sure that  eggs are a t their best, use moderate to low cooking 
temperature. Take your choice of the methods given below. Note that 
in both methods th e ‘eggs are cooked below the boiling point.

Soft-Cooked Eggs
Cold Water Method:. Place eggs in pan covering completely with cold 
or lukewarm watefc* Bring rapidly to boiling. Turn off heat and \ i/  
necessary set pan'ofF burner to prevent further boiling. Cover ami lt« 
stand 2 to 4 minutes depending 911 individual taste. Cool eggs prompUj,’ 
in cold water for several seconds to prevent fu rther  cooking and to 
make them easy to handle.
Boiling Water Method: Bring water in pan to rapid boiling, using 
enough to cover eggs completely. Meanwhile warm very cold eggs 
slightly in warm water to avoid cracked shells. Transfer eggs to 
water with spoon, turn off heat, and if necessary set pan off burner 
to prevent further boiling. Cover and let stand G to 8 minutes.

“^Insidc M ichigan.” From a somewhat careful s tudy of the contents 
of the first issue, our judgm ent is tha t  there  is am ple room in Michi­
gan for such a publication.

For the 
first issue theix' was selected a num ber of timely and interesting 
articles*, all of geni'i al interest to Michigan citizens. Its format could 
be improved and a covei- page that would m ake a g reater new s­
stand  appeal doubtless  will be presented in fu ture  issues. We wish it 
success— if it continues along the ideals indicated in the first issue.

W ayne Universitv will sometime late this sum m er s ta r t  the con­
struction of its new "Medical Science building made possible by a 
recent appropriation  of the Republican contrnlled Michigan state 
legislature. During recent years state aid has been given in driblets 
to this most useful educational institution. The curtailed app rop r ia ­
tions cannot be blamed too much upon the legislature.

The fault lies entirely  with the voters who have tied up state 
funds in such a way that some units of governm ent get more money 
than  they can use and others get nowhere near as much as they need.

any th ing  good grown in the world can be grown in Michigan.

“I ’ve always said th a t  there  is no place in the country  w here the  
soil is r icher than  here  in Michigan. Rightly tilled and fertilized, we 
can grow the biggest and best crops in the country. Not only that, but 
no state  can produce fruit w ith  a be tte r  flavor than  the fruit we 
here,” said Mr. Rambo the o ther  day. "Now I just w an t to prove 
we can grow peanuts  tha t  will have even a be tter  flavor than  thd 
peanuts  grown down in Georgia. My crop looks p retty  good and when 
the tim e comes I am going to give, some of the peanu t experts in 
P lym outh  a chance to try  out a Georgia peanut then  compare it to a 
Michigan peanu t,” added Mr. Rambo.

If th e re ’s som ething like a peanu t contest brewing, m ight it be 
suggested th a t  the  Governor be invited to judge which peanut is the 
best. A sm art-a leck  Republican who heard  about the  peanuts said 
he thought the  Governor would be an awfully good judge of peanuts 
as well as p re tty  girls, and therefore ought to be able to decide such 
a contest w ithout trouble.

According to the  Michigan conservation departm ent, our great 
Wolverine state  is rapidly restoring the tree  p lan ting  program th a t  
some 25 or 30 years  ago helped to cover the cu t-over  and burned- 
over lands of N orthern  Michigan with the beautifu l forests that now 
flourish on some 6,000,000 acres of s ta te  owned lands. There  was a 
time w hen the  state  d idn ’t pay m uch atten tion  to its re-forestation 
program, bu t apparen tly  the  conservation departm en t  has decided 
th a t  it should go the limit in p lanting every tree  tha t  the  lands of 
northern  Michigan can support. The depa rtm en t  says tha t  a lot of 
trees w ent into the  ground during  the spring plan ting  this season, 
over 10,332,000 of them.

The conservation forestry division also reports the  largest block 
of stock, about 7,375,000 seedlings and transplants , was chiefly d is­
tr ibu ted  to farmers, industries, schools and com m unities for refores­
tation purposes.

Completed tabulations at the Higgins Lake nursery  show about 
3,955,000 pieces of stock were p lanted m ainly in s ta te  forests and 
parks and s ta te  recreation and game areas. Some trees were used 
on stream  im provem ent projects, for bank  plan ting  and other p u r ­
poses.

Applications for fall tree  p lanting stock will not be accepted by 
the forestry division at Lansing until August 15. Price and stock 
list w’ill be available to farm ers  and other landow ners at th a t  time.

Looking at a Michigan road m ap one discovers th a t  there  are two 
different spellings of the  word “M ackinaw .” The m unicipality  at the 
no r the rn  tip  of the  Lower Peninsula  and which is the southern  t e r ­
minal of the  s ta te  ferry  system, is spelled “M ackinaw City.” On the 
same m ap one will note tha t  the  S tra its  ot Mackinac and Mackinac
Island are  spelled differently, the letter  “C" tak ing  the place of the 
letter “W ”. The explanation  is a ra th e r  easy one. and both spellings 
are correct. The “M ackinaw ” spelling is the  old Indian way and the
Mackinac way of spelling comes as a result  of the  way early  French 
settlers  decided to spell M ackinaw. But don ’t pronounce the word 
M ACKINACK — th a t ’s dead wrong. Ju s t  do as the  Indians did and 
pronounce it w ith  the  “g raw ” sound at the  end. Both spellings are 
r ightly  pronounced MackiNAW. “H istorian” William Doyle who has 
been o ff-and-on  again on the Mackinac Island commission probably 
more tim es than  any other living hum an  being, has checked and 
rechecked the proper pronouncing of the word and his final edict 
is th a t  it shoula  be pronounced just as it was by the Indians who 
gave the nam e in the first place to the S tra its  and the Island.

