He was u n ­
able to m ake  out th e ir  license 
num ber, bu t he believes the  car 
was a b lack 1935 Ford. He also 
th inks the th ree  had been d r in k ­
ing.

“They  had to push the ir  car to 
get it s ta r ted ,’’ he says, “and then 
they drove down Union stree t  
w ith  the ir  lights out.”

Mrs. M argare t  Roberts, who 
also has an  a p a r tm e n t  in the 
building, says th a t  she heard  
someone on the  fron t porch 
about four o’clock in the  m orning 
and believes it m ight be the  same 
three. Mr. D em aline’s wife also 
hea rd  someone in the  ya rd  and 
w hen  she looked out the  window, 
saw  someone get into a waiting 
car and d r ive  aw ay. She could 
not tell the  m ake  of the  car bu t 
believes it was an  o lder model.

The a p a r tm e n t  building, locat­
ed  a t the  co rner  of Penn im an  
and Union streets, has a large 
back ya rd  w ith  m any trees  and 
bushes. Residents of the  building 
com plain th a t  cars d rive  in and 
out of the  ya rd  at n ight and beer 
bottles a re  s trew n  about the  next 
morning.

The cells are small and 
contain only a bunk. Although the jail is used, on an average, 
hardly once a week, the city does need jailing facilities to 
handle overnight prisoners. Sentenced offenders are sent to 
the Wayne county jail in Detroit or to the Detroit House of 
Correction.

City Faces 
Jail Problem

The ancient, basi'inc'nl jail in 
P ly m o u th ’s city hall, long lo n -  
dem ned for use, is now nradc u n ­
usable by a s tale  law which re ­
quires all jails to be on a ground 
floor or above.

The present jail has been in 
use for over th irty  years  and is 
unsatisfactory  in many respects. 
The walls leak du ring  rainy pe­
riods, the  concrete is old and 
crum bling, and the b a is  in the 
windows are old and spaced too 
wide.

Despite Abe obvious need for a 
new jail, tlie city has no plans 
for such a step. No funds are 
available  lor this purpose and the 
city has no property  conven ien t­
ly located on which a new jail 
could be built.

The jail is used on the average 
once a w'cek. usually for over­
n igh t prisoners. Sentenced of­
fenders- are sent to the  W ayne 
county  jail in Detroit or the  D e­
tro it  House of Correction. With 
a satisfactory jail, sentences 
could be served in P lym outh .

The need for a new jail is only 
one of the problem s facing the 
city today. O thers  ai e the  dem and  
for sewer and w ater  facilitie..; 
for new housing, w idening  of 
streets, impi oveinents and paving 
of side streets, a n d '  of 1-s tree t  
park ing  facilities.

N orthern  M ichigan last spring experienced  the biggest smelt 
r u n  to years. Tons and tons of these delicious little fish were dipped 
fro«n the  s tream s th a t  em pty  into the G reat  Lakes.

For the  past th ree  weeks and for some two or th ree  more weeks
to eome, there  is being h a i-^ s te d  or perm itted  to go to wiiste- the

ruiclbiggest crop of nice tasting  mickleberi ies the  north  has ever had
There  are  few people indeetl who do not relish a p la tter  of 

p roperly  fried smelt. And who Is there  th a t  doesn’t like a dish ot 
fresh huckleberries  for breakla.st — or as a desert  after  a nice lunch 
or d inner  of nicely fried smelt or perch? 

i B ut he re ’s the  jokerl Walk into nearly  any northern  Michigan 
ea ting  place and o rder a smelt d inner  or a dish of fii.>sh huckleberries 
for breakfast.

And w ha t  do you get? No smelt and no huckleberries!
True, h e re ,a n d  theiv  you will find a res tau ran t tha t  might now 

and  then  be serving a luncheon of smelt and chips, but these places 
are  so far  apa r t  tha t  it is useless to try  and find one.

