Here for Over 20 Years

For the past 23 years thousands
of Plymouth baseball fans have
watched Earl Gray umpire hun-
dreds of ball games, and heard
his familiar voice bellow ‘eplav
ball” as a particular game got
under way. Yes, Earl’s familiar
figure is closely related to local
baseball. He. is the umpire-in-
chief in this "area, and assigns
the umpires to the various league
games. That job alone is not an
easy one with so many leagues
and teams in action today.

Earl began umpiring in 1928
on the old Burroughs field, where
the Burroughs plant now stands.
He remerrib.'rs Arthur Eckles,
then manager of the Plymouth
Merchants team, and a Mr. Bur-
ley, persuaded him to umpire his
first game, and it went so well
that he decided to give it an-
other try the next week. He says,
incidently, that all the players in
that first ggme.aie still living in
this vicinity.

In 1931 b~A”ntinued his um-
piring in t"e Western Wayne
County league. 1932 and 1933
saw him \y<}rk!ng through the
Detroit Urhph'ing a.ssociation.

In 1935 he; began umpiring in-
dependent ball games and con-
ceived, alohg with Ray Levan-
dowski and“teRoy Simmons, the
idea of fort®ing a league here.
Levandow.- and Simmons were
the managers of, local teams at
that time—t~e Plymouth Buick
and SchraediBi'-Haggeity clubs.

Offi~rs were elected to
organize tfij? league of eight
teams. How,-well they organized
the league:.dnd continued their
excellent g"Wance is attested by
the fact that-these same original
officers aif still in office’.

original eight teams in the league
were: Garden Citv, Northville.
Ypsilanti, Wayne, and two teams
from each Inksier and Plymouth.

Earl .states that the softball
craze came to Plymouth around
1931 and was orignially pla.ved
in the Robinson subdivision. Then
Russel Roe and Bob Todd got the
high school to let them build a
softball diamond in back of the
school. Harry Hunter and Earl
handled these games and remem-
ber the hat was passed to pay for
their services, and at the end of
thi' season he was presented with
a nice smoking stand which is
still in use. These games were
attended by hundreds of enthu-
siastic softball fans. Among the
players in the earl.v games were
many businessmen of our city.

Mr. Gra.v also sponsored the
organization of the suburban
umpires association in 1948.

The greatest thi ill came to Mr.
Gray in 1946 during the playoffs
between Garden City and the
local Fiist National Bank team
when both team managers, both
cateh'jrs and both pitchers com-
plimented him on an e.xcellent
job of umpiring.

Earl is proutl of the fact that
he has been “roughed up” only
once in his long tenure of call-

ing balls and strikes, Omx' after a
close game at Garden City, a
spectator hit him on th." chin as
he was leaving tlu ball park.

Mr. Gray says he mav have
made some mi.-takes in umpiring,
but he has newr changed his
decision once he made it.

He loves this grand American
pa.'tini'e and plans to spend many
mpre happy years with the local
lehgues. Most of the players and
fans contacted say there would
be something lacking if Earl’s
tamiliar shadow wasn’t chasing
him from one spot to another on
tile diamond.

Arc the beautiful oak trees of scuithern Michigan soon to fall
victims of the dreaded "oak wilt" that has killed off thousands of

reported that some trees in southwestern Michigan show evidence
of being afflicted with this tree blight foi’ which no spray has been
developed that will stop it. )

Soiithwestein Michigan has for generations been tamed for the
greart towering oaks that prevail in that part of Michigan.

Remember the stiuv wiittcm bv James Fennimore Cooper ci>-
titled "Oak Openings"?'The title of this well known book was in-
spired by the beautiful oak trees that came to the attention of Author
Cooper when he was in Michigan writing the stoiies of early Michi-
gan life that will endure for generations to come.

Earlv settlers looked with amai'‘ement upon the “opening.s” in
the forest, where hundreds ot acres of fertile land were discovered,
covered with native g:ass growing more than knee high, and dotted
here and there with a gmve of giant oaks.

But what has been rinne tc provide ni‘w shade trees along Michi-
gan’s interesting highways? Oh yes, they are planting some pines
here and there, some maples and in places elm trees—but that is all
—and sorry to say that these plantings liave not been as extensive
as real Michigan folks would like to see them.

For many years back, it has been suggested in Michigan My
Michigan column that the pi‘oper state agencies should be planting
the nut bearing trees for which this state was at one time famous.

What is mure beautiful than a big walnut tree that once grew
so profusely till over .southern and central Michigan? What is more
majestic looking than a big shag-bark hickory tree or a tall beechnut
tree with its glistening, beautilullj,’ shaped' leaves waving in the
breczts?

None of tlu'se trees have fallen victim.” to any blight that has
reaped such havoc among certain kinds of trees in recent years. Then
there is the butternut tree. It doe.s not gi'ow large, but its odd wa.ys
of growing is a sight that is a delight to any one who likes the
great outdoors in' Michigan.

Why doesn't the .state higliway department or the conservation
department plant thousands of these trees in the roadside picnic
grounds and along highways whore they are sure that future road
expansion will not disturl) in the next 50 or 75 years trees that are
planted now?

It-is a pretty safe bet that neither the conservation department
or the highway department has planted a nut bearing tree of any
kind in Michigan in tlie last 50 years. And wouldn't this be a mighty
good time to start (ilanting trees that not only are beautifnl but trees
that will provide the boys and girls of the next generation some of
the delights that the boys and girls of Michigan experienced a half
century ago in going out into the fields and along the roads to gather
uP walnuts, liickory nuts and butternuts after the first heavy frosts
of the fall?

The more one comes to know about Michigan, the iwore amazing
does its vast resources and its natural possessions impress one. Michi-
gan is FIRST in so many things that it is with difficulty o'nc can
enumerate them all. And it has many possessions that few other
parts of the country can claim.
