While Supervisor Charles R a thburn  does not care to m ake 
any positive s ta tem ent just a t  this time, he is most optimistic as to 
the  fu tu re  deve lopm ent of the  township.

The recent assessed valuation of the  city of P lym outh  stands 
a t $12,147,530, nearly  $4,000,000 less than  tha t  of the township.

Survey Reveals 
Plymouth Water 
Consumption Up

Records show th a t  consum p­
tion of w a te r  in P lym outh  has 
jum ped  to an all tim e high. The 
city is now using almost a million 
gallons a week m ore th an  it did 
four years  ago.

The city w a te r  supply, su b ­
jec t of a  law  suit now awaiting 
judgm en t in W ayne county  c ir ­
cuit court, has been im proved 
and  s treng thened  until now it is 
one of the  most efficient for its 
size in the  state.

Some years  ago, before new 
pum ps w ere  added, the  w ater  
supply  fell short each sum m er 
and p ressure  fell to dangerous 
lows. In  1947, the  city used an 
average  of 684,000 gallons per 
day. August was the  peak m onth  
of th a t  year  w ith  an  average  of
911.000 gallons per day w ith  a 
peak day  of 1,291,000 gallons.

In  the  f irs t  six m onths of 1951, 
the city has used an average  of
808.000 gallons per day, w ith  the 
peak day, in June , runn ing  1,380,- 
000 gallons. City officials esti­
m ate  th a t  the  well field pum ps 
could produce over 2,000,000 ga l­
lons per day. However, as the  
pum ps have never  been called 
upon to produce so m uch, it is 
not know n w ha t  effect such a d e ­
m and would have on the w ater  
table.

The city is still aw aiting  ju d g ­
m en t on the  suit b rought by the 
N orthville  ^ n d  and G ravel com ­
pany to allow them  to perform  
sand and gravel operations in a 
field nex t  to the  supply  field. 
All briefs have been filed in the  
case, and City A tto rney  H arry  
Deyo is waiting for the  ju d g e ’s 

decision. Should the  decision be 
unfavorable, the  w a te r  supply  
would be g rea tly  endangered .

The w a te r  supply  system  has 
:'aithfully served the  com m unity  
Idr m any  years. Until 1942 the 
en tire  supp ly  was obtained from 
the  Beck Road Well Field near  
Seven Mile road and was b rought 
into the city  th rough  a 10-inch 
supply m ain built  in 1904. In  1942 
a new well was drilled  to the  Mill 
s tree t  Boost-or S ta tion  in the 
no r theas t  corner of the  city. 
While this well produces w a te r  
in sufficient quan ti ty , t h t  w a te r  
contains an  obnoxious odor and a 
salty  tas te  which render  it ob­
jec tionable  to consum ers.

W ater  from all wells in the  v i­
cinity of P lym outh  is very  hard  
and most consumers have w ater  
softeners in the ir  home.

A $525,000 bond Issue in 1948 
m ade possible a new  16-inch 
m ain  to ca rry  w a te t  into the  city 
over a new route. O ther  im prove­
ments have been m ade  with 
W ater D epar tm en t funds, until 
now the city has an" even p res ­
sure at all times.

Some dam age from 
hail had .been suffered in thi.s 
area, chicHy in a str ip  running 
from northw est  to southeast, but 
not extensively.

Local growers are  s tr iv ing for 
qualit.v and eonsumers in the 
area can expect good fruit in the 
m onths to come. Michi.gan has 
been favored this \ 'ear, estJcciully 
in its peach crop.

Detroit officialdom didn 't  want 
any of the  hundreds  of thousands 
of visitors to know th a t  Mieh- 
igan’s biggest city as well as the 
nation 's  busiest city had a pop­
ulation of m any hundreds of 
gents who th ink  its a sort of a 
sin to do an.v work of any kind 
for anybody at any  place.

So w hen the eeh 'hra tion  s ta r t ­
ed s e v e ra l 'w e ek s  ago, the  police 
began rounding  these bums ii[) 
and tho judges ga\ > them  longer 
term s in which to enjoy farm  
life out west of P lymouth. The 
judges at the time they were 
cleaning the bums out of Detroit 
w ere  unaw are  tha t  the  rich farms 
out west of P lym outh  operated 
by the Detroit House of Correc­
tion w ere  growing bum per crops 
this year, and tha t  prison au th o r­
ities w ere  glad to get the Ivjlp 
needed to harvest these eioii.s— 
even though a dozi'n hums some­
times do not do as much work in 
a day as one good old-fashioned 
farm  hand.

