It 
has been figured out that this year’s tax return to Northville 
if it had been a ci^y would have exceeded $60,000. As it now 
stands the state gets all of it.

S<i progressive Mayor Conrad Langfield and members of 
the village commission have decided that the time has ar­
rived to take action. The village at present does'get a return 
of something like $25,000 or $30,000 from the race meet, but 
that is for police, fire, water and other services that are pro­
vided by the community. This money all goes into a civic 
building fund for a combined school and community audi­
torium that the village hopes some day to build.

The additional income of more than $50,000.00 the com­
munity could get if it was a city, would help solve many of 
the financial problems of that delightful community. Do not 
be surprised if you begin to read soon about steps being tak­
en in Northville to become a city.

In addition to getting the additional returns from the an­
nual race meet of the Northville downs there are many other 
advantages the community would receive if it became a city.

A WORTHY LIFE ENDS.

when Myles F. Gray was editor and publisher of The Plym­
outh Mail.

IT CAN'T BE DONE BY LAW.
Charlotte Williams, retired Detroit school teacher who 

early in her career was the Plymouth public school instruc­
tor of many of the business and professional, leaders of 
Plymouth today, the other day gave to The Plymouth Mail 
a newspaper editorial that correctly sums up the deplorable 
corrupt situation that exists in our glorious country today:

When the Republic of Florence was breaking up, follow­
ing the subtile corruptions practiced by the Medici, a minor- 
fty x)f high iTiinded, patriotic Florentines believed the evils 
of the state could be corrected with airtight constitutions 
which, among other things, would inflict the most hideous 
punishments on bribers and bribe takers. ^

Even Machiavelli wrote one of these cohstitutions, and a 
good one, and when it failed, the disillusioned statesman 
wrote "The Prince,” which is a book saying that people get 
the kind of government they deserve and advising their 
prospective rulers how to rule those who are incapable of 
governing themselves.

Machiavelli was not old enough to have seen one of his 
Icllpw citizens at work on the same problem, a man who Was 
burned in chains. This man was Savonarola, a reformer who 
realized that the basis of Florentine corruption was the cor­
ruption «f mo.st of the people. He had some dangerous no­
tions about theocratic government, but he was basically cor­
rect: the people of Florence could not be saved from them-, r- . * i .■ 
selves or their rulers unless they took a sterner view of the 1 th,?w Scnd fô Blâ ko fL"̂

These two well
tion of it seem to contain the same error as the Florentine 
constitutions. There is talk of a court of ethics—of a board of 
wise and incorruptible old men—who would judge the rascals 
and purge them from the government.

This court would not enter into matters where some law 
had been violated; it would have jurisdiction over those 
fringe cases in which morals were not covered by statutes.

Most of the offenses that men commit are not covered by 
statutes, even in a country in which almost everyone shouts,
“There ought to be a law!” The fellow in the RFC who took 
free board and room in a luxurious Florida hotel which was 
seeking a government loan told the Fulbright committee that 
he had broken no law and that he was not conscious of 
wrongdoing.

He had. indeed, broken no law and his ethical sense was 
so  dull that no law could have corrected it. He was one of a 
great many persons with vestigial or eroded conscience who 
work for our government and would have done just as he 
did. Such persons can’t be cured by racks and hangmen; their 
disease is a matter of the spirit. They are living in a moral 
vacuum in which disgrace is no longer a thing that is dreaded 
more than death—but is not dreaded at all.

pointers for those not sure ol 
themselves as grocery stoie 
peach pickers.

Choose m ature  peaches, which 
have a cix.'iimy or yellowish 
ground color. This i.s inoie im­
portan t  to look for than the 
preUij' blush which some well- 
flavoied varieties never liave .at 
all. Avoid peaches with dark 
green ground color, fur these are 
im m ature  and will not ripen sa t ­
isfactorily.

The firm -tex tu red  clingstone 
peaches arc  grown mainly for 
commercial canning and a ie  also 
well suited to home pickling. The 
freestone varieties are favorites 
for table use and also for home 
canning hecau.S(> of fine flavor, 
even though they do not hold 
shape so well.

'How-fleshed peaches offi'r 
a bonus of somewhal mure v ita ­
min A value tlian the wliite- 
flesh.-d kinds. But generally

Copies of a City Commission 
resolution term ina ting  local rent 
controls were sent to Senators 
Moody and Ferguson  and Rep- 
lesentative  Dondero caily  in 
Juno. The resolution was passed 
unanim ously  by the Commission 
last Septem ber after  they decid ­
ed tha t  there  was nu longer a 
local shortage in rental housing 
accomodations.

• Itii acknowledging receipt of 
the  resolution, both Simators 
Moody and Ferguson were non­
com m ittal a b o u t  P lynu iu th ’s 
stand. However. Representative 
Dondero agreed whole-heartedly  
with the- Commission’s decision.

‘T doubt if anyone will ever 
again build a house for rent as 
long as this type of legislation 
hangs over the heads • of free 
people,” said Mr. Dondero in his 
letter.

