Yes, his last wish expressed to the writer was to return
to Plymouth and reside the five or six months of late spring,
summer and early fall—*“where it is always pleasant to meet
and chat with good friends.”

Kindly, friendly Harry Irwin has returned to Plymouth,
to spend eternity with the old friends he liked so well.

THAT TRAGIC. BUS ACCIDENT.

5 Michigan’s nnost serious traffic accident of the year hap-
piened a few days ago up near Al|:fifeia when a beer truck and
a loaded pas.senger bus collided. Thirteen people were Killed,
20 more vome terribly injured.

W igatiuns iiavc not yet been completed, from
those v -ar the acxndent when it happened, it appears
that the irightful accident might never have happened if the
driver of a small pas.senger car f~d given proper signal warn-
ings to the di'i\'cr of the beer truck.

As it was, in an idfort to save the life of the driver of the
car, the beer truck operator swerved his vehicle into the
side of the bus. uf' b e feai ful loss of life and injury result-
ing. Neither the™c\i ivei bf the beer truck or the driver of the
bus seem to be held in anyway responsible for the accident,
that both, apparently, so desperately tried to avoid.

Any traffic officer will tell you that avefage precautions
taken by an automobile driver, with PROPER and TIMELY
signals as to the intentions -oKthe driver, woUld eliminate
to a very great extent a large {xirtibn of the traffic accidents
that are now disgracing Michigan’s highway safety record.

The next time you drive your car down a highway, note
how few drivers ahead of you will give any indication of the
fact that they intend to slow down their speed or make a
turn at some corner or drive onto the side of the highway. A
few will give you some sort of a signal, but not many.

It is our belief that a rigid enforcement of highway sig-
naling given in PKOPER time will eliminate a great many of
the accidents that are now taking place.

Then, too, the termination of the right of a lot of youth-
ful “hot rodders™ to drive a car. with proper punishment, if
caught in a violation, will add considerable more to safety
on the highways. It is high time that we take steps to enforce
more rigid traffic rules of safety.

Plymouth Public School offic-
ials disclosed that early indica-
tions may make it necessary to
have all the school biise.s make
two runs in transporting the
students to school, and two more
runs in taking them home.

Even though the schools pro-
vide eight buses for children in
outlying sections, the Plymouth
Coach will still be needed to
help transport students to and
from school during the next
school year.

Plymouth’s growth has provid-
ed additional problems for school
officials in providing transporta-
tion for the children in the .school
district. A tentative schedule has
been worked out and will go into
effect early next Thursday morn-
ing when buses will bring their
loads to the local schools for the
first time this fall. School author-
ities estimate that school buses
will travel about 200 miles daily
in picking up children for the
school sessions.

The schedule that will be ef-
fective Thursday morning is pre-
sented in its entirety below.

The controversial issue of ad-
mitting the prefabriated Gunni-
son Homes into Plymouth has
been postponed by the City Com-
mission until the “ssage of a
Wayne county building code by
the County Board of Supervisors.
Scheduled to be vbted upon iiy
the Board on S-.?ptember 24. the
new code will allow much more
leewav in the building field.

If. as seems likely, the code is
adopted by the county, the cily
will adopt the same code, thus
allowing tho homes to be built m
the city. At present the building
code prevents building of the
homes in Plymouth due to seve-
ral construction details which
conflict with the code. Among the
more important of thesv details
are the size of the studdings.
thickness of the walls and the
type of chimney used.

The new building code, basi'd
on recommendations by natinn.il
architects, builders and engin-
eers, will be based on pfufoliin-
ance rather than specificatnin.
The Gunninson Homes are made
of marine plywood, manufactur-
ed in sheets and put together on
the spot. The co.st is said to hi'
almost 20 percent less than con-
ventionally built homes.

These petitions are for the
two new city commission
seats created by the proposed
city charter. This charter calls
for a seven man city commis
sion instead of the five man
commission of the present
charter.

To be eligible to run for of-
fice, one must be a registered
voter, a property owner (as
shown on the tax roll), and a
resident of the city of Plym-
outh for two years immedi-
ately prior to October 1

The candidate in the elec-
tion who receives the largest
number of votes will hold of-
fice, until the Monday follow-
ing the regular elections in
April, 1955. The person with
the next highest total will
serve until April, 1953.

"\oters will vote yes or no on
the proposed city charter dur-
ing the October 1 election. If
the charter is adopted, the
newly elected commissioners
will take office. The proposed
new charter will appear in
full in The Plymouth Mail on
Thursday, September 13th.

Registration for the election
ends September 1 To register
one must be a resident of
Plymouth for 30 days, and a
resident of Michigan for six
months prior to the election.

Polling places on October 1
will be the City Hall, Stark-
weather school, Plymouth
High school, and the George
A. Smith school. The George
A. Smith school location re-
places Forest Motors as a
polling place.

(vitamin C) is effective in hold-
ing natural color and flavor. It
also adds nutritive vj.ilue. Crys-
talline or powdered ascorbic acid
is for sale in many drug stores
and some logkvr plants. If you
don't lind it in your hKalit.v, your
drugist can order it for you.

To use ascoi bic arid powder,
simply dissolve it in a little cold
water. Make the solution only as
needed and keep in the refriger-
ator until used becaus>3 it can
lose strength if kept too long or
in a warm place. (If ascorbic
acid tablets are used, crush theni
to make them dissolve easily in

water.)
The ascorbic acid solution is
either added to sirup before

pouring the sirup over the fruit,
or sprinkled over the fruit just
before adding dry sugar. When
stirring into sirup, stir gently so
that as little air will be mixed in
as possible.

Special anti - darkening rnix-
tuu'S are for sale under various
tcacle names. These usually are
ascorbic acid with sugar, or 'with
sugar ;md citric acid. Because
ascorbic acid is the ingredient
which does the most to protect
coloi, buying it in a mixture may
be more expensive than buying
It pin -

or a few fruits—whole fresh
figs or puree of prune or plum—
citric acid powder or lemon juice
may be used against darkening.
Citric acid powder is cheaper,
weight for weight, than ascorbic
aciii powder, but less ‘ffective, so
a larger amount may be requir-
ed, and this may make the fruit
too sour, or may mask the nat-
ural flavor. Lemon juice likewise
adds tartness to the fruit.
