children who will attcaid these schools, not even stop lights.

We should r'cnH'tnber. toi.), that in the past two or three
years we haw I'fiened two parochial schools where the at-
tendance ISprowine almost .as fa.,t as it is in the public schools
— and these too, arc located outside of zones where street
crossin.ps aic pidtcctced.

It would seem Ui us ihat proper city officials and school
authorities shoidd liave wanked out, weeks ago, a solution to
our traffic problem ciiound our sciiools.

There are not less than half a do/en street crossings that
need protection not at some later date. These cross-
ings need protcets'ii in the morning, at noon and during the
aftci'noon when scho. ds are dismissed for the day.

achi“ement for a factory in the
middle of Detroit.

By the way, you might be in-
terested in knowing that, wheth-
er you like it or not, we are be-
coming more and more bona fide
neighbors of yours. Of our staff,
48 percent are now residents of
the Plymouth area. This is pretty
good when you consider that we
came here two years ago with a
staff composed completely of De-
troiters. The change has come
about ﬁartly through  hiring
Plymouth people in our expan-
sion program, but more signifi-
cantly, by the moving of m~ny of
our Detroit people to this pleas-
ant community and its country-
side. This movement would prob-
ably be even more pronounced if
the housing and construction sit-
uations were not quite so restric-
tive as they are at present.

Also, and | realize that | am
again digressing from my assign-
ed topic, you might like to know
that we are getting to be bigger
neighbors too. The new building
being erected at the rear of our
present one is nearin(I; comple-
tion, and we will shortly be pro-
cessing, here in Plymouth, some
of the raw material which we
previously purchased from out-
side sources. This raw material is
the drill rod from which we man-
ufacture much of our products
which, in case some of you do not
know, (and. of course. I'm re-
ferring only to the visiting fire-
men) are the world’s best drills,
reamers and other metal cutting
tools.

“It is most difficult to say just
which is the most important fac-
tor in successful labor relations.
Very possibly there is no such
singlij, factor. Certainly good per-
sonnel results are compounded of
many, many elements and some
of the most important of these
might appear to be quite inconse-
quential to a layman or casual
observer.

the ingredients of the Whitman
and Barnes program, | want to
emphasize that just as the word
“ingredients” itself implies, none
of them can stand alone. Each of
them contributes to the effective
whole, and giving good attention
to some and neglecting seemingly
minor others, may have just as
disasterous results as youi' wife’s
leaving out one or two minor in-
gredients of your favorite cake.
In preparing this little disserta-
tion, |1 asked seveial of the peo-
ple primariily concerned with the
execution of our per.sonnel poli-
cies as to their opinions regard-
ing the most important factor—
and got different anwsers.

Certainly, one of the more im-
portant factors—and confidenti-
ally it is my own choice for first
and since | have to stand up here
and make the talk, by golly. I'm
gonna mention it first—Is sincer-
ity of purpose. The willingness
and determination to make
straightforward, honest relations
a reality must be positively pix-s-
ent in every member of the man-
agement team from thc> president
on top through the plant mana-
ger, superintendent, the person-
nel director, right down to the
foremen who constitute the prin-
cipal points ot actual contact
with the working group. 1 can
honestly say that Whitman and
Barnes does have that sincerity
ingrained in its management
group. We genuinely strive to
give the worker an honest deal,
to recognize his inhi‘ient rights,
to preserve his dignity as an in-
dividual, and to give him the ad-
vantage of the improving stand-
ards of labor relations. The basic
considerations are: what is in-
trinsically fair, and what is the
market among other enlightened
companies. To insure as far as
possible that the intentions of
management are properly under-
stood and interpreted, all impor-
tant policy decisions are w'ritter;
and distributed among the ad-
ministrative group and a special
policy manual is maintained for
each foreman.

