Mind you this press agent stuff out of the Governor’s
office is paid for out of YOUR pockets—out of the sales tax
money the grocer, the butcher, and the shoe dealer takes out
of your pockets every time you make a purchase. The chief
publicity hound of the Governor gets something like $10,000
per year as his share of the cut of your tax dollars.

Commissioners
Explain More
Charter Changes

The new charter provides for
a comnnssion consisting of seven
commissioners instead of five.
Four are elected each two years,
three of whom will serve a four
year term while the one receiving
the lowest number of votes will
serve a two year term. This pro-
vides for a complete change of
the majority of the commission
each TWO years if the electors so
chose. The longer term retains
expcnenc'cd people on the com-
mission, but, no commissioner
*may serve more than two con-
secutive terms so the commission
can not become static and con-
sist ot the same people for too
long a period of time. New people
are thereby given an opportun-
ity to serve the city as commis-
sioner.

While the old charter specific-
ally prohibited the second taxing
foi' street improvement, while
permitting it for every other
form of improvement, the new
charter has eliminated this dis-
tinction between paving and oth-
er forms of improvement such as
for sewer and water. There are,
however, adequate safi'guards
for the people under the provis-
ions as written in fhe proposed
diarfer. No special asi'cssojent
may be levied for .slrecl repairs
or ordinary maintenance. This

The New City Charter

Monday is an important day for the legal voters of the
city of Plymouth. It is the day when we have the American
right to vole uj>on the question of whether this fast growing
community shall adopt a new basic law to meet the require-
ments that an increased population has brought about. With
this growth has come additional civic problems that cannot
bt' met under our existing basic law.

These members, all of them respected citizens
of our city, have worked diligently to prepare a new charter
that they believe will meet the needs of our commumtt m
the years to come.

It has been published in full, as required by state law You
have had an opportunity to study il, to note the changes that
have been made. Members of the charter commission have
jiointed out that it is the irilent ot the new charter to fully
advise th(> citizens about every detail of the city’s business.
There can be no executive sessions of the commission. They
MUST be open to the public. Charter commission members
also state that it is the intent of the new charter in addition to
the open meetings, to have all official proceedings pubn”eTi

If the owners of 50
percent of the privately owned
real estate or 5) percent o” the
number of owners object to the
improvement the Commission
may not proceed with the im-
provement without the affirma-
tive vote of 5of the 7 commission-
ers. Sufficient confidence must
be placed with the duly elected
commissioners that they will use
~ood judgemenet in applying this
provision. We can not believe
that any commission, wi-thout a
real cause and justification,
would proceed with a program
cnvolving a second assessment,
or even a first assessment in the
face of this objection by the rep-
resentative group of the affected
owners of the property. To do so
would indicate that there was a
real need for the improvement for
the good of the city as a whole
despite the objections of this
group. It is worthy of note that
in practically all of the charters
being written today the language
used in our proposed charter is
being followed.

The proposed charter prohibits
having the City Manager act in
the® dual capacity of City Clerk.
The offices of the City Manager,
Clerk, and Treasurer shall not
be combined one with the other
in any manner, but, each may be
combined with any other city
office. This provision allows the
manager more time for City
planning and removes the cum-
b'jrsome and time consuming de-
tail that is the work of the clerk.
Tlic provision recognizes that the
position of clerk, if not a full
time one at a particular time,
may be combined with any other
position except that of the Mana-
g'd" or Treasurer. As this provis-
ion is now written the Commis-
sion may arrange these duties to
the best interests of the City as
a whole consistent with the fin-
ances and prosperity of the City
at that particular time.

All meetings of the Commis-
sion, regular or special, must be
open to the public at all times
and the order of the meeting
mu.st provide time for the pub-
lic to be heard. Notices of spec-
ial meetings much reach Com-
missioners six hours prior to the
meeting; and state the purpose
of the meeting so only that sub-
ject matter may be officially act-
ed u'pfto. At the same time such
notice is given -the Commissioners
the notice must be posted on
three official bulletin boards in
the City. The clerk must record
a certificate of such posting in
th-j journal of such meeting. All
meetings, regular or special, must
be held in the regular meeting
place of the Commission. To
change the regular meeting place
prupvr notice thereof must be
given publication and no meeting
may be held in the new location

until 10 days after such publica-
tion of the notice of change.
These provisions are all made

with the intent of protecting the
public and tojceep them inform-
ed of the time and place of meet-
ings so that they may attend for
them.selvjs and know what act-
ion the Commission is taking in

the operg'tion of their city. It puts
an end tc so called “secret meet-
i to meetings h'eld in

ings _
other thin the regular meeting
place.

