Time flies so fast that it doesn’t seem possible that it was
25 years ago when Dr. Robert Haskell leh the superintend-
ency of one of Michigan’s largest mental institutions to accept
the responsibilities as chief executive of the Wayne County
Training School.

When the Training School was established at that time
as a vast county institution it was announced that an effort
would be made to save for the county and state the lives of
hundreds, yes thousands, of boys and girls who without the
guidance such an institution could provide, would doubtless
drift into worthless careers and spend most of their lives as
public charges.

It was to educate and train youngsters left alone to face
a stern world, boys and girls with no homes, bfoken homes
and others who for some reason had developed some unusual
mental condition or had not developed mentally at all, that
the school was established—one of the first, if not the first of
its kind, in the world.

Only those who have been closely associated with the
school and who have first-hand knowledge of its activities
know of its tremendous success. True, there have been some
failures, but on the whole the school has given to Michigi*
thousands and thousands of most useful citizens, young men
and women properly trained to enter some trade or profession
and to accept the responsibilities of citizenship.

To Dr. Haskell who has faced many trying situations in
this unusual field of education, goes unlimited credit for a
great public service. His career during the past quarter of a
century has been marked by outstanding success in which
he must feel, as do his friends, unusual satisfaction.

William Gayde,
Pioneer Citizen
Dies at Age 81

William Gayde, 81 years of age,
a lifelong resident of Plymouth
and one of its respected citizens,
died last Wednesday night in
Sessions hospital at Northville
after an illness of many weeks.

He became seriously ill a
year ago, bu” following an oper-
ation he had made what was be-
lieved to be a complete recovery.
But during recent months it had
been necessary for him to be hos-
pitalized once before his final
illness.

The son of Mr. and Mrs. Peter
Gayde who came to Plymouth
from Germany, Mr. Gayde when
a youngster began work in his
father’s store, known throughout
this part of Wayne country as the
“Gayde store"™ located on the
north side of Plymouth, then not
much more than a crossroads in a
country that was being developed

into one of Michigan’s richest ag-
ricultural sections.

In connection with the store,
the elder Gayde operated a meat
market, carrying, too, nearly
every type of merchandise the
early settlers required.-The death
of four sisters from a diptheria
epedemic that swept this section
in the early days and the passing
of his mother and two children
younger than Mr. Gayde, seem-
ingly only created a greater de-
sire on the part of the young son
to become the high type citizen

his family and neighbors al-
ways esteemed.

Like his father, who_was a
charter member of St. Peter’s

Lutheran church, he became a
devoted member of the church
and at the time of his death, he
was its oldest living member.

When he went to work in h<
father’s store, he devoted much
of his time to working in the meai
market. Soon William Gayde be-
came known as one of the best
meat cutters in this entire area,
and during his entire life his
services were in much demand in
the markets -of Plymouth wh”n
he was not operating his own
market.

All of his time outside of his
business was devoted to the activ-
ities of his church and to bring-
ing relief and happiness to those
who had suffered misfortune.

It was but natural that his
neighbors and friends greatly
desired his services on the old
village council. He was over-
whelmingly elected when he con-
sented to become a member of
that body. Being a resident of the
north side of the community, it
was his desire to bring the two
sections of Plymouth closer to-
gether and he was one of the
original Jjromoters of the paving
project on Main street that weld-
ed the north side into the com-
munity of Plymouth.

He was married to Emma Wolf
in Detroit on June 20, 1894. They
were the parents of five children.
