Brief Illness 
Ends in Death of

Mrs. Swa'nson, two 
daughters , M ary Helen and M arg­
aret, and a son H erb e r t  J r . ,  s u r ­
vive. A sister, Mrs. M arie B urh -

M ary Bodwell, food economist 
for the  agricu ltu ra l  economics 
departm en t  at Michigan S ta te  
College, answ ers t h i s  way: 
“Although eating an  apple a day 
is no guaran tee  of perfect health, 
apples a re  one of our best h e a l th ­
giving foods.’’

B r a n  C r u s t  

' 4  cup shredded b ran
2 cups sifted enriched flour 
1 * 4  teaspoons salt
2, 3 cup lard
3 to 6 tablespoons cold w ater  

Roll bran and combine with
flour and salt. Cut lard into flour 
n iix ture  untiL crum bs a;-e about 
the  size of small peas. Add cold 
water, a lit tle  at a time, mixing 
quickly and evenly through  flour 
with a fork until dough ju s t  holds 
in a ball. Use as little  w ater  as 
possible. This makes enough 
pastry  fur a tw o-crust 9-inch pie. 
Roll one-ha lf  the  dough to about 
bs inch m thickness and line pie 
pan, allowing ^2 inch of the  crust 
to ex tend  ocver the  edge. Add 
filling. Roll out rem aining pas­
try, m aking  several gashes or a 
design to allow escape of steam, 
and place over filling. Allow top 
crust to overlap  lower crust. Fold 
top crust under  the  lower. Crimp 
edges. Bake in a hot oven (425°F) 
for 35 m inutes or until apples 
are  done.

Gives Tips on Use 
oi Honey in Home

The new  crop of Michigan hon­
ey is being barvest-jd and offered 
to consumers in m arke ts  all over 
the  s ta te r  Most of it will be offer­
ed  to hom em akers in the  form of 
ex trac ted  honey, but comb, cut 
comb, chunk, and solid or finely 
crystallized or creamed honey is 
also available  says Mary Bodwell, 
focxl economist for the agricu l­
tu ra l  e c o n o m i c s  departm ent, 
Michigan S ta te  college. "

The delicate flavor of hor.'.-y is 
produced by the  blossoms from 
which the bees ga ther  nectar. 
Most of M ichigan’s honey comes 
from clover which gives a mild 
flavor and a ‘•white” honey. Some 
am ber  honey will be available 
but only a small quan ti ty  of dark  
honey is sold here. Honey .sold in 
Michigan is required  by law to be 
graded and Labeled as to color.

If  you have storage space, it is 
m ore economical to buy honey in 
large .size containers. Store e x ­
trac ted  honey in a dzy place. 
Honey must be kept d iy  because 
it absorbs m oisture  readily. F re ­
ezing will not in jure  the color of 
flavor but may hasten g ranu la ­
tion. Since bacteria which cau.se 
diseases cannot live in honey it 
does not need to be sterilized. 
Honey should not be refi igeiated.

Honey which *has g ianu la ted  
can be liquefied by placing the 
container in a bowl of w arm —nut 

■ hot—w ater  until the crystals are 
Vielted.

Here are a few points to r e ­
m em ber in using honey, which 
Miss Bodwell gives.

1. One cup of honey contains ' 4  

cup of liquid. In using honey in 
place of sugar use a qua rte r  cup 
less liquid in the recipe for each 
cup of honey you use.

2. It is custom ary to use from 
a q u a r te r  to a half teaspoon of 
;oda for each  cup of honey i> 
addition to the  am ount (jf baking 
powder called for in tize recipe. 
This neutralizes the acidity in the 
honey and gives a milder flavor 
to the  baked product.

3. A lower oven l '*mperature is 
required  for baked goods made 
w ith  honey. Honey products 
brown very  quickly.

4. Honey is easier to m easure  
accura te ly  if the spoon or cup is 
greased first w ith  a little fat.

5. G ranu la ted  honey may be 
used w ith  equal success to the 
liquid form  if the  product is 
cooked or baked so the granules 
have a chance to m eet and blend.

