Blundering by the Truman ad-
ministration is directly respon-
sible for the death and wounding
of over 90,000 Am-erica® boys in
the Korean war, Auditor General
Jiithn B. Martin, Jr., told members
ol the Plymouth Republican Wo-
men's dub at a meeting Monday
afternoon m the Veterans Cen-
ton

Present at the meeting was
Mrs. Ra.v Hooker, national com-
miUeeman from Michigan and
Mrs. Margaret Norton, who is as-
sociated with the Republican na-

tional committee.
P:'esident Katherine Henderson
presided and introduced the

prominent speaker.

“This war, on which Congress
mas not consulted, need never
have been fought,” Mr. Martin
dedared. “But once having invit-
ed Communist aggression through
a feeble and mistaken foreign
policy, our country had no alter-
native but to do its best to meet
force with force and to conclude
the conflict successfully. The
errors for which thousands of
fathers and mothers throughout
this nation must hold Truman
and Aeheson responsible were
gross errors of judgment which
led us to:

1 Strip our military forces to
the bone,

2. Attempt to force a coalition
between the Chinese Communists
and th-a Nationalists that could
only have ended with the des-
ti'udion of the Nationalists,

3. Follow a policy of vacillation
as respects our position in Korea
and Formosa, and

4. Withdraw fiom Korea at a
lime we knew that the North
Koreans with Russian support
liad a large and well prepared
arm.v on the Korean border
ready to invade South Korea.

“If there ever was a case of
weak-kneed indecision,” Mr.
Martin .'Waid, “this was it and w-e
are paying for it now with the
blood of 1500 killed and wounded
men per week.'lIt is to be hoped
devoutly that the present f‘cease-
fii-v' negotiations may produce
proposals which we can adopt
with honor. We should realize,
linwevci-, that the situation in
Korea and at other danger spots
throughout the woi'ld can never
b(" fully resolved until we have
K'ached a degree of strength
where we can tell the Russian”,
who manipulate their puppets ih
Korea and Iran and in pother
tmiible points, that we will not
lolci ate aggression by proxy an”®
more than we would tolerate ag-
gre.-.sion by. the RUsslbr>=ai'my
il.ielf. Wlwn wc have reached that

pioblenis. Until then” Mr. Mar-
lin concluded, “wc must bend
ev-i.v effort to the building of
unbeatable strength.”

One
‘cnsed at once a mature approach
v/ith Mr. Dunlap on the podium.
He possesses a serious nature and
a methodical resoluteness, and a
definite sureness in his role as
director. With the hurdles of his
fi'.-t Plymouth concert behind
him, he may well look forward
to an interesting season, as also

may the members of the orches-
tra.

The antiphonal quality of Han-
del’s “Water Musii™ was of pul-
sating rhythm and its gentle mod-
ulations of tune a direct contrast
to the balance of thi' proy.i ain.

John Sweeney, Ill. concert
pianist, and official staff pianist
of the Detroit Symphony Orch-
estra, appeared as the first soloist
for the season of the Plymouth
Orchestra. His interpretation of
the Schumann Concerto in A
Minoi. Opus 54. was w-11 per-
formed and left nothing to be
desired, 'rhis concerto is a lavor-
ite of many pianists but has al-
ways appealed to the wntor as
a form -fit composition uhich
would “grow™ on a peison after
many hearings. Mr. Sweeney’s
pi asentation was glowingly bril-
liant, to say the least. His man-
nerisms on the platforn portray a
voung man sincerely interested in
giving of his br'St talents.

A quick return to “family”
breakfasts was urgvd by State
Health Comimssioner Albert E.
Heutis.

“Far too many Michigan
grownups are eating poor break-
fasts or no breakfasts at all: far
too many Michigan school child-
ren are starting their day under-
fed,” the Commi.ssioner said, and
added:

“If your family Is wus-ad to
slighting its breakfast, you don’t
know how good and how happy
you can feel, until you regularly
sit down together to steaming
bowls of cereal topped with fresh
fruit and milk, a plate of piping
buttered toast and possibly a
platter of scrambled eggs edged
with crisp bacon.

“It may mean getting up 20
minutes earlier; it may mean set-
ting the table, getting out the
skillet and box of cereal the night
before, but it’s well worth it
You’ll feel better all day; you’ll
be happier, you'll get more done
and you’ll be less susceptible to
accident or illness.

“Teachers know thqt the child
who eats a better breakfast has a
better day, is more attentive,
more alert and le.ss irritable.

“Industrial studies have shown
that th.' worker who eats a better
bieakfast is a better workm-, gi'ts
more done early and kei'ps up
good pioduction, makes fewer
mistakes and is less apt to have
an accident. Thv same thing ap-
plies to office help and to the
wife in the home.

“With fall and winter coming
on, when you spend more time
indoors, working longer hours,
come in contact with more peo-
ple, chances of exposure to ill-
ness greatly increase. Bodily re-
iistance must be k-.'pt high. One
of the chief ways to build re-
istance to illness is to be prop-
;i'ly nourished, and you can’t be
properly nourished without a
good breakfast.

Q. What are these variety meats?

Better care of electric cord” is
stressed by household equipment
.'Specialists of the U.S. Department
of Agiicultural to keep the home
running efficiently, as well as to
.-ave such valuable materials as
copper and rubber which cords
contain. Cords are the life line of
eh*ctric appliances and thus de-
serve the care that makes them
last long in good condition. Yet
electric repair shops often report
their biggest business is repairing
damaged cords.

Cord casualties probably are
greatest from the unfortunate
practice of pulling on the cord
rather than the plug when discon-
necting. This eventually jerks
the wire from the plug.

Here’s how to disconnect: If
there is a switch at the outlet,
tuin it off before you pull the
plug. This prevents sparking be-
tween metal prongs and the out-
let, which eats away metal and
in time causes a poor connection.
If there is no switch, disconnect

the plug from the wall outlet
first.Grasp the plug, never the
cord. Pull straight. If the plug

sticks, rock gently from side to
side as you pull to loosen one
connection at a time. It’s safest
to disconnect the cord from the
outlet each time you finish us-
ing a heating or cooking appli-
ance.

When cords are off duty, store
them in a clean, dry, cool place.
Keep rubber-covered cords in the
dark ~because light tends to break
down rubber. A permanently at-
tached cord may be wrapped ar-
ound the appliance loosely, but
be sure the appliance is cool first.

Put cords away free from
kinks, knots or sharp bends which
can break fine Wires or the in-
sulated covering. Cords may hang
over large round wooden pegs,
or over two or more metal hooks.
They also may be coiled loosely
on a shelf or in a drawer. Wheth-
er on or off duty, they should be
protecteid from grease or, other
soil and from heat and wet. Plugs
need protection from  hard
knocks.

2. Meats that are- very low in
fat, such as Itver or cubed steak,
will need additional fat for pan-
frying; also any meat which has
a coatingl-wilL. need added fat.

3., Panfried meats* should b>
cooked slowly so that they are
done on the inside by the time the
outside is attractively 'browned.

Panfrying Hints

Meat cubes, slices or julienne
pieces may easily be floured in a
paper bag.
