The small 
English Coivul ear of the  Ford 
company in London awaited them 
at the  airport, and after  visiting 
the plant, they  saw Oxford Uni­
versity, Lloyds of London, S hake­
speare’s birthplace, S tra tfo rd  on 
Avon— while in the  la ter  place 
they  a ttended  t h e  beautiful 
Shakespearean  Memorial T hea­
tre. which stages Shakespearean 
plays. Mrs. Jacobus says the 
acoustics w ere  wonderful and the 
audience very appreciative.

T hrough a le t te r  from the Ford 
Motoi” Com pany they  met the 
Labor A ttache at the  U. S. E m ­
bassy in London, and with he and 
his wife they w ent shopping, 
visited W indsor Castle. lU Down­
ing s tree t and Scotland Yard. Mr. 
Jacobus slates th a t  most of the 
English people they talked to 
wore ready for a change in gov­
ernm ent.

From  England they motored to 
Wales w here  Mis. Jacobus spent 
soni',; enjoyable hours w ith  rela­
tives she had not seen for years.

Back in London they boarded 
the Dutch Airlines for a tr ip  to 
A m sterdam , Holland. Again they 
visited the  Ford p lan t there  and 
spent an  evening w ith  the m ana­
ger and  his family in a beautiful 
cottage on the N orth  sea. A nother  
ear was placed at the ir  disposal 
to lou r  Europe. They motored 
down to Brussels, Belgium. While 
there  they visited the A m erican  
cem otciy  a t Henri Chapclle, 
w here  8000 A m erican  soldiers, 
who gave the ir  lives in the  Battle  
of the  Bulge, are  buried.

The Jacobuses say food seems 
to be m ore plentiful on tUe con­
tinen t than  it is in England.

Touring  dow n the  beautiful 
Rhine valley into G erm any  they 
saw man\- peasants a t  w ork  h a r ­
vesting the crops in the  old p r im ­
itive way.

In  G erm any  m any  buildings 
still a re  leveled fi'om the bom b­
ings during  the  last war. They 
m ade a special trip  to W urzburg 
to see Pfc. J im  Law of P lym outh, 
who is stationed thcie , bu t  J im  
was out of town th a t  day.

In Sw itzerland they  drove over 
the  highest passes, but their 
g rea test th ri l l  was while driving 
along the countryside n ea r  eve­
ning and listening to the  h u n ­
dreds of cowbells ringing out 
their  musical chimes. G eneva was 
very fascinating.

They continued on to Nice, 
Cannes, Monte Carlo and the 
F rench  Riviere. An evening was 
spent in a villa just outsidcvMontc 
Carlo. In Paris  they visitecMTlita 
Ford plant, w ent up in E iffe /  
tow er and shopped.

I 'rom  Paris  they caught a P an -  
Am erican plane back to New 
York and a rrived  home exactly  
one m onth  after  they  had d-?part- 
ed.

Q. What is the name of this cut 
of meat?

A. Salt pork.
Q- Wliere does it come from and 

how is it ideiitilieil?
A. The side of pork. Spareribs are 

removed leaving a boneless 
piece, the bacon strip. Cured 
in salt, it is salt pork. Smoked, 
it is bacon.

Q. How is it prepared?
A. By roasting or panfrying. In 

either event the salt jiork is 
cut into slices about \ \  inch 
thick, covered ■with hot water 
and allowed to stand for .5 
minutes. Slices may then be 
removed, dipped in milk and 
rolled in corn meal. To roast, 
slices are placed on a rack in a 
roasting pan and cooked for .30 
minutes in a 3.10’F. oven. In 
panfrying, the coated slices are 
slowly cooked in lard or drip­
pings until well browned. Salt 
pork is frequently used for 
seasoning vegetables and other 
dishes aLo.

“A m an or wom an needs three 
cups; a child or teen-ager, four 
cups; a p regnan t ii'oman. a quart, 
and a nursing moth-cr a quar t  and 
a half of milk each day. Living 
without this quota is like running 
your car without enough oil.

“If you don ’t like mi lk to drink, 
then  eat your milk in the  form of 
cheese (an ounce and a quartet

It weighs 2200 pounds and 
develops 6 horsepower on a belt 
and 3 horsepower on a d raw bar. 
All of the above engines actually  
work even though they  are very 
old.

He is in the  process of building 
an A rling ton-S im s s ingle-cy lin­
der, double-action steam engine— 
this is being made from a model

of the  engine th a t  Thom as Edison 
used in his first electric light 
plant. Every  pa rt  is carved out of 
wood first and then  a casting is 
made.

The m any boys who visit the 
basement are delighted to watch 
the small toy cannon fired.

Lee also has a m in ia tu re  model 
Germ an woodehop and a small 
model English m achine shop.

Each year the  m achine shop 
classes from the high school jo u r ­
ney over to Lee’s to see and learn 
all about early  engines.

