Edward Potthoff, city clerk and
assessor, returned lo Plymouth
November 9 after a six months
leave of ab.sence. Mr. Potthoff
spent the six months in Puerto
Rico working with the Public
Administration Society in re-as-
.sessing the area and revising the
property taxation system. “It was
the laigest complete reassessing
job of which | have ever heard,”
he said. “The job is still not com-
plete.”

"I an i'ved in Puertjo Rico after
most of the surveying and plat-
ting were completed,” he con-
tinued. "Most of the work which
I did was with the appeal board.”
Mr. Potthoff descriped the sys-
tem thusly, after the property
was rc-asscssed at 80 percent of
value (Plymouth is assessed at
about 30 percent of value) the
bills were distributed. At this
time .the new s.y.stem was cx-
plainfrd to the taxpaiyer. Persons
who did not understand after this
explanation, or who had a com-
plaint about the size of the bill
iippeared.before the appeal board.

"Theie is a gi'eat ldeal of pov-
erty in Puerto Rico,” he said, “but
after awhile one becomes harden-
ed to this. Across from a beautiful
mansion would bo a hut built of
old packing boxes,’ ljio remarked.
In this country, there are the very
wealthy, and the very poor.

“The biggest probljcm,” he con-
tinued, “is the overpopulation
nf the country.” The only arable
location is a coastalj plain. “The
interior of the country is moun-
tainous and not arable,” he said.

Hunting Inside

City Illegal

Hunting in the Cuy of Plym-
outh will be illegal after Novem-
ber 26. The city commission pas-
sed an ordinance Monday, Nov-
ember 5 which says, "No person
shall hunt with a I'evolver, pistol,
rifle, shot gun or other firearm
within the boundaries of the city
of Plymouth.”

This ordinance was passed as
a result of a number of com-
plaints of hunters within the city
limits doing damage to private
property.

The ordinance goes into effect
21 days after it is passed by the
commission. Violations may be
punished by a fine of $100 and
costs or imprisonment for not
more than 30 days or fine and im-
pri.sonment and costs at the dis-

cretion of the court.
