Cochrane chap te r  of the D augh­
ters of the  Am erican Revolution 
were en te r ta ined  at the  home of 
Mrs. David M ather on P a rk  Place 
Monday, Novem ber 19, with a 
delightful ta lk  by Mrs. Earl C.

The chap ter  voted to support 
two bills now under considera­
tion before the United States 
Senate. The first Senate  Bill No. 
2039 introduced by Senator  M ar­
tin of Pennsylvania , w o u l d  
prohibit the  display of the  flag of 
the United Nations or any other 
national or in ternational flag in 
place of 01- in a position equal 
or superior to tha t  of the  flag of 
the United States, and for other 
purposes.

The second is Sena te  Bill No. 
177 in troduced by Senator  Brick- 
er  w hich opposes the  proposed 
United Nations Covenant of H u­
m an Rights now befoi e the  Sen­
ate dem and attention. Senator 
Bricker is fighting the proposed 
T rea ty  as the adoption of this 
T reaty  would be a serious menace 
to our basic liberties, as it fore­
shadows rew rit ing  our Constitu­
tion and sci'apping our Bill of 
Rights, w ith  its guaran tees  of in ­
dividual liberties.

The m em bers of the  S arah  Ann 
Cochrane chap ter  urges every  
person to w rite  his congressman 
in support of these two measures.

W’hy hold two services on this 
doyV Why not drop the church 
st'i'viccs en tire ly  so one m ight 
■jn-t loaf and eat and d r ink  on 
Thanksgiving?

The answ er to both  questions 
lies in the fact th a t  there  are 
ju s t  ton m any people who believe 
in keeping up our good, old in ­
stitutions from the days of our 
founding fathers. These people 
lefuse to dedicate a  day of N a­
tional Thanksgiving to gluttony 
and godlessness. They persist- 
('d in corning to church  in such 
crowds on Thanksgiving that  u n ­
comfortable. overflow a r ra n g e ­
m ents h.id to be m ade in the 
church basem ent. Even then some 
w ere tu rn i ’d aw ay in 1948.

Since 1949 the  a rrangem en t of 
two Thanksgiving services has 
worked very well. The two se rv ­
ices are f i l l e d ,  bu t n o t  
ovi 'icrowded. Also, and this is 
im portant, it provides an oppor­
tun ity  foi- all membei's of the 
fam ily  to a ttend, including the 
motliei' of the  house. The day may 
be a flay of loafing and feasting 
fUr others, but too often it tu rns  
out to be just a day of added 
til Lidgei y foi' m others. If tha t  fuis 
been the ca.se in some of our 
homes in the  past, this year  is a 
good tim e to change and to give 
m other  a b reak  by helping her 
and m aking it possible for her to 
go to church.

Why, indeed, do we not drop 
church  services entirely  on this 
day of loafing and feasting? Have 
we forgotten the  PU RPO SE for 
w hich  our coun try ’s fa thers  es­
tab lished  this custom? Have we 
ignored the annual proclam ations 
of both the  Presiden t and the 
Governoi- so long th a t  we have 
forgotten  tha t  they  e.xhort us "to 
go to the  House of W orship to 
ren d e r  due thanks  to God for all 
th e  benefits  received and to in- 
voki' His blessing upon our s tag­
gering task of the fu tu re? ’’ Arc 
we m ere beasts who have no to n ­
gues to move and lips to open 
in beautifu l words and .iiongs of 
praise  to our R edeem et-C reato r  
God? Shall they say of us. and 
say it with justification, "The 
Am ericans are a hypocritical, 
m ateria lis tic  race; they talk 
m uch about being a Christian  
nation, but even the ir  national 
day  of Thanksgiving they have 
tu rn e d  into an open orgy of the 
f lesh‘d”

T here  are  m any people in this 
rea lm  who are  full of deep g ra t i ­
tude  to God for His unspeakable  
gifts. They a r e  aw are  of the s e r ­
iousness of the  present world s it­
uation. They are  conscious of the 
fact th a t  Am erica has not assum ­

ed the role of worlil leadership 
w ithout thercljy assuming iX'S- 
ponsibilitii 's and (ibligations for 
the  fu tu re  which are  simply be­
yond the  capacity of one nation 
to carry  w ithout eventual b re a k ­
dow n an d  in ternal collapse. WE 
CANNOT GET ALONG W IT H ­
OUT THE FAVOR OF OUR F A ­
THER IN HEAVEN IN THE 
TA SK WE HAVE ASSUMED!