The G reat  Lakes area  is not the  only place in this old world tha t  
is having its trouble  in m ain ta in ing  wild life. Here it is the  lamprey 
eel th a t  is raising havoc w ith  game fish in the G reat Lakes—and 
“game hogs” w ith  deer and o ther  wild life.

The Wild Life M anagem ent Insti tu te  reporj^s th a t  in spite of 
heroic w ork by the states, by Canada, and by the U. S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service, the  Pacific salm on is taking a beating from civili­
zation. The W ashington S ta te  D epar tm en t of Fisheries has released a 
pam phle t  under  the title of “The Salm on Crisis,” which contains 
thought-p rovoking  m aterial. W ashington’s salm on pack decreased 
from 12,300,000 cases from 1910 to 1917 to 2,350,000 cases in the pe ­
riod from 1938 th rough  1945 in spite of an  increase in the  commercial 
fishing intensity. Because it can be righ tly  controlled, fishing pres­
sure plays a less im portan t  part  in the  depletion of fisheries than 
m ight be imagined. The m ajor  deple ting  factor is the  blocking of 
spaw ning  s tream s by power dams. The reduction of suitable w ater 
by pollution, drainage, siltation, and deforesta tion  also are playing 
im portan t  pa rts  in reducing the salmon runs.

The au thors  of the  publication feel th a t  if all proposed power 
projects a re  carried out in the  Northwest, the  surv ival of the  sal­
mon in W ashington will depend  en tire ly  upon the m ain tenance  ot 
fish ladders and  costly artificial propagation. More in terest by the 
public, hx)wever, in a resource valued conservative ly  a t one-half  
billion dollars a year, \h e y  conclude, could m ake  rehab ili ta t ion  of 
the W ashington sa lm o n 'ru n s  a reality. They propose in particu lar  
that  s team  plan ts  be considered as a source of power in some locali­
ties w here the existing value of the salm on outweighs the revenue  
promised from the  developm ent of power.

Reason 1. To be sure of a

appointed a T rust  Company.
Reason 2. If you die without 

a will and the court is obliged 
to disburse your estate  it may 
run  up a lot of costs, including 
the necessity for a bond. These 
costs can be e lim inated largely 
by m aking a will and appointing 
your own executor. You can 
provide th a t  the  executor may 
give your beneficiaries p roperty  
or securities a t  a fair  value in ­
stead of cash, under  certa in  c ir ­
cumstances.

Reason 3. By m aking  a will 
you can give your executor c e r ­
tain o ther d iscretionary  powers, 
like deciding w ha t profjerty to 
sell, and the power to do other 
things which a court appointee 
would not do. You can directly  
will certa in  articles of furn iture , 
clothing, etc. to definite  people 
and do the things th a t  you w ant 
to do as you would w an t to do 
them  w ithout the  fear of l it iga­
tion.

Reason 4. If a court should 
liquidate your esta te  it m ay sell 
p roperty  hu rr ied ly  or during  a 
depiession. By m aking a will you 
can give your executor tim e and 
enable him  to use his judgm en t 
and consult o ther  people. This 
privilege m ay save your estate 
thousands of dollars.
Consider Leaving Money in Trust

Reason 5. By m aking a will, 
you can a rrange  to leave money 
in t ru s t  so th a t  your widow or 
husband m ay have the full in ­
come during  his or her  lifetime 
and then have it go to the  child­
ren •o r  o ther  people. You also 
m ay wish to d is tr ibu te  your 
p ioper ty  among your ch ildren  in 
UNequal proportion, as one may

be disabled or handicapped. To 
do this you must m ake a will.

Reason 6. If the  estate  goes to 
a court-appointed executor it 
m ay tak-e two years or more in 
being settled and your wife and= 
family m ay have nothing on 
which to live during  thi.s period. 
By m aking a will you can a u th o r ­
ize your executor  to pay your 
wife a certa in  am ount each 
m onth  pending se ttlem ent of 
your estate, or to give hvr more 
money if an unexpected illness, 
or o ther  unexpected troubles 
should come. You alw ays can 
m ake changes at any tim e by 
p roper  codicils.

Reason 7. I hope you will have 
some church or charities, as well 
as friends, to w'hom you wish to 
m ake a gift. This can be done 
only by executing a will. Really 
all of us should rem em ber some 
church in ou-r wills. The only 
hope of this old world is relig­
ion and the church holds the  key 
and is the doorway tliereto. All 
this nation has— democracy, e d ­
ucation and hospitals— we ow'c 
to the church. Let us uphold the 
ladder  by which we have clim b­
ed.

Consult a Good Lawyer ?
Don’t try  to m ake your own 

will to save $50; but go to a good 
lawyer. Make a list of the  gifts 
you de'sire to m ake and whom 
you w ant as exeeutoi' and give 
this matei'ial to your lawyer, 
who should be a resident of your 
state. Then  he will put it in legal 
shape.

He will exp la in  to you tha t  
th ree  witnesses rhust see you 
sign and th a t  th ree  witnesses 
be tte r  be people who are NOT 
m entioned in the  will. There  also 
arc some o ther technicalities 
w’hich your law yer will expla in  
to you. The laws of d ifferen t 
s tates differ. Have his clerk m ake 
th ree  typew ri t ten  eurbpns of the  
finished will.

A fter  you sign the  original 
copy at the  law y er’s office, you’d 
better  let your suggested execu­
tor read it so as to ask you ques­
tions if any th ing  is not clear. 
Then Icaye it w ith  your bank  and 
get a receipt therefor. You can 
pu t a carbon copy in your safe 
deposit box for fu tu re  reference 
by yourself; also you ca'n give a 
carbon copy to your law yer and 
to your executor if vou wish.