Seem ingly  no r the rn  eating places shy away from fresh huckle­
berr ies  as though they were something to be afraid ot.

A nd w ha t  is nicer than  a piece of smoked white!ish or a nicely 
p repared  dish of smoked herring?

One tim e we did find a res tau ran t  w here  they had smoked h e r ­
ring. B ut it was served with scales, head, ta i l  and all, even some of 
the  “in n ard s” w hich h adn ’t been removed.

H ere are  four foods tha t  are as much a part of no rthern  Michigan 
as are  the  tall whispering pines, the second crop of Jack  pines and 
th e  cool sum m er breezes th a t  sweep inland from the beautiful G reat 
Lakes.

To the  “native.s” of northern  Michigan all of these foods except 
the  smoked whitefish are available at prices so low in season that  
they  could be served at top profit to the eating place owners.

But try  and find ANY eating place in no rthern  Michigan that  
will serve you these deltcious foods.

Yeah—y o u ’U find billboards along nearly  all northern  highways 
advertis ing  F lorida shrim p or Maine lobster, bu t you can look your 
eyes out and fthd no signs, no new spaper advertising, no reference 
of any  kind to smelt dinners, or smoked fish or delicious fresh huc­
kleberries.

, The Florida sh rim p and the Maine lobsters are caugh t “in season 
frozen and  shipped out w henever the m arke t dem ands additional 
supplies. . . .

W hy don ’t  these owners of no r the rn  eating places dip srnelt in 
the  spring, c lean  them , freeze ’em up and then feature  smelt dinners 
d u r ing  the  touris t  season?

Why? Well one fellow answ ered the question in this way — 
“Y ou’ll find most of these no r the rn  Michigan eating place owners 
dow n in F lorida basking in the sunshine—and waiting for the  time 
to come to follow Old Sol back up north. T hey’re not home when the 
sm elt  run— and as for picking huckleberries, WOW!”

It rea lly  does look like a p re tty  good answer.

Back a generation or so ago “D ick” F le tcher was one of the 
powers th a t  be in Michigan s ta te  politics. He was one of the  leaders 
in the  Republican party  who directed the campaign tha t  made Albert 
E. S leeper a governor of Michigan. Over a long period ot years he 
was a  most in tluen tia l  figure in s tale  affairs. The career of “Dick” 
F le tcher  was revived in mem ory a few days ago w hen by chance the 
w ri te r  had an  opportunity  to see his most successful businessman 
son, R ichard Fletcher, newly' elected charrmarr of the  Michigan con­
servation  commission, in action on his new job.

M ichigan’s conservation commissi<m has trem endous responsi­
bilities. J u s t  one' of the m inor duties  is ter oversee and m aintain the 
large n u m b er  of public fishing sites tha t  have been created th rough ­
o u t ’the  s ta te  in recent years.

One o f ' th e  best know n and mc^t popular public fishing sites in 
M ichigan is f o c a t e d ' a t ’th e 'm o u th  of the Au Sable  river w here it 
em pties  into Lake Huron.

Back in the  early  days of the Rfiosevclt administration, one of 
the  m a d e - w o r k .pro jec ts  was fhe building of a je t ty  ahmg both sides 
ot the  Au S ab fe 'w here  it flows into Lake Huron. The job, typical of 
most 'WPA projects, was a sort of m ake-sh if t  venture , carried forth 
apparen tly  w ithou t the  direction and experience of engineers who 
know  som ething about w aterw ays  projects.

Som e years  ago after  the  m outh of the Au Sable had been 
c rea ted  as a public  fishing site, the s tate  built a w alk  along the  top  
of the  je t ty  on ihe soutli side lo I'nable lisherinen to reach their 

t '^ J fav o ri te  fishing spots out in the lake.
B ut w in ter ice and h igh w ater have raised havoc w ith  the old 

je t ty . The sta te  hasn’t done m uch to improve it because ot the fact 
th a t  the  newly created^ Michigan w a te rw ays  Commission has set 
aside the  Au Sable river as one of the  refuge harbors being created  
Tiround the G reat  Lakes. Sm aller  crafts  find it a most available place 
to seek protection w hen caught in high winds and storm y weather. 
Even in its present most deplorable condition rarely a day goes b.v 
w hen high winds arc  prr'vailing on the lakes that  three or four or 
m ore small craft run up the river to find protection from the rough
seas.