At any rate  prison officials sa.v 
these Detroit " residents” who 
w ere deprived of an opportunity  
to enjoy the  anniver.sary ce lebra­
tion have bi'on of considerable 
h-.'lp in cultivating and harves t­
ing the prison farm  crops.

P lym outh  deer hunters  who have been laboring under the  im ­
pression tha t  the  deer herd of the state is down because of the  losses 
from the hai-d w in te r  that  the northern  part nl the s tate  expcricnci'd, 
had be tte r  change their  minds. That is. they should, if suggestions 
just sent out by the Michigan departm ent of conservation ai'c 
correct.

The departm en t  says that m some localities up north  there  are 
too many deer and they should be killed off. It also announces tha t  
in order to be tte r  determ ine the portion of M ichigan’s estimated 
one million deer which should bo harvested each fall, the  conser­
vation departm en t  is going to fence in two na tu ra l  no rthern  study 
areas of about 700 acres each.

Game men sav there  is no question that the present herd needs 
considerable cropping in certain parts of the  state, to get it down to 
a size more consistent with the available deer range. However, r e ­
search biologists are looking for a be tter  m eans of s tudying annual 
productivity  and survival, with the facts regularly  gathered  serving 
as a guide in setting fall hun ting  regulations for fu ture  years  as 
well.

One fenced area will be near Casino wildlife experim en t station 
in the upper peninsula. The other will be at an undeterm ined  n o r th ­
ern lower peninsula location in the  vicinity of the recently  es tab ­
lished Houghton Lake experim ent station. E x trem e care is being 
taken  in selecting the two approxim ately  700-acre s tudy areas in 
oixier tha t  they  may be lepresenta tiva  of typical deer range in the 
upper peninsula as well as in the northern  lower peninsula  where 
the w in ter  food shortage is<rnnre acute.

P lan is to l ive-trap  and liberate a num ber  of deer, com parable  
to local upper peninsula populations on the same size lange. late 
nex t  w in ter  or early  spring. The sex and age composition will be 
duplicated  as near  as possible. Houghton Lake station plans are  not 
as far advanced.

The studies, under  controlled but near  na tu ra l  conditions, will 
de term ine  the proportion of breeding adults, num ber  of fawns p ro ­
duced, factors affecting fawn survival, num ber  of fawns reaching 
m atu r ity  by hun ting  season, and most im portant, the  hun tab le  
surplus. Censuses will be taken at in tervals to de te rm ine  the  n u m ­
ber of whiteta ils  which should be removed in order to keep the e n ­
closed herd at fi.xed level. Removal will be by hun ting  a n d /o r  w in ter  
live-trapping.

Fence openings are planned which perm it passage of p redators  
such as coyotes and bobcats, but arranged  so tha t  it would be d iffi­
cult for small deer to leave the enclosure. Coyotes are  rela tively  
common in the Cusino area and predators  should be able to en te r  the  
enclosure, in a ttem pting  to duplicate na tu ra l  conditions.

Project funds will come from the existing federal tax  on spo r t­
ing arm s and am m unition and partly  from sta te  hun ting  license 
fees.

The w ri te r  had an idea that  Michigan has been doing p re t ty  
well in p lan ting  new forests. But from information sent out by the 
Wisconsin Conservation departm ent it looks as though  wo are lagging 
a bit. Wisconsin’s distribution of sta te-produced  forest trees a m o u n t­
ed to 21,000,000 this year, 3,000,000 more th an  last year, and  s ta te  tree  
nurseries are geared to seed another increase of 3,000.000 trees nex t 
year. C. L. Harrington, state superin tenden t of forest and pa rk s  for 
the  conservation departm ent, announced today.

Trees sent out for forest p lanting are  largely fo u r-year-o ld  t r a n s ­
plants  and th ree -year-o ld  seedlings. The Wisconsin s ta te  tree  n u rs ­
eries handled a total of more than 26.000,000 trees this year, includ­
ing the trees th a t  were received from federal nurseries  and else­
w here  and those moved for transplan t stock.

The most popular trees for forest p lan ting  continued tc be the 
Norway pine and jack pine with more than  8,000,000 of each h a n ­
dled. O ther  trees th a t  figured in the  d istr ibu tion  w ere  w hite  pine, 
Norway spruce, w hite  spruce, black locust, A m erican elm, w hite  ash, 
w hite  cedar and  balsam  fir. In adtJition to the  forest tree  stock, the 
Wisconsin conservation departm en t d istr ibu ted  nearly  a million 
trees and shrubs for game food planting.