Like all o ther believers in our 
A m erican economic system, I am 
against controls in principle'. I 
do not Ix'lieve they should be a p ­
plied to our economy over an.v 
extended period of time. How­
ever, I feel this is a time of n a ­
tional emergency, and afte r  a 
cai'.'ful s tudy of the testimony 
before our Committee, I feel that 
fair ly-adm inistered federal rent 
control is necessary for the time' 
being in order to assist in the 
achievem ent of overall economic 
stabilization and in the interest 
of our  vast defense effort.

Provision is made in the De­
fense Production Act for the cor­
rection of inequities and h a rd ­
ships. The local i\‘nt advisory 
board m achinery  is continued to 
provide a me.ans of equitable 
t rea tm en t  for both landlords and 
tenan ts  at the local level.

In my judgm ent, our defense 
mobilization program  is one of 
the  most im portan t issues facing 
us today, and  I am sure you 
would want me to speak frankly 
concerning it. ’Wages, prices and 
all o ther phases of the economy 
m ust be stabilized in the  interest 
of our national economy and out- 
broad niobdization program.

When City Buried Tonquish Creek 
I t  Covered a L o t o f  E arly H istory

R em em ber back in the  old days 
w hen the beautifu l little s tream  
know n as Tonquish creek was so 
cold and clear tha t  one could dip 
his "cupped '’ hands into the 
creek and get a good d r ink  of 
cold, pure, sparkling water?

R em em ber back a few years 
ago when it became so filthy 
from refuse and sewage th a t  the 
city of P lym outh  had to “b u ry ” 
it unde r  the  ground to keep the 
stench from contam inating the 
air along the creek?

Yes sir, the  city had to bu ry  a 
beautifu l little creek nam ed in 
honor of one of the well known 
Indian chiefs of southea.stern 
Michigan, because the w hite man 
who chased the Indians out, had j 
m ade an open sew er of the creek.

In teresting  details  of the t ro u b ­
les of the  early  settlers  with 
Chief Tonquish and his band are 
given by Melvin D. Osband in 
Volume 3 of the  P ioneer Collec­
tions of Michigan, and the  fol­
lowing account is collected from 
tha t  and o ther sources:

A fter the peace of 1815, 
Po ttaw attom ie  Indians were 
affected and troublesome, 
f i^qucn tly  committed little 
predations on the scttlcr.s along 
the River Rouge in this area.

They m anifested no op>en hos­
tilities. but were indifferent to 
the rights of the  whites.

Tonquish, the ir  chief, was a 
leader in these acts of law less­
ness. a rrogan t and imperious.

Followed by his band, he 
would en te r  the  houses of the 
settlers, and dem and and ob­
tain various articles.

Upon one occasion he called 
at the  home of Alanson Thomas, 
who lived on the brow of a hill 
on the north  side of the  River 
Rouge, about two miles below 
the village of Dearborn.

Mr. Thomas was fixing .some 
shelves for his wife's convciy- 
ence, w hen he hoard a voice be­
hind him, and tu rn ing  around, 
he saw Chief Tonquish. who o r­
dered  Mr. Thom as’s wife to hand 
him something which he covet­
ed.

During the melee a dog bit 
one of the Indians in the  leg. 
The Indians dem anded th a t  the  
dog be killed, but young S a r ­
gent refused and started  -to put 
the  dog in the cellar. As he t u r n ­
ed towards the luni.se. the  son of 
Tonquish shot him in th-j back, 
and he died from the wound 
soon afterw ards.

The settlers w ere at once call­
ed together and s ta r ted  in  p u r ­
suit of the  Indians. .

•Among them  w ere Jo h n  S a r ­
gent, Aaron and Joel Thon\as, 
Capt. Macomb, William Biicklin, 
A m o s  Gordon, Tell Nichols, 
Simon Shover, Francis  Ruff, 
Francis Dumay and David Bock- 
lin.

Each was arm ed w ith  a goc|d 
rifle and well supplied w ith  aiti- 
munitinn.

Being de term ined  to avenge 
the death ol the ir  pioneer 
neighbor, they went th rough  
the  woods to the Tonquish 
plains, w here tliey overtook.Vhe 
Indians the following moijning 
on what is known as Section 1 
in Nankm. wliieh is in the  north- 
('in part of (lie Nankin township 
and southeast of Pl>niouth.

Children’s feet grow rapidly. 

From six to ten  years  of age sizes 
change every  eight or twelve 
weeks, even m ore rap id ly  before 
they become of school age. Thus 
>oungster’s feet are  in the  forma- 
live stage which m eans th a t  u n ­
less they are  correctly  fitted com ­
plications dangerous to health  
and posture  euBue later.

One o f  the  most im portan t  
tasks m others  have  to undertake  
a t  the b e g iih in g  ©f each  new 
school term , Is To see to it tha t  
the ir  youngsters  a re  properly
shod.