Getting back to the broad fac-
tors affecting labor relations —
good pay certainly has to be list-
ed near the top. Many practical
industrialists count this as the
most important by a wide mar-
gin. We do not adhere to this
school since a number of recent
surveys have indicated beyond
doubt that money is not the sole
consideration, in fact, not the one
most commonly listed by workers
as the first. However, it is true
that in companies with outstand-
ing labor histones, wages aie
equal or better than the commun-
ity market. This is true at Whit-
man and Barnes. Fortunately for
the economics of our business,
much of the increment over mar-
ket is achieved with manufactur-
ing efficiency, so that our unit
costs remain effectively competi-
tive in a highly competitive in-
dustry. The principal means used
to accomplish this is an incentive
wage system. We attempt to set
basic piece work rated at levels
that allow market earnings to a
normal worker for a normal day's
work. Then we permit the work-
er to reap all the benefits of any
extra effort that he may put into
his work or any above-normal
skill he may bring to it. Note that
| stress the fact that he gets all
the benefits—they are not shared
by the company through any
scaled rates for increased produc-
tion as has been true with some
systems that in the past have
brought discredit to piece work
in general. In other words, we do
not employ the speed up system.
If one of our workers produces at
twice the rate used as a base in
setting the price, then that work-
er gets twice the base pay. More-
over, there is a floor set under a
piece worker’s earnings so that
although his maximum is unlim-
ited. he can not fall below a level
which we call the guaranteed

rate. There are necessarily many
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ramifications to even a relati
simple set up such as we use”but
the basic point is that our piece
work system stabilizes our unit
costs while permitting an indi-
vidual worker to profit in direct
proportion to the extra effort
and/or extra skill which he ex-
pends on his job.

It takes a long time and a con-
sistently fair policy to bring a
piece work system to the point
where it not only provides extra
good earnings at a reasonable
cost to the company but also be-
comes a definite asset in that
company’ personnel relations.
Our experience indicates that to
achieve this, a company has to be
willing to live with the errors
that 1t makes in favor of the
worker but to correct the errors
that it makes against the worker.
That sounds confusing, | know, so
let me explain it. Our piece work
rates are set by experienced time
study men but after all, they are
only human. The large bulk of
piece work prices which we set
result in net earnings to the work-
ers approximately in accordance
with our intentions. However,
there are some rates that through
error in price setting or changes
in volume result in ridiculously
high returns to the worker; also,
there arc rates which result in
ridiculously low returns. For
practical reasons, we allow the
high rates to stand but we correct
the low rates. This may seem
silly but we figure that the policy
is advantageous to the company
in the long run because of the
faith in the system which it en-
genders. There is no doubt that
some of these outlandish prices
could be adjusted and the adjust-
ment would be so obviously le-
gitimate that even the worker in-
volved would have to concede it.
However, we would immediately
get to borderline cases in which
the legitimacy of the adjustment
would be a matter of opinion and
we would soon have the men
holding back generally to avoid
high earnings—and the resulting
lack of confidence would be re-
flected in other phases of ouv
personnel relations. There is a
more practical side to this, too.
If we attempted to conect these

exorbitant rates, the workers
would immediately slow down
production, and in the future,

such rates just would not be dis-
cernible through earnings. The
workers would make a pretty
shrewd estimate ot what earnings
would be tolerated and then hold
down to that production rate. In
short, there w'ould actually be
no reduction in unit cost but -the
production would be reduced, re-
sulting in a net disadvantage to
the company.

I might mention that one phase
of this particular problem is per-
haps the chief cause of any dis-
satisfaction which we do have in
our plant. That phase is the jeal-
ousy of the workers with lower
earnings of the pay of the rela-
tively few who get the exorbi-
tantly high earnings. Such a dis-
satisfied man may himself be
earning well over the market rate
for his kind of work, but he still
IS discontent because he is not
earning as much as the highest.

As an integral part of good
wages there must be considered
the many so-called fringe pay-
ments. | think at Whitman and
Barnes we have all of ’em except
possibly a few of the more ridicu-
lous ones. We have a pension
plan, and this is contributory.
However, the company contribu-
tions considered alone produce
pensions' somewhat better than
the publicized pension plans of
the automotive industry which
have come to be considered stan-
dard in most other large indus-
tries. In addition to providing a
larger pension through the con-
tributions of the employees, the
Whitman and Barnes plan has
the further advantage of being
actuarially  guaranteed. Other
fringes fully or partially paid by
the company include group life
insurance, sickness and accident
insurance, hospitalization insur-
ance, paid vacations for factorj’
and office workers, stx paid holi-
days and paid time off tor deaths
in the lamily and other specified
reasons. We estimate that these
fringes cost the company some-
thing more than 30c per hour per
factory employee. Somewhat sep-
arate but certainly to be consid-
ered as a fringe, is the additional
compensation or bonu8 which the
company has paid all employees
at tne end of the year uninter-
ruptedly for more than ten years.