Many df our'present ordinances
are many Years old and have
been amdmded several times. In
rccugnitiAn of this, the proposed
charter 8tipulates that within 2
years aftjer the adoption of the
charter ;nd once each 10 years
thereafte the Commission shall
direct and complete the compili-
tion or cadification and, publica-
tion of Chajfter and -ail or-
dinances then in? foce. This may
be in loose leaf ~r pamphlet form
and the City is permitted to make
a reasonabl' charge for supplying
such copi|cs. Placing 500 or more
copies of such compilation or code
in the of[fice of the Clerk for
public inipection and distribution
constitute s publication. No fur-
ther pub ication is necessary to
establish- the validity thereof.

Training SchooltoObserve 25 Years of Public Service

Each child enrolled in th'c
school must attend classes sim-
ilar to those taught in the public
schools until ho is 14. The stu-
dent is then given a try at var-
ious vocations. After a year, he
may choose his favorite vocation
and is throughly trained in it.
Often a person changes his mind,

if so, he is then trained in some
other field.
Plumbing, carpentry, garden-

ing, shcetmotal, printing and bar-
bering,are a few of the more
than 4D vocations open to boys.
Girls find opportunities in sew-
ing, cooking, cosmetology, and
many other fields.

Dr. Haskell says, "A well train-
ed person will hold his jol) dur-
ing a depression while others of
more mediocre skill will bo out
of a job.” For this reason, when
a student leaves the training
school to take a job. he is thor-
oughly grounded in his field.

It has been the driving force of
Dr. Haskell for the past 25 years
which created one of the finest
.schools of its type in the country,
if not in the world. Mo.st of Dr.
Haskell’s success sterns from liis
attitude toward the children who
are under his care. “To attach the
term delinquent to a child,” he
said, "makes one think of puni-
tive measures. These eiiildren do
not need punishment, but special
care that an institution such as
the training school can give
them.”

The backbone of Dr. HuskeH’s
activities at the school is to learn
more of the exact nature of each
child’s problem. Onee the exact
nature has been determined, it
is much easier to help the child
develop normally. The doctor
stresses th'O importance of this
by citing examples of c'hildien
who have ,b-'t"* pmbU'ms for
sonic time and then become co-
operative and ’a.-y to managt'"
This change is due to suddenly
hitting upon'the key to the child's
special disturbance.

Sometimes the problems arc
mental, others are physical, and
still others arc environmental.
Reports show that most students

who leave the institution ad-
just themselves and fit into nor-
mal community life. Many of
them marry and raise families.
While talking to Dr. Haskell,
one receives the impression that
he is interested in each of the
(09U children at the school. These
childi'en are not just case “his-
tories,” they are human beings.

One of Dr. Haskell’s favorite
conceptions of the school is a
"Community of Children.” To
further this idea, the children

live in cottages with about 40 in
t'ach of the homey brick build-
ings.

The most valuable and useful
idea in the 25 year history of the
school is, according to Dr. Hask-
ell. the creation of three “seif-
determining” cottages. These arc
smaller cottages in which the
children plan what they would
like to do. One of the self-deter-
mining cottages now owns a tel-
evision set and new turnitui’
purchased out of a fund to which
cacti boy contributes a specified
amount.

In commemmoration of the 25
years of the training school, a
special program on October 5 and
6 is planned. Among the speakers
on the program arc several per-
son.s who formally were on the
staff of the training school.

Dr. Alfred A. Strauss, now
president of the Cove Schools.
Raeiru’, Wisconsin, and Evanston,
Illinoi.s, was witli Dr. Haskell for
eight years. At the training
school for five years was Sameul
A. Kirk Ph. D. now professor of
Education at the University of
[llinois. These two men will
speak Friday, October 5 at the
Veterans’ Memorial building in
Detroit.

Electrostatic duster

developed for

This farmer Is holding two apples which were
dusted with tlie same amount of itisecticide. The
apple on the right had insecticide blown on it from
a conventional dusting machine. The heavily coaled
one on tlie left was dusted by a new electrostatic
process developed by agricultural engineers at Michi-
gan State College. As it leaves the dusters nozzle,
dust is highly charged with electricity from special
equipment carried on the farmers tractor and is
strongly attracted to plants or fruit, covering them
underneath as well as on top. Laboratory tests have
reported coverage up to eleven times greater than
that accomplished with dusters not equipped with
the electrostatic device. Information on this new
electrostatic dusting process for insecticides or fungi-
ades can be obtained from the Michigan State fcollege
Agricultural Engineering Department, East Lansing.