6. Cakes and cookies m ade with 
honey reta in  the ir  m oistu ie  and

-keep  for long periods without 
dry ing  out and staling.

In 1937 the cost-of-living index

Now all the  columnists are  w a rn ­
ing of inflation! It is ju s t  like the 
stock m arket.  W hen stocks are 
cheap, as they  w ere in 19:i2 and 
1933, no one was in terested in 
buying them ; but in 1951 when 

I they have risen 175 percent and 
the  Dow-Jones Average is u[i 
from 100 in 1933 to 275 today, 
people w ant to buy  stocks.

I am not condoning inflation. It 
is bad.

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Kresge Started as School Teacher

S. S. K resge
The S. S. Kresge Company, sec­

ond largest organization of its 
kind in th-j re ta il  field, represents 
the  realization of the  d ream  of a 
fa rm  boy of the  1880’s— a dream  
th a t  could only be realized in a 
country  of free enterprize.

Early  privations and e x p e r ­
iences of the founder, Sebastin  S. 
Kresge, created  in him a desire 
to establish a store w here  fam il­
ies of m odera te  means could buy 
household necessities and perhaps 
a few small luxuries.

Born on a  small farm  at Bald 
M ount, Pennsylvania  in 1867, he 
a ttended  small country  schools 
and local academies. Mr. and Mrs. 
K resge believed the ir  son, S-e- 
bastian, was fated for the role of 
a back-country  school teacher. 
B u t young K resge’s ambitions 
ea rly  ran  tow ard  a m ercantile  
career. Before he was 30 he had 
w orked  for a wholesale concern, 
he  had run  a bakery , sold in su r­
ance kept books for a general 
store and sold t inw are  specialties 
th rough the Pennsy lvan ia  coun­
tryside.

It  was w hile he was traveling 
as a salesm an in Pennsylvania  
th a t  he recognized the  need for 
a s tore w hich would bring a 
wide range of household and p e r ­
sonal items w ith in  the  reach  of 
every  family.

Kresge conscientiously saved 
m oney for ten  years  and in 1897 
he jo ined w ith  J. G. M cCrory— 
one of his custom ers— to open a 
s tore in Memphis, Tenne.ssee and 
one in Detroit, Michigan. Two 
years  la te r  Kresge traded  his half 
in te res t  in the  M emphis store for 
M cCrory’s half in terest in the De­
tro it  unit. This small Detroit 
store, bearing a sign, “Nothing 
Over Ten Cents,” w'as the nuc­
leus of an organization that  w i th ­
in the  nex t half cen tu ry  was to 
develop into a company of a p ­
prox im ate ly  700 units  d istr ibu ted  
th roughout the United S ta tes and  
Canada.

At the time of World W ar I the  
“five and d im e” stores had proved 
so, popular th a t  the  second step 
in Sebastian  K resge’s p lan  be ­
came possible. To offer a wider 
r ^ g e  of m erchandise, th e  ten. 
ceBE-jWk waS;^bandon(!fd and

,,A niJttiral devdbpim ent frhm  
this was the opening of separa te  
s tores selling articles up to fifty 
cents  and. later, up to a dollar 
.and more. For the most part, 
these store.s were opened near  or 
n ex t  door to the five and tens.

The more recent developm ent 
h a s  been the construction of such 
stores a.s the  one in P lym outh, 
single large units tha t  a re  shop­
ping centers for a wide range of 
ready-to -w ear and household

necessities, as well as the  c u s ­
tom ary ten-cent stone items. For 
the  customer, this has m eant a 
wider assortm ent of merchandise, 
increased range of quality  and 
quicker shopping.

Ownership of the company 
founded by Sebastian Kresge is 
now shared by over 28,000 stock­
holders. Kresge is still active as 
chairm an of the board of d irec­
tors.

In 1924 he established the  
Kresg-e Foundation to give m one­
tary  assistance to w orthy ph ilan ­
thropic, religious, educational and 
public health  institutions. Mr. 
Kresge is trea su re r  of the founda­
tion.