Each Christm as the  Gaeke's 
have all the  toys and the church 
connected up, and they gather 
around the tree  in a conten tm ent 
that  is hard to describe unless 
one experiences it.

MIS M U I K !
On June 15, 1950, hn Emergency Board 
appoinied by the Pre.sident under the 
terms of the Railway Labor Act—an Act 
largely fathered by the unions them.selves 
—made its recommendations on certain 
wage and working conditions ("rules” in 
railroad language) which had been in dis­
pute between employes and the railroads.'̂

More Than 90% of Employes Accept
Since then, terms equal to or better than 
the Board recommendations have l)een 
accepted by about 1,200,000 railroad em­
ployes—more than 90% of the total of all 
workers. They are represented by 20 of 
the 23 standard railroad unions.

Less Than 10% Refuse
But three unions—with about 130,000 
men, or less than 10% of the total—have 
refund to accept, even after months of 
negotiations. These three unions are the 
Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers, 
the Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen 
and Enginemen, and the Order of Railway 
Conductors. These are three of the so- 
called "operating” unions. Already the 
highest paid men in the industry, their 
leaders demand still further advantages 
over other workers.

In all, there are about 270,000 operating 
employes. But not all of them, by 
means, are represented by BLE, BLF&hl, 
or ORC. As a matter of fact, less than 
half—132,000 to be exact—are in these 
three unions. More than half—about 
140,(KX)—are in other unions, principally 
the Brotherhood of Railroad Trainmen. 
What makes the whole situation so hard 
to understand is that these 140,000 op­
erating employes are working under wages' 
and rules which the leaders of the other 
130,000 say they cannot agree to.

What Do the Railroads Offer?
They offer these three unions the same 
settlement which was contained in a Mem­
orandum of Agreement signed at the White 
House on December 21, 1950, by four 
brotherhoods and the railroads. Later 
t h ^  brotherhoods sought to repudiate 
this agreement. But on May 25,1951, the 
Brotherhood of Railroad Trainmen signed 
a complete agreement carrying out the

principles of the Memorandum Agreement 
of December 21. They have been working 
under this agreement since May 25.

What About Wages?
Under t^e terms of the agreement, yard 
engineers, firememand co^uctors would 
now be re iv in g  a wage increase of $.34 
an hour ($2.72 a day) and road engineers, 
firemen and conductors would now be re­
ceiving an increase of 19H cents an hour 
($1.56 per day). Large sums of retroactive 
pay have already accrued and if the agree­
ment is carried out, will be paid promptly.
What About “Cost of Living” Increases? 
The White House Agreement includes an 
"escalator” clause u^er which wages will 
be geared to changes in the Government’s 
cost-of-living index. Two such increases 
—.^ril and July, 1951—have already been 
paid to the 90% of railroad employes cov­
ered by signed agreements.

What About the 40-Hour Week?
The White House Agreement caUs for the 
estaUishment of the 40-hour week in prin­
ciple, for employes in yard service. The 
employes can have it any time after Jan­
uary 1,1952, provided the manpower sit­
uation is such that the railroads can get 
enou^ men to periorm the work with 
reasonable regularity at straight time 
rates. If the parties do not agree on the 
question of availability of manpower, the 
White House Agreement provides arbitra­
tion by a referee appointedby the President.

What Else Do the Union 
Leaders Demand?

The continued quibbling of the leaders of 
the three unions has to do principally with

rules changes, which have alre.idy Ix'en 
agreed to by the Brotherhood of Railro.»d 
Trainmen. Of these, the principal one 
seems to be that having to do with so- 
called "interdivisional service” —runs 
which take in two or more seniority dis­
tricts.

The union leaders would bar progress 
and efficiency in the industry, and lietter 
service to the public, by maintaining a 
situation where they can arbitrarily stop 
a railroad from establishing such inter­
divisional runs. The carriers propose that 
if a railroad wishes to set up an inter­
divisional run, the railroad and the unions 
should try to agree on such run and the 
conditions whicn should surround it.s es­
tablishment, and if the railroad and the 
unions can’t agree, the matter will be sub­
mitted to arbitration.

But the three union leaders still refuse.
Rules Can Be Arbitrated

The railroads have not only offered these 
three unions the same rules s g r ^  to by 
the BRT and covered by the White House 
Agreement, but have even agreed to sub­
mit such rules to arbitration.

The Industry Pattern Is Fixed
With the pattern so firmly established in 
the railroad industry, it seems fair to sug­
gest that the leaders of BLE, BLF&E, 
and ORC stop their quibbling and take 
action to make the railroad labor picture 
100% complete. Certainly today’s eco­
nomic and mtemational situation calls for 
a united front. And certainly no good rea­
son has been advanced why these three 
rinions should be preferred over all other 
railroad employes.