We arc  not only giving thanks 
on the day of Thanksgiving; we 
a re  pleading with our H iaven ly  
F a ther  not t<r remnvi.' from us Hi^ 
gracious protection and blessing. 
THE OUTCOME OF THE P R E S ­
ENT WORLD STRUGGLE IS 
STILL MOST UNCERTAIN! Let 
no one glibly say or even imagine 
that  we have the Russian Com ­
m unists ' "in the bag.”

If we take  for granted tha t  God 
is on our side, bectiuse ours is the 
side of the  right, we ought to 
call to mind w hat A braham  L in ­
coln said when he heard  a great 
preacher  pray ing  to God to hr' 
with the ir  cause. He said. "I 
th ink  we ought not only to be 
concerned about God being on 
our side, but that  we are on tlie 
side of God,”

Can We e.vpis t to go along with 
our hypocrisy; as we display it 
in our Thanksgiving observance'.’ 
We call a day Thanks-giving, ;ind 
then  we employ the day in mere 
sensual gratification and leave 
out God and thanks  to Him.

"It c a n t  happen  here!" is a n ­
o ther  profound piece of fool’s 
philosophy often heard with reg ­
ard to the present crisis; "A m er­
ica is too strong, it cannot go 
dow n.” Read history, my op ti­
mistic friend. Read especially the 
history of G od’s Chosen People. 
He gave them  a solemn warning  
before the ir  defeat and ru in  came. 
Hi'te it is; read it and take  it to 
heart:

"B ew are  tha t  thou forget not 
thi' Lord thy God— Lest when 
thou hast ea ten  and art full, and 
ha.st built goodly houses, and 
dwelt th e re in —and thy silver and 
thy gold is multiplir 'd, and all 
tha t  thou hast i.s m ultiplied, then 
th ine heart  become proud and 
thou forget the Lord thy  God— 
and thou say in th ine heart. My 
power and the might of my hand 
hath  gotten me this w ealth .— 
And it shall be. if thou do at all 
forget the Lord th e  God, I te s t ­
ify against you this day. Ye shall 
surely perish!"

These new developm ents m ust 

come th rough  sp ir i tua lly  inspired 
brains. Hence, instead of hom e­
steading land, we today should 
"hom estead” brains! This means 
to invest more labor and give 
m ore tim e to the  minds of our 
children. They a re  neglected to ­
day.

We th in k  tha t  television m a ­
chines, airp lanes and electrical 
appliances are w onderful;  but 
these are m ere peanu ts  com pared 
w ith  the  in tricate and m arvelous 
m achinery  of the  h um an  brain. 
Yet, the  Asiatics and Africans, 
whom I have hired for ten  cents 
a day, have th e .^ e^ u m an  brains. 
*To .spiritually aw aken  the.se bil­
lions of brain.s i.s the ne.xt great 
"fron tier .” I wish I w ere  younger 
to have a part  in it.

Brains as Investm ents
This most w onderful m achine 

is in your own children 's  heads. 
Your boy can develop his brain 
to bi'come an  Edison, a F irestone 
or a Ford; but the fir.st step to ­
wards success is to inspire him 
to think, work, love and save. 
These m en  w ere inspired by 
the ir  parents; they  never  w ent to 
collt'gc. Keep iu m ind tha t  the  
masses are  using their  brains 
only a small fraction of 1 percent 
while  your children a re  using 
theirs only about 5 percent.