Becau.so of the  fact that  the 'Waterways commi.ssion plans e x ­
tensive* im provem ents at the  Au Sable harbor in the next two or 
th ree  years, the conservation commission rloc's not believe it should 
expend  any considerable am ount in repairing the old je tty  for the 
benefit of the m any hundreds  of fishermen who year after  year found 
it a most satisfactory fishing place.

But because of its condition resulting chiefly from the present 
high w a te rs  in the  G reat  Lakes, m any fisherm en thought th a t  the 
s ta te  could m ake  at least some ti'inporary repairs.

W hen the  m a t te r  came to the a tten tion  of the  departm ent. C ha ir­
m an  Dick F le tcher  m ade up his mind tha t  he w anted  to know just 
exactly  w h a t  the  condition of the je t ty  was in. In com pany w ith  
o ther  officials of the  departn ien t, he drove from Lansing up to the  
Au Sable  the  o ther  day  and invited the local com m ittee to come 
dow n to the  r iver  and look over the problem  with him.

Mr. F le tcher  quickly  made it evident tha t  he is not only willing 
b u t  anxious to do all w-ithin his power to help Michigan fisherm en 
w ith  any  of their' problem s if he can do so. It was soon determ ined  
th a t  p e rm a n en t  repaii-s at this late period of the fishing season w ere 
not advisable. Then  it was decided that  the s ta te  would furnish the 
m ate ria l  if the  sportsm en organization in the vicinity would p ro ­
vide the  w orkm en  to do the job. He even offered to' m ake a p e r ­
sonal donation  to the club.

W hat will eventually  be done./is not know'n—but this little 
incident does provide a p retty  good ifisight into the type  of conserva­
tion  ch a irm an  M ichigan now fortunate ly  possesses. He has been on 
the  job ju st  a few  weeks, but if his interest in the  vast n u m b er  of 
p roblem s facing the sportsm en and conservationists rem ains as keen 
as th a t  ev iden t in the  Au Sable public fishing site problem. M ichi­
gan can expect a m ighty  high type service, in the  years  to come, 
from  C ha irm an  Richard  Fletcher of the  Michigan Conservation 
Commission.

Babson Discusses Crops

New Boston, N. H„ August 2. 
The season is now far enough 
advanced to m ake a fair estimate 
of the  U. S. crops for 1951. Hence, 
I have been busy this past week 
gc'tting necessary data  to m ake 
an intelligent forecast.

372,000,000 Acres Planted
Statistics show th a t  more ac re ­

age has been plan ted  thi:^ year 
than  at any tim e since 1933. Or- 
d inarly , due to the crops now in 
storage, the  Federa l G overnm ent 
would have dem anded reduced 
lereage for most products. Due, 
however, to the  K orean situation, 
all farm ers  wore given the green 
light with no restrictions.

Owing to the  increased use of 
farm  m achinery  w ith  m odern 
m ethods of furrow ing  and d ra in ­
ing. farm ers  a re  raising m ore 
crops per acre. This is especially

true  w here  fa rm ers  are  using 
fertilizers and carefully  selected 
seeds. Selected seeds—especially 
in the  case of corn—is a revo lu ­
tionary step. (M odern m ethods 
of selecting laying hens a re  la rg ­
ely responsible for the  surplus 
of eggs.)

What Statistics Indicate
As a resu lt  of all these fav o r ­

able factors, I forecast a  corn 
crop of about 3,300,000,000 b ush ­
els which would be the th ird  la r ­
gest in U. S. history. The w heat 
crop I estim ate  will be about 1,-
100.000. 000 bushels w hich should 
be the  largest ever harvested .