The largest n u m b er  of the year’s ou tpu t of trees Went to private  
land, nearly  9.000,000. County forests took m ore than  6,000,000 trees 
and m ore than  1,350,000 trees were p lan ted  on s ta te  forests.

Douglas was the  largest county user of tree.s, nearly  5,000,000.

A group of Michigan weekly new spaper editors for years and 
years  urged th a t  the  Tahquam enon Falls area in the Upper P e n in ­
sula be m ade into a stale park  and a h ighway eenslrueted Tii the 
Falls so tha t  the  general public could see one ot the most beautilul 
sights in America. It was NOT the edito is  or w riters of metropolitan 
papers- who kept up this constant fight wliich finally led to the 
designation of the Falls as a state park. Such d^'termined conser­
vationists as A1 Weber, former pub lisher  of the Cheboygan Observ­
er: Claude Riley of the Ontonogan Herald; Joe Sturgeon, former 
editor of The Gladstone Reporter; “BiU" Fritz, late I'ditm- of the 
N ew berry  News, fir.st promoteti the opening of the Falls areas as e 
s tate  public park. They were a.'^sisted by other groups I'f southern 
Michigan weekly editors. They kept up the ir  fight over a long 
period ot years.

This bit of “ancien t” Mieliigan history comes to mind when we 
read in a recent Conservation dc'iiartment news release th;it tins 
com paratively  new stale  park, leads all over Upper Peninsula  stale 
parks  in counting more than 25 percent more visitors so far this 
year  than  visited the Falls last year.

D raw ing m ore southern  Michigan and ou t-o f-s ta te  tourists, Hk ' 
conservation depa rtm en t  reports the 11 upper peninsula  locations 
have tallied 438,300 visitors as compared to 352.300 behne.

Leading is Tahquam enon Falls with 62.315 visitors in contrast to 
the 39,390 through  the same 1950 period. An improved road is a 
m ajor reason for the a ttendance climb in the park  with the largest 
falls in the m idw est except for Niagara. S ta te  prisoners presimtly 
are building a headquarte rs  building with a public infurmatioii 
center and are m aking  other improvements. The wilderness a t m o s ­
phere  of the park  will not be affected by the developm ent work. 
The park  was torm ally  dedicated less than 'f tu ir  \ ears ago.

Close behind Tahquam enon  is the Fort Wilkins park, the  usual 
upper peninsula  a ttendance  leader, with 62.0,^9 as against .58,530 
visitors before. Only two locations liave pulled fewei' vaia lionists  
than  last year. The Porcupine M ountains tally is 47,04:5, onlv 1.'5 
less than  last year, and the Straits. 19,900. or ioO lewer.

C r e d i t  B u y i n g
Plym outh  m erchan ts '  believe 

tha t  new credit regulations for 
soni" household appliances, re ­
cently signed by Presiden t T ru ­
man will help overcome the m on­
ey shortage and enable  inoi'O 
persons lo purchase certain  a r t ­
icles. The regulation, which went 
into effect this month, allows a 
down paym ent of only 15 p e r­
cent. as against the  fn im er m in ­
imum down paym ent of 25 p e r ­
cent. In audition the length of 
time over which payin ' 'n ls  can 
bo spread has been lengthened 
to 18 m onths from the form er 15 
months.

Another portion of the  regu la­
tion provides th a t  the  trad-'-in 
illowance can be p.sed as part  or 

all of the  dow npaym ent. F o rm ­
erly the trade-in  a llowance could 
be deducted only from the total 
cost. Under t b '  new  law, little 
or no down paym ent will t'C re ­
quired. These new  regulations 
apply only- to certa in  clas.sifica- 
tions of goods, but in general in­
clude most household appliances, 
radio and tebwision sets.

to take  home; the real estate 
office.s lose commissions; the eot­
tage owners lose rents and the 
inerehants lose cmstorfiers. Higher 
wages may be deserved; but they 
should not be followed by sh o r t ­
e r  or few er working hours which 
result in less business and higher 
prices. Certainly, this inflation 
balloon is bound to collapse 
sometime.

The plan of keeping an office 
or store open few er hours in o r­
der to ki'cp costs down is bad for 
the  nation as a whole. M er­
chants are  the  bottleneck of bus­
iness. The few er hours an  office 
nr store is open, the  loss it sells; 
the less it sells, the  less it buys 
from the factories. As retail sales 
dcelino, the  factories a re  obliged 
to lay off employees. This unem ­
ployment results  in less pu rchas­
ing power and so the  trouble  
increases. 'V^orking few er hours 
may easily be a cause of the next 
business depression.