Here is a check list for shoe 
shoppers, p repared  by the  N a­
tional Shoe Insti tu te  and observ­
ed by personnel of all good shoe 
stores.

1. Heel seat of shoe should be 
shaped to accom modate broad 
base of the  heel.

2. Contour of heel should be 
shaped to insure  a snug fit 
around top.

3. Shoe should fit snugly and 
smoothly under  the  arch.

4. Shoe pa tte rn s  should be se­
lected for low or high insteps to

' perm it com fortable  fit. 
j 5. Ball point should re.st in 
' widest area  of fore part  of the

shoe.
6. Vamp seam should not be 

over the ball joint.
7. There should" be sufficient 

width across the  ball of foot to 
allow for spread  of feet in m o­
tion.

8. Shape of the  last should 
conform to shape of fore part  
of the foot.

9. Toe shape should conform 
to the shape of the  toes. The

great toe should lie out straight.
10. Sufficient space in the toe 

of the shoe should be allowed 
for elongation of the foot in mo­
tion and  perm it  the  toes to 
function freely. Roomy in the 
toes and snug in the  heel is a 
good shoe ru le  to rem ember.

The above check list is equally 
applicable as a guide, to correct 
fitting of all growing children 
and adults  as well. Feet do not 
stop growing un til  the  individual 
has achieved m aturity .

Foot sizes of children in the ir  
early  teens change about every 
16 to 20 weeks: after  that, and 
until they  are  about 20, sizes 
change about every  six months.

W ith a larger and more f re ­

quently  fishing a rm y  now  m a k ­
ing a beeline for the  lakes a t a 
time w hen the fish a re  playing 
harder  to get, the  conservation 
depa rtm en t  offers a rem inder 
and several suggestions.

The re-emphasis is on the  fact 
tha t  the  very  August w ea ther  
which encourages m ore  daily, 
weekend and vacation m arches 
to the  lake, discourages the  fish 
from biting.

For the  person having  trouble  
getting his share  of s tr ikes  at 
this time of the season, a change 
in fishing habits and out and out 
experirnenting is in order. Night 
fishing is a good bet for the  black 
bass seeker willing to sacrifice a 
lit tle  sleep.

Go dow n deep enough to find 
a ^temperature layer  a ttrac tive  
to fish life. . . . yet s tay  high 
enough to be in a layer  w ith  su f­
ficient oxygen for the  creatures. 
Surpris ing is the  num ber  who 
know this bu t still stick close to 
more shallow, well - vegetated 
areas and catch small fish, if any.

When bait m innow s die soon 
after being placed in the  water, 
f requently  it is the  ang le r ’s cue 
that he is fishing in a lake zone 
deficient in oxygen.

Fish gain most w eight in spring 
and early  sum m er; they  seek 
cooler w a te r  in sum m er, are  less 
active, and devour  a lot less food. 
However, gorging characterizes 
feeding" behavior a t  times.

Since it is perm issible to thread  
two hooks on one line, the  angler 
might bait each at d iffe ren t lev ­
els or with a d ifferen t lure. One 
might be a live and  artificial bait 
combination. By try ing  several 
innovations, the  most a ttrac tive  
menu for the  day m ight be more 
quickly found. A nother  approach 
IS to cut open the first fish caught 
and .see w h a t  the  food choice is.

Grasshoppers now  are  m ore 
abundan t and crickets a re  becom ­
ing more plentiful. E ither  could 
be a Likely str ike-producing  mor- 
sel for panfish now. Small fish 
are  a top diet item w ith  no r the rn  
pike, suggesting lu re  possibilities.

A small city is sure to offer 

(ippo 'tunities for young busi­
nessmen. “A simill toad is be tter  
off in a small pudd le ;” —he is apt 
to get drow ned  in a big pool. In 
the same way the small business­
m an m ay ge^ drow ned easily in 
some big city w-here he m ay be 
loreed to pay tr ibu te  to rack e t­
eers or be bled by crim e gangs.

In the sm aller  cities any young 
man of good charac te r  can join 
the local C ham ber of Commerce 
and one of the  Servic-e Clubs and 
work up to be a d irec tor thereoi. 
This ho cannot do in one of the 
above 12 cities. He can buy stock 
in a local bank  of sm aller  cities 
and perhaps become a director 
thereof. His wife can become ac­
tive in the W om en’s Club and the 
Paren t-T eacher  Association.

H ave a C hurch A ffiliation
I. never feel so lonesome as 

w hen I go into a big city Church. 
It is not the  fault of the  Church; I 
do not b lam e the  m em bers  for 
having no in terest in me. The 
same applies to the  Y.M.C.A.’s of 
the biggest cities. But a small 
city Church alw ays m akes me 
leel at home.

Certa in ly  no one should a ttend  
any Church ju st  to help himself 
in business or even to get ac­
quaintances. Yet, we all must 
have some soeitil life and it i.s best 
to find our friends at a Church 
ra the r  than  anyw here  else. That 
is w here  I found the girl w ith  
whom I have lived fifty happy 
years!