Closely behind good pay as a
factor in good labor relations is
job security. As in many other
phases of modern personnel rela-
tions, job security nas become re-
solved into a set of formal agree-
ments. in this case called “senior-
ity rules.” In some plants this in-
sured order of lay-off is plant
wfde, which means that when
necessary, workers are laid off in
the inverse order in which they
were hired by the plant regard-
less of where they work in the
plant. At Whitman and Barnes
we fortunately have our seniority
rules set up by operation, i.e., we
have a separate seniority list for
each individual operation. When
lay-off for lack of work is neces-
sary, we lay off in the order of
the list at each operation when
and if it becomes necessary at
that operation without regard to
conditions at any other operation.
This gives us much greater lati-
tude in managing the plant and

still affords the worker a high
degree of security.
Our efforts la. the labor rela-

tions field are primarily preven-
tive in character, i.e., we attempt
to avoid disputes by eliminating
the usual causes of them. Natur-
ally. it is not possible to be 100
percent effective in this purpose
and we do have an argument now
land then. The handling of these
I'normal grievances is crucial in
any successful labor relations
| program. We feel that there are
fthree general areas of dispute. In
lone area the company is definite-
ly wrong and the solution is a
Icandid acknowledgment of it and
la swift reversal of policy. In the
second area the worker is defi-
I nitely wrong and we firmly stand
iour ground. This is important be-
cause weak capitulation in a case
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where right is obviously on the
side of management, not only
leads to loss of respect by the
worker group, but opens the flood
gates to other unjustified de-
mands. It is in the third area
that the greatest tact and pa-
tience and judgment are requir-
ed. That is the area in wnich
both the worker and the manage-
ment might be right, depending
on the viewpoint. If it is an iso-
lated instance, we just concede
the point. If an important prece-
dent Wil be set or if the point in
question aifects a large number
of.other employees, we usually
try to arrange a reasonable com-
promise. In all cases in which we
rule against the worker, we try
hard to convince him of the merit
of our position. -This often in-
volves a great deal of time for
many separate individuals of our
supervisory staff but we always
give the worker as much time as
he feels necessary to talk out
the problem. Mayne we don't al-
ways convince him, but at least
we do impress him with the feel-
ing that the decision was not
made arbitrarily and that we did
not curtail his right of appeal.
Again, the time expended by
management in such long-wind-
ed discussion ot often minor
points pays off by convincing the
worker of the inherent honesty
and interest on the part of man-
agement.

We do have a formal grievance
procedure which is listed in our
employees hand book. However,
we arc not stuffy about this and
often a step or two of this is by-
passed. This lack of rigidity, we
believe, contributes to the ease
with which a worker can express
his opinion and thus enables us to

correct difficulties before they
become serious ones.
In dealing with an individual

who has transgressed, we are len-
inent. In fact, we lean over back-
wards in giving him chances to
correct himself. If after persist-
ent continuance ot wrong doing,
we finally have to let the man
go, we like to have the other
workers be able to say. "Well,
it’s about time—he certainly had
it coming.”

There is no doubt in our minds
that old employees, i.e.,, em-
iWyees with long terms oi serv-
ice, arc important factors in sta-
ble labor relations. Usually the
mere presence of such old em-
ployees testifies to sound basic
practices. At Whitman and Barn-
es, we have more than (%0 active
employees with more than 25
years service each, and many-
more with long service rocoids
close to this amount. These work-
ers have had first hand knowl-
edge of the reliability of manage-
ment promises over the years,
and undoubtedly act as restrain-
ing brakes on the brashness of
new, young employees. Besides
the generally liberal labor poli-
cies of the company, a strong in-

ducement to remain in the or-
ganization is provided by the
company’s policy of promotion

from within. It has been many,
many Yyears since the company
has brought in from the outsidCj
a single person for a supervisory
position or any other high level
job. AIl of our present manage-
ment staff from foreman right
through president have come
from the ranks. Admittedly this
has some disadvantages—some-
what akin to those of inbreeding,
but it certainly does have the off-
setting virtue of promoting good
internal relations.