Offices of the company and the 
fbundation arc  located in Detroit, 
the city w here Kresge opened his 
first store.

W illiam  Lee  is

W illiam  H. Lee
W orking hand in hand  w ith  

M anager K irkpatr ick  in p re p a r ­
ing the new Plym outh store for 
its g rand opening is the Kresge 
superin tenden t of this terr ito ry , 
William H. Lee.

The “Detroit d is tr ic t” in which 
the  P lym outh  store is located, is 
divided into six territories, each 
under the supervision of a su p e r ­
intendent.

The superin tendents  w ork clos­
ely with the store managers. Be­
ing the contact m en betw een 
the com pany’s m ain offices and 
the store managers, the Kresge 
superin tendents  are  a  vital l ink  
in the com pany’s organization.

Lee, who was born in LaPlata, 
Mo. and attended M aealester col­
lege and the Univcr.sity of Mis­
souri, served w ith  the U. S. a rm y  
in Europe during  World W ar I 
and  World W ar II. He en te red  the 
Kresge employ in 1923. For two 
years  he rustled  stock in a Kresge 
store in Detroit and then  was 
promoted to assis tant m anager of 
one of the  Cincinnati stores.

His unusua l ability  grilled bim 
a prohlotion w ith in  d y b a r ’ to 
manager, of one of the  Hani- 

Stores., D uring  the nex t  
^  years ', 'Lee  m anaged five d if ­
feren t ^ r e s g e  stores-—the Ham- 
traA ck '^o re^  a n d  s to res  in Clean, 
N.Y., Paterson, N.J., Niagra Falls, 
N.Y. and Jackson, Mich. For three 
years  during  this lime he was on 
a military leave of absence while 
he served in the  U.S. arm y during 
World W ar II.

In 1948 w ith  a q u a r te r  of a 
cen tu ry ’s experience  in store 
merchandising, Lee was prom ot­
ed to the  position he now holds, a 
superin tenden t of stores in the 
Detroit district.

M arshall W. K irk p a trick
The Kresge Co. selected one of 

its most ou tstanding  m en—M ar­
shall W. K irkpa tr ick—to m anage 
its new P lym ou th  store.

K irkpatr ick  has* been w ith  
K resge’s for 20 years, and was 
m anaging  the Kresge store on 
G rand  River and Joy  road in De­
tro it  w hen he was chosen for this 
job.

He has worked for the  company 
since 1922 w hen he took a part-  
tim e job in the stockroom  of the 
K resge store in Dayton, Ohio. He 
s ta r ted  working full-tim e for the 
com pany in 1928 w hen  he en ro l l­
ed in the  m anager  - tra in ing  
course.

Like all Kresge store managers, 
K irkpa tr ick  received his tra in ing  
th rough  actual experience in the 
stores, and his f irst responsibili­
ties w ere  those of a s tockm an in 
one of the Cincinnati stores.

From  C im inna ti  he was p ro ­
moted to an  assis tant m one of 
the  Detroit stores. A n assistant, 
his fu r th e r  tra in ing  took him  to 
Kresge stores located in seven 
d ifferen t cities, all in the  Mich- 
igan-Ohio-Indianna area.

Thoroughly  tra ined  in a l l  
pha.ses of varie ty  s tore operation, 
K irkpa tr ick  in 1943 was m ade the 
m anager  of a s tore on V ernor 
Highway in Detroit. He m anaged 
this store for four years  and then  
was prom oted to the  store in 
Monroe, Michigan. His nex t  p ro ­
motion was to the store on G rand  
River in Detroit. He has been 
m anaging  this s tore for th ree  
years  w hen  he was selected in 
August to take  charge  of the  new  
P lym outh  store, then  nearing  
completion.

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Kresge Makes Own Pottery the  M ount Clemens Po tte ry .
T he  color design for the  M ild­

red  paU ern  is applied  a f te r  the  
second baking w ith  a “decalcom- 
a n ia” t ransfe r—a decal ve ry  sim ­
ilar to those ch ild ren  p las te r  on 
books and pencil cases.