Most job“̂ — including white- 
collar positions— requ ire  very  
little  b ra in  work. Clerks, sa les­
m en and so-called executives are  
really  in the  "m anual labo r” 
group, depending upon habit, 
memory, speed or friendship  for 
earning the ir  pay checks. They 
perform  little  or no creative 
work. Yes, the  brains of our 
children a re  great undeveloped 
resources and offer you u n lim it­
ed possibilities. These brains are 
w orth  to parents  far  more than 
any pensions which pa ren ts  may 
ever receive.

W hat Paren ts  C an  Do
Sehool.s a re  doing the ir  best to 

help your children. Fu therm ore , 
they  do not expect you to teach 
them  reading, writing, a r i th m e ­
tic or any of the  h igher subjects. 
Schools, however, depend upon 
parents  to .set the ir  children an  
exam ple  in good habits, good 
reading and thrift. As a child's 
religion is de te rm ined  before 
he is 12 years  old, so is his suc­
cess or failure. In  almost every  
case a boy's fu tu re  is de te rm ined  
by the  tra in ing  which the boy I'e- 
ccives at homo during  his early  
teens. If he has been inspired to 
th ink, to work, to save and to 
pray, he becomes a successful 
m an,— college or no college. Sys­
tematic reading and creative 
th inking will then  be his educa­
tion.

Therefore, g rea t undeveloped 
frontiers a re  now available; bu t 
they  a re  sp ir i tua l  frontiers. To 
conquer them  requires the  same 
courage, de te rm ina tion  and sac­
rifice tha t  our ancestors had 
w hen conquering the West. In ­
stead of forsaking comfortable 
homes, cu tting  aw ay  forests and 
living in log cabins, our children, 
perhaps, mu.st w in the ir  inde­
pendence by forsaking amusing 
radios, television and useless 
reading, by refusing to "keep up 
w ith  Lizzy", and by cultivating 
their  minds as their  ancestral 
pioneers cultivated the land. In ­
spired brains are  the "gold 
m ines” of the future.

This is Time to 
Remember Birds

“Thanksgiv ing  day  is a good 
tim e to rem em ber  the  ha rdy  song­
birds th a t  rem ain  in Michigan 
w ith  us.” says Charles Shick, e x ­
tension specialist in game m an ­
agem ent for M ichigan S ta te  Col­
lege.

He points out th a t  a lthough 
w in ter  feeding of wildlife is not 
badly needed unde r  the  s ta te ’s 
w in ter  conditions, it can be lots of 
fun for persons who act as host 
to our  fea thered  friends. There  is 
no be tte r  way to lea rn  to apprec ­
iate and  enjoy birds th an  by w a t ­
ching them  at feeding stations 
close to the  window.

And the  wild b irds th a t  are 
a tt rac ted  to the  feeding stations 
add to the  n a tu ra l  surroundings 
of the  home, Shick points out. 
"They add color and life to the  
landscape at a tim e w hen m any of 
our birds a re  spending the ir  w in ­
te r  in southern  climates.”

Cracked corn ,sucl, ' bread 
crumbs, weed seeds and small 
grains of all k inds can be used 
to a tt rac t  such birds as n u th a tc h ­
es, blue jays, bi'own creepers, 
chickadees, juncos and grosbeaks 
to your yard. Grit  also should be 
made available  since birds r e ­
quire it for digesting food.

"Rem em ber th a t  if you es tab ­
lish a feeding station, it m ust be 
a ttended  daily since the birds will 
depend upon your feeder for their  
food supply. Song bird feeder.s 
can be sim ply a wooden tray- 
type affair  fastened to a window 
sill or m ounted on a 5-foot post,” 
Shick advises.

The P lym outh  B ranch  of the  
Nional Fa rm  and G a iden  Asso­
ciation have m ain ta ined  a feeding 
station in the  pa rk  in front of 
the  High School for the  past few 
years.

Go Deer Hunting

“A hunting  we will go”, seems 
to be on the  m inds of approxi-, 
m ately  40 students, 18 from the  11 
an d  12 grades, and 22 from  the 
nine and 10 grades of P lym outh  
High school, as the  1951 deer  sea­
son goes into full swing.