Oats should be abou t the  same 
as last y ea r— namely, 1,400,000,- 
000 bushels; barley  should h a r ­
vest about 265,000,000 bushpls, a 
little  m ore th a n  last year; rye 
should harvest 26,000,000 bushels, 
or m ore th an  last year. Hay cut 
this year should be 115,000,000 
tons which would be 8,000,000 
tons more than  last year.

Fewer Potatoes Expected
The G overnm ent has d iscour­

aged potato growing with the re ­
sult th a t  the  forecoast is for only
350.000. 000 bushels com pared 
w ith  439,500,000 bushels last year. 
This m eans th a t  not so m any will 
be destroyed. Tobacco, however, 
is up, the  forecast being 2,300,- 
000,000 pounds com pared  w ith  2,- 
000.000.00 pounds last y e a r

A s  to miscellaneous crops, it 
looks as if sugar beets and f la x ­
seed w’ould be less, bu t  the  rice 
crop should be larger. Beans, 
hops, peas, tom atoes and cabbage 
should yield about the  same. The 
quick-freezing process, however, 
should u ltim ate ly  help peas, 
beans and tomatoes.

Good Fruit Year
P resen t  indications a re  th a t  

citrus fruits in F lorida will have 
a good season due to p len ty  of 
rain. The dem and for c itrus is 
constantly  increasing due to the 
quality  and advertis ing  of the  
concentrated  quick-frozen juices. 
Recent crop failures in Califor­
nia and Texas should keep down 
total na tional production  and 
hold pi'ices up.

The peach crop is estim ated  at
67.000. 000 bushels com pared with
65.000. 00(1 last year; pears  32,000,- 
000 com pared w ith  31,00'0,000 last 
year; while about the  same a m ­
ount of cherries, apricots and 
lemons m ay be expected. The 
apple crop should continue good, 
about as last year; a round 122,- 
000,000 bushels; while  grapes are 
running  ahead of last year; 
The hope for both of these staple 
Iruits rests w ith  canning the 
juices.

What About Prices?
As to prices, w hea t now is 

about $2.29 per bushel same as 
a year  ago; corn is $1.77 com ­
pared with $1.56 a year ago; beef 
sides a re  .59 per  pound eompar- 
I'd w ith  .53 a yea r  ago; pork  is 
.53 com pared w ith  .66 a year  ago; 
granu la ted  sugar  is .088 com par­
t'd w ith  .081 a year  ago; coffee 
is .53 com pared with .56 a year  
ago; cotton is .38 com pared with 
.39 a y ea r  ago; wool tops are $2.57 
compared w ith  32.15 a year  ago; 
while K.C. hides are  .37 com par­
ed with .27 a year  ago.

In closing let me say something 
about the  Kansas City flood. I 
know Kansas City, being a pa rt  
owner of 40 h igh-grade d rug  
stort's there. But note this fact:— 
It this flood had happened 20 
years ago it would have done 
very little dam age a.s the  land 
lutd not been built upon. Kansas 
had experienced  a long period 
of dry  years  and real esta te  pru- 
molors said “ ‘Tain 't  going to 
rain no m ore .” Thereupon a 
great building boom developed 
on this low land. But they  w ere  
wrong. Moral; Man has not yet 
controlled the  w eather . A fter  a 
long scries of dry  crop years, wet 
years a rc  su re  to follow; and 
after  we have good rains, as has 
been the  case since 1933, dry  
vears are  su re  to follow.

A near-record  ha rves t  of w heat 
was produced this year  by Mr. 
Louis K rum  on hi.s farm  at 5390 
Gotfredson road. Mr. K rum  h a r ­
vested 2'00 bushels of w hea t from 
a four acre field: an ave iage  of 
50 bushels per acre. This is con­
sidered a very good yield for this 
locality.