What Is The Remedy?
If prosperity  is to continue 

m oic sales and m ore pioduetion 
are e,-isential. This requirt 's  more 
work by^all of us. "M oney-wages” 
nu’an nothing until we tu rn . th em  
into "goods.” W hat we can get 
foi our weekly -pay, in food, 
clothing and shelter  arc  our 
REAL wages. This can be in ­
creased only through increased 
sales and incrc'ased production 
which reqLdies longer hours, be t­
ter  work and more new inven t­
ions. Wageworkci's have more 
goods today bc-eause of inventors 
and laboratories .— not due to 
labor leatlers and politicians.

Shall  we destroy Unions? No! 
.Shall we abolish eolleelive ba r­
gaining? No! Shall we enact 
Anti-labor legislation? No! Con­
sumers want satisfied labor with 
the highest REAL wages possible. 
But both em ployers and w age­
w orkers  must eo-operate. This 
could be brought about by all 
agreeing on a wage tha t  "the 
average” is w o ith  and  then  pay 
a bonus for good w ork  and more 
of it. Incamtive pay is t h ;  con-

sum er’s only hope; and the w age­
w orkers  m ake  up 80 percent of 
the consumers.

What About Strikes?
Then finished costs would go 

down, causing low er prices to 
benefit consumers; while both 
leal wages and real profits  would 
increase likewise. B ut s trikes 
which a re  costly to all parties 
must also be discouraged. It 
would g rea tly  help in reducing 
strikes by inserting a clause in 
every labor contract tha t  ne ither  
the labor officials nor the com ­
pany officials could get any pay 
while a s tr ike  is on! This simple 
clause would do m uch to help 
out us consumers.

A nother  thought; R e turn ing  to 
my refe ience  to the  cottage. The 
owner of the vacant cottage had 
some idle m oney which he p lan ­
ned to use in building another 
cottage nex t door. The fact, how ­
ever, th a t  he failed to ren t his 
present vacant cottage caused 
him to give up building the new 
cottage. This will result  in a loss 
to 27“ d ifferen t industries, from 
the woodsmen who cut lum ber 
to the  electrician.s, p lum bers  and 
painters. Yes, even the City of 
Gloucester loses one more cot­
tage to tax  while the  new sum ­
mer resident would lose a vaca­
tion m aking  him more efficient 
all next year.

F r o m  T h i s  C i ty
Nearly  70,000 b u s h ' ls  of wheat 

and one en tire  carload of rye as 
well as .several thousand bushels 
of oats have been shipped out of 
P lym outh  since the beginning of 
the ree-ent harvesting  season, 
states J. J. 'Wiekens of the  Spec­
ialty Feed Company of Haggepty 
highway.

He antic ipates tha t  before the 
end of the  year  nearly  100,000 
hush-jls of w hea t will have been 
shipped from his P lym outh  grain 
m arket if the  present high rate 
of inci’case over last y ea r  con­
tinues.

Farm ers  a rc  getting an a v e r ­
age of about $2.16 a bushel for 
wheat. 'While the  w hea t harvest 
is over with, it is the  p rac titv  of 
many grow ers  to store their  
wheat un til  ea r ly  w in te r  before 
shipping, some hoping for higher 
prices and o thers  because tlv.-y 
are too busy to haul the ir  product 
to m arke t  at this time.

It was barely  two years  ago 
w hen Mr. Wiekens s ta r ted  the 
P lym outh  w hea t m arke t,  never  
realizing th a t  he would, enjoy 
the business th a t  has resulted 
from his ven tu re  into this busi­
ness activ ity  th a t  some 50 years 
ago m eant so m uch to P lym outh.

In  the  long ago P lym outh  was 
for yea is  a large producer  and 
sh ipper of wheat, but fa rm eis  
g radua lly  began growing over 
crops and m any farm s w e ic  sub ­
divided, w ith  the  result  th a t  a 
num ber of years  ago the old 
P lym outh  elevator was closed 
down for lack of business.

Surpris ing  as it m ay seem, 
states Mr. Wiekens, fa rm ers  ane 
again producing big crops of 
grain and he antic ipates th a t  the  
inci'case will continue.

The Specialty  Feed company 
has a lready  been forced to build 
one addition to its p lan t  and the 
prospects are th a t  additional e x ­
pansion will be required  to take 
care of the  1952 w heat crop.