There are many other parts of
the Whitman and Barnes labor
relations policy that could hard-
ly be classed as important in
Ihcmsclves but which in unison
act to hold the whole thing to-
gether. For instance, there is the
general comraderie of the place—
its informality. First names or
nicknames are used almost en-

tirely — not in the deliberate,
sometimes affected manner of
fraternal organizations, but un-

consciously and sincerely. This
goes for all levels—inlra and in-
ter. if you get what | mean. The
company sponsors, and many su-
pervisors participate in, a wide
variety of recreational activitie.s
outside the plant. These include
athletics like bow-ling, golting.
soft ball, and the low-ly horse shoe
pitching, and social parlies like
those of the 25 year club, the ex-
clusive membership of which is
restricted to employees, active or
retired, w'ho have 25 years of
service. The mingling of super-
visors and w'orkers in these acti-
vities outside the more constrain-
ed atmosphere of plant life con-
tributes a good deal to*the under-
standing and tolerance that is ex-
hibited on both sides when a
tense situation develops within
the plant.

liastly. wc feel that it is ex-
tremely important to keep open
the lines of communication to the

workers.  Normally, our best
method is by close verbal con-
tact of management personnel
with the workers. In addition,

and in order to get a message to
the working employee with les.-
chance of misinterpretation, wc
send an occasionat letier uirec
to him through the mail.

So, that's it. | have tried not te
be loo techniciai about it but |
hope 1 have gotten across the
point that our good relations up-
to-date have not been entirely
accidental—that we have w'orkei
hard at making them good and
w-e expect to continue working
hard to keep them good.”

Plymouth”™ Nortrville, Livonia
and Novi townships eompi ise t'ne
Southeast Division's West Wayne
district. The Southeast Division
would receive at least a third of
the new gas spacc-heating per-
mils. The "West Wayne cTistrict, in
turn, would receive several hun-
dred of these.

connections for .space heating in
Consumers’ service area.

Now, the Company stales, it
can take on more.

Press the mixture through
a sitve and measure one and
three-quarter cups. If you don’t
have enough foi' that, add boiling
water to make up the»difference.

Then add the hot,'sieved to-
rnatties to the .gelatin and stir
until the gelatin is dissolved. Sea-
stin. with a half teaspoon each of
sugar and salt, a tablespoon of
lemon juice, and (n>ppvivi. Then
chill the mi.xtui'e until it begins
to thicken. It’s time, then, to
add a half cup each of finely
chopped cucumber and celery
and mix everything well. Given
peas are a good addition.

Pour the salad into a mold or
pan whieh had been rinsed in
cold water, and -chill until it’s
firm. Serve with salad dressing
on lettuce ur other salad greens.

to the government. They “sink
the ship to rid it of rats.” But
the hoax is that the coming of
Socialism to power brings frus-
tration, stagnation, and finally
the need for “austerity.” Only in-

dividual incentive provides the
spark and fuel of human en-
deavor.

When honest Socialists, like the

big three of England's Labour
movement, gain control of the
government, they discover that

the noble doctrines to which they
have dedicated their lives do nm
work out as expected. Socialism,
unfortunately, distributes pover-
ty, not riches.

Tragedy of Honest Socialists

An-, honest Socialist in power
soon finds himself e.xperiencing
an intense inner struggle — the
struggle between Jolyaity to so-
cialism and the realization Ural
individual incentive must be lib-
erated if the people are to enjoy
maximum prosperity. There are
two possible outcomes of such an
inner struggle within the heart
of the honest Socialist—either a
nervous breakdown or a deser-
tion of Socialism, Attlee and

Mussolini was an aggressive
Socialist in eariy life; but as he
rose to power he became an un-
disguised autocrat. He did not
permit the fallacies of Socialism
to ruin his health! He switched
to personal autocracy and then
went back to antiquity to find an
ethical sounding name for it, call-
ing it “Fascism.” Hitler paid lip
service to Socialism by calling his
autocracy “National Socialism.”

Who Will be “Big Brother™?

Britain’s fourth Socialist lead-
er, Aneunn Levan, nut to oe
confused with the late Ernest
Bevin, has tlie demagogue’s ap-
peal, the opportuni.sm and the
violent demeanor. This fits him
to become the English counter-
part of Mus.soiini or Hitler .Aneu-
rin Bevan recently deserted At-
tiee for motives which some ob-
servers believe were to increase
his own power.

Straw polls and local elections
foreshadow the fall of the Attlee
government. | wonder whether
Attlee’s succc.ssur will be able to
proceed with the present govern-
mental machinery. Or will revo-
lution and dictatorship be the
ouleome of Britain’s experiment
witli Socialism? As for me, give
me a country willi a deniueratie
eapilaiistie Government like our
that seeks W'orkable com-
promise between eolleclivc needs
and individual incentive.

When in a foreign country and
listening to the chatter of ttie na-
tives one often wonders if what
tliey are saying is as inane as
wiial most of us say wiio speak
English.