So th a t  this design will not 
w ash off w ith  washing, the  dishes 
a re  placed in a special k iln  a n d  
subjec ted  to hea t  of 1,200 degrees 
for an  additional 12 hours, w hich 
softens the  finish and  allows the  
design to bake in.

Gold bands a re  pain ted  on d ish­
es a f te r  the  second baking. Each 
dish is placed on a tu rn ta b le  
which is given a  spin. On fla t  
dishes gold-banding is done by 
m achine; on cups, p itchers  and 
cream ers  it  is done by  hand. In  
the  hand  process, the  pa in te r  
lowers h e r  brush* point as the  
tu rn ta b le  slows alm ost to a stop. 
The slowly revolving dish takes  
the  gold in  a  perfect, c ircular 
band.

L ike  the  p a t te rn  dishes, the  
gold band  dishes go back into a 
kiln to  bake  the  gold into the  
glaze of the  dish.

from  Illinois a re  m ixed to  m ake  
the  glistening plates, bowls, 
creamers, pitchers  and cups th a t  
s tand  row upon row  in the  sh ip ­
ping departm en t  of the  pottery .

The clay m ix tu re  is m ade 
smooth and flexible by straining, 
washing a n d  pressing. In  th ick  
discs like huge pancakes it is then  
fed into a m achine which forces 
it out th rough  tubes in toothpaste 
fashion. F rom  these ribbons of 
clay a m achine m ethodically 
s tam ps out cups, plates, saucers 
and  bowls.

F rom  this rough  stage the  di^h 
goes on the  “p o t te r ’s w heel” for 
trim m ing. Deft hands smooth out 
any imperfections w hich rem ain, 
handles a re  a ttached  w here  nec­
essary, and the  dish is i t a d y  for 
the  f irs t  baking in  the  kilns.

T he  tunne l  kilns a re  construct­
ed of brick and a re  400 feet long. 
O perating  th rough  this tunne l  is 
a small railroad, which travels  at 
a snail’s pace and a t  certa in  points 
passes th rough  hea t  of over 
2,000 degrees. The tr ip  th rough  
the tunne l  takes th ree  days and  
the  w are  em erges  hard -baked  
but w ith  a du ll  finish.

To obtain  the  glistening glass­
like surface of finished d inner-  
ware, the  baked w are  is sprayed  
w ith  a glaze solution and  placed 
in ano ther  k iln  for 24 hours. The 
w are  goes into the  k iln  covered 
w ith  chalky  solution a n d  e m e r­
ges shiny and white.

Unless the  dish is to receive a 
colored p a tte rn  it is th en  ready  
for packing and shipping.

The p a tte rn  and gold-border

This was the  appeal of the  

Michigan Bell Telephone Com ­
pany on the  approach  of the  1951 
hun ting  season, w hich opened 
October 15.

Michigan Bell believes th a t  
m any persons a re  not fam iliar  
w ith  the  e x te n t  of trouble  tha t  
can be caused by a  bulle t or even 
a BB shot into one of its cables. 
A pelle t  need no t sever the  m any 
wires inside a cable to cause e x ­
tensive damage, it  was pointed 
out, for even  a small hole in a 
cable’s lead sheath  would allow 
w a te r  to seep in and short out 
circuits. Aside from  the norm al 
traffic  of em ergency messages 
th a t  telephone lines carry  reg u ­
larly, th e re  a re  m ore  calls being 
m ade in connection w ith  n a ­
tional defense, and serious con­
sequences could resu lt  if some of 
these w ere  d isrupted.

P rospective hun ters  a re  also r e ­
m inded th a t  it is against the  law  
to w illfu lly  dam age telephone 
facilities by gunfire, an oHense 
which carries  a felony charge if 
the  dam age exceeds $50. Mich­
igan Bell said th a t  cable damage 
by bulle t or buckshot usually 
m eans m ore  th a n  $50 in  repair  
expenditures.
